Mo., Nov. 21.— An ex-
tensive bank failure is reported here to-
night, involvingno less than six finan-
rial concerns in the Southwest. '1 hey
are all practically under one manage-
ment. Definite news of the failure is
not obtainable. So far as is known the
facts are these: When Oklahoma was
made a territory the Newton National
bank, at Newton, Kan., established the
Commercial National bank at Guthrie,
withbranches at Normal, El Reno and
Stillwater. The same bank had a
branch at Whitewater. Butler county.
Kan. About two months ago a run
was made oh the Guthrie bank,
but the Newton bank went to the
rescue with a special tr in carrying
funds and met all claims presented.
Since that time the credit of the whole
group of banks has been more or less
impaired. The Kansas City banks be-
came alarmed at their condition, and
withdrew their support, i'esterday the
Newton bank was taken -possession of
by the federal bank authorities. To-
day the Guthrie bank suspended, and
Its doors are closed, and the White-
Water concern is in the hands of the
Examiner. Nothing has been heard
from the El Reno. Normal orStillwater
banks. The Newton National bank had
icapital of $100,000 and a surplus of
120,000. John Reese is president; A.11.
MiClain. vice president; C. R. McClain.
cashier, and O. A. McClain, assistant
cashier. The Commercial National bank
Df Guthrie was tiie first bank in the
territory to nationalize. Its capita! is
said to be $300,000. J. M.Rogsdals was
president. C. R. McCain, vice president,
»nd C. W. Bluter, cashier. lis corres-
pondent here was the American Na-
tional bank. ItsNew York correspond-
ent was the United States National
bank. Of the Whitewater bank A.H.

The assets
of the Newton. Guthrie and Whitewater
banks are believed to be equal to the
liabilities, and the bankers here say
they expect a settlement will be made
dollar for dollar.

PiTTSBiAo, Pa., Nov. 21.— Suit was
entered to-day in the United States
court for .$50,000 damages against J.Com-
misky and Edward J. Melley, executors
of the estate of Dennis O. Harran. The
plaintiffs ate two Irish girls, nieces of
the testators. In the year 1884 Dennis
O. Harran went from his home in
Luzeene County, on a visit to his
brother inCounty Tyrone, Ireland. He
was very wealthy and had no children,
He was also very much pleased with
the pretty faces of his nieces,
ami before he left made an
agreement with them. He said
ifthey would go to work and learn the
millinery an Isales business ina thor-
oughly good way, he would bringjthem
to this country at his own expense, pro-
vide for them while completing their
trade here and then would furnish them
with $30,000 capital to start up business

\u25a0 in any city they might choose. The girls
went to work in 1887. they completed
their apprenticeship in Ireland, and
true to his promise, their uncle, Dennis
OTlarran, sent for them to come to this
country, and in1880 they finished their
trade in New York.Just then their uncle
died and his will left no provision forthem, hence the suit. In the meantime
the girls are workingin New York,and
are threatening to make itwarm for the
defendants in the case.

THEY' WERE TRESPASSERS.

American Hunters Arrested and
Ejected From the Indian Terri-
tory.
AnKANSAsCiTT.Kan., Nov. 21.—The

Indians of the Indian territory lately
became. so annoyed at the destruction
of game on their reservation that they
made an appeal to the interior depart-
ment, and a general order was issued
prohibiting white men from hunting on
any of the Indian lands. In ac-
cordance with this the deputy
United States marshals were ord-
ered to arrest all hunters and con-
fiscate their arms, amunitiou, dogs, har-
ness and horses and wagons. Aspecial• lot of Indian police was sworn in as
deputy marshals, and they are now pa-
trolling the game land.. The order of
the interior department has never been
published, and several parties of hunt-
ers, innocent of their trespass, have
been arrested. One party consists of
Benjamin Lamb, Frank C. Farrell and
S. Lawrence Williams, of Chicago.
Their camping outfit and guns were
confiscated, and they were ejected from
the lands.

Death ol*a Famous Distiller.
Louisville, Ky., Nov. 21.—Herman

Beckurts, president of the Anderson-
Nelson Distilling company, died here
to-day. He was sixty-one years old, a
native of Braunschweig. He has lived
in Louisville since 1840, with the excep-
tion of two years, and.was the head of
the company which purchased the greatBuchanan distillingplant upon the fail-v ure of George Andrew Buchanan six
years ago. In1873 Mr. Beckurts went
to Denver and bought the Denver Trib-une, and for two years was sole owner
of the paper. He returned to Louisville
in1875.

CONDEMNED BYTHE PRIMATE

The Bishop ofLincoln Adjudged
Guilty of Ritualistic Practices.
London, Nov. 21.—The archbishop

of Canterbury has delivered judgment
against Rev. Dr.Edward King, bishop
of Lincoln, who. was charged with ritu-
alistic practices regarding the jurisdic-
tion of the ecclesiastical court and hisobligation to obey the rubrical direc-
tions in the pra\er book. The arch-
bishop suspended judgment inratrurH tr,

the bishop's rubrical irregularities. The
mixing«of water with the wine used in
the act of consecration, the archbishop
holds, I rinsed tlie law of the church,
but the use of a mixed chalice prepared
beforehand did not offend the ecclesi-
astical law. The charge against the
bishop regarding ablution was dis-Jmissed, it.not being supported by the
evidence. The archbishop decided that
Dr.King's action in turning his face to
the east during communion, and thus
making his manual acts invisible, was
illegal. The acts must be visible to the
congregation. The singing of the hymn
"Agnus Dei" during communion was
not illegal.

The archbishop holds that the plac-
ing of lighted candles upon the altar for
ceremony during the service when they
are not wanted for light is not illegal,'
although the act is distasteful to many
communicants. The bishop, he says, is
quiteunjustified in making the sign of
the cross in pronouncing absolution and
the benediction. Each side was ad-
judged to pay its own costs. .

PLENTY OF PUSOS ON HAND.

Continuation of the Run on the
Citizens' Bank.

New York, Nov. 21.—The run on the
Citizens' bank continued to-day. As
early as 6 o'clock crowds began gather-
ing about the bank, and were formed
into a line by the police. When the
doors of the bank were opened at 10
o'clock the crowd made a rush, and
forty or fiftygot inand were paid off.
Quite a number wanted to leave a dol-
lar or two on deposit, but the teller
would not allow any lower '•count than
$10 or $15 to remain. The finance com-
mittee of the bank held a meeting this
morning, at which it was determined
not to take advantage of the privilege
of the thirtydays law, but to keep right
on paying out to all whodeinanded their
money. The bank started in with $160,-
--000 left over Iroinyesterday, and in the
course of the morning President Quint-
aid drew $100,000 more from the City
National bank and the Mercantile Trust
company, in order to be fullyprepared
in all emergencies. The bank officials
say, that while they deprecate th<a
machinations of the speculators, they
have no legal means of stopping them.

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ANihilist Expelled From France.
Paris, Nov. 21.—Mendelsohn, the

nihilist, who had several interviews
withPadlewski, the Russian Pole who
is suspected of the murder of Gen,
Seliverskoff, prior to Padlewskl's disap-
pearance from Paris, and who, it is
known, furnished him with money, has
been expelled from the country. It:is
believed that Padlewski escaped to
London. Prince Dolgorouki, governor
of Moscow, has arrived in Paris. His
visit is due to the murder of Gen. Seli-
verskoff, who was a representative in
France of the Russian government.
