Cries of "foul"rent the air. The crowd
broke over the ropes, and a general
melee ensued, in which the seconds and
spectators took a hand. Moore swung
his right on one of Gibbs' seconds,
pistols were drawn and fist blows freely
exchanged. Itwould have been worth
the referee's life to have announced his
decision, and lie wisely informed the
crowd that tie would not render ituntil
!t o'clock to-night. His decision was a
draw.

TV. W. Moore Files Suits Against
Backet Shops.

Nashviixe, Term., Nov.28.— W. W.
Moore filed two suits in chancery court

ere to-day; one against the Tennessee
Brokerage association for $4,875, the
other against the McCrea company for

§8.050. Defendants conduct bucket
shops, and plaintiff claims that he
lost the amount sued for in trans-
actions on futures carried on
with them last summer. The latter
part of August Moore became deeply in-
volved with the banks in this city, hav-
ing obtained from them ?18,000 by what
isknown as the "kiting" process, that
is, when he became indebted to one
bank he would give a ehecU on another
for the amount. William Moore, father
of W. W. Moore, raised the money at
the time and met the deficit in bank.
Suits are likely to prove sensational, as
the bucket shops will fight the matter
to the end, and promise interesting dis-
closures.

Chicago Excited.
Chicago, Nov. 28.—Considerable ex-

citement was manifested by two or
three speakers to-day at the meeting of
the local committee having in charge
the arrangements for the Dillon-
O'Brien mass meeting to-morrow
night. The cause of the warmth
was the question of how the
resolutions to be proposed at the mass
meeting should treat the subject of in-
dorsing Parnell. After an unqualified
indorsement for Parnell had been im-
pulsively demanded by the two or three
referred to, caution was counseled at
more length by othrrs. Finally the
whole business was laid on the table,
and the committee on resolutions was
given discretionary powers.

The horses were
not hurt, but the buggy was carried
about a thousand feet. The train was
on down grade coming off the high
bridge, and was tro ng at irood speed.
Lapsley saw the train, and tried to hold
his horses, but, when lie found that he
could not .stop, he whipped up the team
and reached the track just in time for
the pilot to strike fairly between the
wheels.

MAJ. JONtS INJURED.

He Receives a Severe Contusion
on the Temple.

PARMLR STAIESMEW

The South Dakota Alliance Drafts
a Platform.

Mitchell, S. !>., Nov. 28.—The State
Fanners' Alliance, in convention here
yesterday, chose delegates to the Na-
tional Alliance convention, to be held
in Florida Dec. 2. It also adopted a
platform, declaring fealty to the Alli-
ance paramount to every party fealty.
The platform further says:

That we are unalterably opposed to the
creation or continuation ofauy unnecessary \u25a0

publicoffice. »nd demand that the salaries of
all publicofficers not iixcd iv the constitu-
tion ehali correspond with the income of
productive industiies of the state: that ivthe
administrative offices of the state ihe strictest
economy ihali be practiced.

It(alls for the establishment of an ex-
pensive system ot irrigation at an early
date, and says:

We are grieved to think that the dominant
politicalparty of this state should refuse to
provide such amendments to ihe constitu-
tions as would allow the state to contrit.ute
to such a system aud submit the same to the
vote of our people at the late election for
ratification. We further deplore that our
present representation in congress used such
untiringenergy in seeking and procuring ap-
propriations for unueeded and extravagant
publicbuildings and unearned services, and
notone dollar forthe construction ot a single
well or lor the advancement of the industrial
enterprises of the state.

Itfavors an amendment to the state
constitution forbidding sales of public
school lands; favors a uniform series of
school books to be furnished by the
state at cost: demands a fairEnglish
education for every child; endorses the
Australian ballot system; demands such
legislation as will forever prohibit the
employment of armed bodies of men,
other than our state militia, at the call
of the governor of the state; demands
that railroad passenger rates be fixed at
two cents per mile; that railroad com-
missioners be elected and empowered to
make all freight schedules tor all state
traffic; that the appraised value ofrail-
roads for taxation be fixed at the value
they are bonded for, and that a law tax-
ing mortgages be enacted.

LOGGERS ARE SAD.

No More Cutting ofPine on Indian
Reservations.

Asni,ANi>, Wis., Nov. 28.—Positive
orders have been received from the In-
dian department byIndian Agent Leahy
refusing to allow the cutting of pine on
the reservations during the coming win-
ter. Further notifications have been
received from the department to the
effect that no allotments of land upon
the Flambeau reservation willbe made.
The news is a deep disappointment tolumbermen, who hoped to retrieve the
losses of last winter caused by unfavor-
able weather. Itis not likely,however,
that the matter willbe allowed to rest
here, and a delegation will probably be
sent to.Washington, to intercede with
the officials there inbehalf of poor Lo
and the loggers.
