Scheffer, a harness merchant ofValley
Springs, six miles east of this city, died
this moruingat 5:30. When found tin's
morning at 5o'clock he was still alive,

but died half an hour later. A bottle
containing a few grains of morphine
was found on a table hy the bed. Itis
said the bottle waa full last night. A
justice of the peace impaneled a jury,
and an inquest is at present being held.
Itis said Mr. Scheffer hud a large sum
of money on his person and some val-
uable papers last night, and but $18

could be found this morning. Dr. C. P.
Bissel occupied tne room with Mr.
Selieffer last night, and says that Schef-
fer, contrary to orders, took an overdose
of morphine after he (Dr. Bissel) was
nsleep. The inquest itseems, although
still inprogress, involves Dr. C. P. Bis-
sel from the evidence so far gathered.
Bissel, who is apracticing physician and
local surgeon for the Sioux City &
Northern railroad, and the poisoned
man got on a tare, a custom of both,
and were seen by many in an intoxi-
cated condition. On retiring for the
night, both very drunk, Scheffer said he
could not go to sleep, and the doctor
Baid "He'd fix him," and that he would
either put him to sleep or kill him.
This is the evidence of Joe Parrish, who
called on the dying man early at 4
o'clock this morning and found the
doctor applying restoratives. The grand
jury is being held to Jearn the action of
the inquest. Bissel will be arrested
without a doubt.

EX-PUOIIiIST KILLED.

John P. Clow Shot to Death by
Frank C Marshall.

Denveb, Col., Dec. 9.—John P. Clow,
the ex-pugilist, was shot and killed in
flow's saloon, on Larimer street, at
in early hour this morning by Frank C.
Marshall. The men had had some
trouble over a prize which Clow claimed
Marshall had sold to him. and failing to
secure a settlement he had Marshall ar-
rested, but not locked up. They drank
considerable yesterday, and all last
night continued their quarreling.
About G o'clock this morning Marshall
walked into the saloon where Clow and
his barkeeper were standing at the bar
and without a word shot Clow twice,
one ball passing through his head, over
the righteye, causing instant death;
the other passed through the body from
the ritrlit to the left side. Clo\v:s bar-
keeper shot at Marshall three times.but
failed to hit him. Clow was a bully and
very mean when • linking. Marshall
was also very quarrelsome when drink-
Ing. He is under arrest.

SWUNG FROM A TREE.

An Incendiary Negro Lynched by
Men of His Own Race.

another lynching at Roebuck, Miss., to-
day as a sequel to the Aron murder.
One Moses Lemon, colored, became
very indignant at the lynching of Den-
nis Martin for the lullingof (ius Aron,
nnd itwas learned that he was circulat-
ing among the negroes trying to get up
a mob and go to Aron's store, murder
the clerks and lire the building. The
people of the neighborhood, both white
and black, formed themselves into an
organization and swung Lemon to a
tree.

TWO BRUTALLY MURDERED.

Another house con-taining seven neeroes was blown down,
but all the occupants escaped unhurt.

FEDERATION OP LABOR.

The Organization Takes a Decided
Stand Against Socialism.

Detroit, Mich., Dec. 9.—The Federa
tion of Labor assembled this morning at
0o'clock. The matter of the admission
of Mr. Sanial, representing the New
York Central Labor Federation, into the
convention as an accredited delegate,
was the principal subject of interest
among the delegates. The opinion of
nearly all seems to be that Sanial
should not be seated. The re-
port of the special committee on
the admission of Sanial, represent-
ingthe New York Central Labor Fed-
eration, was called for. Secretary F< s-
ter arose and reported as follows: "We
have concluded that we cannot admit
any political party without admitting
others.'' In short, the committee re-
ported unfavorably to the admission of
Sanial on the general ground that he
came up from an organization without
a charter from the federation. Dele-
gate Morgan wanted the subject de-
terred to the next convention for de-
cision and so moved. Several
delegates opposed the motion, and
finally President Gonipers took
the -. floor in

- opposition to it.
When submitted to a vote
Morgan's resolution was lost by a de-
cisive vote. The previous question was
then called for and a poll vote asked
for. This resulted ineighty delegates
casting 1.099 votes for the adoption of
the committee and report, while twenty
delegates, witha total of 535 votes, cast
them negatively. The report was thus
declared adopted, and the American
Federation of Labor had taken its stand
upon the socialistic element's entrance
into its organization. Afterseveral res-
olutions presented and referred the con-
vention adjourned until to-morrow.

EXIT TRUSi.1 COMPANIES.

They Believe They Can Get Along
Without Clearing Houses.

New York, Dec. The first step
has apparently been taken looking to
the retirement of the trust companies
from the bank clearing house. This
morning the Farmers' Loan and Trust
Company has issued a circular an-
nouncing that the company has deter-
mined to discontinue the practice of
having its checks passed through the
New York clearing house from Jan. 1.
i1891. When asked the cause of this
action. President Kolston replied: -. ;

Because we have no need .of the clearing
house. We can do our business justas well
without it. We think a trust company should
not do a banking business. Our accounts are
dead accounts. We do. not do a general
banking business. We were never members
of the clearing house, but let our checks go
through. Now we stop* That is all there is
to it.

Wells, Fargo & Co. also announced
that they had discontinued making their
clearances through banks on Dec. 1.

BUCKED THE LOTTERY LAW.

A Memphis Journalist Indicted by
the Grand Jury.

Memphis, Term., Dec. 9.—Frank W.
Gregory, managing editor of the Even-
ingDemocrat, has been indicted by the
federal grand jury for violating the lot-
tery law. Afterthe last drawing of the
Louisiana lottery, the Democrat's New
Orleans correspondent wired that paper
the winning numbers held by Memphis
people. The proof slip was submitted
to Postmaster Patterson, who wired the
attorney general, at Washington. His
decision was that its publication would
criminate the publisher. The Democrat
published not only its experience with
the postoffice department, but also the
objectionable list; hence the action of
the grand jury. . .;

for mayor give Matthews, Dem., 32,307;

Washington, Doc. 9.—ln the house
this morning, direct!; after the reading
of the journal, Representative Snider
was recognized by Speaker Reed totake
the floor to ask unanimous consent to
call up forjeonsideration a billmaking
an appropriation for a public building
at St. lJaul. The billwas read and an
amendment offered reducing the limit
of appropriation toisoo.oOO and striking
out the appropriating clause, leaving
tiie amount to be provided by some reg-
ular appropriation bill,as is invariably
done in case of public building bills.

Beckinridge, of Kentucky, called for
the reading of tne report, which was
done, and the necessities of a public
building at St. Paul set forth in con-
vincing figures. When tne report was
read, Enloe, of Tennessee, arose and
objected to a consideration of the bill.
He said he feared it was the purpose to
leave this appropriation as a legacy for
the next house to assume, and unless
the appropriation was made at once he
would not consent to let the bill pass.

Kerr, of lowa, member of the com-
mittee on public buildings, said thisproceeding was invariably followed,
and the committee on appropriations
had insisted upon itinevery case.

Enloe remained firm inhis objection,
despite the fact that the entire lowa
delegation and Capt. Snider appealed
to him to withdraw his objectiou and
let the bill come up.

DUNNEtiL'S BILIi.

The Minnesota Congressman Has
a Scheme for Apportionment.

Washington, Dec. 9.—Mr. Dunnell,
chairman of the house committee on
the eleventh census, introduced in the
house to-day a bill making an appor-
tionment of representatives in con-
gress. The bill provides that after the
third day of March, 1893, the house
shall be composed of 356 members. The
representation of some of the states is
increased as follows: Alabama, 1; Ar-kansas, 1; California, 1; Colorado, 1;
Georgia, 1; Illinois, 2;Kansas, 1; Mass-
achusetts, 1; Michigan, 1; Minnesota,
2; Missouri, 1; Nebraska, 3; New
Jersey, 1; Oregon, 1; Pennsylvania, 2;
Texas, 2; Washington, 1; Wisconsin, 1.
The representation from the other
states willremain unchanged.

Section two of the bill provides that
whenever a new state is admitted to the
union the representative or representa-
tives assigned to it shall be inaddition
to the number 350.

Section tnree provides that in each
state entitled unuer this apportionment,
the number to which each state may be
entitled in the Fifty-third and each sub-
sequent congress shall be elected by
districts composed of continguous terri-
tory and containing as nearly as practic-
able an equal number of inhabitants.
The districts are to be equal in number
to the repiesentatives to which tneir
state is entitled in congress, no one dis-
trict electing more than one represen-
tative.

Section 4 provides that in case of an
increase in the number of represent-
atives, which may be given to any state
under this apportionment, theaduitional
representative or representatives shall
be elected by the state at large, and the
other repiesentatives by the districts
now prescribed by law until the legisla-
ture of the state shall redistricf thestate, and if there be no increase in the
number of representatives from a state
their representatives shall be elected
from the districts now prescribed by
law until the state be redistricted by tlielegislature of the state. The bill is theone recently introduced by Represent-
ative FraiiK, of Missouri. The appor-
tionment is on the same basis of repre-
sentation. The Dunnell bill, as intro-
duced, has been agreed toby the Repub-
lican members of the census committee,
and itwillprobably be reported back to
the house to-morrow, when the com-
mittee meets.

MILKSTHE MAX.

Chopper Clarkson Nominates the
Indian Fighter for President.
Washington, Dec. 9.—Gen. Clarkson,

the ex-assistant postmaster general, has
returned to Washington from North
Carolina, where he went for the benefit
of his health. When asked if there
was anything in the report that he
would succeed Mr. Quay as chairman of
the national Republican committee,
Gen. Clarkson answered: ".None what-
ever; so far as Iknow Mr. Quay will
continue in his present office."

"What credence do you give to the
story that Mr. Blame willshortly retire
from the cabinet so as to put himself
in position to secure the presidential
nomination?"

"Mr.Blame is the premier of his ad-
ministration," said Gen. Clarkson. "You
cannot detach or disassociate him there-
from. He stands or falls withit; there-
fore Mr.Blame's lot is cast with him.
Myidea is that he is for President Har-
rison in •93, but "J2 is a long way ahead,
and new men are likely tocome to the
front.

He said this bill was
brought forward to disturb harmony
and to inflictan injury on business: re--
lations at a time when the relations of
the people of the several states were
becoming more and more extended «nd
complicated, and when the ablest and
best men of the Southern states were
seeking to find a remedy for the evils
that surround them. An illustra-
tion of the bad effects, of such
a law, Mr. Berry referred to
the recent appointment by Circuit
Court Judge Williams, of Arkansas
(who had up to that time had the re-
spect of the people of that state of both
political parties) of John McClure,as
chief supervisor of elections. Judge
Williams had, he said, lost, to a huge
degree, the confidence of a -large pro-
portion of the people of Arkansas, on
account of his imposing on them the
very worstman in all Arkansas to exer-
cise the high functions of that office.:

annual convention of the Minnesota
State Dairymen's association is being
held in Glencoe to-day and willcontinue
until Thursday eveninir. The meeting

was called to order at 2:30 p. m. by the
president, J. T. Ames, of Northfield.
Rev. A.A. Tebbets. of Glencoe, offered
prayer, followed by Hon. E. A. Child,
who delivered an address of welcome on
behalf of"the citizens of this village.
Secretary Frank D. Holmes responded
on oehaif of the association. He said
the dairymen did not desire tohide their
light under a bushel. It cost less to
make eood butter than it did to make
grease or packing stock; the better the
quality of the butter put on the market
the more would be consumed; mer-
chants, bankers, lawyers, doctors, ev-
erybody, was interested in good butter.
A cow would pay offa mortgage quicker
than 60-cent wheat. There was always
room for the best in any marKet. The
president's address reviewed the past

and urophesied the future of dairying
inMinnesota. There were many abuses
in the milk trade that ouitht to be cor-
rected. Producers and consumers were
both interested ivpure milk and fair
dealing.

The War on Bogus Butter
and adulterated milk must be carried
to victory. Dr. William Dickson, vet-
erinary surgeon for farm institutes,
delivered an address upon "The Diges-
tiveOrgans ofRuminants." Other papers
were read and the convention adjourned
until 10:80 a. m., to-morrow. Among
the prominent dairymen and instiute
workers already here are F. D. Holmes
and wife, of Owatonna: Theodore
Louis,of Wisconsin; J. H. Monrad, of
Chicago; Col. William Littler, secretary
of the National Butter. Cheese and Egg
Association of the United States; Dairy

E. G. Potter. The importance and
value of these dairy conventions will
be better appreciated when we con-
sider the fact that the butter pro-
duced in Minnesota each year is de-
preciated in value more than 1250,000 by
negligence, carelessness or ignorance
in the handling of the milk, cream and
butter. The best dairy butter always

. finds a ready market at double the price
of the average article that passes
through the country. Every pound of
poor butter that is thrown on the mar-
ket "bears" down the price of good but-
ter. An experienced dairyman says:
"Itis to our interest to shut out of the
market every.poond of poor butter. The
poor stuff is offered cheap. People buy
it because it is cheap and then cannot
eat it,itis so poor; thus depreciating
the price and curtailing consumption."
J. A. Sinclair, of Martin county, is
superintendent of the exhibit. There
is a good attendance, and the local com-
mittee has made excellent arrange-
ments for the accommodation of visitors.
