"Why is itthat nearly ail the Repub-
lican papers and quite as lnrjre a pro-
portion of tbe leading politicians of
that party are working for the election
of Ignatius Donnelly to the presidency
of the Fanners' Alliance!" was a ques-
tion asked by an Alliance-Democratic
member-elect of the legislature of a
well-known Third district Republican
yesterday.

"Simply because the Republicans are
preparing for the next campaign," was
the very frank answer returned to this
question. "IfMr.Donnelly trains con-
trol of the Farmers' Alliance, the Re-
publicans will lix him just as they did
In1888. They will de mle him with the
idea that it he holds mc farmers to the
support or the Republican party in the
Btate, na ion.il and consrt ssional lights,
ai.d looks out for the election of some
Alliance men to the legislature, the Re-
publican? will turn in ai.ii elect him
United States senator. Of course they
would never do any such thin*. But,
you see, ifDonnelly can brt-ak up the
fanners' movement in the. state the Re-
publicans willpr.il ably be able to carry
the state by an rmrwurimine majority,
as they did iv IS^B. in which event the.
saire, of com se. would be thrown over
e.X"Hiv as he was two years ago."

There is little, doubt that Mr. Don-
nehy is anain thoroughly infatuated
with the idea that he can be elected to
the United States 9enate, and that this
result can only be attained through a
coalition of h;s friends with the Repub-
lican party. '1he publication of his ex-
traordinary letter, asking for the presi-
dency of the Alliance, for a time irrj-

toted" the sage greatly. Hi: was careful
in sending itout not to send it to any of
the men who have been oppos d to him.
Inspite of his watchfulness, however, a
copy of this letter was obtained by the
Globe, and its publication has caused
the basre of Nhunger no end of worry.
Jio has now started out tomake as vig-
orous a campaign as he would make if
he were running for a far more respon-
sible position. To-morrow he willbeard
the lion of the opposition in his den
and attend the meeting of the Fifth
district Alliance in Fergus Falls.

Ever since the newspaper organ con-
tiolled by Mr.Donnelly began to wage
var on all of the prominent Alliance
leaders in the Fifth district there has

been a very bitter feeling against Air.
Donnelly throughout the northern part
of the state. He is blamed with at-
tempting to retard the Alliance move-
ment in the interests of Gov. Merriam,
and he realizes that unless he can coun-
teract this feeling he tias no possible
Show whatever of securing the office he
peeks. But audacity is one of Mr.
Donnelly's strong points, and after all
the abuse he lias poured out upon prom-
inent Fifth district men, he will boldly
enter their midst and seek by his tricks
of oratory to carry the rank and file of
the convention withhim.

Hut this may prove to be an exceed-
ingly disastrous line of policy for the
Dakota county statesman. When he
pets up to address the Fifth district Al-
liance! convention this year he will find
himself before a body composed of the
hardest-headed and most intelligent
farmers in the state. Itwill be a dif-
ferent kind of a body than those Mr.
Donnelly has been accustomed to ad-
dress in times past. The cranks, or
men withone idea, have to a lance ex-
tent disappeared, and their places are
now filled by men who have in times
past taken part in running the machin-
ery of both the old parties.

Itis not unlikely that Mr. Donnelly
\u25a0will be asked a number of very plain
questions ifhe comes within range of
such men as Register of Deeds lialvor
E. Boi-n, Senator-elect John B. lloiupe
and Hon H. P. Bj«rge,of Otter Tail; W.
F. Kelso, of Kittson county; Charles
Canning and B.M.Cliesley, ofNorman:
<Jen. T. U.Barrett. B. J. Hall and Car-
rington Phelps, of Stevens; R. M.
Probstfield and W. J. Bodkin, of Clay,
and a host of other leading farmers of
the "bloody Fifth" who might be
named. These men are able to meet
Jlr. Donnelly on his own ground. They
are posted on his connection with the
Great West, and the schtmes he is in-
culiating tor the future.

The sage's visit to Fergus Falls isverylikely to be attended with trouble
and disaster, as far as his chances for
th»* presidency of the state Ailiance are
concerned.

Tlie Republican politicians withonly
40 votes In the next house outof 114, are
loudly advocating the "iiusiness organi-
zation," whatever that may mean. It
lias always been taken for granted by
the Republicans in Minnesota that a
"business organization" of the house of
representatives could only be eftect-
e<l by the election of a dyed-in-the-wool
Republican as speaker and the par-
celinir out ofall the clerkships to other
Republicans for partisan services ren-
dered.

Inall the thirty years that the Re-
publicans have controlled the legisla-
ture ot Minnesota they never before
craved a "business or non-partisan
organization." Why do they advocateitso ardently now?

Is it simply because they have lost
control of tne lower branch of the state
legislature?

Itcertainly looks that way,and the
fact that this scheme wasspruutrby one
of the most intolerant Republicans in
the state and advocated by the Pioneer
Pitss, shows that the corporations areworking with the Republicans to cap-
ture the organization of the next house.Ino one ever heard ofHon. W. F. Cross,
the originator of this remarkableeclienie, voting for a Democrat or say-inga good word for one, and it is safe
to say that he would vote for a Demo-
crat for speaker under do circum-
stances. His idea, like that of the
Pioneer Press, is that a "business or-
ganization" can only be effected by the
election of a Republican as speaker.

What a spectacle is presented by the
poor old Republican party of Minnesota
at present, pleading for mercy from its
opponents, asking for the speakership
of a body carried by its adversaries, in
order that itmay serve its corporation
piasters yet awhile longer. As a party«never gave the weak a chance in thedays when it strong by reason of•is advocacy of some great question, and
it willbe (liven a short shrift by the low
tarill men at the organization of the

lower house of the Minnesota legisla-
ture next month.

Democrats, however, should bo on
their guard. The Republicans, aided
by plenty of money, are. working for the
speakership of the next house. Already
overtures have been made toDemocratic
members-elect, asking their support for
lion. Frank E. Searle, of St. Cloud.
These 'appeals are cunningly wonted.
A Kepnhlican agent goes to a Democrat
and says:

"Senile is a good fellow; he will treat
you fairly—better than a Farmers' Alli-
ance crank. Pledge me that you will
vote for Searle in case the contest nar-
rows down between himand an Alliance
man."

One of these workers went from St.
Cloud a week or two ago and tried to
make a break in the ranks of the Demo-
cratic members elected ina county near
03, but the scheme did not work. One
of the men approached plainly told this
worker that he would vote lor any Alli-
ance man before he would cast his bal-
lot for Frank Searle.

The anti-Republican majority in the
lower house the legislature this win-
ter wants a speaker in harmony with it.
They do not, above all, want a "busi-
ness organization which involves the
elfyatiou of a man to the speaker's
chair whose election last November cost
a certain meat corporation more than
any one of three-fourths of the mem-
bers of the lower house at the coming
session of the legislature is worth. 1

'ilie Democrats ami Alliance men are
not clamoring for a "business organiza-
tion" of the next house as outlined by
Mr.Cross, of Red Wing, and advocated
so earnestly by the Pioneer Press.

Hon. Bob Dunn's contest for a seat in
the next house seems to have dropped
into a state of "innocuous desuetude."
Itis just as well that itis so; for the
members of the lower branch of the
legislature of 1891 are going to have but
little time to devote to a contest that
seeks to oust a man on the absurd tech-
nicalities raised by Mr. Dunn in his
case. Hon. £. E. Price may be poor,
buthe "gets there just the same."

ONLY FOUR SURVIVE.
The British Steamship West-

burne Goes Down in the
Black Sea.

Twenty-One of the 111-Starred
Vessel's Crew Fail to

Reach Shore.

Parnell's Cohorts Create Wild
Havoc in a Newspaper

Office.

InkBottles and Other Missiles
Draw Forth the Rosy

Claret.

Pnu.ADKij'iiiA,Dec. 10.—There has
reached this city through a private
cliamu'l the thrillingstory of the loss of
the British steamship Westhurne, in
the Black sea. Of the vessel's crew
of twenty-live, four are all that
survive the ill-starred voyage and these
are miserable wrecks of humanity,
lying prostrated by suffering in an
Odessa hospital under the care of
the British consul. The Westburne,
an ordinary tramp steamship, left
Theodosia, southeast of Crimea, Nov.
24, laden withlinseed, bound to Dun-
kiik and thence to Philadelphia, with
a general cargo. Ou the eve of
her departure a gale peculiar
to the Black sea alone arose.
The weather grew intensely cold that
the men were frozen todeath in a life-
like posture at the wheel, or wher-
ever their duty called them. Every
sea that swept over the vessel froze
to her, making her sluggish and so
heavy that she refused to ride the waves
and became unmanageable. When the
water gaided entrance to the hold the
cargo began to swell and burst open the
decks fore and aft as though powder
had exploded in her interior.

About midnight, although only a few
hours out of port, the vessel began to
go down. Already the corpses of a
number of the seamen were visible
about the deck, standing up against
the hand rails, just as erect as
though in full vigor—they were frozen
as hard as iron. With all the crew that
still held fast to their lives, Capt. Ben-
nington putout a small boat and head-
ed her back to Theodosia, dis-
tant then some fiftymiles. During
the early morning the men died off one
by one, until on reaching Theodosia,
the following night, the number
was reduced to eight. Subsequently
fourmorediud whileundergoing medical
treatment, leaving but four survivors.
Capt. Bennington, the commander of
the Westburne. is wellknown to Phila-
delphia shipping men. He is complete-
ly prostrated by his sufferings in the
open boat aud by the death of his
brother, the ship's chief officer, who
perished of the awful cold before his
eyes.

GOBBLED THE PAPER.

United Ireland Seized byParnell's
Friends.

Dubijx, Dec. 10.—The newspaper
United Ireland has got into trouble
through its persistent advocacy of the
retirement of Mr. Parnell. Mr. Parnell
is one of the directors of the company
owning the paper, and acting in that
capacity he to-day seized the plant of
tin? paper, stopped the issue of the cur-
rent edition and ejected the acting edit-
or, Mr.Bodkin. Barrister Kelly,Henry
Campbell, Mr.Parnell's private secre-
tary, and Mr.Mahoney, member of par-
liament, were prcseut when the seizure
was made. Mr. Parnell's agent has
taken possession of the offices of the
paper. When Mr. Bodkin entered the
office to-day he found

Parnell- InPossession.
Mr. Parnell, in the presence of the

other directors, read the articles of as-
sociation under which the company was
organized, and then ordered the sheriff
toeject Mr. Bodkin. The latter made
an ineffectual resistance. A desperate
row occurred in the down stairs officebetween the sheriff's officers and the
sub-editors. Sticks and stools were usedas weapons, and the air was filled with
flying missiles. Finally, after a sharrand fierce struggle the sub-editors were
put out of the building. The news of
the seizure of the paper created great
excitement in Dublin and a mob sur-
rounded- the office. Mr.Parnell later
addressed the staff, the members of
which promised to serve him durin°-
the remainder of the crisis.

Plots and Conntcrplots.
Mr. Parnell placed Mr. Leamy incharge of the paper. It has been

ascertained that one of tho editors
eot a hint of Mr.Parnell's intention to
seize the paper and made arrange-
ments to have to-day's issue printed
at an earlier hour than usual. The edi-
tion was on the point or being issued
when Mr. Parnell aDpeared. He
ordered that the entire edition, which
contained bitter attacks upon himself
be destroyed. In the struggle that took
place in the office of the paper, one ofMr.Bodkin's supporters was hit on the
head withan office stool, receiving a
scalp wound. Three of the sheriff's
men received slight contusions. Itwas
9tated this afternoon that Mr.Parnell
owns 474 of the 500 shares into which

The Capital Stock
of the United Ireland company 13 di-
vided, and that Dr. Joseph E. Kenny
and Justin McCarthy own tho re-
mainder. The editors who were ejected
fro'n the office will sue Mr. Parnell for
assault. Mr.Bodkin, the acting editor
of the United Ireland, who was to-day
deposed by Mr.Parnell, Inan interview
subsequent to his removal said that the
editor of the paper which Mr.Parnell
ordered destroyed contained many reso-
lutions that had been adopted by pro-
vincial branches of the National league
opposing Mr. Parnell. It contained
also a cable dispatch from Mr. O'Brien,
saying: "Abide by instructions. In-
sist moderately, but hrmiy, upon Par-
nell's retirement as a sine qua non."
While In the street at one time to-day a
hostile crowd threatened Mr. Healy,
who was compelled to seek protection
from the police.

Recaptured.
Late to-night a strong party of Mr.

Parnell's opponents made a descent
upon and captured the offices of United
Ireland. The invaders destroyed alt
the "loaders" which had been prepared
by Mr. Leamv, who was installed as
editor to-day by Mr. Parnell, returned
all the matter they found set up into
the tire, then they took possession of the
ledgers aud other books and documents
belonging to the concern. All this was
done in the name of William O'Brien.
A strong posse from various laborers'
societies has been left as a garrison,
with instructions to remain on irii.tnl
day and night, and to resist by force any
further intrusion by Mr.Parnell or his
Mends. Itis stated that tho proposed
edition of the paper will appear to-
morrow.

ARRIVALINDUBLIN.

Indications That Parnell Will
Sweep the Country.

London. Dec. 10.— Parnell made nis entry
Into Dublin to-day like a conqueror of a dis-
afteeted province. His forcible seizure of
United Ireland was as bold a stroke as his
tearing up the resolution for his deuositiqn
at Saturday's Nationalist meeting, and ithas
produced a remarkable impression. Parnell
is developing qualities that few knew him to
Dossess. From ihe moment of his setting
foot ou Irishsoil the situation begau to turn
stillmore in his favor than ithad seemed to
be before. Itwas announced to-day that the
total number of declarations made by public
bodies of all sorts In Ireland thus far in
iavor of Parnell was 2 t». while the declara-
uoiis against him were only 113. The anti-
Parnellits at once questioned the correctness
of these figures, and asserted that they had
been doctored in the interest of Parnell.
Present appearances all indicate that Par-
nell will sweep the country inhis first ap-
peal. Whether there will be a reaction on
becond thought or not it is too early to pre-
dict withcertainty.

CHEERS AT KINGSTOWN,

And Also Some Hostile Demon-
strations Against Him.

London, Dec. TV—Mil Parnell arrl.-ed at
Kingstown at an early hour this morning.
Abody guard of 2<>O ot his supporters, the
Parnell leadership committee and other
deputations, wno had traveled from Dublin
ina special train, were on the pier to receive
him. As they came ashore they were sub-
jected to hostile demonstrations by the
crowd on the pier, while there were shout*
for Mr. Parnell, mingled with cheers for
Mrs. O'Shua. Mr. Parnell, accompanied by
Mr.Campbell, his private secretary, was the
last passenger to quit the boat. As he pro-
ceeded to the waiting train the crowd be-
came enthusiastic in their demonstra-
tions, ana he was cheered again aud again.
Anumber of addresses were presented to
him. in reply to which he expressed his
thanks for the welcome that had been ex-
tended tohim. He said he did not fear the
result of ths fight he had undertaken. He
had never led the Irish party wronginthe
past, and would not do so in the future. The
train then hauled out from the station, and,
after a short run, arrived in Dublin, where a
large crowd had assembled in and about the
statiou to welcome Mr. Parnell. As the
train came lo a standstill Timothy Healy
hurriedly descended from the coach in which
he had traveled, entered a cab, aud drove
away. He was recognized by the crowd,
however, . betore he reached therab, and was greeted with groans
and wild shouts of "Chief Justice
Healy." The crowd- was s6den.se that Mr.
Parnell with difficulty, made his way through
it. Finally he reached a cab, whirh he en-
tered with Matthew Joseph Ke my, M. P.
The crowd surrounded the cab, unharnessed
the horse, and then lit.Parnell's enthusiastic
admirers urew the cab through the dark
streets until they reached Mr. Kenny's house.
No. 15 Rutland square east. As the cab was
rolled along the streets the crowd followed
singing >luod Save Ireland." The pace was
quick, and gave active exercise to a dozen
stalwart policemen who followed ihe cab.
Upon his arrival at Mr. Kenny's house Mr.
Parnell mude a brief speech to the crowd
thaihad accompanied him there. Later in
the diiyhe willanend a meeting of the com-
mittee of the National league.

DEBATING AT DUBLIN.

The Leader Attempts to Fire the
Irish Heart.

Dublin, Dec. 10.—Mr. Parnell was in con-
sultatiou with his supporters during the
greater part of the day. At 7 o'clock in the
evening he left Mr. Kenney's residence and
proceeded to the Mansion house, where the
procession was to form. When the tumult
had subsided Mr. Parnell said:

"Ihave been accused of absence from the
field ot battle: but Idid not intend to plead
to-night either excuses or reasons, believing
that, you, having confidence inme, would not
put me to such an ordeal, but take me for
what you have known me to be, and for
what, please God, Iwillprove myself to be in
tne face of Ireland and my fellowcountry-
men. There is need at the present crisis for
discrimination and judgment against
Irishmen. Iwould, ouiv too willingly,
as a man whose heart deliirhts
in compromise, who is anxious to meet
enemies and ihe objections of the anxious,
present my smitten cheek to the siniter. it'oy
so doing Icould prevent the other cheek
from being smitten. Iwas anxious to as-
suage ihis trial, to give Ireland breatlrihg
time, to postpone the terrinlc issue. Why
was Irefused the opportunity? Why did
Gladstone wait nine days after the verdict,
and allow the Leinster meeting before hint-
ing that myretention was dangerous? Had Ue
but whispered that my retirement was neces-
sary, 1should have hastened to consult my
comrades nnd rescue them from the impos-
sible position in which they placed them-
selves by the Leinster resolution."

He proceeded to refer cynically to Mr.Glad-
stone'is talk of resigning. He reminded them
that Mr.Gladstone, inl*B6.carned the whole
weight of home rule single-handed agaiust
every opposition. We were amazed, he said,
at his strength and courage. His Herculean
feat convinced us here that he was the man
to settle the great Irish question. We came
before you on the platform, but in coming we
did notsurrender our independence.

The Promised Land.
Mr. Parnell continued his speech bysaying

that if the movement agaiust him was hon-
est he would yield toit immediately.

"But,':he said, "itis a movement ofhypoc-
risy by a man whose borne rule was skin
deed, but whose hatred of Ireland is not skin
deep. The main features of the movement
arc aberration of judgment aud invincibleignorance. It depends on one-sided testi-
mony. Is there no other side? 1need notdwefi on mydefense; it wjjlbe known some
day. 1could not come among you and loolt
you in the face to-night unless Iknew that
there was another side lo the question, and
that you would be content to wait before de-
cidingthat I,unworthy asIam, am too un-
worthy tcfwalk with you even insight ot the
promised land, which, please God, 1willen-
ter with you."

Reterring to offers of office to Irish mem-
bers made ny the Grand Old Spiders ivgood
faith,aud -with the singleness of purposes
so characteristic of the spider ana tie fly,
the speaker declared that the present crisiswas as a feather in the balance com-
pared with the intensity and intoler-
able character of the situation which
would result should a single Irishmember
forget his Dledge. That pledge, not to ac-
cept office from the English government, is
your charter. Hold fast to it. That is theground on which Istand to-night, and you
must stand if we are to succeed. We stand
at the parting of the ways. Itisan issue
meaning lifeor death to the constitutional
movement.

Cereals.

Washington. Dec. 10.— The statistical re-
turns of the department of!agriculture for
December cive the average farm prices of
agricultural products by counties, which are
consolidated in this office to obtain accurate
averages for the several states. The present
corn crop is worthImore than the last, Hnd
farmers willreceive more forit. The prices

.in the seven corn surnlus states are: Ohio,
51 cents; Indiana, 47 cents; 111. nois, 43
:cents; lowa, 41 cents; Missouri, 44
cents; Kansas, 51 cents: Nebraska, 48
cents. The average farm • value of

\u25a0the wheat crop, as estimated, is
84 cents per bushel, against (59.8 for 188.;,
an increase of 'JO per cent on the price of
last year. Ihe value of wheat is affected by
the harvests of other countries, as corn is not-

\u25a0 perceptibly, and, therefore, piices are noteu-
;tirelygoverned by the size of the home-grown
crop. Forexample, the crop of 1885,though
smaller than the present one, brought but 77
cents inDecember, while the crop of 1882,
aggregating over 5u.>,000,00ti bushels, the
second largest ever grown, sold at 8• cents at
the same date. The price of oats has re-sponded sharply to the pressure of a small
crop and \u25a0 increased demand because of a \u25a0

short corn crop. The average is 42.2 cents,
against 123 cents last year. Itis the highest
reported since 188 1. An examination of the
records shows that abundance or scarcity
of corn materially affects the value of this
crop, the two grains being largely inter-changeable in use. Rye, like oats, at 62.9
cents, is higher than since 1881. and the
same is true of barley at 04.3. Buckwheat
at 57.7 marks an advance over last year, but
is lower than in 1883. The deficiency in the
potato crop has caused an advance in values
in nilsections of the country..1' The average-
is .7.7 cents, an increase of more than 9 >
perceut over the prices of the past two
years: JThe returns show slightly higher
prices for tobacco than have prevailed since
18-8.

A BOOM FOR BUTTER.
Minnesota Dairymen Discuss

the Situation Hopefully
at Glencoe.

Col. J. H. Stevens Talks of
Cream Cheese at Four

Cents a Pound.

An Exhibit of Minnesota Ap-
ples, With the Story of

Their Culture.

So-Called Agricultural Pa-
pers Given a Roast by

0. C. Gregg*.

Glencoe, Minn., Dec. 10.— At this

morning's session of the State Dairy-
men's association convention. Col. J. H.
Stevens, of Minneapolis, reviewed the
past of the dairy business, humorously
describing the cows and the methods of
butter making thirty years ago. when
they used the dasher churn and sold
butter for three cents a pound, and how
the first cheese factory in McLeod
county went into bankruptcy with full
cream cheese at four cents a pound.
The cows had nothing to eat but prairie
hay, were wintered in straw 6tal>ies.
could run like a deer \u25a0 and kick like a
kangaroo. In those days nobody
knew anything about butter tests,
steam separators. Cooley cans,
deep or shallow setting or bar-
rel churns. Any kind of salt was cood
enough. The cow colored the butter or
itwent uncolored. There were no first
or second dairies or fancy creamery but-
ter. A cow was a cow. and not a Jer-
sey, Holstein, Guernsey, Shorthorn or
Polled Angus. Old brindle had no ped-
igree, but she was nevertheless the
pride and the comfort' of the pioneer.
iHowever scrubby her descendants, she
fulfilled her destiny and did'her work.
She lives in memory with the mud
shanties, the Indians, the privations,
hardships, friendships. Hospitalities
and other pioneer associations. W.H.
Koyes, of Owatorina. read a concise
description ofhow to make good cheese,
givingdetails from \u25a0

;Cow to Cheese Box.
.Cleanliness, even temperature and ex-

actness in manipulation were necessary
to secure satisfactory results. W. S.
Elierman followed with a paper on
"The Merits of Dairy vs. Creamery
Butter." While many dairymen might
find special customers for prime dairy
butter at prices equal or superior to
that of 'creamery, the fact remained
that the uniformity of creamery butter
cave- it a fixed character or :stand-
ard that had a market value. The vari-
ations in price j.of~ the. dairy product
wouldalways be greater than that of
the creamery product. Tln'O Louis
gave one of his instructive and in-teresting talks on the feeding of swine.

: The testing- of milk with the new
Babcock milk tester excited consider-
able interest. William Sonierville made
a fine exhibit of apples, and told how

raised them. C. D. Gabrielson told
how to feed and care for milch cows
and other.farm animals. Many cows,
he said, were lost by milk fever, the di-
rect result ofover feed! and calves
injured by too much skim milk. At
Tuesday evening's session O. C. Gregg
severely criticized some of the so-called
agricultural papers edited by men who
had no practical knowledge of agri-
culture. Much harm had been done by
false theories and misleading articles.
Much of the discontent among farmers
grew out of either

llgnorance orSelfishness.
So far as agricultural depression is

concerned, he had no doubt that we
have reached the bottom and started on
the up grarle. Economy .of production
is the keynote of profit for the future.
Public opinion willdo more to correct
evils than the most stringent law. Our
grandfathers used the cow toturn sum-
mer grass into butter; but - we, under;changed .conditions ;will find \u25a0, it more
profitable to use a cow to turngrain into
butter during the winter. No one
should engage in the dairy business un-:
less he has a love for it. Dr. C.W.
Drew, read a paper, on "Analyses of
Cheese." The. lawrequiring 40per cent of
fat tosolids had been vindicated as cor-
rect. The analyses showed that Minne-
sota whole milk cheese well made con-
tained even

"a * higher percentage than
the legal standard. Forty-six samples
showed an average of51 per cent offats
to solids. The high quality of our Min-
nesota cheese gives it a commercial
value that Is steadily Increasing. To
maintain this we must scrupulously
keep up the standard of quality J. H.
Monrad said : "The more brains you
put into the dairy business the less like
drudgery willitbe. Save all the butter
there is in the milk. Stop feeding good
butter to the pigs in skim milk and but-
ter milk. To avoid this, exercise care in
setting milk,ripen the cream and churn
carefully." .
