Patrick Regan, murderer, was ar-
vusned Thursday in the police court
!or the crime which yesterday paralyzed
ihe eon nrmity. He entered between
»wo deputy sheriffs, and, after staving
inconcernedly at the morbid crewsrath-
ired on tho benches awaiting his ar-

»ival, he quiety sat down besi.le hiS at-
torney, J. J. McUafferty. Regan's face
lidnot betray a symptom of remorse.
iVhile the complaint was being read he
toyed lazily with his cap. and glanced
iceasionally at the reader as though the
natter scarcely concerned him, but was
>ne in which he feltbound to make a
lliow of interest. The complaint.signed
5y Police Capt. Lowell,recites the time
tnd manner of the crime, and by whom
It was committed. Judge McCafferty,
>n uehalf of the accused; waived exam-
ination, and Regan was bo.md over to
ihe grand jury. Itis learned, on good
authority, that the line of defense in
Ibis case will be emotional insanity.
The murderer said yesterday, in ;n In-
terview with a Globe representative:

"1killed my wifebecause 1loved her
Mid my family." .
Itlias been argued already outside of

tin- courts, by tnose who have heard
kml lead of the crime, that ifRegan had
loved his wifehe would not have killed
her: that his objection todivorce pro-
ceedings on account of the odium that
would be cast on his children look pue-
rile in the shadow of the awful crime he
has committed, and which willdog their
footsteps through life. Yet the evi-
dence in his case, when submitted, will
present some facts which will.appear
strangely contradictory. It is not dis-
puted that while on the Pacific coast,
working:hard as a shoveller for $2.50 a
day. Regan" so stinted himself as tosend
from £3 to*s a week home to his chil-
dren. Inorder to do this the man must
necessarily have lived a frugal life. The
defense willurge this as establishing
the 'fact that Regan was an affectionate, r
father, and solicitous for the welfare of
His children. Regan's working partner
InTaconia willbe subpoenaed to prove
that, only a month prior to the tragedy,
JJegan had borrowed *5 from him to
complete a remittance of $20 he desired
to send \u25a0 home, ard that the amount
•was repaid on the following Saturday,
though itleft Regan almost penniless.
An important detail of this case will be
the submission -of proof that, on the
verymorning of the crime, Regan used
every effort to persuade his wifenot to
go on with the proceedings for divorce;
that he essayed to kiss her, but was re-
pulsed and threatened with arrest. It
willalso be shown that Regan received*notification inTaeoma that suit against
him had been filed, whereas the papers
were not filed for two weeks after the
receipt of the notification.

The prosecution will,itisunderstood,
endeavor to prove that Uegan was
habitually cruel tohi family; that the
remittances of money from Taconia
were never received by the family;
that Regan has been arrested for
abuse of his wife and children, and that
he served a term in the workhouse for
the offense; that he is an habitual
drunkard, and a man of extremely jeal-
ous disposition. Regan's statement
that he shot his wife "because he loved
her" presents no unusual features to
attorneys 114 criminal practice. Inthe
theory of emo ionai insanity, adopted
us the defense in this case, there will
be found plenty ofmaterial to work on.

The inquest was held yesterday, and
required but a short" time. Afterhear-

'
ingthe testimony the jury returned a
verdict that Mrs. Regan came to her
death by pistol shot wounds inflicted by
her husband, Patrick Regan.

GORY LIST OP MURDERS

In the Attorney General's Report
—Several Interesting Recom-
mendations.
Attorney General Clapp yesterday

issued his biennial report to the gov-
jrnor and legislature, and is to be com-
plimented for its concise and readable
form. The policy of state officials in
Issuing their reports seems to be to pub-
lish a volume of statistics which are
perfectly useless, judging from the re-
port of the dairy commissioners recent-
ly issued, and the advance sheets of the
reports of the bureau of labor and the
board of corrections and charities.
These reports cover from 300 to SIH)
pages, and are very costly, and the at-torney general has taken a step in the
right direction by issuing a report
which only covers seventy pages.

During the past two years the attorney
general has represented the state in
forty-eight criminal cases heard in the
supreme court. The principal actions
were the appeals of Timothy and PeterBarrett, convicted of murder, and Clif-
ton Holden. convicted .of murder, in
t?ach case the supreme court upholding
the lower courts. Nine cases of murderwere prosecuted by the attorney general,
at the request of county attorneys, in
the district courts. The most important
were the cases of William .Rose, tried
three times in Redwood county, and
finally convicted, (the case now being
before the supreme court); CliftonHolden, tried and convicted inRedwood
county, and William Brooker, convicted
and executed in Pine county.

The various actions taken by the
stale .against railway companies are
commented upon i.i the report, as arethe swamp land cases, which a recent
decision of the secretary of the interior
settled in favor ot the state.

The following recommendations are
made by the attorney general upon theliquor licensing law, and the law pro-viding for the loan of school funds:

Under the law as itnow stands, the money -
accruing Jrom liquorlicenses apportioned by
tlie county auditor has to be apportioned to
those districts in which the license \u25a0 collected ;
is appropriated for that purpose. It fre-quently happens that a district is so situated,
being composed of territory not whollywith-

'

in the limits ofone village, that the license
received is in part appropriated and in-pan
retained, and the law should be so aiueudetlas to imike provision forsuch districts. 7

Under a constittitional nmcintmttit of
ISB7, j.roviahiß for the loan of school funds,
the territory of the dit-trlet, as existing at the
time of the loan, remain!;-liable to taxation for
the purpose of meeting the interest and
principal of Mich loan. While. this is the
only rule that could be adopted for the siate,
stillsome equitable provision should be made
for the purpose ofadjusting ihe liatiiliyus
between the districts themselves where the
boundaries of districts arc changed subse-
quent tomaking the loan. ::'.:\u25a0< ';..,..\u25a0.

Aside from the subject of state loans, I
would call your attention to tho ;'acl, that

under the law where a new district is formed
in whole orin part of the territory of au ex-
istliiß district, the old district* retains .the
property and remains liable for nil me de'-ts.:
except in the case .if state loans, and -some
provision should be made regulating tue sub-
ject,not only with reference to districts that
ihey may loan of the stale, but also generally
inihe division of school districts.

Statistics are given in the report of
th<- various prosecutions in the district
and municipal courts of the state.

Syllabus: First— Where a mortgagor
or his assignee claims that the lien of a
chattel morlgage is discharged on ac-
count of a tender of the amount due.
with interest and costs, the evidence
must clearly establish an uncondi-
tional tender sufficient in amount.

Second— \\ here a ;chattel mortgage
stipulates for an allowance upon lure-
closure "ofan attorney's fee of .*lO.
and such other expenses as may have
been incurred." the mortgagee is not
entitled to charge such fee by way of
compensation for his own . services, nor
for the services of an attorney, unless
one has actually been employed, ana
such expenses incurred.

Third— A chattel mortgage is valid be-
tween the parlies without acknowledge-
ment. For the purposes of record" it
must be acknowledged, but where it
does not appear from the record that
the officer taking the acknowledgement
is legally disqualified by reason ot his
interest in the estate of property mort-
gaged, the instrument may properly -be.
received lor record, and such record will
be notice to subsequent creditors aud
mortgagees.

Vanderbukoh, J.
Syllabus: In an action to recover

damages for an injury caused by a
vicious and dangerous animal, owned
and kept by the defendant, the grava-
men is the neglect of tiie latter to re-
strain such animal after notice of iis
vicious.propensity. The notice thereof
must be. such as to put a prudent man
on his cuard. Upon the question ofnotice, in connection with other evi-
dence tending to prove the same, and
that other persons had been . previously
attacked or injured by the animal, it
may be shown that the. fact of its sav-
age disposition or propensity was noto-
rious in the neighborhood where the
owner has kept it.

Where a person voluntarily provokes
a vicious animal, and thus invites or in-
duces the injury, knowing the conse-
quences, he is not entitled to recover.
But an accidental interference withhim
(as where a person inadvertantly steps
upon a dog), which interference or pro-
vocation arouses and becomes merely
the occasion for the exhibition of such
propensity, will constitute nodefense.

The Great Exposition Plan Still in
Incubation. \u25a0

Chicago, Dec. 13.—The local world's
fair fund of£10,000,000 is to be increased
$1,000,000,t0 be subscribed either by the
legislative authority or by the many
rich men of the Thirty-second ward.
This interesting fact was communicated
to Vice President Bryan this.morning,
by Aid. W. It.Kcrr, of that ward. When
the question of a site was under discus-
sion, Mr. Kerr was chairman of a meet-
inginHyde Park which promised the
directory $1,000,000 ifthe fair was lo-
cated at Jackson park. The written
promise contains the following words:

Washington. Dee. 12.—Hon.Thoma3
W. Palmer, president, and Hon. Benja-
min Butterworth, secretary of the
world's fair commission, and -F. "W.
Peck, of the local directory, waited on
the president this morning and re-
quested that he issue the formal proc-
lamation inviting the foreign govern-
ments to participate in the world's fair.
The submitted documents to prove that
all the requisite conditions prescribed
by the act of congress had been fully
complied with. These requirements are
briefly: That the grounds and buildings
are provided for; that the Illinois cor-
poration has secured the required #10.-
--000.000, and that the necessary rules andregulations have been prepared. The
president received them cordially and
assured them that the proclamation

: would be promulgated as soon as thenecessary formalities shall have been
observed.

Chairman Candler, of the world's fair
committee, has been hard at workever
since his return from Chicago on the re-port of tho sub-commitiee. which vis-ited that city. lie has had several con-sultations with the officers of the treas-ury department, with Chairman Wil-letts, of the board of government ex-hibits, and others interested in the fair.
He has also been waiting for the pres-
entation of the report laid by the com-
mittee before th« president to-day, itbeing desirable that this should be donebefore any further legislation is asked
of congress. Itis understood that somenew legislation willbe proposed by the
Candler committee, but it is hoped thatthis willbe reduced to a minimum by a
simplification of methods at Chicago
and the committee, before laying its re-port before tne house, willafford ample
opportunity for matters to be adjusted
as far as possible without congressional
intervention.

The Schema to Bridge the
Tracks at Eighth and

The council committee on streets liplil

a regular meeting last evening, and
though no very important matter came
up, yet there were a number of ques-
tions which called For the careful con-
sideration of the committee, and which
were ,discussed with great care and
acumen. Those present were Aldermen
Flandrau, Sullivan, Minea, Bott and
Gehan, members of the committee,
while Aldermen Van Slyke and Ban-
bolzer looked on as interested spectotors
of the work of their confrers in the
council. The mo>t important matter
which the board dealt with was the
application of Contractor Timothy
Sweeney to the council, asking that his
contract tortillirtg-inand grading Laug-
ford park be modified. Lawyer T. 1).
O'Bricn appeared for Mr. Sweeney, and
explained that his client had put in an
estimate, based on the figures of the city
engineer. Landlord park was a."sink

\u25a0hole." and the city engineer had esti-
mated that Sti.ooo yards of earth would
be. required to tillit in. and further ad-
ded 2") per cent to cover shrinkage; this
brought the amount up to luy.oou yards
of earth. The contractor now found
that more than this amount would be
required to complete* the contract, and
asked ms a matter of justice that, under
the uncertain circumstances of the case,
he be paid for all earth he put in over
lo'J.OOO yards. '1his contract was $3,000
less than the estimate made by the city
engineer.

Aid. Flandrau was opposed to grant-
ing any modification in the contract,
basing his argument on leiral grounds
"If the contract r took this contract
knowing the uncertainties of the job,"
said the alderman, "and then found out
that he was to lo*e money over it.1
cannot see why tie should ask the city
to increase tne amount he was to re
ceive under the com met. This is a
purely business matter, and wnile 1ain;
sorry for the contractor,' yet 1 cannot
vote for the proposal now before the
committee."

Aid.Gehan hoped that no injustice
would be done to the contractor, who
had put ina bid in g<od laiih based
upon the estimate of tne city engineer.

"Tne estimate of the city engineer
allowed 25 per cent for shrinkage, and
ifhe could not make a good estimate,
the coutiactor could not be expect***! to
make a better one," said AUi.Gehan,
with vehemence. "Ithink it is only
fair and just to grant the request o. l.ie
contractor."

Aftera number of remarks from the
contractor, who explained that allhismoney ,was sunk in the concern, tne
matter was put to the. vote, with the re-
sult that Aid.Bott, Miin-a and Gehan
voted to recommend the modification to
the: council, while Aid. Fianurau and
Sullivan opposed it.

An ordinance introduced by Aid.
Minea togive toLe «st Dealauriers,
cornice manufacturers, three lots east
of Dakota avenue on the West side tor
the purpose of erecting a factory re-
ceived the unanimous vote of the com-
mittee, the general feeling-.being- that
concessions made by the city to man-
ufacturers would materially, benefit St.
l'iiul. One of the stipulations of the
o.d nance is that the firm shall never
employ le>s than twenty men. The
buildingswillhe completed May 1.

Aid. Miuea introduced a resolution to
the effect that the balance of tne lund
formed some years ago to make a levee
on the West side be used tor 'buying
nine lots to" cost $13,450. by whicn'the
city willhave the right.of way from
Slate street to the city limits. The bal-
ance is $10,000 and is deposited in.mo
local improvement fund, l'lie commit-
tee decided to recommend the resolu-
tion to the council subject to tne rec-
ommendation of the city attorney.

The committee of aldermen and citi-
zens appointed some time since to con-
fer with reference toa bridge at Eighth
and Grove streets met,last nightin the
council chamber.
