To-night Mrs. Camp, nee
Rowley, was married to Charles S.
Miller,a student at the state university.
Young Miller paid attention to Miss
Rowley while she wa3 a student at the
•university, prior to her marriage to
Camp. lie was enthusiastic inhis at-
tentions, and after Mrs. Camp returned
to Madison, and after Camp had secured
a divorce, he renewed the acquaintance.

ROGERS A VICTIM.

An lowa Pastor the Ol\*sct of a
Dark Conspiracy.

BtTKLiKGTON, 10., Dec. 13.—The good
people of Burlington are severely
Worked up over a scandal in connection

\u25a0with Rev. Euclid B.Rogers, pastor of
the First Baptist church here. About a
year ago Mr.Rogers accepted a tem-
porary call here, coming from
Franklin, Pa., where he was pastor
of the First Baptist church. Although

inarrjed he did not bring his wife with
him. He had not been here long before
rumors began to circulate that he had
left Franklin under a cloud, and his
name was connected unfavorably with
a lady in Franklin. Rogers stated to
the church officers that he had left his
wife on account of her unwifely con-
duct, and out of no fault of his. This
statement was telegraphed to the East-
ern papers, and came to the ears of
Franklin Baptist people, who immedi-
ately held ameeting and adopted lengthy
resolutions. They charged Rogers
with having made an engagement to
marry a pretty typewriter girl of his
congregation while yet living with his
lawful wife. Then by cruelty he drove
his wife to secure a divorce, chargine
her with infidelity. Itwas also charged
that, while receiving a large salary, be-
sides considerable sums in donations
froni church members, he left town
owing many debts. These resolutions,
with numerous sworn statements, let-
ters, etc., from various deacons and citi-
zens of Franklin, - were sent to the
church people here. A committee was
appointed to investigate the mat-
ter thoroughly. This committee has
nowreported to a church meeting at
great Length, citing the charges and
bringing counter answers, which, in
their mind.justified a complete exonera-
tion of Mr.Rodgers. The meeting last-
ed more than two hours, and when the
case was exhaustively presented and
the final vote taken, "Mr. Rogers was
fully and entirely exonerated, every
person present, without a single excep-
tion, so voting. They found that there
existed a gigantic conspiracy, of which
a wealthy individual inFranklin, Pa.,
is the head and front, and who has
undertaken to besmirch the: character
of a good man and destroy his influ-
ence in the church. It was a public
boast of this blatant rich man, says the
report, that he would spend §10,000 to
ruin the good name of Mr. Rogers and
drive him from the church, simply be-cause he has become interested in the
woman from whom Mr.Rogers was. di-
vorced, who was the :guilty party and
for whose sake Rogers had. suffered
humiliation 'rather than expose her
frailties.

The South DuKutu Kuralist's IM*
itor Gets Warmed Up.

llurox,S. D., Dec. 13.— The zephyr

created last week by an editorial in the
Ruralist, the official organ of the Farm-
ers' Alliance and independant party in
this state, reflecting upon certain acts
of members of the Alliance executive
committee, has to-day become a whirl-
windbecause of another article in the
current Issue even more vigorous than
the lir:>t. The paper was started with
the understanding that sixty per cent
of the membership fee of the Alliance
would go to the support of the paper.
Inother words, every person joining
the Alliance must become a sub-
scriber to the Ruralist, and
pay his subscription when he
pays his initiation fee. The money thus
paid into the Alliance treasury, accord-
ing to the article in the Kuralist, has
never been paid over to the managers
of the paper. The executive committee
went ott' to the meeting of the National
Alliance, leaving the editor to carry on
the paper as best he could without funds.
Editor Cunmiings, therelore, makes a
public statement of the facts, and de-
clares tluit he can no longerstand that
sort of business, and willerase from the
mailing lists all names sent inby the
State Alliance executive committee, un-
less said committee turns over the
amount of casn clue tho paper. Tne
question is, is tne money available, or
has itbeen appropriated to other uses?
An explanation is iv order,
and willbe demanded as soon as the
executive committee returns fromFlor-
ida. The Kuralist prints about 20,000
copies each week; lop off tnose sent by
order of the executive committee and
the circulation of the paper willdrop
oil"about SO per cent. A meeting of the
committee willbe called to look into
the matter, the Ruralist meantimo de-
claring that upon the action of the com-
mittee willdepend the futuro relation
ot the paper to the State Alliance. Dis-
closures of a sensational character may
soon come to light. A conflict between
the Kuialist management, the executive
committee and the State Alliance is im-
minent. . '

THIRD PARTY SCARE,
Republican Leaders Up In

Arms Against Alleged
Political Plots.

Northwestern Alliance Men
Said to Be Solid in Its

Favor.

The Subtreasury Plan Said
to Be Unpopular in the

South.

The Kansas Rival of Senator
Ing-alls Gives It a Black

Eye.

Jacksonville, Fia., Dec. 13.—1n Its
issue of to-morrow the Times-Union
wi'.lpublish the following:

St. Augustine, Fla., Dec. 13.— Since
the final adjournment of the National
Farmers' Alliance at Ocaja, Mouday
last, inebntestible proof has been
brought out to show the existence of a
gigantic plot to use this national organi-
zation as a means for promoting the
third party scheme which came to the
surface in two or three differ-
ent forms during the recent gathering.
A significant fact in this connection is
the vote of the Northwestern Alliance
men, who are almost without exception
Republicans, and who came to Ocala
with the avowed purpose of forcing the
National Alliance to indorse their pet
schemes for a third paity. Itsoon be-
came apparent, however, that this
indorsement could not be se-
cured, although vigorous work
in this direction was put in
during the first three or four days of
the session. When the subtreasury
scheme came up for indorsement on
Monday last, the final vote, onthe pas-
sage of this demand was a surprise in
many respects. The Northwesterners
were found to be solid in their support
of the measure, although their political
affiliations in the past and the senti-
ment of the people whom they are sup-
posed to represent would naturally have
led to open opposition to this measure.
The leaders in

The Third Party

movement from that section are Mc-
Grath, of Kansas; Loucks, of South Da-
kota; Wardell, of South Dakota, and
Willits, of Kansas, and they are warmly
supported by delegates from Wisconsi n
and other near by states. During the
tour of the state, which has been in
progress for the past four or five days,
these third party plotters have un-
bosomed themselves to a certain extent
in their conversation with their fellow
excursionists and newspaper men, and
their admissions have laid bare the po-
litical scheme which has prompted their
every act. In general their statements
are to this effect:

Subtreas ury Selieme.
That they are really opposed to the

subtreasury bill; that they regard itas
wrong inprinciple and as a legislative
device which can end only in financial
ruin to the farmer and to every other
industrial class; that the people of their
section are opposed to it, and that they,
as delegates, were particularly charged
with the mission to defeat the measure
when they left their homes. They say,
also, that upon their return they will
be asked to make explanation of their
strange conduct ingivingtheir support
to this demand of the National Alliance,
and the explanation which they will be
forced to make is this: That the sub-
treasury demand is of such a nature
that it can never gain the support of tho
Democracy of

The Southern States
and that an attempt to secure such
Democratic support can end only in a
split in the Democratic ranks in the
South. This, they say, will break up
the "Solid South," and this is the end
which they have had in view. They
profess to believe that their people will
applaud them for having entered into
an arrangement by which that can be
accomplished, and that they feel that
the sacrifice of their principles in con-
nection with the subtreasury scheme
has not been too great, it, thereby, the
Democratic party can be hopelessly di-
vided. Insupport of this general policy
as outlined, several of these plotters
have been placed upon record. For in-
stance, President McGrath, of the
Kansas Alliance, said in the presence of
several witnesses yesterday;

"We did not vote for the subtreasury bill
because we believed init. The fact is, we are
opposed loit; but we saw that by makingit
an issue in the South we could break up the
Democratic party. This is tho explanation
we willgive our constituents when we return
home."

J. S. Willits, of Kansas, who Is the
most prominent candidate for the United
States senatorship in opposition to
Ingalls. said:

We. never did like the subtreasury billand
we have no contideuce in itnow, but we
supported itat Ocala so as to divide the
South and break up the bourbon Democracy.
Itappears also that these sentiments

have entrapped other delegates than
those from the ultra-Republican North-
west. Hon. F. R. Carskadon, an influ-
ential banker of West Virgiuia, has
been heard to say:

We Northerners were opposed to the sub-
treasury bill until we found that by making
itan issue the Southern Democracy could be
divided and make room fora new party.
Itis needless to add that Mr. Car-

skaoon is a Republican and an uncom-
promising third party man. In this
connection it is learned also that the
recently-organized Reform Press asso-
ciation is a body whose purpose it is to
mould opinion among Alliance men in
every state toward the promotion of
the third party movement. The facts
surrounding its organization and sub-
sequent reorganization, its action
and its evident policy prove
this beyond a shadow of doubt. The
third party men at Ocala,who have con-
nection with the reform press in the
Alliance, in the Farmers' Mutual Bene-
fis association, in the Knights of Labor
and in other kindred organizations, de-
cided that their aims could be accom-
plished in a large ireasure through
newspaper lnfluence,butwhen they saw
that their project would not secure an
out and out indorsement from the or-
ganized body of delegates, they set
about to carry their schemes through in
another way.
They, therefore, determined to push the
thing through their own channels. Not
all the "reform press" representatives
could be relied upon to advocate a third
party, bo the press promoters of this
scheme awaited an opportunity for or-
ganizing when the more liberal among
them could be eluded. This oppor-
tunity came on Monday last, during

The Alliance Excursion
to Silver Springs. About a dozen of
them met in an old shed near the
•'--iwia, adautod a constitution, and

elected officers. They were almost
without exception Itcpublicnns and
third party men. The eligibilityclaua*

About a dozen were
present and Mr. McAllister of-
fered the secretary his member
ship fee in open meeting. As that offi-
cial was about to receive money, - Mi\
Vincent, of Kansas, one of the editors
ot the Nonconformist, arose and ". said
that, inasmuch as some dissatisfaction
had been expressed at the elasticity of
the eligibilityclase of the constitution,
he moved that no more applicants bo
admitted to full membership until the
constitution had been amended tomeet
this objection.

Financial Magnates Discuss the
Present Business Outlook.

Chicago, Dec. 13.—1t is the opinion
ofa number of the leading bankers *of
Chicago that the financial flurry,is evi-
dently over. The situation, they, ac-
knowledge, was serious, but much mag-
nified by financiers who acted withimi
prudence. John J.' Mitchell, president
of the Illinois Trust and Savings Bank,
said:

"Everythingseems to have quieted down.
The situation isnormal. Sterling exchange
has returned to current 'rates ;New York ex-'
change the same. BanKs are loaning moreliberally.. Itis simply a question of confi-
dence, because no one has been cramped.
Banks are running strong. Collections were '
never better, and Ican see no reason why
business affairs should :not at once be as
they were before this calamity threatened."

Chauncey J. Blair, president of the
Merchants' National bank, said: :: -

'•The panic isover. Ido not think there is
any uneasiness here inChicago. Generally,l
the banks are ina very strong condition, and
are able to take care of their customers. So
far as we now can see, there willbe no fur-
ther disturbance. Rates are firmat 7 per
cent, and we have not had occasion torefuse
any customer who is entitled to accommoda-
tion."

THE GATES OF DEATH,
Five Victims to the Careless-

ness of a Railway
Watchman.

He Claims the Clatter of
Wheels Drowned the

Warning Bell.

Seven Persons Crushed to
Death By a California

Express.

A Boiler Explosion in Big
Rapids, Mich.,Finds Five

Victims.

Bristol, Pa., Dec. 13.— A shocking
accident occurred at the Millstreet rail-
road crossing this afternoon by which
four persons were killed, one fatally
wounded and one seriously hurt. The
accident was caused by the safety gates
at the crossing being raised just before
the New York west-bound express was
due. A number of persons had been
waiting for a freight train to pass, and
as soon as the gates were raised started
to cross. John Mcllvain, a teamster,
started across with his wagon, in which
were his thirteen-year-old son, Neai Mc-
llvain, Joseph Hussey, about the
same age, and Hugh Dever, a store-
keeper on Pine street, and John
McUee, about fifteen years old. The
express train, which was running
at full speed, struck the wagon, in-
stantly killing Neal Mcllvain, Joseph
Hussey and Hugh Dever. John
Mcllvain had his shoulder and leg
broken, ribs crushed and was otherwise
internally injured. He Is not expected
to live.

An Atlantic & Pacific Train
Crashes Intoa Caboose.

Los Angeles, Cal., Dec. 13.— A re-
port has reached this city ofa fatal acci-
dent on the Atlantic &Pacific railway,
near Needles, Thursday morning. The
west-bound passenger train crashed
into the caboose of a freight train. Par-
ticulars of the accitent are meager. The
first report received here said the fire-
man of the passenger engine and an un-
known man had been killed.

It
is also stated that five passengers were
fatally injured.

FATALFLAMES.

Disastrous Fire at Providence,
R. 1., With Losa of Life.

Providence, R. 1., Dec. 13.— Just be-
fore 2:30 o'clock this afternoon a cash
boy employed by the J. B. Barnaby
Clothing company, corner Westminster
and Dorranco streets, saw smoke issu-
ingfrom the cellar. He Investigated,
and came lushing up the stairs exclaim-
ing the whole cellar was on fire.
In a few moments flames burst
from the floor of the first story in
every direction. Even the occupants of
the first floor had to hurry in order to
escape with their lives, so quickly did
the flames spread. Three alarms were
sounded in quick succession, and the
flames mounted upward with such
rapidity that the occupants of the sec-
ond and third floors had barely time to
reach the fire escapes. Women clerks
in the cloak department and customers
stood at the windows paralized with
fright. But they were encouraged and
hurried out by the firemen. The fire
was so fierce that a fourth alarm was
sounded, and it was rap-
idly communicating with adjoining
buildings. It spread to the Koot
building next weet. The wall of tho
Barnaby building fellupon the roof of
the Kootbuilding, and it,tco, was soon
a seething mass of flames. The fire
alsojumped across Middle street to the
Union hall building, opposite, but in
this quarter the progress of the flames
was stayed for the present. The loss
of the J. B. Barnaby company cannot
b« fully stated at present, probably
fullyinsured. The Root building, with
its contents of hardware, is valued at

$60,000. At 4:10 o'clock the firemen
were fighting the flames as hard as they
could. Every piece of fire apparatus in
the city is at the scene of the fire. The
Dorauce building (Barnaby's) cost $75,-
--000. Itis a total loss, and is insured for
$60,000.

CRUSHED ON THE RAILS.

Three v Men of a Train Crew
Killed in Georgia.

Atlanta, Ga., Dec. 13.—Two men
killed and one fatally hurt is the result
ofan accident on the East Tennessee,
Virginia & Georgia railway at Four-

mile post last evening. A north-bound
freight witha heavy engine, four light-
ly-loaded cars and a caboose was going
at a high rate of speed around a curve
when the rails spread and the whole
train was thrown from the track. En-
gineer Morgan Tindall, a young man
whose home is in Nashville, Term., and
a negro named Dock Gray, a brakeman,
who was on the engine, jumped and
were crushed beneath the tender. Both
were horribly mangled and were dead
when reached. Fireman W. T. Ferris,
a white man, was fatally injured. His
home is inAtlanta.

The St. Paul Stove Company,
Capital $200,000, to Em-

ploy 350 Men.

St Paul Capitalists Buy the
v:Cincinnati Plant of Red-

way & Burton.

The New Concern to Build and
Be in Operation by the

First of June.

Amon* the new manufacturing In-
dustries soon to be added to St. Paul
none willbe of more material benefit to
the city and community than the St.
Paul Stove company's plant. The
names of such men as Farwell, Castle,
Hendrickson, Dawson, Stickney, Schef-
fer and Prince are ;sufficient guorantee
of the financial and business strength

of the new corporation, which willhave
a capital stock of$200,000 and give em-
ployment to upwards of 300 men. Ihe
deal was closed Friday by which the
new company, as soon as organized, will
assume control of.the immense Dlant
and business of Redway & Burton, of
Cincinnati, manufacturers of the famous
"Early Breakfast" cook 6toves and
ranges. The purchase, made by a num-
ber of '. capitalists, pending the forma-
tion of the new company, includes ev-
erything but the buildings, and
rounds up not only all the pat-
terns and zmaterials, but a large and
prosperous business, which willbe re-
moved to*St. Paul. Kedway & Burton
began flusiness in1849 with a capital of
13,000, and now retire witha fortune of
over $750,000. Their large trade in the
Northwest will not only be retained
here, but willbe increased, the transfer
even including traveling salesmen and
:agents. •. •

Negotiations looking to this purchase
have been pending for several months.
The adaptability of this location was
first thoroughly considered and opposed
by the industrial bureau, and then two
committees went successively to Cin-
cinnati to examine the plant and busi-
ness. Capt. H. A. Castle and E. A.
Rendricksou first went, and in the sec-
oud trip were joined by George P. Far-
well. Redway & Burtou them came
to St. Paul, and the deal was
closed. It is no bonus affair,
but: an outright purchase of a
legitimate manufacturing business.
Books have been opened and nearly
$150,000 ofr paid iip subscriptions se-
cured. George F. Farwell, the head of
the firm of Farwell, Ozmun &Kirk,is
the lareeststockholder.and willbe busi-
ness manager. M.K. Prendergasr, who
has a large experience in this line, will
have charge of the manufacturing de-
partment. A large number of skilled
molders and heads of departments will
be imported from the works at Cincin-
nati. About 125 men will be employed
at the outset, and when the expected
business warrants . it, the number will
be increased to above 350. Everything
will remain inCincinnati until about
June 1, when it is expected the build-
ings at St. Paul will be ready foroccu-
pancy.

The location has not yet been de-
cided upon, though half a dozen eligible
ones have been offered. The Manu-
facturers' Investment company has
taken $25,000 stock, and A.B. Stickney
will, probably, double that if the
foundry goes to South St. Paul. North
St. Paul . offers inducements- for the
location, and the same may be said of
sites near the ..\u25a0 Bohn Manufacturing
company, one on Rice street and twoin
the Midway district. The location will
be determined practically before the
corporation is perfected.

Capt. Castle said yesterday that ithad
been satisfactorily proved that stoves
could be profitably manufactured here.
The cost of the transportation of metal
and coke was less than of stoves, to say
nothing of breakage. And itis signifi-
cant that this enterprise is but one of
several involving the manufacture of
ironware at St.Paul, opening up a new
and important industry that can but be
of benefit to St. Paul and the state of
Minnesota.

WAS HE THE FOUNDER?

Death of Chester Hitchcock, the
• Alleged Founder of the Settle-
ment of St. Paul.

In1549
he went to California, where he en-
gaged in shipping and mercantile
business, and also invested in
real estate in San Francisco,
which he still held, with others.
He went to Minnesota and founded a
settlement, which is now the city of St.
Paul, and where he was a large holder
of real estate. Two years ago he came
back to New Haven to spend the re-
mainder of his life at his 'city home.
The surviving sons and daughters are
Charles C. Hitchcock .and George W.
Hitchcock. Mrs. Mary E.Wooding, Mrs.
A. M.Bartlett and Mrs. Charles Hall.
George W. Hitchcock resides inNewark
and Mrs. Hall resides inSt. Paul. Mr.
Hitchcock claimed to be the first boy
who went into John E. Lovell's Lan-
casterian school when that institution

1 first opened. His estate is estimated at
$1,000,000.

The statement that Mr. Hitchcock
"founded a settlement" in Minnesota,
'•which is now the city of St. Paul," is
evidently an error. No mention of
the deceased's name can be found in the
list of early settlers, and moreover, the
date indicated is evidence that the re-
port Is considerably "out of it." Atthe
time Mr. Hitchcock is credited as hav-
ing founded his settlementin Minnesota,
that of St. Paul was already inexistence.
There had been several white people,
located on the site of the future city,
and the first white children' had even
