HAWKINS CONTESTS.
Many Irregularities Charged

in the Election, in the
Fifty-Third.

Charges That the Indians on
the Fond dv Lac Reser- .

vation Were Voted.

President Sanborn Explains
the Difficulties in the

Union League-

Editor Stivers, of Brainerd,
Talks About His Candi-

dacy for Speaker.

As predicted the. day after the late
election the next state senate will have
a contest to settle from the Fifty-third
legislative district, composed of the
counties of Aitkin,Cuss, Itasca, Hub-
bard, VYadena and Carlton. Inthis dis-
trict Hon. W. P. Allen, a lumberman of
Ctoquet, Carlton county, was the Re-
publican nominee, and Hon. H. 11.
Hawkins, of Northern Pacitie Junction,
the Alliance and Democratic candidate.
On the face of the returns Mr. Allen
has 170 of a plurality over his opponent,
but there are so many peculiar things to
be explained in regard to the vote at a
number of precincts that by the time
these explanations are made the ma-
jority willbe on Mr. Hawkins" side of
the balance sheet.

Yesterday forma! notice was served
on Mr.Allen that evidence would be
taken before justices in Carlton county
and elsewhere. In this notice a number
of irregularities are charged, and it is
alleged that no less than seventy-five of
the Fond dv Lac Indians were voted at
KnifeFalls, where a vote is polled that
is out of all proportion to what it has
been in previous years, ajid ought to
have been this year. Yet these seventy-
live illegal votes were reinforced by*awhole trainload of gravel train em_
ployes cf the roul and woodsmen,"
amounting in the aggregate to 144 more
votes. Intimidation in the case of 130
other men is ehargpd in this same pre-
cinct. Then again it is charged that non-
naturalized Indians were voted tor Mr.
Allen in Uasca county. Various ille-
galities are also charged in a number of
precincts in various portions of the
district sufficient to reverse the slender
majority returned for Sir. Allen many
times over.

A gentleman from this district was in
the city yesterday, and told the history
of the late election in Cass county pre-
cinct. Itseems that the judges had uo
ballot boxes, and the pockets of one of
them was utilized as a receptacle for
the ballots of the voters. No attention
was paid to the qualifications of the
voters, ami when the votes were
counted all were returned for Allen,
when, as a matter of fart, many, if not
the greater number of them, were cast
for Hawkins. This, it is said, willbe
established by the affidavit of the man
whose pockets were turned into a ballot
box.

Mr. Hawkins is a born fighter and as
he is sure of a fair and impartial hear-
ing belore the senate, owing to its even
division politically, the chances are that
he willget his seat. Ifthere is one thing
more than another that the rank and
tile of the people of this state demand
it is fair elections, and they will not
permit the big lumber companies that
are so greatly interested in matters of
legislation regarding the state's pine
lands, to vote their men regardless of
law where they please, solely for the
Durpose of electing a member of the
state senate. The specifications in Mr.
Hawkins' notice follow:

That seventh-five illegalvotes were cast in
KiiifcFalls votingprecinct by non-residentIndian?, who lived on the Fond dvLac reser-
vation, and were not naturalized. At life
same precinct 144 illegal votes were cast,
namely:iorty gravel train men, 1(0 lum-
bermen and four other miscellaneous, all be-
ingnou-residents. and 130 were intimidated
in Hie same precinct by fear of discharge
from work;also, at Cromwell fourteen uon-
resident and non-naturalized Indians voted
tor Allen in Itascti county. So voting pre-
ciuet was established at Hnrtley. yet votes
there were counted. Inthe followingvoting
precincts. Bauson, Broke. Trout Lake nud
Swan Kiver,no poll lists were posted, nnd
voters non-residenis; in Pine River precmcr,
Cnss county, no registration, no polllists; all
votes illegallycast.

Editor J. A. Maxwell, of the Murray
County Pioneer, has announced himself
a candidate for serireant-at-arins or post-
master of the house at the coming ses-
sion of the legislatuie. Mr. Maxwell
cites the fact that his paper was on the
losing side inthe famous '"seven jeaiV
county seat war in Murray county,"
antl asks tlie support of his brother
editors throughout the state.

"Shall we give up the rooms In the
Endicott. and hold meetings occasion-
rlly in a hall or not?" is the question
now dividing the Union league of this
city according to the representatives of
the contending factions. Oil Inspector
bam H. Nichois announced yesterday
that the club would be kept lipas it is,
although the quarters micht be chang-
ed, while President W. H. Sanborn, In
making correction!- in published state-
ments in regard to theclub.gives the ob-
ject for which the opposition is work-
ing. Mr. Saaborn's statement follows:

Editor of the Globe: Ithink in the
articles published in your paper on the 12th
aud 13th hist.. regarding the Union league,
you have unwittinglyfallen into some quite
serious errors, whichIrespectfully ask you
to correct by publishingthis statement.

First—ldo not know that any proposition
has been made to dissolve the Union league,
and Iknow of no member of the league iv
favor ofBBCfa n proposition.

Aproposition is being considered looking
to the Bartender of the rooms now occupied
by tne league, and so far as Iknow, that is
the extent of the proposition.

Second— You suite in your article on the
12th, that George Lamb is not a great favor-
ite with Messrs Ingersoll. FiSaerald and my-
self. 1 beg leave to say thut you are inerror
there so fur as Iam concerned, lorIhave al-
ways esteemed Mr. Lnmo highly,and stilldo;
and Ithink you are also mistaken in your
views ot the esteem la which he is held by
Messrs Injjersolland Fitzgerald.

Third—You are in error in stating that I
think the league has outlived its usefulness;
Ithink it (villcontinue tobe useful and influ-
ential formany years, and Ithink many,. if
not all the gentlemen you stated thought'tiie
league had outlived itsusefulness in your pa-
per of the l'Jth instant, are of the same opin-
ion with myself.

Fourth- So far as 1 know, and Ithink I
should have kuown ithad it been otherwise,
there has been no illfeeling, or imputation
of bad motives or actions to each other,
among the members of the Union league.

The charge contained in your paper that
the proposition to surrender the present
rooms resulied from dissatisfaction with the
action of Messrs. Henry Johns. George W.
Lamb, D. F. Reese aiid otners, or any
of them in the use of these rooms,
is bo far as Iknow aud as Ibelieve
entirely without fom,dation. These gentle-
men have been active in forwaiding the best
interests of the league, and no one has ever
claimed tome that their actions or motives,
or those of iiuv ot them in their connection
with the league were either wrong or im-

proper.
The question whether the league shall now

surrender its present rooms is a quvstion of
policy entirely, on which the members differ
inopinion, ana Ithink ihe gentlemen who
are opposed to the surrender are actuated in
their opinion at:d action by their zeal for the
best interests of the lengue'and that only,by
the same laudable motives whichIhave no
doubt actuate the members who nre of the
opposite nmnion. This question does not, as
Ihave said, involve or contemplate a dissolu-
tion of the league.
