O'Brien Makes a Further Gain of
Ten in His Contest.

The enormous change in the vote cast at
the village of Marine, as shown by the re-
count of ballots in the O'Brien-Senrles elec-
tion contest, is a subject foruniversal discus-
sion in this city. How the mistake occurred
cannot be explained. Although fraud is
claimed, there is nothing to show forit. Tho
ballot box was securely locked up in the
townhnll in the village of.Marine, where no-
body could get at it. When the returns were
sent in from there on the nightafter election
it was evident that something was wrong
there. Itis also claimed that Marine is a
Republican town, and that there could not
have been sued a large amount of votes cast
for Mr. O'Brien, a Democratic candidate.
This,however, is not a criterion, as several
of the Democratic candidates received a plu-
rality in the last election, unions them
George H. Sullivan, for county attorney, and
J. N.Castle, for member of congress. An-
other thing is tbat thexe were not many
straight Republican tickets around
the polls. A great many of
the ballots cast were straight Re-
publican with the exception of for senator.
To show how the election was conducted in
this county, the town of WoodbuQ* may be
taken foran example. The town cleric of
Woodbury stated yesterday while on the wit-
ness stand that when the votes were counted
on the night after election the judges no-
ticed a mistake in the return*but Hid not
think itnecessary or worth while to recount
the ballots for bo small a matter. The recount
of the ballots yesterday at the city hall gave
O'Brien 103, Searles 90, and Richmond 3.
The original and official figures gave O'Brien
100, Searlvs 92, ana Richmond 3. lv.every
precinct counted yet there has been an in-
crease infavor of Mr.O'Brien. At Cottage
Grove, according to the officialcount,' Searles

[received 132, recount 130: O'Brien received
:54, recount 54. Inthe town of Newport the
official returns gave Searles 194, O'Brien
139, Richmond 13. The recount gives Searles
189, O'Brien 137, and Richmond I<>. The
result of the recount yesterday gave O'Brien
a further gain of ten votes. To-day the towns
of Afton, Denmark and Oakdale willbe re-
counted.

A special meeting of the school board was
called for Tuesday evening, but was not
held, owing to the lack of a quorum. The
meeting was called for the purpose of con-
sidering the lack of seating capacity in the
high school building. Allof the seats arc
now filled, and twenty-five scholars pro-
moted from the lower grades will begin
going to the high school after Jan. 1.

MUSIC FROM SHORTS.
Lively Trading on 'Change,

and Wheat Closes Quite
Firm.

Reported Sales of Wheat for
Export Stiffens the Whole

Market.

Wall Street Stock Market Re-
mains Firm to Gener-

ally Strong.

Slightest Attempt of Bears to
Cover Causes Quick Ad-

vance.

Chicago. Dec. 17.—There was a slightim-
provement in tho tone of the wheat market.
First sales were at $1 for the May delivery.
with some trading also at $1.0oi,&. The of-
ferings were rather in excess of the demand
at those prices, and 99"fee soon became the
trading price. There was a decline to99Vsc
within the first 'fifteen minutes, and for two

hours succeeding that timo the fluctuations
kept within the limit of, the price last named
and itil^o. Agood deal of the buyingwhich
took place around EMHbO was against the se-
curityof puts bought on the previous after-
noon. There was, as well, considerable cov-
ering ofshorts a' the same time. Poole-Shcr-
man purchases, which were considerable,
being reported for account of Kent, who had
been an open seller for a week. The liveli-
ness which shortly after 12 o'clock was ob
servable in tho corn crowd woke up the
slumbering wheat pit. and there was lively,
music from the shorts as the urice made a
sudden advance from around 9iH->c to

51. 00%. Then came reported liberal sales
of Hour for export, and the purchase of nine
loads of wheat at Duluth for export
which helped to maintain ihe firmness which
had first been started by the advance Incorn.
The market maintained the strength it had
so suddenly acquired until it closed, and the
trading price as the bell tapped was $1.0 1,2,

which was the highest price of the day. with
an easy tone. The corn pit for a long time
looted as ifits lifehad been suspended, and
prices had a drooping tendency, which was
undisturbed toany great extent until about
noon. Near that hour an inquiry for De-
cember corn all at once appeared to spring
out of the ground, without premonitory
warning. No one appearing to have any for
sale, although 53c was bid for it, 53%4C was
offered. Very little came out at the advance,
and, the buyers being urgent, they offered in
quick succession Me,54%c,55c and 56c be-
fore the orders— which apparently were very
pressing— be filled. The Weare Com-
mission company were the most insatiable of
the buyers of December corn. Meanwhile
the May delivery had started at s.ic, or %o
better than it closed yesierday. aud there
were some sales about the same lime at
5:)O.8e. Half a cent was knocked off the
opening values in the first fifteen
minutes, apparently in sympathy with a
similar state ofaffairs in wheat at the same
lime. There were sales at 53Vsc to a limited
extent, and for a considerable portion of the
first half of the session there appeared very
little probability of the price getting above
53<4@03%c. When the December delivery
stiffened up. however, there was ait Imme-
diate advance under a strong demand for
shorts for May, and it raoiaiy improved In
price until54 %c was paid. The shorts were
too badly frightened to recover their cour-
age during the remainder of the session, and
the prices did not after once passing 54c get
below it again, and, in the last few minutes
itmade a further advance to 41.20 and
closed steady, with buyers at 54St'gc. Per-
haps not over 50,000 dv of corn forDecem-
ber changed hands altogether, but it pro-
duced a very yeasty effect, as may be inferred
from the foregoing. .Pardridt:e's brokers,
who bad be?n "plugging"the market— to use
a slang expression of the pit— morning,
were active buyers on the advance, and
B. P. Hllchinsou maintained his usual
equanimity while keeping a strong
brigade of brokers rapidly circulating be-
tween his chair and the corn pitwith buying
orders. The closing price to-day is lchigher
than at the corresponding time yesterday.
There was a light trade in oats. The market
opened steady at 47c for May, declining
with corn. Uutchinson, Counselman and
George Parher then began buying and corn
started up. These forces combined .to cause
an advance to -JS^e. after which the price
reacted to 45>&c, the closing being Vac
!higher at that figure. The provision market

started in inanimate and at about the prices
of the d;tv before. The tendency shortly aft-
er trading commenced was downward and
this was continued during the forenoon, but
owing to the strength developed in the erain
markets there was a rallylater and prices for
pork showed a moderate advance over those
at the corresponding time on the day before.
Lard and ribs were virtuallyunchanged from
yesterday's prices as trading ceased. The
heavy receipts of hogs were a depressing
feature and the price reported from the
yards was maintained at and .below the
former lowlevel.
