He Will Reach Minneapelis
To-morrow Morning for
Certain.

Arrangements Under Way to
Tender Him a Warm
Reception.

Revival of Gossip and Rumor
Anent the Soon to Be
Appointments.

Dr. Burrell Retains His Faith
--Police Service Re-
form.

P. B. Winston, mayor-elect of Min-
neapolis, will arrive in Minneapolis to-
morrow. He spent yesterday in Chi-
cago, but will leave the Windy City of
omnipresent smoke this evening. Mr.
Winston’s friends have been quietly ar-
ranging a reception to him which is ex-
pected to be an event. A banquet will
follow the recepuion. 1t will not be an
exclusive, formal affair, but purely
Democratie, as befitting Mr, Winston’s
politics and tastes. All details for the
reception have not. as yet, been ar-
ranged, but they wiil be perfected to-
day and announced to-morrow worning.

The approach of Mr. Winston’s return
naturally again arouses the lagging gos-
sip about the avpointments which he
wiil make, and the first few hoursspent
by him in Minneapolis will undoubtedly
convince him that e never showed bet-
ter judgment than when he went away
soon atter election to escape the annoy-
ances which he knew were coming in
the way of importunities for place and
preferment.

In so far as the oflice of chief of police
is concerned it is the general opinion,
now trequently expressed, that Maj. R.
R. Henderson will occupy the leather-
cushioned ehair in froni of the roll-top
desk in police headquarters.  Cloutier’s
friends still hope for the best, however.
and point to his services during the
campaign and his warm friendship tor
Winston, he baving been made ehaimr-
man of the city committce in com-
pliance with Mr. Winston’s desire, for
the faith that isin them. The mayor-
elect has not so far as known, divalged
his intentions regarding the places at
his disposal, but *1 guess Henderson is
the man,” is what men who should
Eknow whereof they ecackle, and it is
generally received among Democrats
as a shrewd guess,

Then there is the mayor’s clerkship
to be disposed of. These same men
who aver that Henderson will be chief
of police give it as their opinion that F.
G. Holbrook can be mayor’s elerk, pro-
viding his inclinations run in that
groove. But there is another man
whose name is frequently pronounced in
connection with the *‘sit” under the
mayor’s eye, and that is sphinx-like Ed
A. Stevens. Stevens will, it is said, have
one of the two places, mayor’s clerk or
chief of the department of inspectors,
the place now held by Fred George.
This is all rumor, mind, but it is rumor
which has its source not very far awayv
from the throne. However, no rumors
are absolutely infallible, and it is pos-
sible that Mr. Winston has never
thought of making one of these appoint-
ments. If he hasn’t, it goes still fur-
ther to show that he knows how to keep
his own council.

Mr. Scott
also renewed his acquaintanceship,with
Hon. Roger Q. Mills, of Texas, and,
from what he heard and saw, he be-
lleves that Mills will make a strong
fight for the speakership. Mr. Scott
hasn’t a word to sayv about the result of
his conversation with mayor-elect Win-
ston. He says that he went East for

leasure, and, as Mr. Winston will be

ome to-morrow, he prefers to say
nothing about the mayor’s intentions,
as any other action would be a violation
of confidence,

Christmas turnkey with ecranberry
sauce and plum pudding are stronger
attractions to defeated congressmen
than all the affairs of state or political
wire-pulling. Hence S. . Snider came
home yesterday morning in company
with Thomas Seott. He hasn’t mueh to
say about polities, but he is willing to
talk on some points. Speaking of the
new congressional apportionment, he
said that, after a protracted discussion
of the matter in committee, it
was decided that it would be
f dangerous thing to open up
the question any farther than it had
been. It was feared that if the matter
was taken up,and New Yerk, Minne-
sota and Arkansas were given new con-
gressmen on their excess of population
over the regular apportionment, it
might open np the whole question na
way that would be dangerous. Capt.
Snider settled one point—as to the date
when new congressmen would take
their seats. They will not be allowed
to have a vote in congress until they are
sworn in, March 4, 1891,

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Ever since the will of the people, as
yvecorded on the taliy sheets of the coun-
cil eanvassing committes, decided that
P. B. Winston would be the chief ex-
ecutive of Minneapolis for at least two
years, Dr. D. J. Burrell has ever and
anon assured his conferrees in the minis-
try that the ipncoming administration
will be all right, and such an adminis-
tration as will meet with the indorse-
ment of the gentlemen of the eloth. Yet
he denies most emphatically that he has
ever spoken with Mr. Winston, nor
will he admit that anv delegation of
ministers purposes calling upon the
mayor-elect with reference to his pol-
icy. His faith, evidently, is the result
of an inner consciousness. Nor will he
believe that Mr. Winston will tolerate
any *‘back door” business Sunday. As
to Mr. Winston’s policy in general he
says, not forgetting to work in a per-
sonal “fling,” this:

“1 don’t believe that Mr. Winston
ever told anybody that be intends to
have the back doors of the saloons open
on Sunday. I can only express my per-
sonal opinion—for 1 have never spoken
a word with Mayor Winston concerning
the matter—when I say that I think he
will give us a_clean, business admiais-
tration. He is, at any rate, not likely
to call a halt on his chief of police when
the latter proposes to enforce the law.
Mr. Winston is a Democrat,and, as such,
will have tocontend against the world,
the flesh and the devil as represented in
the lower half of his party. If he under-
takes to compromise with the Ames-
Glenn crowd he is lost. Whether or no
he will give us a good administration is
purely a question of *sand.” If he sue-
ceeds he will,in my judgment, have
more hope of political preferment at the
hands of the best citizens than any
other man, Democrat, or Republican, in
the Northwest. I should immensely
like to see him sueceed, and meanwhile
I think all good citizens should encour-
age and support him.”

The appointment of a new chief of
olice for the city of Minneapolis has
aroused so much excitement that it has
set several members of the Hennepin
to thinking real hard. These men who
are doing the thinking are reformers in
the full sense of the word. They care
not so much for party policy as they do
for bringing about reforms, and they
&re now cogitating over a plan desiouned

to take the post of head of the police
department out of the political pasture.
They bave .not yet determined
upon just what to do, but they desire to
have the police department put upon a
sort of a reward of werit basis. ‘They
argue that the head of the police de-
partment should bea man thoroughly
acquainted with police work; a mah
who understands the value of discip-
line and the best mode of applying it;
a man who 1s skilled in dealing with
eriminals and who is conversant with
their  ways. They Delieve that
such a mwan can be rarely found,
unless he has had police experience,
unless he has been connected witha
police department long enough to be-
come thoroughlv acauainted with all
the details of the operation of such a
complicated machine. 1In a word, they
believe that a superintendent ot police
should possess the same qualities in the
way of famiiiarity with his work and
mastery of its principles as are now de-
manded in a superintendent of fire de-
partment — practical experience as
against theoretical opinions. They
would have the office of superintendent
of police made one to be filled
from the ranks of the department. And,
to a good many, their arguments appeal
with not a little force. When there are
men who thoronghly understand the
business through long service in a
police department and who possess
the requisite executive ability, why
shouldn’t those men be eligible to the
place at the top? Anyhow, something
of this nature will probably be under-
taken at the coming session of the legis-
lature, in conunection with the revision
of the city charter.

“Winston’s Ideas.”

That mythical personage frequently men-
tioned in the columns of the Journal as *‘the
Journal's Washingion ecorrespondent” has
been and gone and done it again. Re, orit,
carefully wrapped up several pages of copy
parer, over which were traced some hiero-
glyphie marks, ind mailed it to the home of-
nce. The managing editor put a date line on
the top of the first page, marked it “special
to the Journal™ to make it look like *“‘tele-
eraph,” and printed it as *“Winston's
Ideas.” 1t is feared that the man-
agement of the Journal does not
sufficiently regard the great principle of
economy.
