Two Families Forcibly Moved

Out on a Bitterly Cold
Day.

The Year Proves to Have
Been a Good One in

Flour.

J. C. Oswald Takes a Punch
at the Sleepy Board of

Trade.

Marriage Under Difficulties
at the Court House-

City News.

Itis not necessary to go as far as Ire-
land or the islands off the coast of Scot-
land to see an eviction. There was one
yesterday right in Minneapolis, and
Deputy Sheriffs Wall, Sirais and Weir
took the place of the brutal bailiffs,
tales of whose cruelty are wafted across
the broad Atlantic. But the Minneapo-
lis evictors were not brutal. Tney did
what lhey*had to do, but did itgently.

Down on the Bohemian flats, where
the river in aires past has washed out a
narrow channel between the white sand
rock bank, several thousand of Minne-
apolis' emigrant labor classes have
squatted and made their rude homes.Bohemians, Hungarians, Connemara
liish and a sprinkling and mixture of
nearly every other European nation are
huddled together inan irregular fashion
in this un-American village within the
city. Some of these squatters, by vir-
tue of the homestead act, have become
owners in fee of the soil upon which
Iheir humble shanties have been built.
But the great majority are simply ten-
ants at will, paying a small yearly
rental to the lord of the manor
for :,the privilege of making a
home upon his waste estates. In this
case the lordof the manor is none other
than Senator W. D. Washburn. The
rents charged his tenants is small, run-
ning from $25 to $50 per year, but some-
thingmust be charged or he could not
read his title clear to the riparian do-
main. Fred Kobohn and Frank An-
brect had failed to pay their rent, al-
tnough every opportunity had been
offered them for settlement. They
maintained that they didn't have to pay
rent, and that they couldn't be put out
in the winter anyhow.

The inhabitants of the flats are not
the most peaceable people In the world
when outsiders invade their territory,
and the deputies anticipated trouble,
so they took a couple of police officers
with them as assistants. But no vio-
lence was necessary, although the ap-
pearance of the officers created no little
commotion and comment unfavorable
to the minions of the law. In the An-
brech household there werehalf a dozen
children and the father was at home.
Seeing that the officers meant what they
said this time he blustered around
considerably, but finallyasked leave
to try and raise the money, and

so the job of putting him out was de-
ferred until afternoon. Kobohn works
in the Milwaukee shops, and was not at
home. The wife, a little, low-browed
woman of Polish nativity, flurried
around and still insisted that the offi-
cers had no right to put her out. When
they began on the chairs and bed, and
piece after piece vanished out the door
and over the paling to be neatlystacked
in the street, she changed her mind,
and leaving her baby witha neighbor,
went off up town to consult her lawyer,
upon whose assurance they had clung
to their home. The cradle and baby
carriage were dragged down out of the
garret: ths potatoes and sauerkraut ex-
umed from the cellar; the stove was
taken down and carefully set, outside;
the clothing was piled in the chests and
removed; the stove wood tumbled over
the front fence, until not a thing was
left to hold possession. The evicted will
suffer naught from the advent of the
cold wave, as t .ey willbe taken care of
by their neighbors until such time as
they secure new quarters.

THE YEAR INFLOUR.

Speculation Pays Better Than Le-
gitimate Trade.

F. J. Claike, local editor of the North-
western Miller, makes some interesting

comment on the flour trade of the year
in the holiday number of the Miller.
Tbo following is an extract ot his
article:

*-'
._:;,.--\u25a0, .

"Minneapolis millers, as a . whole, did
a much more satisfactory business dur-
ing tiie crop year ending Aug.31 last
than the year before, an I the same
statement is equally applicable to North-
western flour makers outside of this
city. There was much less of the specu-
lativeelement entering into the situa-
tion, but this policy paid the best last
season. In other wonts, the business
conducted upon a. strictly legitimate
basis netted the smallest profits. How-
ever, there were probably few local
firms that did not realize moderate
returns on their investment. The best
part of the year doubtless was from
Aug. Ito the middle of December. As
to the volume of flour nianuractured,
the crop year and the fifteen mouths
ended Nov. 30 make a very favorable
showing. On the crop year, ending
Aug. 31, the output was 1,041,000 bar-
rels greater than the year before, and
showed a deGciency of only 472,000 bar-
rels as compared with 1887-8. Since
starting in on the new crop the mills
have run strongly, and for the three
months ending Nov. CO they eclipsed all
former records. For this quarter the
flour production was nearly 200,000 bar-
rels ahead of the same period for two
years back. For the fifteen months
ending Nov. 30 the output was 1,213,000
barrels inexcess of the corresponding
period of ISBB-9, and it came within
181,000 barrels of being as large as for
the same time in1887-8. The flour ex-
ports of the crop year were much Im-
proved over those of the year before,
and the per cent of the output dis-
posed of in this quarter compared very
favorably with that in the crop year
1837-8.

Then follow the receipts and ship-
ments of wheat. For the eleven months
ending Nov. 30 the wheat receipts at
Minneapolis were 38.714,770 bushels, and
at the same rate as was shown by the
first week in December itis estimated
they will reach 44,000.000 or 45,000,000
bushels for the year 1890. This would
be 2.500,000 bushels in excess of the
amount received for 1889.

The elevators, all but one, made
money. Itwas the exception where 8
per cent was not made. The total ele-
vator capacity of Miuneapolis is now
10,807,000 bushels, as against 16,552,000
bushels last year.

The cooper shops made 670,000 more
barrels during the crop year than the
year just preceding.

THE B. OF T. "NAILED."

J. C. Oswald Believes It Acted
From Interested Motives.

Senator J. C. Oswald is one* of the
men who believe that the action of the
board of trade in enjoining the court
house commission was not disinterest-
ed^ While discussing this question yes-
terday, he said : .

"The board of trade did not attempt
to enjoin the court house commission,
hut a few of its members .did. These
gentlemen desire to have the old com-
mission abolished, and hope to be

-
ap-

pointed on. the new
-
board themselves.

That is the chief reason why they have
waged such a war upon the court house
commission." . „- -.-':. -';
;The senator then brieflyreviewed the
history of the. commission. .When the
first appropriation of $1,500,000 was
made by the legislature of '87, he said,

it was tacitly understood that another.,
appropriation would have to he made;'
that according to the first accepted
plans the cost of the building would
slightly \u25a0 exceed $1,400,000,. while the
ground would cost about $300,000, bring-
ing the total cost up to $1,700,000. Then,
Inresponse to a universal demand for a
building which would be serviceable'
fifty years hence, the plans wi-re aban-
doned and specifications drawn for
a larger building.- There . had been

.no star chamber sessions of the board,
the public was thoroughly conversant
with everything that had been done,
and yet at the eleventh hour the claim
had been made that the commission had
not pursued businesslike methods in
conducting the airs of the board. •
"Of course the board has made some

mistakes, as all boards, public or pri-
vate, will,"continued Mr. Oswald, "but
1speak for myself when 1pay that if1
had to do itover again 1 would follow
substantially the -same policy. The
commission has managed the business
with as much care as itwould have
manifested had itbeen a private enter-
prise in which each commissioner: was
financially Interested. and itthe present
plans weie pursued the buildingcould
be completed of granite for a sum
slightly inexcess of$2,500,000."

Part of
the tracks were still narrow gauge, so
that the whole route of any one line
could not be followed out completely,
in the end, Mr.Goodrich stated, every
line of cars in the City would pass one
of the points where the transfer con-
ductors now were stationed. 'Another
arrangement that is not generally un-
derstood is that iv time what" Mr.
Goodrich called the ''loop" would
be put in use. This is the track
laid down First avenue south to
the depot, thence to Hennepin' ave-
nue and bacK to Washington. .When:this is completed there will be no using
ot turn tables. Tne Sixth street and all
other lines running down iicnnepwi will
turn by the depot, running around the
loop and bacK to Hennepin by way of
Washington avenue. The First avenue
lines willrun in the same manner, only
in the opposite direction, reluming to
the First avenue track by way of \\ ash-
itigion avenue. \V hen this fullsystem
is completed there willbe ample accom-
modation for transfers, as all lines will
pass the points where the agents are
stationed. Then transfers w.llbe given
to any point in the city, good on all
lines, and as far on the iuterurban line
as Snelling avenue, where another fare
must be paid into St.Paul. Transfers
are intended to be given to cover all this
territory at present, but passengers
must put up witha little inconvenience
until the full system is finally com-
pleted. Then the company promises
that there will be no cause for com-

Therefore, itcertainly should
not pay mure tii.tn its equitable share of
taxes withalt other property." These
are not Mr.Eassett's •\u25a0xact "words, but
they fairlyconvey the idea.
: This is a common error, and one that
many peonle fall into. Besides, the
fallacy is so hidden as to be somewhat
difficult to find. In the first place,
property never pays faxes: neither does
land pay taxes. The question now is,
"How can we levy taxes so that each
man and woman shall pay his just share
for the support of the government?"

Mr. B.issett assumes that this result
can be reached by putting on the tax
list everything that men anil women
possess. Mr. Bassett does not show that
this ever lias been done, much less does
he attempt toshow how it can be done.
On the contrary, he practically admits
that it has not and cannot be done.
Surely there must be something badly
out of joint in the order of the universe,
iftne only natural method of getting
public revenue is by a system of taxa-
tion that man has not and cannot put
into practical use.
. But itis not true that we should have
a just system of taxation, even if we
could do the impossible and assess
everything and collect taxes from their
owner at a certain net per cent.

To quote Mr. Sherman, "the better
you make such a sv stem the- worse
itis."

Neither is ittrue that property inland
does not require that protection of the
law. Without any government, it:is
true, the land would stay where itis,
and public sentiment would probably
protect Mr.Bassett in the natural right
to possess and enjoy itifhe were using
it. But iftli'-re were no government,;
how Ions: does Mr. Bassett suppose his
right would stand to put a fence around
a piece of vacant land and keep others
off while he collected from them a price
for the privilege of using a part of the
free gift of nature? Thus itappears
that the protecting arm of government
is rather more necessary to the holder
of idle land than to the holder of any
sort of personal property or structures.
Common honesty recognizes a man's
right to the product of his own energy.
But that same .common honesty rebels
against any.mail's right to hold God's
free gilts out of use that he may compel
his fellowmen to pay him tribute.

And here wecome to the kernel of the
whole question.' Itis not true that peo-
ple should pay for the support of society
in proportion to the property they pos-
sess. People '.should pay taxes inpro-
portion to the direct benefits they re-
ceive from, society. In other words, ,
each one should pay for the govern
he gets, the same as ifhe were buying
coal.
Itis a well established principle of

political economy that the direct bene-
fits each person derives from society is
accurately measured by the value of the ,
land he has exclusive ownership of.
Surely Mr.Bassett will not deny the
correctness of this principle. IfIown
no land (Iuse land inits economic sense j
to coverall natural forces or advantages) !
and Irent a piece from Mr. Bassett then
Ipay him for the advantages of so-
ciety. He sells me the government
1 get. Now Isubmit that having
paid him for a certain amount
of government or for certain :social ad-
vantages, he is in duty bound todeliver
to me what Ipaid him for. Andit isn't
fair for him to favor a system of taxa-
tion that compels me to help him pay
in taxes for the very things that Inave
once paid him for directly in rent.

The land owner is able tosell the ad-
vantages of society to his fellow men,
and it is his duty to pay for the goods
that he nas sold. . %

Here then is a natural source of pub-
licrevenue. The value of land is the
product of society and belongs 'in the'
public treasury to be used to meet the
needs of society. *k£SRBBPWB
