HAD HIS HANDS FULL.
Coroner Towers Holds Four

Post-Mortems inOne
Day.

An Autopsy to Be Held in the
Case of 0. H. Hogan, of

lowa.

Chief Erackett Visited by a
Man Suspected of Mur-

der.

More About the Fight on Kil-
ving-ton—General City

News.

Coroner Tornera had his hands full
yesterday. During the day he directed
no less than four post-mortem exami-
nations atConnolly's morgue. The first
and chiefest one was held on the body
of a former patient of St. Barnabas'
hospital, who exDired on the operating
table while having a tumor removed
from his foot. O. H. Hogan, who is
supposed to have been a native of lowa,
visited the hospital on Tuesday last and
expressed the wish to have an usly
tumor removed from his foot. After
discussing the matter with i)rs. Hen-
dricks and Uaeuo it was decided to
perform the operation on Christmas
moraine, and, in order to ren-
der it less painful, it was
agreed to administer chloroform.
To this Hosran assented, and at the
proper time the anaesthetic— two drams
dropped on an Esmrch mask— was ap-
plied. The surgeons had made an ex-
amination of llngan before administer-
ing the chloroform and discovered no
indications or evidence of organic
trouble. Within five minutes after in-
haling the chloroform Hogan's heart
stopped beating. Every remedy at
hand was utilized in a vain endeavor to
revive the patient. Drs. Hcndrieks and
Hague labored conscientiously tor more
than an hour to no purpose. The lowa
man had died under their hands.

Coroner Towers, in view of the cir-
cumstances surrounding the case, con-
cluded to hold an autopsy, and the body
was removed to Connolly's morgue.
Drs. Nippe.it and Bill conducted the
post-mortem, which was witnessed by
Drs. Hairue and Hendricks. The ex-
amination revealed Hogan's heart to
have been of slight muscular develop-
ment. The coroner considered his
death an accident. It is believed that
Hogan came from Kensitt, 10., and an
effort has been made by Dr. Hendricks
tocommunicate with the dead man's
friends and relatives.

A post-mortem examination of the
body of "Jack"' English, who suddenly
expired in his home on Christmas night
at 125 Tyler avenue northeast, was also
held yesterday morning. The old man
was a hard drinker, and his dissolute
habits led to his death.
In the atternoon the coroner directed

an autopsy on the body of Peter L.Shields, a well-known carpenter living
at 3201 Fourth street north. Shields ex-
pired on Christmas day. He was forty-
three years of age and leaves a wife
and three children. The deceased was
an active member of Hennepin court of
the Ancient Order of Foresters, who
willDroDably make the necessary ar-
rangements for his funeral to-morrow.
Secondary heart trouble caused his
death.

The fourth case investigated by the
coroner yesterday was that of "Jack"Robinson; who formerly worked as a
waiter in Taylor's restaurant on Henne-
pin avenue. He was alive and at work
early yesterday morning, but becoming
illreturned tohis room at 381 First ave-
nue north, where he shortly afterward
died. The post-mortem disclosed pneu-
monia as the cause of his demise.

About 4:30 yesterday the body of a
white infant was discovered in a vacant
house on the corner of Twelfth avenue
northeast and second street. The cor-
oner had the remains, which are i:ia
state of preservation, removed to Con-
olly's morgue. No evidences of violence
were found on the tiny body. The cor-
oner is investigating the matter.

HEDECLARED HIMSELF.

AMan Suspected ofthe Shakopee
Murder Has a Talk With Chief
Bracken.
An afternoon paper published, in an

issue of yesterday, an article purporting
lo give the substance of an interview
between Chief Brackett and a man sus-
pected of being implicated in the late
Shakopee triple murder.

A Globe reporter asked Chief Brack-
ett last evening ifthe article referred to
was orrectly written. He replied that
in the main it was, but expressed his
surprise, however, that it should have
been published. An enterprising re-
porter while loungine around police
headquarters had overheard snatches of
a conversation between the head of the
police department and the "suspect,"
afterward mysteriously referred to, and
incorporated the information in his
story. The suspect is quoted as saying
that he was aware of the tact "that
his name had been connected with the
Shakopee murder, and he wished to de-
clare himself innocent. He was willing
to make any financial sacrifice iv his
power to apprehend the real criminals
and explain a mysterious crime. He
confessed his ignorance of the details of
the killing,and added that the tamily
had no theories to offer concerning it.
Itwas rumored that a man dressed in
woman's clothes was seen on the night
of the murder crossing the river, which
was frozen. The article fails tostate
whether the "suspect" is a member of
the Spearman family.
ANIMUS OP THE OPPOSITION.
Why Certain Men Are Opposing

Kilvington's Re-Election.
The interview with Tom Downs, Aid.

Thomas Downs, of the Fifth ward, late
of the universe, published in the Pio-
neer Press yesterday morning, discloses
the animusof the people w ho are oppos-
ing the re-election of Dr. S. S. Kilving-
ton as health officer of Minneapolis. On
the subject of Downs' opposition to him,
Dr. Kilvington had been quoted as say-
ing that Downs had, personally
and without authority from the
city c< uncil. taken it upon
himself to go before the Hennepin dele-gation for the purpose of instigaliiu the
legislation of Kilvington out of office,
Downs alleging that he represented the
city council in the matter. Downs re-
torted that Kilvington had promulgated
"a dirty lie." Downs used such lan-
guage for the purpose of denying that
his opposition to Kilvington was a per-
sonal matter. The very use of such
language would seem to indicate to the
ordinary mortal that Dowus was
actuated by something besides
a desire to serve the public.
Even Tom Downs, the man v?hv> once
sought to rule the world and the city of
Minneapolis, because the mayor was a
fellow member of the G. A.R., and who
was afterwards deprived of the right to
rule any part of the Fifth ward, isn't
going to render himself open to the in-
stitution of a damage suit, merely for
the purpose of serving the public.
More than that, when it is considered
that Downs will have no voice
in electing a new health officer, his
rampant nntagonism to Kilvington
wears still more the appearance of be-
ingnot entirely the result of laudable
motives. As a" matter of fact, Downs'
cuticle is considerably bruised and
abraded since he was defeated for a re-
nomination. Now he is out to cut the
throat of every man who was ever
against him. But Downs the Boss is
dead. The only Downs now on earth
is Tom Downs, the contractor.

When it comes to considering this

question of who should be health com-
missioner it would seem that the opin-
ions of the physicians of Minneapolis
should carry some weight. Whom do
the doctors indorse? With tho excep-
tionof about fiftyof them who want to
be health commissioner, they are almost
to a man for KUvtugton. Why? Ue-
cause they recognize inhim the most
efficient health officer Mlnnehpolls ever
had. aid the man who really created
the oltlee what it should be— one
of the most important in the
city. lie lias brought order
out of chaos, and systematized
the rules for the preservation of the
health of &great city's inhabitants. Tho
only men who areopposing Kilvington's
re-election are a lot of sore-beaded poli-
ticians to whom he has refused to kneel.
Dr. Kilvingtonis making no boasts and
conduct! Hi:no gneiilla light in order to
be re-elected. He is content to stand
upon his record.

Yesterday one of the most prominent
livery men in the city unwittingly ad-
vanced one of the strongest arguments
for Kilvingtou's re-election. Said he:

"All1 know about Kilvingtonis that
he is the only health officer the city ever
had who made me keep the yard back
ot my stable cleaned up."

SHARESPKAK^L BIRTHPLACE

Whore He Lived, Worked, Died,

and Lies Buried.
Rev. George Hodges in the Pittsbnrg

Dispatch: There are three places in
Stratford which everybody must see,
and, these seen, we go our hurried way.
One is Shakespeare's house where he
was born; another is Anne Hathawav's
cottage where he did his courting. The
third is the church in whose chancel he
lies buried. There was once a fourth,
the house in which he lived, he and his
Anne. But that is pulled down and
not tiiun left of it. Ithad been repaired

\u25a0out of all likeness to the original,
anyway; so that the loss may
not be great. But the circum-
stances of the pulling down were pecul-
iar. Itseems that there was an ancient
mulberry tr«e in the garden, under
which the poet meditated. And every-
body who came to Stratford wanted to
seethe mulberry tree. But the garden
and the house belonged to an ill-natured
parson. And the parson was not pleased
at all this swinging of his gate and
trampling over his lawn; no doubt it
was not altogether pleasant. And after
he had endured the tourists to the limits
ofhis patience (which was prol>ably not
gteatly extended), he took his clerical
coat off one fine mornintr, and got a
stout ax and chopped that historical
mulberry into small pieces, and made a
bonlire of the pieces. Andshortly alter
he effected a clean sweep of the whole
business by tearing down the house to
the last brick; and having thus revenged
him of his enemies, he departed, leav-
ing this curious memory behind him.

"Shakespeare's house," where he was
born, is a rather respectable-looking
dwelling on the outside. Itis in that
style ofarchitecture which is known as
"post and pave," that is, it is built of
great timbers, with wide spaces be-
tween, which are filled with lath and
plaster. But the house within is un-
comfortable and cheerless enough to
satisfy even Die most ardent ad.nirer of
the "good old times." The nrst room
into which the street door opens is that
upon whose dingy and dontracted walls
John Shakespeare's baby first opened
its observant eyes. They knew none of
our modern distinctions between a par-
lor and a bedroom in Shakespeare's
day. The only evidence of the well-to-
do condition of tne family is in
the presence of a chimney. A
ciiimnev was aluxury. Common people
built their fires informall upon the
floor, and allowed the smoke to make
its jrracelul exit through a hole in the
ceiling. But John Shakespeare had a
chimney. Indeed during a season of brief
prosperity he was^an important man
in Stratford holding the two significant-
ly related pnsitionsot ale-lasterand ald-
erman. The splendors ofthe house begin
and end with that plain brick chimney.
The rooms are low, cheerless, comfort-
less, dark. Mice the rooms of a |ow-class
tenement. Up stairs you strike your
head against Uie rough beams of the
roof. Tart of the house is used as a
museum for Shakespearean treasures.Here, among other curious sights, you
may see the poet's autographs, a score
of them, and no two spelled alike.

Out among the firlds at Shottery is
Anne Hathaway's cottage. You go out
along a footpath, with whose windings
Shakespeare was familiar. And ifitis
early morning when you make your pil-
grimage, and the dew is on the grass,
and everybody is asleep but the early-
birds, aud the sun and the mist are con-
tending in the meadows, and the air is
fresh and clear, and you have pleasaut
company— why, your long walk through
the green fields and over the stiles and
beneath the great trees is an event
which you will always mark witha red
line. Shottery is a little village of low-
browed, thatch-roofed cottages, any
one of which is picturesque
enough to have been a courting place
for William Shakespeare. Anne Hatha-
way's cottage stands close by the way-
side, prettier than the prettiest pictures
ot it,with vines climbing up the cornet
and a hedge about it.Here young Master
Will came with sweet words for the
fair Mistress Anne, and they were
married— the boy of eighteen and the
young woman of twenty-six—and liver!
happily (let us try to think) forever
after. The happiness is somewhat open
to question, this fact in the case beine
at least certain, that the poet in his will
left as a sole bequest tohis wife, out of

his considerable possessions, his "sec-
ond-best bed !" But the 'flowers grow
brilliantly beside the brown walls, for
all that, and however 'much prose may
have come into the two lives afterward,
the cottage is as charming as a love
story. V
iBeneath the pavement of the chancel
floor of Holy Trinity church, in a grave
seventeen feet deep, with a protective*
curse £against disturbers .inscribed on
the top of it. lies the body of William
Shakespeare. To the left.on the chancel
.wall, is the painted bust with whose
looks everybody is familiar. How
Shakespeare really looked is a question
with as many answeis ns the similar in-
quiry about Mary Queen of Scots. As
inher case, there isn't lack of pictures,
but they .ore; all different This bald-
headed, sham-bearded stauie on the
chancel wall was set there shortly after
his death, and probably looks most like
him. Certainly it cannot flatter ;him.
1 So we turn away and wander again
about the Stratford streets. Here is the
obtrusively modern memorial theater;
and tne ancient chapel of the guild, one
of whose charities was the distribution
of beer to the needy poor; and the
handsome fountain which Mr.Childs,
ofPhiladelphia, has set for the refresh-
ment and reminding of the passer-by.
Here is. the Red Horse inn. We sit
down in "Geoffrey Crayon's" room,
where once, withmeditative pokings of
the fire, he wrote his chapter about
Shakspeare's town. The landlady brings
her modest bill. The 'bus and the red
horse convey us tothe station.
