Puns, Dec. -7. —Since William
O'Brien's arrival he lias been beset by
x horde of French and foreign report-
ers, but he lias not yet breathed a word
as to whether lie favored a reconcilia-
tion with Mr. Parnell or willadvocate
a permanent rupture with his former
leader. Among the important commu-
nications which Mr. O'Brien found
awaiting him atBoulogne was a letter
from a leading English Radical
stating that the split in the
Irish party must soon be
repaired, otherwise the Liberals would
be forced to subordinate home rule for
Ireland to other questions. The Paris
papers generally Iran toward Mr.Par-
nell. The Republique Francaise re-
fuses tobelieve that the anti-Parnell-
ires, even if they continue to gain bye-
elections, willever crush Parnell suffi-
ciently to be able to treat with Mr.
Gladstone in the name of Ireland.
It will take years, it says, to
efface the power of the man who has
virtuallygoverned Ireland for sixteen
years. Meanwhile the English Radicals
nay refuse to sacrifice social reforms
for a jeopardized cause. Mr.Gladstone
willhold to his engagements, as he is
bound to do, after plunging Ireland into
anarchy by posing as a moralist, but his
party is not equally bound. The Re-
publique Francaise concludes by ex-
pressing confidence in the ultimate tri-
umph of the Irish cause.

liEAGUK FUNDS.

An Amicable Argeenient as to
Their Distribution.

Dublin, Dec ST.— The Freeman's
Journal to-day announces that the con-
ferences between Messrs. William
O'Brien and Timothy Harrington have
resulted In an understanding whereby
the funds of the National League now in
bauds of that organization are to be de-
voted to the maintenance of the tenants
who were evicted for not.paying their
rents under the plan ofcampaign which
was inaugurated on the different estates
throughout Ireland by the National
league. Inaddition, these funds willbe
used to assist other sufferers who are
depending upon the league for support.
All disbursements will be made
by Messrs. X-nny and Webb, mem-
bers of parliament, the joint
treasurers of the league. Itis suggest-
ed by both Messrs. O'Brien and Har-
rington that funds being sent to the
league from America should be sent to
Messrs. Kenny and Webb, members of
parliament. The tenants evicted from
the Smith-Barry estate, who have been
for some time past on short commons,
willreceive withpleasure to-day's news
that the funds held in Paris for
the National league are to be
used for their support, however the con-
flict between the two factions may go.
This arragement has been arrived at by
Timothy Harrington, acting for Mr.
Parnell, and O'Brien, for the Me- \
Carthyities. Itwas eminently requisite
that some such understanding should
be consented to: otherwise the plan of
campaign would have forthwith col-
lapsed. Indeed, it is verydoubtful that
itcan be maintained, as the faith of the
evicted tenants in the national cause is
so seriously shaken that some openly,
r.nd others secretly, are making peace
with their landlords.

THE LAND ACT.

Its Possible Effect on Farmers and
Laborers.

Boulogne, Dae. 27.—Thomas Sexton,
In an interview last night, said he con-
sidered Mr. Parnell's insulting refer-
ences to his colleagues an insuperable
barrier to his resumption of the
leadership of the Irish party.
He was quite certain that, had- Mr. Par-
nell consulted the party in regard to
Mr. Motley's alleged offer of a place,
every man would have rejected indig-
nantly the idea of sacrificing in any de-
gree the independence of the party by
an acceptance of the offer. Regarding
the effect ot the possible passage of the
land net. Mr. Sexton said he thought it
would render the farmers more in-
dependent, energetic and enterpris-
ing; but the . measure of their
success mightbe a measure of the la-
borers' discontent. Inorder to meet the
just claims of the latter, Mr. Sexton
said he looked to the extension of the
system of the act ot 18S3, to be inaugu-
rated by authorizing the boards of
guardians tolevy rates to be used in the
construction of laborers' cottages. At
present the boards have to pay \u25a0

4 per cent interest and provide
a sinking fund on the money ad-
vanced by the treasury and- cannot, let
houses with a half-acre of walled gar-
den under £1, or £1 3 shillings weekly,
as the houses must be built according
to fixed specifications from Dublin.
This and the expense of inspection
would increase the price of a house
and garden to £120, which the
rental is not sufficient to cover.
Mr. Sexton hopes tochange this system
and get smaller houses built under local
supervision at such reduced cost as to
render the. present rents profitable. The
News says: "As Mr.Sexton was sup-
posed to l>e less decided in his opposi-
tion to Mr. Parnell and more inclined
toward a compromise than many of his
political friends, his frank and clear
declaration is important and valuable."

Orangemen Kicking.
London. Dec, 27.—The Orangemen

of Belfast forwarded toMr. Gladstone a
series of resolutions denouncing the
home rule agitation, together witha let-
ter bearing on the subject. Mr. Glad-
stone has replied in a mild and concil-
iatory way, saying that he is unable to
abandon the hope that they will yet
make up their minds to follow the ex-
ample of their forefathers, who obtained
home rule a century ago.

THE INDIAN SITUATION.

Gen. Miles Said to Favor an Im-
mediate Attack.

Ckeston, S. D., via Rapid City, Dec—
Things which a few days ago, un-

der the policy of Gen. Brooke, tended
to a cessation of hostilities,
are to-day just the reverse. Late
last night Gen. Carr received a
telegram from Col. Sumner that the In-
dians from Hump's and Big. Foot's
camp, whom he was supposed to have
held as prisoners." had escaped and wereheading for the Bad Lands. At day-
light Gen. Carr and six troops pulled
from here to Intercept them or capture
and destroy them,' but so- far no word
has been received from the general.
The Indians are still carrying
on their depredations as us-
ual, and are growing much bold-
er, having stolen three valuable
horses and ten head of stock out of a
corral last night at the «"•'\u25a0 -* -"*"-

Burns, situated only ten miles from
this camp on the Cheyenne river. Ahalf-breed came intocamp and was in-
terviewed on the subject of hostiles in
the Bad Eauds. and gives a very inter-
esting description, whichis aslbllows-He says that ho left Pine Ridge
agency a few days before the 500
friendly Indians left there for the Bad
Lands to induce their hostilo brethren
to come in, and declares the number offriendlies is greatly exaggerated and
that they did not number over 150 inall. He says he was in one of theirtepees outside of Pine Ridge agency
where a number of bucks wore congre-gated, and that the squaws were crying
and saying that they would neverretain, »nd commenced sineing
the death dance around them.
He says there are, at the
least calculation, from 500 to
000 warriors among them, all well-
armed (a Dumber having Springfield
carbines, the same as is issued by the
soldiers in the army), and all declaring
that they would heht. They also told
him of a young Indian whom tliev hadput to death by torture a few days be-
fore because he came to try and inducethem to return to the agency. He says
lie knows this to be true, as the young
Indian left Pine Ridge over a' weekago for the Bad Lands strong-
hold and has never returned. He alsosays he entertains great fears as to the185 friendlies who went out, as he is
almost Mire tiiat the majority ifnot all
of them will be killed. He" says they
have an immense stock of provisions
and that their stronghold is skilfully
fortified and is almost impregnable.
He counted over 100 tepees on the side
nearest the Pine Kidge agency
and sixty- three on the other
side. He says that love or
money would not bTing him near their
stronghold again, as he is afraid that
should they recognize him he would be
killed also. (Jen. Miles wns heard to
say in IviipidCity to-day that he was
tired ot fooling with these Indians andthought that the best thing to be done
was to attack them without any further
delay.

Dickinson, Dec. 27.—Lieut. Svden-
haui and Scout Speoce, of Capt. Foun-tain's command of the Eighth cavalry,
have arrived here with dispatches.
They report that there was no fonnda-
tion for the story thnt Hie command was
hemmed in by :m) hostiles in the Cave
hills. Capt. Fountain had not. up to
Christinas morning, been able todiscov-er any trace of Indians, but. had
learned that Sitting Bull's followers
were on their way to the Pine Kidge
and Cherry Creek reservation. Stories
about ranchmen murdered and property
destroyed by lhf> hostiles are alsostated
to be unfounded. As far as the military
authorities hen- are aware, not a shot
lias been exchanged between the Indi-ans and troops. A general summary of
this disposition of troops shows that the
entire reservatian is hemmed in by
troops ready for the field, and fears of
an outbreak in the spring are ground-
less.

TAIL. OF THE STORM.

Some Inconvenience Still Expe-
rienced inLocalities.

New Yokk. Dec. 27.
—

The people of
this city awoke this morning to the
pleasant discovery that the signal serv-
ice had gone a trifle wrong, and pre-
dicted things which the results failed
to justify. Instead of a furious
blizzard during the night, and streets
blockaded with snow this morning, and
a high gale driving it into deep drifts
and blowing it into peoples' blinded
eyes, they found pleasant sunshine,
liuht winds, a comparatively high tem-
perature and only a little over a footof
snow on the ground

—just enough to
make sleighinc practicable and enjoy-
able. The sergeant in charge of the sig-
nal service office this morning came to
the rescue of the meteorological
bureau in this way: "The two storms

—
the one from the northwest, the other
from the south— happily gave the city a
wider berth than seemed probable from
our observations yesterday. The south-
ern one especially, from which we had
most to fear, was borne farther out to
sea and to eastward of us than was
at first anticipated. In other
words, the angle of the two
converging storms widened sufficiently
to leave us comparatively unscathed.
"Iwas quite right, however, in pre-

dicting the conjunction of the two
storms somewhere in or near the St.
Lawrence region. They united at
about two o'clock this morning, and
Montreal and Quebec are boih feeling
the fury of a blizzard. The wind is vtry
high at those points, and the snow very
deep. The blizzard will probably rage
in Canada to-day and to-night and then
pass off shore over the ocean."
The incoming mails were ereatly
delayed to-day. The Southern
mall, due at 9:50 last night, did not get
in until nearly 7 this morning. The
Southwestern n.ail over the Pennsyl-
vania railroad, due at 4o'clock yester-
day afternoon, did not arrive untilniter
midnight. Mails from New England
are arriving from three to four boon
late. The Western mail via the New
York Central, which should have got
into the office at 5:45 a. m., was over
three hours behind time. Allthe other
mails were from two to three liours
late.

Caxa.tohar.ie. N. V., Dec. 27.
—

Trains are moving ou the West Shore
and New York Central railroads through
the Mohawk valley at an average of one
hour late. The tracks are being rap-
idly cleared. The country roads are
blockaded and back-town stages willbe
unable to reach town to-day. The snow-
fall was fifteen inches on the level.

Susqukiiaxxa, Pa., Dec. 27.—Owing
to the ureat fallof snow the Jefferson
division of the Erie road and the Penn-
sylvania division of the Delaware &
Hudson road have been blocked since
Friday morning. On the Erie main line
trains are running several hours late
with two engines. Great snow plows
were run over the Susquehanna and
Jefferson divisions to-day.

Pittsbubg, Pa., Dec. 27.—There was
an added snow fallof about three inches
during last night and at noon is coming
down thinly. Passenger trains on all
roads are lew and far between, travel
being very light, though they are mak-
ing fair time with engine and tandem.
No effort is being made on any of the
roads to move freights, all engines being
busily encaged in passenger traffic.
Nothing but perishable goods are
received from other roads, and these
are hurried thrrugh inscant lots. Street
travel in the city has about resumed,
though business show 3a phenomenal
falling off. Specials from tne various
parts of the state say that snow is still
falling and exceeds" that of any year
since 1857. Reports from all up and
down river distiicts show a fear of
rain and flood. All railroads are
still laboring under gieat disad-
vantages, with passenger trains
away behind time and freights
still blockaded. Business is gradually
recovering, though street traffic is slow.
Alloil exchanges are deserted, withno
markets worth quoting except a stand-
ard of71-cent oil. Hunters are mourn-
ing decimation inthe ranks of quailand
pheasants, both specie of game being
reported as dying rapidly from starva-
tion.

Washington, Dec. 27.—The storm
which was yesterday morning reported
ou the Virginiacoast has moved to the
northeastward, and during the night
joined with the storm advancing east-
ward from the lake region. The com-
bined storms have resulted En one of
great intensity that is central in Nova
Scotia. Moderate snowfalls willoccur
in the lake regions, New England and
the northern portion of the middle At-
lantic states to-day. The weather will
clear in the lake regions to-day, with
much colder weather. The area of cold
and fair weather willadvance over New
England and the Middle Atlantic states
Sunday.

Coxcokd, N. H., Dec. 27.—Thirteen
inches of snow fell during the storm of
yesterday, and to-day it is clear and
bright. The expresses from the south
and north arrived last night and this
morning from three to seven hours late.
Tracks are being rapidly cleared, and

CRIMES JBF_ A DAY.
Peculiarly Atrocious Murder

by a Young1Fiend inSay-
ville,L. I.

The Victim Shockingly Muti-
lated and Fingers and

Ears Taken as Toys.

AMississippi Shooting: Scrape
With the Usual Accom-

paniments.

Many Murders in the Land,
With Conspiracies and Rob-

beries Galore.

Sayville, L. 1., Dec, 27.— A most
brutal murder was committed last night
at Bohemia, a small village about three
miles north of here. The victim was
Winnie Croupa, a cigarmaker, twenty-
one years of age, the murderer being
Frank Krulis, twenty-four years of age,
also a cigarmaker. The details of the
crime are most revolting, while the ac-
tions of the murderer since the commis-
sion of the murder are most extraordi-
nary forone who is said to be perfectly
sane. The murder was first made known
by Krulis himself, soon after its perpe-
tration. About 9:30 o'clock in the even-
ing, Krulis walked into the house of
Constable Sashek and horrified that offi-
cial by laying on the dinner table a
human finger, at the same time saying,

"Joe, I'vekilled Winnie Croupa, and
I've brought you one of his fingers to
prove it." When he had recovered from
the surprise which Krulis' action had
caused him, he said:

"What do you mean by foolinglike
this?"

Krulis tnen said: "1mean what I
say; I've killed Winnie Croupa. _He
told lies about me in the village, •tie
said 1had run away from Riverhead to
escape arrest, and that a constable was
coming after me, soIconcluded to kill
him. Lmet him on the road and cut his
throat. He felldown in the snow and
never spoke a word. Iwanted to make
sure that he would never speak asrain,
so 1cut his belly open and placed his
bowels over his face. Then 1cut, olfbis
linger for you."

Constable Sashek asked him where
he had left the body and he volunteered
to take him to the scene of the murder.
Having called out four of the neighbors
to accompany him, the constable started
for the spot where the tragedy had tak-
en place, the prisoner taking the lead.
Krulis. as soon as he saw the body of
his victim, said:

"There he is. \ou see Itold you the
truth."
It was indeed a horrible sight met

the eyes of the party, the dim rays from
the lanterns which the men carried,add-
ing to the ghastliness of the scene. The
body lay ina frame of blood-red snow.
The clothing was torn from it. and a
hole the size of a sugar bowl was seen
in the abdomen. The entrails lay over
the breast, neck and face, hiding
the fatal gash in the throat.
The right ear and the index
finger of the left hand were
missing, the latter being the token the
murderer had civen the constable. A
guard was left in charge of the body
and the constable started for the vil-
lage with tne murderer. As theyneared
the main street of Bohemia they were
met by an excited crowd of men bent
ou meting out prompt justice according
to Judge Lynch on the self-accused
murderer, and, but for the courage of
the constable, the mob would have
made short work of Krulis. When
searched in court the ear which was
niissing from Croupa's body was found
in Krulis' pocket. He told Judge
O'Brien that he had brought it for him.
He also handed the judge the knife, a
large donble-bladed' jack-knife, covered
with dried bloodstains, with which
lie said he had killed Cioupa.
Allthe time Krulis conducted himself
in the most unconcerned and stolid
manner, apparently revelling in the
thought of what he had done. He was
taken to Kiverhead jail this afternoon.
Coroner Bennett at noon summoned a
juryand went to where the body of
Croupa still iay. After viewing ithe
allowed itto be taken by an undertaker
to the residence of the murdered man's
father in Bohemia. It is believed that
jealousy of Croupa's attention to a
young woman who works as a domestic
for one of the Cutting families at lslip
was one of the motives Krulis had for
the crime, and it is said itwas to this
girlCronpa had been tellingthe stories
of Krulis having to leave Riverhead.
Before Krulis went to the constable's
house itappears that he had gone into a
saloon and put the finger which he sub-
sequently presented to the constable
upon the bar and said that he iiad
killed Croupa, but itwas thought to be
a joke.

A CHHISIMASFEUD

Results inOne Death and Possibly
Three.

Li:MßEitTON,Miss.,l)ec.2T.— Daviston,
a small town one and a half miles below
here, was tne scene of a fatal shooting
affray this afternoon about 8 o'clock, in
which lour men were shot, one being
killed instantly and two others fatally
wounded. The trouble originated from
a fight at a party on Christ-
mas night near Red Top, between
four men. E. T. Fa rove, one Parker,
Neal Strahan and Joh.i Hockman, when
Favre tired on the crowd, killingParker
and dangerously wounding the other
two. Favre was arrested and placed in
Ellisville jail for safe keeping by J. F.
Cocke, justice of the peace of district
No. 1. Justice of the Jeace J. M.
Smith, of District No. 2, dispatched
Deputy Sheriff W. W. Stockstill. with
the necessary papers, to obtain Favre's
release on $800 bond. Sheriff Shivers,
upon hearing of his release, summoned
his deputies and came to Daviston on
the local freight to re-arrest Favre.
Just as the train came to a halt the
tiring began. Favre was killed in-
stantly and Sheriff J. M. Shivers was
shot through the left lung witha Win-
chester ball and Deputy Sheriff T. R.
White was shot in the left side with a
pistol, the ball passing through and
coming out ou the right side. Both the
latter are pronounced mortally
wounded. The two wounded sheriffs
were brought to this place, where they
are receiving the best attention.

EMBEZZLED $70,000.

A Prominent Chicagoan in Court
on a Serious Charge.

Chicago, Dec. 27.— According to
charges made in court to-day the P. E.
Stanley- Winston company, a well-
known real estate corporation, has been
wrecked by the speculations of the
president, P. E. Stanley. Bertram M.
Winston, the treasurer, to-day applied
for the appointment of areceiver for the
concern, and that the affairs of the cor-
poration be wound ud. Mr. Stanley is
charged with misappropriating $70,000.
The application for the appointment of
a receiver was made to Master-iu-
Chancery Noyes, who at once recom-
mended that the prayer of the complain-
ant be allowed. Juuge Shepard ap-
pointed C. M.WTalker.

The wrecked corporation was orga-
nized Sept. 28 of this year, succeeding
the old firm of P. E. Stanley, composed
of Mr. Stanley and Dudley and Bertram
Winston, the sons of Hon. F. H. Win-
ston, ex-United States Minister to Per-
sia. The corooration was the same as
the old company, only it was merged
Into a stock compauy with a capita
stock of ?50,000 of 500 shares. Stanley
was elected president. Dudley Wlns-
tM> was v-iCc president and Bertram

Winston secretary, and treasurer. Prior
to the organization of the new com-
pany, Mr. Stanley was engaged Incon-
fidential business with certain custo-
mers and aiconsiderable portion of
this private business never merged
into the business of the firm.
Among the transactions which the Win-
ston's claim were put through by Stan-
leyin his individual capacity weredeals
withL.H. McCormick and J. F. Keeuy,
involving respectively 145,000 and
1125,000.

After Stanley became convinced of
his liability to criminal prosecution, so
the billsays, Inorder to square himself,
lie gave it out that the corporation wasliable, In action at law, to McCormiclc
Keeney and J. P. Odell for the money
Intrusted to aud misappropriated by
him. The court was asked to issue
an injunction restraining both parties
from beginning suit. No action toward
an injunction was taken by the court,
and Mr. McCormick made good his
threat to tryand hold the corporation
liable. This afternoon he commenced
suit against Stanley and the Winstons
for $50,000 damages.

The assets of the corporation, accord-
ing to Mr.Winston, are amply sufficient
to meet its obligations, and the value of
its securities held by the banks exceed
the amount of the firm's indebtedness
by $10,000.

A MOTHER'S MANIA

Results in. the Death of Her Four
Children.

Louisville, Ky., Dec. 27.
—

Near
Brandenburg, the coroner's inquest in
tiie case of the poisoning of the four
children of Mrs. Julia Higbee is in
progress. Dr. James L. Lewis, the
family physician, testified to-day that
upon the third death he became
suspicious of the poisoning. When he
suggested post mortem examination af-
ter the death of the fourth, the father
consented, but Mrs. Higbee made strong
opposition and itwas only by legal pro-
cess that the examination was secured.
Arsenic was found, and the conclusion
tbat two or more of the children
had been poisoned was reached by all
the physicians at the post-mortem. Mrs.
Higbee's opposition to the examination
and her indifference to the result of the
illness of the children directed suspi-
cion to her. Inclosing he said: "My
conclusion is that the first child died a
natural death, and that was the
origin of homicidal mania which
resulted in the death of the other three.
1 have known Mrs. Higbee twenty
years. Shortly after her marriage she
had a mental attack which nearly re-
sulted inmania, ana within the past six
months she lias seemed to me to under-
go a complete mental change." Uther
physicians testified to the indifference
and other symptoms of mania at the bed-
side of the children.

A Conspiracy Nipped.
Corpus Cukisti, Tex., Dec. 27.— A

strange conspiracy to murder one of the
leading citizens of this city has been
nipped in the bud by indictments re-
turned against twelve men by the grand
jury of Hidalgo county. Judge Max-
stein, who was killed some months
ago by a Spanish woman who alleged
he had insulted Jier. was the
first victim of one of the most
daring conspiracies to rob and murder
that Texas has ever known. The next
marked men were District Judge Kus-
seil and his two deputies. The plot
dates back to the restoration tooffice of
the county officials who had been ousted
from office by the county commission-
ers. One of the conspirators confessed
the other day, thus saving Judge Rus-
sell's life,and the rest of the gang have
fled to Mexico.

A Seattle Man in Trouble.
New York, Dec. 27.—0n the 30th o*f

November James J. Hamilton, secretary
of the Big Bend Mining company,
started from this city for his home in
Seattle, Wash., having in his possession
various stock certificates, the face value
of which are over §82.000. While wait-
ing for his train in the Pennsylva-
nia depot, Jersey City, his valise,
which contained the stocks and other
papers of value, was stolen. The police
were informed of the loss, and by some
very clever detective work succeeded
in tracing the thief to Philadelphia,
where he was arrested on the 17th of
December. The thief, who proved to
be Harry Edwards, twenty-four years
ofage, of Camden, X, J., confessed his
guilt,and was to-day brought to Jersey
City to await trial. Allthe property,
excepting a bank book belonging io Mr.
Hamilton, has been recoveied.

Shot for a Woman.
Scottdale, Pa., Dec. 27.

—
A young

miner named Plunter aud George Piutor
have been courting the same young
lady. To-day Plunter called on his
sweetheart. Shortly after Plutor came
in. The two young men shook
hands heartily, aud seemingly were the
best of friends. In the course of con-
versation Plntor invited Plunter up
stairs. The latter accepted the invita-
tion, and a short time thereafter the re-
port of a pistol shot was heard. The
inmates of the house ran quickly to the
scene, only to find the dead body of
Plunter stretched on the floor witha
bullet through his heart. Plutor was
arrested and Imprisoned.

Brakeman Shot.
Kansas City, Dec. 27.

—
A special to

the Star from Springfield, Mo., says:
Charles Mayors, a brakeman on the
Frisco road, was shot and killed near
Kitchy, fifty miles west of here, last
nieht by a man named Blunt. Blunt
boarded the train at Granby and en-
tered the ladies' car, swearing and
drunk. The conductor asked him to go
iuto the smoking car, but he refused to
do so. The conductor called upon May-
ors toassist him in ejecting Blunt from
the car. As thßy were about to take
bold of him lie drew a revolver and
shot Mayors twice, and then shot at the
conductor, but missed him. Blunt was
arrested.

Defranded Farmers.
Bet/leville, Ont., Dec. 27.—Chester

Wilmont Yerex, well known in connec-
tion with the hulless oat scheme, has
been arrested in Bremen, Germany,
under instructions from the British vice
consul there on a charge of forgery.
Writhhis retirement from the hulless
oats business ends one of the biggest
frauds ever successfully worked on the
farmers of Ontario, and one which
caused an endless amount of hardship
and litigation. Yerex will be extra-
dited by the bank of commerce.

Reminder of the Strike.
