ers of recent date in its horror and ut-
ter brutality. Yesterday the family of
Carl Reher consisted of five persons.
To-day the father and mother are dead,

Jthe son is hovering on the edge of the

grave, and one daughter is dangerously
wounded: and another great crime,
diabolical and deliberately planned,
has been added to the long list which
already disfigures the annals of our
state. Carl Reher was a German, aged
nearly sixty years, who lived in a cabin
on the flats, as they are called, in Wilkin
county, about twelve miles from this
eity. His family consisted of a wife,
aged forty-mine; son Henry, twenty-
fixe, and three daughters, aged twenty-
two, sixteen and fourteen. Reher was a
Taclturn, Moody Man,

who was held in much fear by his
neighbors as a person of unbridled pas-
Rions and dangerous disposition. His
won Henry has served a term in the pen-
itenfiary for herse-stealing, and is
known as a hard character. For the
past three years thera have been bitter
family quarrels, whieh often resulted
In viclence. Against any outside
Interference, however, the family al-
ways united as one person. In the ease
of the arrest of ilenry Reher for horse
stealing, the others did ail they could to
shield him from the law. A few weeks
after an unusually violent family broil
Carl Reher quit the house and went to

lizabeth, a German village eight miles
from here, where he openea a shoe shop,
and has since worked steadily until last
might. Saturday night he got a ride
with a neighbor and went home. The
rest of the horrible story of last night’s
crime was learned from the lips of

His Dying Wife, g
and his daughters. Reher entered his
home on the flats at about 9 o’clock in
the evening, All the members of the
family were there and jumped up in
surprise at his unexpected appearance.
He walked to the table with apparent
uncoucern and laid down several small
bags of candy and a large bot-
tle of whisky. “These are Christ-
mas presents for you,” said he,“and I’ve
got some more. So saying, he stepped
into a room at the back of the house
used for a woodshed, and a moment
later reappeared at the door with a self-
cocking revolver in each hand, which
he leveled and began firing. The first
bullet was fired at his son and missed
its mark. The young man staggered
back and threw up his arm to proteet
himself. The second and third bullets
struck him in the arm, which
was shockingly mangled. The fourth
bullet was aimed at the oldest
daughter and entered her shoulder.
The lamp was extinguished by the fifth
shot, which entered the body of Mrs.
Reher. By this time the whole family
was
In a Frenzied Panic,
and all made a rush for the door in the
darkness. Reher dropped his revolver
and drew a huge ecarving knife. As
Henry Reher reached the door the
father plunged the knife into his son’s
back, penetrating deep into his lungs.
In spite of his ghastly wound the
young man at once mounted a horse
and rode two miles to the house of
Henry Schomann, the nearest neighbor,
who at once came to Carlisle and tele-
graphed to this city and Wahpeton for
surgeons. The three daughters got
safely out of the house and scattered to
hide themselves in the haymow and
outbuildings. Mrs. Reher was left alone
in the house with her butcher. He at-
tacked her fiercely with a carving
knife, and stabbed her again and
again. She fell apparently dead,
and he went out 1o find his daughters
and finish his work. He did not sue-
ceed and returned tothe house. Ilis
wife was gone; the youngest daughter,
&vho watched the scene

describes what next oceurred. Her
father appeared at the door with the
dripping knife still in his hand. The
full moon lighted up the landscape
brilliantly and he saw his wife
crawling painfully on her hands
and knees fifty yards away. He ran
to her and again fell upon her with
fiendish ferocity, and plunged the knife
again and again into her prostrate body.
Then he returned to the house. Half
an hour later several neighbors well
armed arrived. The three daughters
were still in hiding. They had heard a
single pistol shot, but no other sound.
The neighbors entered the house and
found Reher stone dead, with a ballet
in his brain and a rope around his neck.
He had thrown the rope over a beam and
put the noose around his neck, and as
the noose tightened had blown out his

brains. He lay there with his own blood

mingling 1 a pool with that of his wife
and son. Mrs. Reher also lay on the
floor. She had crawled back to the
house and lay almost by the side of her
dead husband. She had only strength
to tell the story of the awful tragedy
and then died. Her body and limbs

28.—It is stated to-
night, on the authority of a member of
the cabinet, that parliament will cer-
tainly not be dissoived until after the
passage of the tithes bill and the land
purchase bill. The latter, if not pushed
to the final stage, would give the Lib-
erals their only possible chance to ap-
peal to the country on the Irish ques-
tion with confidence, as many, even of
the Tories, only aceept the measure
under the whip of party discipline, and
are opposed to pledging British credit
in any way for Ireland. The final pass-
age of the measure is now certain in
the present parliament. as the Parnell-
ites will more than make up, itisex-
pected, any defection in the govern-
ment ranks.

present bill, which shifts the payment
from occupier to owner, and will efface
the ground for much discontent, and
especially in Wales. With these two
measures law, the understanding is that
the government will be ready to face
the people.

The question was re-
ferred to Assistant Sceretary Bussey,
who decides that claimants who served
in the Confederate army prior to en-
listment in the United States service
are entitled, under the act of June 27,
1890, and are placed on the same footing
as all other Union soldiers. Some of
the officials of the pension bureau are
bothered to know what to do with those
that were wounded while in the Con-
federate service. The only restriction
that the act of June 27, 1890, makes is
that the disabilities must not be.the re-
sult of the soldier’s own vicious habits.

CHARGED WITH FRAUD.

George E. Waterfield Gets in
Trouble Over a Debt.

CINCcINNATI, Dec. 28.—1he Brooks
Waterfield company, the big tobacco
warehousemen, have filed suit in the
United States circuit against George E.
Waterfield, of Felicity, O., whom the
firm charges with attempting todefraud
them. The petition alleges that Water-
field is indebted to them in the sum of
£5,060, and that, knowing he was insol-
vent, he on Nov. 27 assigned all his real
estate to H. P. Williams, William G.
Richey,A. J. McGeohan,S. F. Wakefield,
George W. Rice, Charles E. McGeohan,
Edward W. Titus, Georze W. Day,
George W. Thurman and Harry J. Gib-
son, of Ohio, and William Waterfield,
of Kansas, who are made party defend-
ants in the suit. All Waterfield’s real
estate and bnsiness interests have been
attached and a receiver asked for to take
charge of “his property, also a special
master to take testimony in the ecase.
Waterfield is inno way connected with
the Brooks Waterfield company, the
similarity of names giving rise “in the
trade to the impression that he is, He
is simply a customer.

AGAINST THE RAILWAYS.

Mr. Lowry Wiil Have to Defend
His Twin City Lines.

St. Louis, Dee. 28.—As announced
in these dispatches Friday last, a legal
war involving millions of dollars is to
be inaugurated by the Adams Electric
Railway company this week. A meet-
ing of stockholders of the Adams cop-
pany will be held to-morrow or Tues-
day, at which the capital stock is to be
increased to $2,000,000. From a stock-
holder of the local company itis learned
that the suits will be brought against
the street railway companies using any
of the electric railway systems in-
fringing upon the Adanis patent.
The first of these suits will be
brought in Boston. An eminent law-
yer of this ecity, it is said, has already
been engaged (o prosecute the claims of
the St. Louis company, and itis confi-
dently expected that the Boston suit
will sustain the claim. Should this re-
sult be reached, injunction proceedings
will be instituted against all electric
street railway systems in the United
States.

Jennie Chamberlain to Get a Slice
of a Big Fortune.

Chamberlain, grand uuncle of Jennie
Chamberlain, the famous American
beauty, and an old resident of this city,
died to-day aged seventy-eight.

the latter at the time of his death. He
built theWabash and Erie canal and the
Ohio and Pennsylvania.

His fortune will amount to severai mill-
fons, of which his grandniece Jennie
will inherit a large share, as he had no
children of his own.
