ALMOST A MURDERER
F. D. Lapping Nearly Kills

Victor Heath and Harry
Merrick.

He Was One of Adamson's
Victims, and He Sought

Revenge.

The Hennepin County Delega-
tion and the Court House

Commission.

New Year's Will Be Cele-
brated Very Quietly

To-Day.

At 4:13 yesterday afternoon a n:an
about twenty-seven years of age, wear-
ing a brown overcoat, rather the worse
for wear, and a black slouch hat, cocked
over one eye, his face covered with
about a throe-days' growth of sandy
beard, walked nonchalantly down the
stairway at 29 Washington avenue
south. Out into the street he went and
away, as if he was the most ordinary
pedestrian. His name was P. S. Lap-
ping. Within two minutes the walk in
front of the stairway whence Lapping
had emerged was blockaded, and it
was known that two men had been shot
on the second floor. Lapping, the man
who went away without letor hindrance,

was the man who did the shootinir. lie
may be amurderer. He is certainly guilty
of assault with intent to kill. Ifhe does
not have to answer to a charge of mur-
der, itwill not be through any fault
of his own. The victims of his ]<i>tol
were Victor Heath and Hairy Merrick.
Heath has a bullet lodged in the right
lung. In Merrick's left upper jaw is
iinbeddc<i a similar piece oflead. Both
may recover, butHeath is dangerously
hurt. The shooting occurred in the
office «»t Charles E. Adanison, tin- money
loaner, who is now serving time in the
Stillwater prison for forgery- The men
who are the sufferers were hisemployes.

When n Ulobe reporter visited tin;
office, about ten minutes after the shoot-
ing, all three rooms were crowded with
doctors, civilians and excited police offi-
cers. Inthe inner private oftiee Victor
Heath was stretched upon a sofa, while
Dr. 11. 11. Kimiiall proved for the bullet.
A tew feet away Dr. Gibson was work-
ing over the shattered jaw of Harry
Merrick. In the outer office, or ante
room, was a hysterical woman, Violet
Heath, who resisted all the efforts made
by L. A. Merrick to calm her over-
wrought nerves. She would sob hys-
terically for a moment, and then break
out in moans:

"Oh. n»y brother is shot! My brother
is shot! Take me to mj brother!"

When Aclamson was found guilty and
sent to Stillwater last spring he left his
business In charge of .Miss Violet Heath.
She has been conducting it ever since.
.She had employed her brother,
Victor 1loath, as collector, and
Harry Merrick, son of A. N. Merrick.
Adatnson's attorney, as bookkeeper.
They have been compelled to suffer for
Adainson's exactions. Last winter F.
8. Lapping, the man who yesterday
Bought the lives of two persons, bor-
rowed some money of Adamson. lie
gave two notes. one for §12 aiui the
other for HB, secured by a mortgage on
his household goods and a cow. The
notes fell due, but Lapping: had no
money. Nor would he surrender the
goods.

"This money had been due over a
year,'" said Victor Heath, as soon as tlie
doctor had done W'th him. 1 had gone
to his house repeatedly to colled it, hut
lie would never give me any satisfac-
tion, it was a small matter and 1 didn't
want to replevin the goods. Itold Lap-
ping that if he would pay me the face
value of the notes Iwould forgive him
the interest. Buthe wouldn't do that.

11 'If you seize the goods,' he told me,
'I'll shoot every in the office.'

'•J paid no attention to his threat, for
they all say that. But he was as good
as his word. Yesterday morning 1 se-
cured a writof replevin and went out to
Lapping's house, 2912 Twenty-sixth
street south. 1didn't get much— not
over $10 worth. 1 thought no more
about ituntil he came in here in the af-
ternoon and—you Bee what he did."

Adamsou's loan ottice occupies three
rooms fronting on the street over
29 Washington avenue south. There are
two entrances, one into the private
olliee, the other into the ante room to
the general office. Itwas into the pri-
vate olliee that Lapping rushed, ile
rushed over to the front, opposite
the door leading from the pri-
vate office, in behind the public
counter, where were the safes and
desks, teaching that door, Lapping
raised the pistol and, without a word,
began firing. Victor Heath sat with
his right side toward the door. The
first bullet struck him just back of the
side, about eight inches below
the arm pit, ranging upward
and forward from the rib and lodg-
ing in the right lung. He, when struck,
sprang across the room between the
desk and safe, escaping the second
shot. Harry Merrick, who was sitting
at another desk, whirled around at the
second of the shots and received the
third bullet in the mouth. Itstruck the
left; upper jaw just above the eye
tooth and lodged in the bone a little be-
low the left eye. The jaw was badly
,/mltcred. Lapping tired still another
shot as a good-bye and left.

Itallhappened so ouiekly that those
in tlit*office scarcely knew how it oc-
curred. The above is correct, so far as
they can remember. Miss Heath thus
describes her part in the affair:

"L.A. Merrick ami 1 had just come
from the court house. We had met
Lapping on the street, but he said noth-
ing. We were standing here by the
door iin the ante-room) when 1 heard
ihe shots and heard my brother cry out.
Iopened the door leading to the hall
and Lapping was just coming out of the
other door witli the revolver in his
hand. Igrabbed hold or" him to stop
him. but he threw me oil', at the same
time pointing the pistol at me. Then
he went away down the stairs. He
didn't run, ami didn't act as ifhe was a
bit afraid.1

'
One of the bullets from Lapping's re-

volver was picked up by Inspector
Hankinsqn, and is now in. his posses-
sion. Itis 32 caliber.

Victor Heath is a man of about thirty
years of age, and lives at 200-1 Second
street north. He has a wife and one
child. Hairy Merrick is a boy of nine-
teen, and lives withhis parents at ISOS
First avenue south. Heath was re-
moved to St. Anthony hospital. Young
Merrick was taken home. Botli are in
a serious condition, but may recover.
Heath is Hie worst. The bullet is im-
bedded in the right lung, and there is
danger from internal heminorrhage..
About the only danger to which young
Merrick is subject is frominflammation.
His jaw is badly shattered, and blood
poisoning may ensue.

Ata late hour last night. Heath was
resting comfortably at St. Anthony
hospital. The doctors think his chances
for recovery are good. As soon as
young Merrick was removed to his
iioiiu'T the bullet which had lodged in
his cheek bone was removed and he is
now resting easily.

A Globe reporter last night visited
(he home of the Lappings at 2912
Twenty-sixth street south. They live
up stairs over a store, occupying three
small looms. The sight there presented
was a dismal onei seeming almost
to justify the mad act of the
head of the house. Mrs. Lap-
ping, with scarcely clothing enough
to cover her, was tending a little infant
not over five weeks old. The floors were
bare. Heath had well nigh stripped the
place of furniture when he carried away
the mortgaged property. Although he

said he did not get over ?10 worth of
property, he had taken their all. .Noth-
ing but a small deal lable,a cheap ciJlcjle
and a couple ot almost worthless chairs
remained. Poverty merged into abso-
lute misery was stamped upon the
household." Mrs. Lapping, a pale, weak
little woman, said that the debt upon
which their few articles of furniture
had been seized, had been running

for over two years. Her husband,
who is amason by trade, had been able
to find but little work. Mrs. Lapping
had been sick, and what little he could
earn had to co to pay the doctors' bills.
With all their misfortunes, they had
paid, twice over, the amount of the debt
in interest. When the threat of re-
plevin came her husband seemed mad-
dened. Itwas a case of "the worm will
turn." .She couldn't believe that her
husband would have done what lie did
had he been in his right mind, She
didn't know that lie had a revolver. It
seemed to her as if she was about to be
overwhelmed with trouble.
Itis an undeniable fact that public

opinion is with Lapping. The police
would not be surprised should itbe dis-
covered that he has committed suicide.
Lapping has not yet been found.

A LIVEIiYCONFERENCE.

The Court House Commission and
the Hennepin Delegates Meet.
The conference between the members

of the Hennepin county delegation to
the legislature and the court house and
city hall commissioners, held yesterday
afternoon, while not of a decisive nature
in its result, did this much. It proved
that the commission has not been going
it blind, as many have supposed, and
that the amount they propose to
expend is not so much out of
proportion when it is considered that
they are building for the future. The
commissioners sat on one side of the
room, and the senators and representa-
tives on the otl:er, with a Ions: table be-
tween them. The debates at times were
lively,and the meeting Beemed to re-
solve itself into the proportions of a
board of trade assembly. The commis-
sion sprang a little surprise, which
changed the aspect of affairs. Itseems
that a quiet meeting had been held on
Monday, when a proposition was agreed
upon, which was in substance:

That the county half of the structure, ex-
clusive of the tower, be built at oiice, us that
wns ihe most needed. This could be done In
three vcara in the followingmanner: In tho
first place no more bonds would t>c needed.
The scheme is as follows: The 8300.000 city
bonds should be converted to thecoumy
series. This added to the JBOO,O<O still on
baud of uiiMihl county series would com
piete unit furnish the county half of the
house. Then a one-mill tax levy should be
placed upon tli" city tax and the same upon
lhe county. This would bring in an Ihcome
ut abont $201>.0U0 n year, which could le
used in Qnisiiiug the <"ity part, should this
be done and the contracts lei at once, the
county nan could be done in two and one-
hull years. This is silso the most needed part
•it the building, as vault room is now needed
ut the. old court house, and little should be
expended on the old structure.

This proposition did not meet with
entire approval on tiie part of the dele-
gation as it was plain to see. They
were very candid in criticising the ac-
tion of the commissioners in exceeding
the $1,500,000 appropriated, and the
commissioners were equally aggressive
in defending- their position. Senator
Morse finally brought things to a focus
when he asked if the commission did
not think it was limited to the $1,500,-
--000 appropriation. Mr.Johnson said the
commission never had that idea and
was backed up in his assertion by sev-
eral commissioners who were in the
legislature at the time. Mr. Morse re-
plied very emphatically that the public
had this idea. Representative Tripp
thereupon remarked that it had been
given out that the board had boon going
it blind, but he had found out that it
did know what it was about, and
went deliberately to work to con-
truct a building which would
cost $2,200,000 with soft stone or $2,600,-
--000 withgranite, and had thrown dust
in the eyes of the people.

The repartee across the table came
quite sharp and bitter when Senator
McMillan took a hand, and, in the cool-
est manner imaginable, proceeded to
doubt the entire wisdom of the board's
actions. He wanted to know,ifthe del-
egation fixed a limit at #2,000,000, or
$2,500,000, if the commission would
agree to confine itself to that
amount. Commissioner Braekett
said he would resign first
and Commissioner Clough echoed "me
too"

—
George 11. Braekett acquiesced,

ditto Do Laittre—Titus Mareck said:
"Ifwe were so bound up that we cannot
put up a proper building I'll resign."
Commissioner Oswald in a dignified
speech echoed the same sentiments, and
the conference was at an end.

11l the line of public improvements
the city lias now 162 miles of water,
mains, with a total pumping capacity of.
73,800,000 gallons daily. About 13.000,000
callous are used every day. In 18S2
there were but twenty miles of mains.
The sewerage 'system of the city was
begun in IS7I, but during. eleven year.-,
only 2.57 miles were built. To-day
there are about eighty miles of sewers.
At the beginning of1880 there was not
a square yard of pavement in the city;
now there are over twenty miles. There
are seventy-five miles of curbing. For
1890 110.77 miles ofsidewalk are ordered.
Itcost, estimated, $90,000 to sprinkle
the streets the past year. There are
fifteen bridges in the city spanning the I
Mississippi, costing about £1,500,000. A
rail traffic bridge will be erected next
year to accommodate the millers, ex-
tending from the Hour mill section
across the river, and a dam at the same
point to give some 50,000 additional
water power.

The park system was begun ten years
ago. Now, according to Prof. W. W.
Folwell, Minneapolis' park area is, pro-
portionately to population, greater than
that of any other American city. In-
cluding Lake Calhouii.orMendozanow,
Minneapolis has 1,500 acres of park,
worth as real estate alone, accordidir to
the last comptroller's report, $8,885,000.

The value of school property is
nearly $2,000,000. School receipts have
increased from $123,829.90 in 1880 to
eight times that amount in 1890. The
total enrollment for this school year
willcome near to 24,000. The tax rate
is now three mills. There are seven spe-
cial instructors in such studies as draw-
ing,music, sewing, etc. The corps of
instructors numbers, h'fty-five teachers.
