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THESPIAN  TORGHES.

The Fifth Avenue Theater De-
stroyed by Fire This
Morning.

Flames Wipe Cut Hermann’s
Playhouse and Gilsey
Building.

All of Fanny Davenport’s
“Cleopatra” Scenery Is
Destroyed.

The Total Loss Will Exceed
Five Hundred Thousand
Dollars.

New Yorxk, Jan. 2.—Eighteen years
ago to-day the Fifth Avenue theater,
then in the rear of the Iifth Avenue
hotel, on the Twenty-fourth street side,
disappeared in flame and smoke. With-
iv a short time after Augustin Daly had
old Apollo Hall, where the fam-
ous committee of seventy had its
birth, changea into a play house,
Fifteen minutes or so to-night, after
Fanny Davenport, in the character of
Cleopatra, had trod the boards of the
Fifth avenue theater redivivus, and
the audience had passed out of the
Broadway and Twenty-eight street en-
trances, a watchman ran out of the
iheater, screaming “Fire!” A few
seconds later fire engines were dashing
up Broadway and until nearly 1 o’clock
this morning, new detachments were
still responding to additional signals
for help. What was at first believed
to be a false alarm proved to be one
that destroyed a whole Dblock upon
Broadway, besides the Fifth Avenue
theater, Hermann’s new playhouse, a
dozen stores, and threatened the Sturte-
vant house on the ecast side of Broad-
way, between Twenty-eighth and Twen-
ty-ninth streets. Up to this writing,
while the fire is yet raging, no lives are
known to have been lost. There wero
a dozen or more

Narrow Escapes
and atone timeit was thought that
three firemen, who were caucht on the
roof top, would perish. For two of
these brave fellows, it was very lucky
that a line of hose ran from the roof to
the street, The daring *laddies” took
advantage of this {act, and when
their comrades on the street gave them
up as lost, they slid down to
the street. But the other,
i reckless sort of anindividoal, seorned,
it seemed, to escape that way. He stood
his ground and was soon lost sight of in
the smoke. Ladders were hastily raised,
but the searchers failed to find
MecGinnis—-that was his name, it is
said—but, to the surprise of his
comrades, half an hour later the
brave man made his reappearance
on the street. He had crawled along
the roof until he reached a hatchway
through which he made his escape. The
fire had been burning less than half an
hour before the flames shot through the
roof, causing the wildest conster-
nation among the guests ot the Brow-
on the northeast corner,
and the Sturtevant house. ‘I'ne shower
of sparks, which covered the pavement
of Broadway, also set fire to the awn-
ings of the latter., Toadd to the con-
fusion there were six explosions in the
Fifth Avenue theater, which blew the
blazing rafters skyward and these set
fire to the roofs of the buildings sur-
rounding the burning theater. While

the
Firemen Were Powerless

to do anything towards saving the play-
houses, they worked nobly in prevent-
mg the destruction of houses in  the vi-
einity of the immense blaze. All the
property burned belongs to the Gilsey
estate, and the total damage to the
puilding and its contents is roughly
estimated at $00,000. Manager Harry
Miner was early on the scene.
as was also Prof. Hermann. While the
former saved nothing from the wreck,
the professor and his wite worked like
beavers. Mrs. Hermann saved her four
pet doves, but her husband sorrowfully
said that his favorite trick apparatus,
worth 20,000, was lost to him for-
ever. ‘The occupants of the stores
on the west side of Broad-
way from Twenty-eighth to Twenty-
ninth streets, which number from 1185
to 1203, were as follows: No. 1185, J. J.
Siater, shoes; No. 1187 was tlie side en-
trance to the Fifth Avenue theater; No.
1189 was occupied by the Cash Register
eompany; No. 1191, J. B. Crook
& Co., sporting goods; No.
1193, L. Spero, tailor; No. 1195,
entrance to Herrmann’s theater; No.
1197, A. E. Kirel, florist: No. 1199, J. B.
White, jeweler; No. 1201, Wissinan,
florist, and No. 1203, Hannan & Son,
ghoes. The goods in all these stores are
badly damaged by water, and should the
walls topple in the salvage will
be very small., They are shaky
at present, and the firemen, aware of
their condition,for safety sake are work-
ing from the opposite sides of Broad-
way and West Twenty-eighth street,
and the roofs of the houses to the west-
ward. The first of the series of explo-
sions, which are thought to have been
caused by the
Bursting of Gas Tanks,

eame very near being a serious affair,
for a dozen or more firemen, under the
leadership of Battalion Chief MeCabe.
were at that woment working in the
aunditorium of the Fifth avenue theater.
They were almost blown into the
sireets, with several reporters.
At intervals of every few min-
minntes, explosion followed =~ ex-
plosion. The firemen did not know
what was coming next, and they were,
for the first time in the history of the
department, more or less frightened.
But they soon rallied. Ladders were
raised and the water towers and several
nozzles with “Siamese four wavs, were
doing their best to stay the spread of
the fierce flames. The stiff breeze
which was blowing from the
northward got Inits fine work, and there
was no stopping the fire. It had simply
to burn itself out and to the chagrin of
the fire department. Hermann’s new
theater, which has recently been rebuilt
at considerable expense, was found to
be afire after the fourth explosion.
Jn this _ building, years ago,
the San Francisco minstrels—Birch,
Wambold and Baccus—kept many an
audience in roars of langhter. And the

lace in the northwest corner of Twen-
Ey-cighth street and Broadway is well
known to the gamblers of twenty years
ago. In the basement Johnson kept his
gool room, and it was there John J.

cannel murdered Tom Donohue. The
Fifth Avenue theater, or old Apollo
hall, famous for politicsand plays sinee.
It was remodeled by Mr. Daly, and
has been run by Harverly, and at the
time of ifs destruction, was being

-

managed by Harry Miner. On Decem-

ber 23d last,
Fanny Davenport
made her first appearance in Sardou’s

play of “Cleopatra,” about the title
of which there is some dispute
and legal trouble. The actress

has been greeted by large audiences,
and as it was expected thut *Cleo-
lmtm” would have a long run. But
n half an hour’s time, the scenery,
costumes and building, worth probably
$75,000, vanished in fire and smoke. It
was very lucky indeed that the fire did
not break out during the performance,
for it is claimed that the play
hounses were well patronized. And it
seems odd, too, that in so short a space
of time the fire could nave gained such
headway, with a watchman inside the
building. This is the mystery Fire
Marshal Mitehell will be called upon
tosolve. And what caused theexplo-
sion is another puzzling question for
the same offlcial. Then again it was
said that the firemen when they first ar-
rived undertook to fight what was ap-
parentlv. a dangerous fire, with
too small a force. Only two steamers
and a truck responded to the first sig-
nal, which was rung from Box No. 419,
on the corner of 'I'wenty-eighth street
and broadway. There was a gap of five
minutes before the second alarm avas
rung. 1t brought five engines, and
after that the gongs were kept busy.
Guests Excited.

All the guests in the Sturtevant house
were aroused when it became apparent
that the great caravansary was in
danger. ‘They packed up their effects,
and if il was necessary, were able
to move at a momeut’s notice.
Several nervous guests went to other
fiotels, but the rest remainea to witness
the great fire. The roof of the hotel
was on fire perhaps a dozen or more
times, and the awning in front
of the stores below were all burned
off. Still at 3 o’clock the damage to the
hotel, all told, was not over $5,000
‘There was some lively scenes in the
Brower house, but there was no panie.
The frout of the Fifth avenue is of
iron, and as th beams vanished
it was feared that it would fall out and
crush Everard’s bath house on the south

side of Twenty-eighthstreet. Upto the
time of going to press the

walls were standing and the fire
was still burning. The Fifth Avenue
theater was a - complete wreck aund
Herrmann’s was not much hetter. Ac-
cording to the Herald, six fifemen lost
their lives by the fire in the Herrmann
theater. The Herald story is as follows:
How They Died.

Six firemen had gone through Herr-
mann’s theater to the roof, and had just
succeeded in hoisting a length of hose
up when the furnace opened di-
rectly at their feet, Five of them
could not be seen from the street,
but one stood outlined against the sea
of flame that rose from the burning
buildings. A shout was made for
scaling Iaders by the firemen on Broad-
way, but before they could be procured
the fireman was seen to take a fare-
well look at the crowd below and then
to deliberately walk into the flames and

disappear. A deadly silence, that
lasted for a full moment re-
sulted, and then - a moan of
agony arose from the crowd.

Firemen were seen to bend their heads
and wipe away the tears that they could
not prevent from flowing. During the
pertormance in the theater last night
a sharp odor of simoke was noticeable,
and before Harry C. Miner left
the theater, he went all over it and
made a personal investigation of the
theater, but without discovering any-
thing, 1t was said that he had a strong
presentiment that something was
going to happen, and spoke to some
members of the orchestra of the possi-
bility of fire in the theater. He appeared
periectly satistied, though, when he left
the theater and was the last one out.

The World says: A-curious confirma-
tion of a stage superstition is worthy of
note in this connection. When Miss
Davenport saw the sceunery in the see-
ond aci, she cried outin dismay at see-
ing the wings on the symbol
of Osirs, the winged sun,on the drop
and deelared she would not piay under
it. She was told that it was esscntial to
the Egyptian character of the scene
and persuaded to abandon her supersti-
tion,

*Very well, I will play,” she said,
“but bad luck will follow.”

Bad luck seems to have come as fore-
told. First the seizure of her costumes
by the custom house, and now their de-
struction with the theater by fire.

WATER AND SALT.

A Physician’s Hints as to the
Proper Use of Each.

Salt is an absolute essential tothe
diet of man, says a physician in the
Brooklyn Herald. It promotes health
in various ways. Many of the functions
of the body go on better under its in-
fluence, and without it the blood be-
comes impoverished. While a complete
deprivation of salt would produce dis-
astrous results, an excessive use of it
would scarcely be less harmful. In
large doses it acts as an emetic; in
quantities beyond the requirements of
health it irritates the stomach and in-
testines and sometimes purges. Those
who use salt unusually freely almost
always sufier more or less from consti-
pation.

To drink large quantities of water
daily should be the rule with those who
suffer from constipation. Each day the
system needs at least two quarts of
water, as about that quantity is used up
or thrown out of it every twenty-four
hours. Froits and vegetable foods
contain much water, and in tea, coffee,
soups, ete., considerable is taken habit-
ually. In all ways, as stated, about two
quarts of water should enter the stom-
ach daily. It is a good plan to drink
one or two glasses of water from half
an hour to an hour before eating break-
fast. And it may be hot or cold, as pre-
ferred. Whichever 1s used, the water
should be slowly sipped. To deluge the
stomach with eold water would be to in-
vite dyspeptic troubles.

GAUGHT AT THE GRIB.

Ten Men Pemned in by the
Storm at the Chieago
Tunnel.

Floods Along the Allegheny
Awaken Consternation
Among Settlers.

Serious Alarm Felt for the
Safety of Lives in Johns-
town, Pa.

Elevated Road Collisions in
New York Owing to Dens-
ity of Fog.

CHICAGO, Jan. 2.—Throughout last
night and this morning the ten men who
live at the new crib, four miles out in
Lake Michigan, and work on the new
Chicago water supply tunnel, huddled
together in fear of their lives. The
great waves rolled up by the fifty-two-
miles-an hour northeast wind dashed in-
cessantly over the top of the frail
structure sheltering the ten. The storm
was one of the severest ever known on
the laked. This morning the tug Fash-
ion made a trip to the crib, expecting to
return with the men, but no landing
could be made, the waves contined so
high. During the night the men had
been driven from the Kkiteben by an
enormous wave smashing that side of
the crib and admitting huge quantities
of water, w’nd and snow. The misera-
bles made their way into the engine
room, where they still were to-night.
‘I'he gale has now subsided and the ten
men will be brought to the city to-mor-
row by the Fashion, which is under con-
tract 10 actend to the safety of the party.

FLOOD AND ICE GORGE.

People Along the Allegheny in
Ominous Terror.

PITTSBURGH, Jan. 2.—The river to-
night is twenty-two feet and rising
slowly. Several ice gorges have passed
down, but everything'in the city is quiet
with the exception of Allegheny river
men, who are drawing boats and flats
nearer shore and making all taut. The
Pittsburgh & Western tracks are cov-
ered, but it is thought the cold snap has
stopped the flood-in time to save damage
bere at least. Heavy washouts are re-
ported on the Pan Handle and Wheeling
& Lake Erie roads in Eastern Ohio. On
the Charleston (W. Va.) division of the
Baltimore & Ohio, the bridge of that
company is in danger and the Kanawha
is raging. Three bridges are gone be-
tween Wheeling and Lewis Mills, and
at 7 o’clock the false work of the new
bridge between Wheeling island and
Martin’s Ferry went out, three men on
it being barely saved. Reports from uv
the Little Kanawha are ominous, and
people on low grounds are leaving. Rail-
road branches generaily are suffering.

OHIO RISING.

TS

Log Booms Broken and Property
Destroyed.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 2.—With the Ohio
river rising here at the rate of three
inches an hour, and reports of rain and
a rising river from Pittsburg down, the
prospects are good for a fifty foot stage
of water here. The Ohio has risen
about seventeen feet at Parkersburg in
the past twenty-tour hours, and the
rain and melting snow continue to pour
into all the tributaries. Rain is re-
ported up the Kanawha, causing that
river to rise rapidly. The Big Sandy
and Guyandotte rivers are rising rap-
idly and log booms are being broken
and the logs floating down the river.
The approaching cold weather will pre-

 vent a disastrous flood unless it is too

long delayed.
FOG IN NEW YORK.

Serious Disaster on an Elevated
Railway.

NEw YORK, Jan. 2.—At 9:30 o’clock
this movning a collision occurred on
the elevated railroad at Eighth avenue
and One Hundred and Fifty-fifth street.
The train drawn by Engine No. 265 ran
into the rear car of the train ahead dur-
ing the fog, it was supposed. Dewitt
Kemner, firemen of 265, had both his
legs and right arm injured. He was re-
moved to the Manhattan hospital. It is
feared that the injured man will lose
his legs and arm. No other damage has
been reported. The fog has been grow-
ing denser every hour, and navigation
on the rivers is this afternoon almost
impossible. The elevated railroads are
running little more than half their
usual number of trains, and these go
creeping along at hardly a horse car
pace. Two more collisions are reported
this afternoon, but beyond the smasbhing
of two engines and half a doze n cars no
damage was done.

TRAINS DELAYED.

Kansas Railroads Almost Entire-
1y Snowed Under.

KaxsAs Ciry, Jan. 2—The lastof the
belated passenger trains stalled on the
Kansas prairie in yesterday’s snow
storm did not reach the union depot
until 5 o’clock this afternoon. It was
the Santa Fe train from the Southwest.
‘The Burlington and Missouri Pacifie
trains, which were stalled near Atehi-
son last night on the prairies, were
reached by the relief trains early this
morning, The passengers had experi-
enced no inconvenience beyond an un-
broken fast from yesterday noon. The
trains were dug out from the huge drifts
and arrived here a little before noon.
All the snow-bound trains have now
been accounted for excepting one, the
Missouri Pacific fr®m Pueblo. Nothing
had been heard of it at the union depot.
The officials say it was probably aban-
doned at Pueblo, and was not sent out
at all. All the roads in Kansas have
been cleared, and traffic was resumed
on the regular schedule time this even-
ing.

Johnstown’s Danger.

JonnNsTowN, Pa.,, Jan. 2.—Serious
alarm exists here to-night because of
the large amount of ice which lies upon
the river several miles above the city.
The Edgemoor Bridge company, which
is building the new bridge, has the
river obstructed with trestle work, and
should the ice move down 1t will cer-
tainly gorge and flood the town as well
as carry off the bridges. The only hope
at this time is that the increasing cold
weather will cause the river to subside.

Texas Norther, ¢
ABILENE, Tex., Jan. 2.—A terrific
wind storm blew here last night, doing

great damage to buildings and other
property. The roof of one of the Epis-
copal churches was blown away; a:
number of houses were unroofed, and

others were blown off their foundations.

It was the hardest wind that has ever

blown here.

All Nebraska Trains off Schedule

THE BRADDOCK STRIKE.

Prompt Arrest of Rioters Restores
Peace and Quietness.

BRADDOCK. Pa., Jan. 2.—All was com-
paratively quiet about the Edgar Hamp-
ton steel works to-day. An under cur-
rent of riotous feeiing is easily desira-
ble, and a faint spark of encouragement
is about all that is necessary to renew
the trouble to-day. Strikers are awed
uto subjection only by the presence of
many determined men, whose bright,
shiny firearms guarded their own lives
and the property of the Carnegie com-
pany. The prompt arrest of a score of
the rioters lends influeuce also in pre-
serving the peace. Sheriff McCandless’
orders, closing all the saloonsin the bor-
ough, have been respected, and there
was very little drinking to-day. Gen-
eral Manager Schwab, of furnaces,
was instructed by the shenff to se-
lect as many deputies as he deemed
necessary. Two hundred employes of
the company rosponded to Mr. Schwab’s
call for volunteers. These deputies
were each supplied with arms, and in-
structed to be ‘‘cautions but courage-
ous.” At 3 o’clock this atternoon about:
400 miners collected around the com-
pany’s office to receive their pay. They
were filled with supposed excitement
and suspicion. They quarrelled among
themselves. Several
pressed murmurings swelled to a sullen
roar of anger, and but for timely and
repeated interference by the guards,
outbreak would have been the result.
Finally, however, the army of strailers
was paid off. As they passed down
Thirteenth street, a squad of officers
spotted the rioters and promptly ar-
rested those recognized. Eight arrests
were made, making twenty-five of ver-
teraay’s rioters lodged in jail. 1t is
stated that the men paid off to-day will
not be re-engaged by the company un-
der any circumstances* Hereafter none
but English-speaking men will be em-
ployed. The works will resume opera-
tions on Monday of next week. The
condition of the injured in yesterday’s
riot is muech improved, and all will re-
cover unless some unlooked for change
should intervene.

TO SAVE KEAN, /

Liberal Offer Received by Attor-
ney Meyer.

CHICAGO, Jan. 2.—This evening At-
torney Mayer, representing the credit-
ors of S. A. Kean & Co., received a.

ather surprising offer from the as-
signees of the insolvent banking firm.
“The offer was that the creditors be paid
45 cents in cash by Feb. 1 and later 15
cents, making the settlement, aside
from secured claims, an even 50 cents
on the dollar. T'his proposition is on
condition that Mr, Mayer agrees to drop
all legal proceedings.

“That is what 1 have been holding
out for all the time,” said Mr. Mayer to
a reporter, *and I am satisfied and shall
accept it, although I cannot say any-
thing about the ecriminal proceedings
against Mr. Kean. 1 have no interest
in that side of the case.”

Mr. Mayer said he would not under-
take to say how the assignees could pay
85 cents on the dollar, when by their
statements they had declared that a div-
idend of not more than 5 per cent could
be realized at once. He left the impres-
sion, however, that Mr. Kean’s friends
have come to the rescue and are mak-
ing this oifer through the assignees, an-
ticipating that the creditors’ supposed
thirst to have Mr. Kean sent to the pen-
itentiary will be satisfied when it is
plain that the dividends squeezed out
are greater than apparently could have
possibly been hoped for. ‘The liabilitics
of Kean & Co. is approximately $1,500,-
000, of which three-fifths is secured.

QUEERED THE SWITCH.

Dastardly Train Wreckers Oper-
ate in New Jersey,

New Yorg, Jan. 2.—Express Train
No. 7over the Delaware, Lackawanna
& Western railroad,which left Hoboken
for the West at 8 o’clock last night, met
with a serious accident at West Pater-
son, N. J.; half an hour later. The
train, which was runuing at a high rate

switch and crashed into a train of flat
cars loaded with pig iron. The engine,
two passenger cars and two sleepers
were wrecked. None of the passen-
gers were injured. Both the engineer
and firemen were scalded in a frighttul
manner by escaping steam. ‘The fol-
lowing are the wounded: Engineer
Morris Lunger, left leg crushed and
body scalded; Baggagemaster Scanion,
lez crushed; Brakeman Bernard Fos-
ter, hurt about the head, caused ly
beivg thrown against a pile of pig iron.
It now transpires that the accident was
not caused by an iced switch, but by
four train wreckers. Invesligation
shows that the brass keys that hold the
switeh had been hammered out of place,
causing the switch to open when the
train struck it. Four men were no-
ticed hanging around theswitch shortly
before the accident occurrdd, and de-
teetives are now looking forthem. Rob-
bery was evidently their object.

Rescued Sailors. Are Brought to
San Francisco.

SAx Fraxcisco, Jan. 2.—The tug
Vigitant arrived to-day with eighteen
men, comprising the officers and crew
of the Norwegian ship Struon, which
was found abandoned last week by the
steamer Scotia. The Struan was bound
from Port Discovery to Melbourne, and
on Dee.

ROBBED THE TREASURER.

Daring Deed at Twilight at Buf-
falo, Minn.

BurFALo, Minn., Jan. 2.—A bold rob-
bery was committed at this place, in the
court house, at the treasurer’s office.
Your reporter was at the place of the
robbery a few minutes after it was com
mitted, and the following is as near as
Treasurer Bodin conld give the particu-
lars: He was locking up and preparing
to go home, and just as he was coming
out of the vault he was confronted by a
man wearing a red handkerchief over
his face for a mask, and holding a
cocked revolver pointed at Mr. Bodin’s
head. Mr. Bodin made a jump for the
fellow, when he fired at Bodin, but
fortunately missed him, the bullet lodg-
ing in a small eabinet where papers are
kept. A short struggle ensued, in
which Mr. Bodin was struck on the
head, knocking him senseless. The
fellow then went into the vault and
took about $3,500 in gold, silver
and paper meney, and it is supposecd
that as he came cut he heard persons
rushing toward the treasurer’s office, ior
he raised one of the windows and
jumped out. At the time of the robbery
nearly all of the other officials had gone
home and there were none in the court
house except Deputy Auditor Heath
and the janitor and his family. When
they got to the treasurer’s offlce Mr.
Bodin was just getting up off the floor.
Soon others arrived, and a hasiy search
was made, but nothing could be found
which would lead to a clue. Mr. Bodin
does not know whether he would recoz-
nize the robber or not, but the chances
are that he would not, as he had the
only lamp which was lit in the vault,
where he was putting the money. bBut,
evidently, the robber was familiar with
such buildings and windows, as, in or-
der to unfasten the window, it was nes-
essary to get upon the sill before he
could turn the catch by which it is fast-
ened. One thingis certain at this writ-
ing, and that is that he has made his
escape. A reward of $500 is offered for
the capture of the thief.

The chiet
i{s in hopes that the negzotiations will be
closed on that basis, and that congress
will ratify the agreement.

RUSHVILLE NERVOUS,

Eleven Hundred Hostiles For-
tified in the Town’s
Vicinity.

Gens. Miles and Carr Sup-
posed to be Steadily Sur-
rounding Them.

A Scout Reports a Slight
Skirmish, With Six
Lost.

A Most Pathetic Letter From
the Dead Priest, Father
Craft.

RusnvitLe, Neb., Jan. 2.--The cor-
respondent of the Omaha Bee says: I
is definitely known that hostiles to the
nuber of about 1,100 are fortified near
the mouth of White Clay ecreek, and
that Gen. Brooke with detachments of
troops is swinging round to the north
of them. Gen, Carr is supposed to be
approaching from the west and Gen.
Miles will make a dash from the south.
The force thus engaged is thought
to be ample for the annihilating
of the entire band uuless some unfore-
seen complication or misfortune arises.
Embassadors from this hostile camp
have to-day again been suing for peace
and offering to surrender arms. It is
not known herz whether terms will be
granted or not; but the general opinion
prevails that in view of the actions of

the rebels in  slanghtering the
troops while under the flag of
truce, not much weight will Dbe
given their pretended repentauce.

That the hostiles have been largely re-
inforeed within the past two days there
is no longer any doubt, and there seems
reasonable ground for rumors that some
Indians from other agencies or the Brit-
ish possessions have joined them. Re-
port has just reached here by courier
that a foraging party of Indians from
the main camp on White Clay attacked
the ranch of Douglass Pointsa few miles
west, last night, killed and drove away
yis four hundreda head of cattle. A
great row is reported to have broken
out in the camp of the bostiles, the con-
tention being as to the advisability of
surrendering. This also is not con-
firmed, but comes through a half-breed
courter, who claims to have just ar-
rived from their camp. Except in case
of unconditional surrender there will
undoubtedly be a great battle before
night,

HOSTILES MADE A RUSH.

Rumor of the Killing of Six Sol-
diers.

PINxE RipGE AGENCY, Jan. 2.—The
correspondent of the Omaha Bee says:
“Afier the arrival of the seout to-lay,
who Dbrought the report that the hos-
tiles had just brought fourteen eavalry
horses with bridles, saddles, ete., into
their camp, another scout brought a
see nd report to the effect that a skir-
mish had occurred. Scout No. 2 said
that he learned that Cheyenne hostiles
made a rush upen Carr’s Sioux scouts
on Grass ercek, last night, and had
killed several of them.

A PATHETIC LETTER.

Outrageous Treatment of Indians
by Agents.

New York. Jan. 2.—The New York
Freeman’s Journal will publish to-mor-
row a letter from Father Craft, the
Catholie Indian missionary who was re-
cently killed by the Indians. “The
letter was dated Pine Ridge Agency,
S. D, and is addressed to the
editor of the Freemau’s Journal.
Father Craft says in the beginning the
Indians hoped for much aid from the
government to cnable them to become
like the whites. They were, however,
in every way abused, mocked and dis-
couraged. Instead of being wards, they
have felt that they were the vietims of
unserupulous politicians, who benefited
by their misery. Father Craft adds:

“I know what I say, for I have shared
their sufferings for many years. In
their despair, Gen, Crook brought them
hope. ‘Their confidence in him led
them to expect that he would be able to
realize their hopes. His death was
their death blow, and they felt it.”” In-
dians are not fodls, but men of keen in-
telleet, Reduetionsin rations increased
these fears. Even Indian agents
protested azainst such eruelty.  Mr.
Lee, who took the census, made grave
mistakes, counted less than the real
numbers, and made false reports
of prosperity that did not exist. It is
not to be wondered they believed in a
Messiah, whom they at first doubted
and listened to every deceiver who
promised hope. Interested whites took
advantage of this state of affairs and
howled for troops. ‘The army indig-
nantly protested against their false
statements, but had to go to the scene
of the supposed danger. Interested
whites persuaded them that entire de-
struction was aimed at, and the Indians
ran away in fear and despair. Father
Julz calmed them and I brought them
back to the agency and the kindness of
Gen. Brooke convinced them of their
safety. ‘The general’s plan tosend In-
dians after those still out was good and
would succeed if the general were left
alone.. Just as the tree ean be traced
from its smallest branch to its root, so
can the Indian troubles be troced to
starvation and misery of the Indians.”

1n the conclusion of his letter, Father
Craft arraigns Commissioner Morgan in
severe terms.

CUSTER’S FATE.

It is Narrowly Escaped by the
Seventh Cavalry.

PixE RipGeE AcENcY, S. D., Jan, 3.—
it is evident from the testimony of of-
ficers and men, that the Seventh barely
escaped the tragic fate of Custer in the
battle of White Clay creek. The troops
had passed the Catholic mission and
were dismounted in the big valley, one
and one-half miles wide, just beyond
the school. At the end of this valley is
a narrow canon, not over seventy-five
feet wide and 300 yards long, opening
into a small, circular park. It was the
obiject of the Indians to draw them into
this small valley. The soldiers were
getting ready te make a rush on foot for
the top of the hill, when a cry arose that
they were surrounded. Advaneing now
in one, now in another direction, on
either side of the valley, they found
themselves opposed each time by from

200 to 300 Indians, Soon the hills began
to swarm with 1,800 to 2,000 warriors,,
and in twenty minutes more the tragedy,
would have zone to the world, wien thal
untiring Niuth rode in, as*they rode be-
fore at the time of the Meaker massacre,
attacking furiously the rear of the sav-|
age horde, scattéring them in evorﬁ
direction. Before the enemy coul
rally from their confusion the boys in

lue withdrew slowly and sullenly to
Pine Ridge. ‘The enemy are busy steal~
ing horses and cattle in every direetion.

While the blizzard made the old men, |
women and chilaren suffer, it will have'
little or no effect on the young bucks
and warriers. Itis believed that Little
Wound’s was the brain that planned
and directed the battle, as 1t showed!
more generalship than has been dis-
played since Red Cloud’s fighting days.
Old Red Cloud sentin a letter last nlghg
claiming that he was a prisoner an
bgzgu,lg the soldiers to come and save
him, This is corroborated by friendlies,
who say that when the stampede took
place Monday old Red’s wife began to
throw things into the wagons, and with
true wifely spirit said she was for war
and would go out on the bloody path
even if her liege lord rewmained and
fought on the other side.

LOOKS OMINOUS.

Fourteen Riderless Harses Cape
tared by Troops.

PINE RiDGE, S. D., Jan. 2.—The cor
respondent of the Omaka Bee, says: A
scout, just in front of the hostiles, says
that fourteen cavalry horses, with
saddles and other equipments on, were
brought mto the hostile camp last night
by young worriors. The scout
heard the hostiles  make  re-
marks to the effect that there were
fourteen less soldiers to fieht, and the
hostiles lost only two warriors in get-
fing the fourteen cavalry horses, ete.
The scout’s report has ereated a new
sensation bere, which is being followed
up by inercased activity around military
headquarters. ‘That the intelligence
means that a battle or skirmish has
taken place, in which Brooke’s or Carr’s
command has lost men, there is little
doubt.

NEBRASKA ALARMED.

Her Entire National Guard Ory
) dered Out.

LiNcoLy, Neb., Jan. 2.—In responss,
to urgent appeals from inhabitants of
Northwestern Nebraska for protection
against marauding bands of Indians,
Gov. Thayer this evening sent tele
grahie instructions to the commanders
of militia at Fremont, Central City, Ord,
and Lekamah to leave on the first traln
with Yheir commands for the scene of
action. These troops will be divided
between the towns of Chadron, Gordon
and Hay Springs. The foliowing order
was also issued:

“Lincoln, Neh,, Jan. 2, 1891.—Gen. L. W
Coloy, Commanding First Brigade, Beatrice,
Neb: Order your command to place itself in
readiness to march on short notice. By
order of the commander-In-chief.

A. V. Core, Adjutant General.™

Should the militia comprised in this
brigade be ovdered to move, as now
seems possible, practically the whole
of Nebraska's national guard wiill be
centered on the froutier.

MEANS TROUBLE,

Rumors of a Band of Indians Mov-
ing South.

OmAmA, Neb.,, Jan. 2.—Col. Henry
has joined the Second infantry with his
men, and is all right. The Fort Doug-
lass troops arrive to-night at Pine
Ridge. The inhabitants of Rushyille
are calling for arms, and are organizing
a home guard. Five red cross ambu~
lances arrived at Pine Ridge to-day. A
ranchman reports seeing a band of 100
Indians going southwest from the res-
ervation -at  midnight. 1f true, this
means trouble,

INDIANS COME IN.

Cold and Hunger Prove Too Much
for Endurance.

OMATA, Neb., Jan, 2.—Specials from

Pine Ridge to-mght are of a more reas-

suring natare. Forty of Red Cloud’s

men came into the agency to-
day and gave themselves up to
the autborities. They report that

all of old Red Cloud’s Ogallala
Indians intend returning to-morrow.
They report much suffering tfrom cold
and hunger among the poorly-clad In-
dians who fled from the agency with
nothing but their guns, It was rumored
this evening that Gen. Brooke had en~
gazed a small band of hostiles in a skir-
mish and that several were Kkilled,
There is no confirmation of this. Three
companies of Nebraska militia are al-
ready onduty at Long Pine,Chadron and
Hay Springs; others have been ordered
to Gordon and Crawflord. The entire
militia force is under arms and will be
moved to the front to-morrow unless
more reassuring advices are received.
Settler, between the railroad and the
reservation are greatly alarmed over
the report that 100 Indians were seen
creeping along the railroad near Merri=
man station. Five additional ambu-
lances reached Pine Ridge to<day. The
stage and freight outfits make dally
trips ungarded between Rushville and
Pine Ridge.

SUPPLIES WANTED.

Gen. Schofield Expresses Encours«
agement at the Situation.

ceived no word from Gen, Miles except
a telegram at 3 o’clock this morning,
asking for additional supplies. The
following telegram has behn sent to
Gen. Miles from headquarters at Wash-
ington:

THE HOLLOW SQUARE.

Within It Are Many of the Doomed
Hostiles.

PiNE RiDGE AGENCY, S. D., Jan, 2.—
The correspondent of the Omaha Bee
says: Gen. Brooke and statf, together
with eight companies of the Second
infantry and all the Ninth cavalry that
have been here, started into the field at
11 o’clock yesterday morning, via the
Oelrichs road, to Beaver ereek, eighteen
miles almost due west from this agency.
From there they will swing out into as
long a (ine as practicable, thus forming
the western and part of the northern
side of a hollow square, which it seems
it has been decided to form about the
hostiles.

Carr’s command has arrived at
Woundea Knee, near the point where
the battle took place, which is six miles
east of Porcupine butte, or about six-
teen miles northeast of here, at
Wounded Knee postoffice. Thus it
