Chicago. Jan. 2.—The report that
the Rock Island company had given

notice to the Union Pacific that itmust

discontinue the use of the Rock Isl-
and's tracks from Beatrice south is
denied by President Cable. That of-
ficial said" to-day that, as his road had
not yet commenced operations under
the contract, no notice of any kind had
been given by him to the Union Pacific.
Ifthe latter road had discontinued the
nse of the Rock Island's tracks ithad
rtone so of its own accord. John M.
Thurston in a published interview is
quoted as s;iying that an agreement was
entered into by Vice President Bond, of
the St. Paul, and Jay Gould in New
York, for the temporary use of the Union
Pacific bridge, and that President Miller
refused to accept it. The point made
is that the Union Pacific made a fair
offer to the St. Paul road, and the tenor

ofthe interview implies that it is not

the fault of the Union Pacific that the
St. Paul is not running trains into
Omaha, although no attempt is made
to conceal the intention to block the
Rock Island from making a competing
Jine toDenver. Inregard to this matter
President Miller said to-day:

"The arrangement referred to by Mr.
Thurston was a suggested provisional
agreement telegraphed to me by Mr.
Gould. Our people in New York ad-
vised me that itwas not agreed by them,

but was left to my decision, They did
not even recommend it. 1 rejected it
under the advice of our counsel that it
was a very dangerous expedient for sev-
eral reasons. "First, it made the new
contract terminable on thirty days' no-
tice; se?ond. itgave us the right to run
our trains to Omaha only, and not to
South Omaha; third, it iert open the
question of compensation; fourth, if
the present contract is not binding for
the reasons claimed by the Union Pa-
cific,and may be brushed aside at the
willof Jay Gould, what security can we
have for a day under a provisional and
informal agreement terminable on
thirty days' notice.? If the Union
Pacific is sincere in its expressed
desire to give us what we need to en-
able us to do our business properly, let
it take the simple and direct method of
obedience to the order of the court,

pending a judicial determination of the
question whether there is any longer
Mich an instrument as a contract. Mr.
Thurston is lawyer enough to know
that this course cannot prejudice the
right of the Union Pacific, and he need
not be surprised at a natural distrust
ofany provisional arrangement which
is offered as a-substitute for the simple
and direct method of accomplishing the
purpose stated. Mr. Thurston claims
that the Union Pacific wishes to be fair
to this company. This leads one to in-
quire withsome curiosity by what proc-
ess of reasoning has he satisfied himself
that the summary repudiation of a plain
ami distinct contract has become the
demonstration of a disposition to be
tair."

INSOLVENT ROADS.

Summary ofReceiverships for the
Year I8»O.

Chicago, Jan. 2.— The forthcoming
fcumber of the Railway Age, which will
be issued tomorrow will contain a re-
view of the foreclosure sales and re-
ceiverships for 1890. During the year

twenty-nine roads were sold under fore-

closure. The greatest of these was the
St. Louis, Arkansas &Texas, withover
1,200 miles of line and representing
nearly $58,000,000 in bonds and stocks.
Next in importance was the Otiio, In-
diana «fc Western, with 341 miles and
about $24,000,000 of securities. Next in
order come the St. Louis, Fort Scott
& Wichita, the Chicago &Atlantic, the
Houston & West Texas and the Scioto
Valley. The twenty-nine companies
combined represent 3,825 niile»ot road,
and about $182,500,000 of funded debt
and capital stock. The number of rail-
ways that have gone into the hands of
receivers during the year is twenty-six,
representing nearly 3,000 miles of lines
and over §105,000,000 of securities.

WANT UNITED ACTION.

Another Conference ofPresidents
Held in Chicago.

CmcAGO, Jan. 2.—Another conference
was held to-day by the presidents of the
Rock Island, the Atchison. the Illinois
Central and the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul roads, witha view to agreeing
npon a united course of action at the
meeting of presidents in New York
next Thursday. Judge Springer, as-
sistant to the president of the Atchison,
had been requested to draw up a plan
for the general government of the pro-
posed new association. He submitted
bis plan, which was discussed at con-
siderable length, but there were several
points on which the officials disagreed
and no conclusion was reached. The
conference willbe resumed to-morrow.
Itis the intention to prepare a form of
agreement and insist upon its adoption
when the New York meeting convenes.

LOCKED OUT.

Hock Island and Union Pacific by
the Ears.

Lincoln, Neb., Jan. 2.—Union Pa-
cific officials here have been formally
notified that the Rock Island lease has
been abrogated for the present. The
Kock Island has constructed here a
small passenger station, to be used
\u25a0jointly with the Union Pacific on the
Union Pacific ground. Yesterday
morning Union Pacific trains ran to the
new station, but the Rock Island locked
the Union Pacific out and refused ad-
mission to the building until the lease
for trackage was complied with. The
Union Pacific was, in consequence,
obliged to do its passenger business
from the old freight depot.

Surprise Created.
Special to the Globe.

Mason City,10., Jan. 2.— To-day it
was annonnccd that the Chicago, Mil-
waukee &St. Paul Railroad company
had determined to establish a general
passenger and freight department of
that road in this city, governing this
Jine of work on the four divisions of the
Milwaukee system in this vicinity.
George W. Peak, of Chicago, has been
appointed as head of this department,
and arrived in the city to-day with a
corps of assistants. This move has cre-
ated a great deal of surprise to the offi-
cials of the other four roads centering
here.

Townsend Denies It.
Chicago. Jan. 2.— The report that

the Missouri Pacific and the Wabash
bad ieduced the rate from Kansas City
to Chicago to conform to the authorized
reduction from St. Louis to Chicago is
officiallydenied, so far as it refers to

General Passen-
ger Agent Townsend telegraphed Chair-'
man Ffliieyto-day that so far from;or-
dering a reduction in the rate from'
Kansas City,' he had Instructed ,his
agents to maintain the regular rate of
?12,50.

The Milwaukee Injunction.
Omaha, Neb., Jan. 2.— When the in-

junction case of the Chicaeo.Milwaukee
&St. Paul vs. the Union Pacific, to re-
strain the defendant from interfering

with the running of plaintiff's trains
over the Union Pacific bridge, was called
for a hearing in court this morning the
petition for removal to the federal court
was granted, and the hearing was set
for Monday next.

Albert Garvin Becomes Warden of the
State Prison,

PITIFUL STORY OF A WIFE.

Cases Before the District Court—Prog-

ress of the Election
.Sssk^- • Contests.

Atthe regular monthly meeting ofthe
board of prison managers, held . yester-
day at the warden's office, the resigna-

tion of Warden Randall was accepted,
to take effect Feb. 1. Mr. Randall
tendered his resignation at the last
meeting of the board, but it was not
acted upon. A few days after ho with-
drew his resignation, but, notwithstand-
ing that fact, the board saw fit to accep
it. After acceptingjMr. Randall's resig
nation, Albert|Garvin, of the St. Cloud
reformatory, was elected as his succes-
sor. Mr. Garviu is thoroughly . ac-
quainted with prison discipline, and
was for many years warden of the
penitentiary at Joliet, 111. He will,no
doubt, make a good warden, and resi-
dents of this city express themselves
well pleased with hi3 election. Mr.
Randall, when asked yesterday by a
Globe representative if he had any-
thing to say in regard to the matter,

stated that he was well satisfied' witli
the result, and that he would now be
free from all of the abuse which has
been accorded him during the past few
months.

Mary Jones, the wife ot a convict at
the prison, arrived in this city a few
days ago from Winona, where she had
been cared for at the county poorhouse
since her husband was sent to prison
some fivemonths ago. She applied for
admission to the prison, claiming that
she was in destitute circumstances and
that the authorities at the poorhouse in
Winona had given her money with
which to purchase a ticket to this city,
and that they had positively refused to
keep her any longer. Warden Randall
told her that it was. impossible for him
to grant her request. She is nursing a
two-months-old child and is unable to
work for her support. . When asked
what she intended doing, she said that
unless some one at the prison would
take her child and care for it she would
do something desperate, meaning that
she would get rid of the child in some
manner. Shu claims to have a brother
residing at Minneiska. near Winona,
who also refuses to help her, owing to
the fact that her husband was sent- to
prison. She will probably be returned
to Winona, where her husband was con-
victed of forgery and sentenced to five
year sii. n!sQum?iit.

BULLS RUNNING AWAY
The Top Price Is Quickly

Knocked From the Wheat
Market.

Minneapolis and Duluth Re-
ceipts Double Those of

Last Year.

Active Buying for the Short
Account on Wall

Street.

Quite aNumber ofLow-Priced
Shares Score Material

Gains.

Chicago, Jan. 2.—The wheat market
at the start was disposed to follow the
lead of the foreign exchanges, which
quoted :the European situation/ strong.
The opening of the session was delayed
by the deliveries for an hour, as is usual
on the first trading day of the month.
The deliveries of wheat amounted to
between 400,000 and 500,000 bu, which
was not a reassuring feature to the
bulls. The May delivery opened at
99)£c and .in the next moment it was
selling at 93^c. The closing price
Wednesday was 98c, so that the quota-
tions here given would indicate a feel-
ing of greater confidence among local
holders. That frame of mind was
quickly changed when item after item
of news, which came to hand dur-
ing the remainder, was found to be
capable of bearish interpretation. The
Minneapolis and Duluth receipts
amounted to 510 cars, compared with
221 cars on the corresponding day oflast
year. The Liverpooland London stocks
of wheat and flour were heavier than on
the first day of the previous year, and
the export clearances from the, Atlantic
ports being light were also a weakening
factor. The change in the weather was
probably the principal cause of the
weakness which was developed in the
course of the day's trading. The wheat
plant was previously reported to have
been suffering from the effects of drouth
over a large extent of the area of its
growth, and having been thoroughly
saturated since Wednesday that feature
which was threatened to July wheat
contracts was therefore eliminated.
July wheat and May wheat are now,
however, rather intimately blended at
a discount of about 4c for the later de-
livery; and with a strong disposition
already developed to sell wheat the
speculators did hot wait to make fine
distinctions as to which month was
principally affected. The New York
stock market was stronger and silver
was higher and there was no change in
the Bank of England rate of interest,
although an advance had been looked
for as a result ot the heavy withdrawals
of gold from England. There was a
rumor incirculation to the effect that
the government statisticians next report
would show this year's crop to have
been over 400,000,000 bu. IfMr.Dodge
estimates the crop at only a few million
bushels over the 400,000,000 gen-
erally accepted itsliTTnld not . affect the
situation appreciably. The heavy spec-
ulators, who think well of wheat as a
purchase, have a wholesome fear of the
effect of extensive speculative sales.and
appear to require more stimulation than
the present aspect of the immediate
supply and demand situation affords.
They run like the onlookers at a tavern
brawl when one of the combatants pulls
a gun, ifa full [supply of bullnews is
withheld fora clay. Some hot shot was
poured into the market to-day by both
Pardridge and Hutchinson. The bulls
threw their loads away and ran. There
was a break of l%c to l%c from the top
prices of the day, and at the close prices
were lj£@l%c lower than at the wind-
up of business on Wednesday. The
lowest quotations for May wheat was
96j?B@9GXp.. The corn market was quiet
and local in the character of its trading
so long as prices were high, but more
active and general on the decline which
subsequently occurred. The opening
price of May was 52%e, or J^c higher
than itclosed Wednesday. Itadvanced
and touched 53>£e for an instant, and
then gradually sagged until it finally
sold down to 52^, and closed virtually
at the lowest figures of the day. Oats
opened %c higher, and showed consid-
erable firmness until Hutchinson con-
cluded that he had better realize on
the load that he took recently, with
the hope of driving in Pardridee and
the balance of the shorts. The start
was at 46c, the price advancing
ina moment to 46%c,.with one sale at
46^c, when the deluge began, Hatchln-
son pouring out oats in any quantity
wanted until the price reached 44Wc,
when there was a recovery to 44|j@
44%c, the market closing %c lower, at
that price. The receipts of hogs were
fairlyliberal, and prices were reported
to be easier. There was a disposition
to sell product from the start. Pork op-
ened from 214 to 5c per barrel, and lard
and ribs nearly as much. The heavy
deliveries in the morning were insome
measure responsible for the easy feel-
ing which prevailed. The packers were
free sellers, and among them Cudahy,
Armour and Allerton were reported to
be taking a prominent part on that side.
Cudahy and Armour sold pork on
the call, and Cudahy sold ribs
as well. The . market rallied
slightly and then gradually weakened
until 25c was knocked off the price of
January pork, and 35c off the May de-
livery. Ribs closed showing a decline
since Wednesday of 7}<£c in the January
delivery, and \7)ic in May, the carry-
ing charges having narrowed by 10c, as
shown by these figures. Lard closed
7Kc lower for January, and 10c lower
for May, coming also slightly closer to-
gether tban before.

New York, Jan. The new year :
opens with so much of uncertainty that

many lines surpassing all;precedent.
Iron, cotton, leather, boot and shoe and ,"
meat production were larger than in'
any Vprevious :year.: Thus ;2,219.312 ,
cattle were slaughtered at Chicago,
against 1,763,310 'in 1869. a gain.of 25-
--per cent, . and 5,733,032 hogs against

volume of all business in 1890 exceeded
that ofany previous year by at least 10
per cent, though in part. this increase
was due to the higher range of prices
during the greater :part of the year.
