Four Yatks, N. D., Dec. 3.-A large

number of the young warriors of the
Standing Rock agency have gone south
to join the hostiles in the Bad Lands.
The discovery was made on issuing ra-
tions tiiat many did not come to the
agency, and one of the friendlies stated
that they had armed themselves and
gone to join the bands in revolt. How
many have gone is only conjecture, but
Ihe indications point to at least 1,000

desertions. The Grand River Sioux have
been fomenting trouble ever since the
killingof Sittiug Bull Dec. 15, and they
have not been slow in manifesting their
Intense anger to Agent McLaughlin.
Most of them regard the taking off of
the old medicine man as murder out-
tight, and it has been common talk for
three weeks that the reds would accept
Ihe first opportunity offered to massacre
'(he whites. The dispatches sent out
from this point that the Indians were
Itlad that Bull was removed were gross
Exaggerations, concocted here for the
purpose of allaying feeling in the
East. The detachment of the Eighth
cavalry under Capt. Fountain will
move rapidly southward, and Company
H of the Twenty-second infantry, now
near New England City, will come to
this point and move thence southward
to aid in squelching the uprising.
Troops are also in readiness to take the
field from Fort Lincoln, and the detach-
ment of the Twenty-fifth infantry at
Fort.Keozh is expected to march in
a southeasterly direction to-morrow.
Every hour increases the number of the
bostiles, and Gen. Miles proposes put-
ting men enough in the field to crush
Ihe recalcitrant savages m a week or
leu days.

STRAY BULLETS.

Skirmishing Continues in a Desul-
tory Manner.

Pine Ridge Agency. S. D., Jan. 3.—
The Omaha Bee correspondent says:
"After the arrival of the scout who
brought the report that the hostilcs had
just brought fourteen cavalry horses
with bridles, saddles, etc., Into their
camp, another scout brought a second
report to the effect that a skiTmish had
occurred. Scout No. 2 said he learned
that Cheyenne hostiles made a rush
upon a squad of Can's scouts on Grass
jreek Thursday night and killed
leveral of them. Grass creek
s a small stream beginning
jight or ten miies north of
lere and runs about ten mile north and
jmpties into White river, about fifteen
miles north of Wounded Knee post-
ofiice, the site of last Monday's battle,

and in the near vicinity of which Carris
reported as now in camp. When the
ecout asked whether any soldiers were
engaged in the skirmish -lie was toid
there were, but that they took very lit-
tle part in it. A number of minor re-
ports, such as are brought inby govern-
ment employes stationed in various
parts of the reservation ha"c come in,

to the effect that the country seems to
be alive with squads of hostile scouts.
As yet the authorities have been

unable to get at the report re-
garding the cavalry horses in the
hostile camp, though this report regard-
ing an attack by Cheyenne hostiles
Beems'to somewhat verify and indicate
that soldiers wore killed inthe skirmish
on Grass creek Thursday night. In-
stead of concentrating the troops in a
huddled condition in the center of the
camp, as Gen. Brooke had them, Gen.
Miles has thrown them out intoperma-
nent picket lines upon the top of the
ridge that encircles the agency valley,
end is having riflepits and board shel-
ter built for them, the one lor use in
case of an attack and the latter to shel-
ter them during peace. During the
brief time since Gen. Miles' arrival
here the entire face of affairs has un-
dergone a radical change.

Two of the wounded hostiles taken
prisoners alter the Wounded Knee bat-
tle died Jast night. They had few
mourners among the Indians. The
wounded soldiers passed a comfortable
day. Attending surgeons say they
never saw more Irightl'ul wounds in
their lives. The close range at which
most of the wounds were received have
resulted in unusual laceration. Adaily
bulletin will be issued by those in
charge of the hospital, which will be
much appreciated by those haying
friends among the wounded since
it will enable their correspond-
ents to gain information which
op to the present time has
been impossible. A correspondent
called on Father Craft last evening and
found him sitting up in a chair and able
to converse quite freely, although not
to any great length. He now seems to
be out of danger, very much to the sur-
prise of even his physicians. He is in
the Catholic school house here at the
agency and is receiving every attention.
The body of Miller, one ot the govern-
ment herders here who has been miss-
ing for some three days past, has been
found several miles west of the agency,
riddled with bullets.

STORIES OP SCOUTS.

they Report Engagement Be-
tween Gen. Carr and Indians.
Lincoln, Neb., Jan. 3.—Specials to

the Journal, dated the 2d, from Pine
Ridge, give more definite rumors rela-
tive to the reported engagement be-
tween Gen. Can's command and the In-
dians in the Bad Lands. These would
Indicate that the troops had been driven
and a number killed,but cannot be con-
sidered authentic. Scouts who have re-
turned from other hostile camps, how-
ever, bringanything but reassuring re-
ports. The Indians will not listen to
pence propositions. A small detach-
ment of troops have been sent to the
scene of Monday's battle on Wounded
Knee, where many bodiesof the Indians
slam remain yet. These willbe either
buried on the ground or brought to the
agency.

The party sent out to bring in the

dead bodies found 108 lyingon the field,
as well as eight wounded, who survived
the terrible cold for three days without
shelter and were still alive on the
ground. An attempt was made to re-
move the dead and wounded to Pine
Ridga Agency, but before the task com-
pleted, the rescuing party was attacked
by a roving band of hostiles, and driven
away. Among the rescued was a little
babe less than a year old, alive but with
slight chances of surviving.

GUARDING RED CLOUD.

Hostiles Shoot His Ponies to Keep
Him With Them.

Pine Ridge Agency, S. D., Jan B.—
The Omaha Bee correspondent says:
Twenty-one of the wounded soldiers,
three officers and eighteen men, willbe
taken toFort Jiiley, Kan., to-morrow
uight by special train. There have
been no new developments to-day re-
carding the hostiles, except that old
Red Cloud tried to slip away from
them and return to the agency. When
the fact was discovered by the hostiles
they shot allhis ponles.numberingabout
fifteen, placed a guard over the old
chief and proceeded to move several
miles further from here. This last
move places their main camp within
but a few miles from the Bad Lands,
but the warriors, according to the re-
ports of scouts, keep circling within
ten or a dozen miles of here all the
time. It is considered as among the
possibilities that the party that went
out this morning to bnry the dead
Indians at Wounded Knee will en-
counter trouble with hostile scouts be-
fore they get their big job conipleted.
The wounded Indians were this after-
noon removed from the Episcopal
church to the Catholic school house,

about a block distant. One of the little
babies found on the battle field yester-
day died to-day.

HOSTILES AND FRIENDIiIES.

Red Cloud and LittleWound May
Gome In.

Washington, Jan. 3.
—

Maj. Gen.
Schofield to-day received the following
telegram from Gen. Miles, dated Pine
Ridge agency, Jan. 2:

11 Telegram last night should read 300,

instead of400. There is a report from
the Indian camp this morning that Red
Cloud and Little Wound are determined
to come in with their followers. Their
lives have been- threatened by the hos-
tiles, who are determined to go to war.
There is also a report from the same
source of an engagement between the
Indians and the cavalry in which quite
a number of soldiers 'were killed and
some Indians. If this is correct, it is
probably on the line of the White river.
Gen. Brooke now has command of that
line, aud willgive the necessary direc-
tions."

AGENTS REMOVED.

Gen. Miles Suggests That a Num-
ber of Officials Be Ousted.

Pine Ridge, Jan. 3.—Gen. Miles has
recommended that Agent Royer be re-
moved and Capt. Dougherty, of the
First infantry, placed in charge. Gen.
Miles has also asked the president to re-
move the agents at the Cheyenne,
Standing Rock aud Rosebud agencies.

Capt. E. P. Wens, of the Fifth; J. M.
Lee, of tho Ninth, and Capt. T. C.
Pierce, of the First, are recommended
for these places respectively. Gen.
Miles thinks this willrestore peace and
harmony. The Indians are slowly
starving to death, but an army officer
could soon supply food. Twenty horses
were stolen from Sumner's command
last night by hostiles.

Flocking Into Towns.
Omaha, Neb., Jan. 3.— Three com-

panies of militia from interior towns
were sent this morning to defend the
towns near the Sioux reservation. A
band of Indians, it is rumored, passed
Hay Spring station last night, coming
south. People** continue to flock into
towns. Eight companies of infantry
from Fort Douglas reached Fort Robin-
son this morning.

Father Craft Not Dead.
New York,Jan. 3.— Gen. O'Blerne,

of the barge office here, to-day received
a dispatch from Redfield Proctor, secre-
tary of war, setting forth that Father
Craft, the missionary reported killedby
the Indians, was likelyrecover to from
h is wounds.

Four Indians Killed.
Denvek, Col., Jan. 3.—Aspecial from

Cheyenne to the Rocky Mountain News
says: A special from White River
gives an account of the fight between
Capt. John Ken's X troop, Sixth cav-
alry, and a paTty of Indians. Four of
the Indians were killed with no loss to
the troops. _

VISITINGOFFICERS.

List of the AVorld's Fair Foreign
Detail.

Chicago, Jan. 3.—The officers of the
army and navy detailed to lay before
the governments of Central and South
America the desirability of their being
suitably represented at the Columbian
exposition reported to Director General
Davis this morning for instructions. An
extended conference was held. They
willremain in the city for some time,
loading up with facts for use in their
work, ana will take with them illus-
trated pamphlets covering the points in
relation to Chicago and the fair, which
it is supposed willaid them in their
work. They willbe abroad at least a
year and a half. Each officer is famil-
iar withthe language of the country to
which he is assigned, and most of"the
naval officers have done duty in the
places which they willagain visit.

The Adams Express company had
charge of the body, which was trans-
ferred to the National Express com-
pany's officeat Weehawken for trans-
portation to Mohawk, N. Y. At 8:30
o'clock to-night the body was forwarded
to Mohawk, where the interment will
take place to-morrow. Several of the
friends of the deceased accompanied
the remains to their final resting place.
Mohawk is the-birthplace of Gen. Spin-
ner.

FORTY DEAD MINERS.
Terrible Explosion of Fire

Damp in a Pit Near
Ostrzau.

Fifteen Bodies .Recovered and
the Rest Beyond Immedi-

ate Discovery.

Collision Between Two Steam-
ers in the British

Channel.

Losses and Insurance of the
Fifth Avenue Theater Fire,

New York.

Vienna, Jan. 3.—An explosion of fire
damp occurred to-day in the Trinity pit
near Ostrzau. Fifteen bodies have been
taken out of the pit. Itis now known
that many of the miners are still im-
prisoned in the pit. Rescuing parties
have been formed, and every effort is
being made to save the lives of the
men, but itis found that it willbe im-
possible to effect the rescue for twenty-
four hours. It is feared that the acci-
dent will result in the death of forty of
the miners.

LOST INTHE CHANNEL.

Collision Between the De Massy
and Kaithwait Hall.

London, Jan. 3.—During a dense fog,
which prevailed over the British chan-
nel during the past night and this
mornin g, a disastrous collision between
steamships occurred off Dungeness.
From the reports of the affair received
here, the collision resulted inthe found-
ering of one of the steamships.lt would
appear that the oil-laden steamship Car-
oline Robeit de Massy, from Batoum to
Antwerp, was sunk within a short dis-
tanceof Dungeness point, forming the
southern extremity of the coast of Kent.
The Caroline, it appears, was feeling
her way up channel through the fog,
and at the time of the accident is said to
have been under :m easy head of steam.
Suddenly, and without any warning, a
steamship, said to be the 'Kaithwait
Hall, appeared off the Caroline Robert
de Massv/s beam and struck the latter
fairly amidships, sinking her ina very
short time. Luckily the sea was calm,

and her crew managed -
to lower the

boats and reached Dover in safety.

THE THEATER FIRE.

Full Returns of the Losses and In-
surance.

New York, Ja n. 3.—A careful esti-
mate of the big fire here last night
places the total loss at -1507,000, more
than half of which falls upon the in-
surance companies. Never in the his-
tory of the fire department of this city
were the members called upon to battle
with such fierce flames. So far, there
is no positive exolanation given of the
origin of the blaze. There is a suppo-
sition, however, that a, ciear thrown
carejessly away while stillburniug was
the cause. Then again it is said that
some smoke seen in the Fifth Avenue
theater, during the evening, which
could not be accounted for; but this
Mr. Miner positively denies. The fol-
lowingis a complete list of the losses as
estimated by the police. Fifth Avenue
theater, owned by the Gilsey estate, is
a total loss, damage $2.50,000; Henry C.
Miner, lessee of the buildimr, losssßo,-
--000; Fanny Davenport, the actress,
loses $50,000. The Gilsey building, No.
1185 to 1203 Broadway, owned by tlie
Gilsey estate, $100,000". A report from
the board of underwriters puts the in-
surance on the building 1185 to 1293
Broadway at $48,750; Hermann's the-
ater buiiding, §51,500; Fifth Avenue
theater building, ?88,750; New York
Register Manufacturing company, 111)3
Broadway. $500; Spero. same address,
$5,500. 1. B. Crook & Co., sporting
goods, loss by water, $1,000: S. Spero,
tailor, a similar amount; 11. Graham,
dealer in furnishing goods, ?2,000; E. A.
Brooks, shoes, £5,000; Hermann's the-
ater, $25,000; Sturtevant house, by fire
and water, $25,000; numbers 33 and 35
West Twenty-eighth street, known as
the Gilsey mansion, 14,000. Inaddition
to these there are a number of smaller
losses, ranging from $500 to 82,000. It
was not until G o'clock that all danger
was over and the reserves dismissed.

11. C. Miner, the lessee of the Fifth
Avenue theater, was found standing on
the charred ruins of the auditoriu m Uh
day, gazing dolefully at the wreck of
his house, and his hopes for a prosper-
ous season. Mr. Miner expressed him-
self forcibly about the apparent inca-
pacity of the two watchmen and cus-
tom house officers who were in ihe the-
ater at the time of the fire for not dis-
covering the blaze sooner. Continuing,
he said:

"Itis impossible that the fire should
have been started by means of the fire-
works used in the storm scene of Cleo-
patra, as nothing combustible was used,
the effects being obtained by means of
magnesium lights. Imust say that the
origin of the fire is exceedingly myste-
rious. Yes, Ishall begin to build again
at once, and Isuppose itwillhave to be
under the new building law, and then
we willhave the same trouble that the
Union Square theater had. But we have
exits in two streets, Broadway and
Twenty-eighth street, and therefore,
may not have to build an alley for an-
other exit. In two mouths from now
1shall open this house again, with Cleo-
patra on the boards."

STRUCK BY A TRAIN.

Two Young People Killed and
Others Injured.

Northampton, Mass., Jan. B.—A
Central Massachusetts train at Hadley
to-night struck a team containing six
young people on the crossing and in-
stantly killed Henry, son of Dr. J. B.
Learned, and Mabel R., daughter of
Rev. Frederick A. Hinckley. Both
horses were killed. The other occu-
pants of the sleigh were Charles, son of
Judge D. W. Ford; Edward Bond, Fan-
nie Plympton and Lulu Adams, all of
whom were injured, Miss Adams'in-
juries being the most severe. The flesh
v.'as torn from her face and one eye was
injured. Edward Bond's leg was
bruised. Henry Learned, who was
killed, was a student at the agricultural
college, and Miss Hinckley was a mem-
ber of tho Capen school for girls. The
bodies were brought tothis city on the
train, and Judge Bond happened to be
at the depot when they arrived.-

Ran Down by a Train.
Council Bluffs, 10., Jan. B.—Nel-

son Matson and Nelson Eichcubeig
were run down by a train On the Elk-
horn road near here this niprning, and
are lying In a critical condition at the

Hospital. Matson, it is thought, will
die. Eieiienberg willlose his right leg.

MANNEDHY MADMEN.

Terrible Suffering ofa Ship's Crew
From Fever.

New York,Jan. 3.—The Pacific Mail
steamship Newport arrived here to-day
from Colon, twenty-four hours late,
Capt. Liraa,hercommander,brings news
ot the terrible hardships experienced by
the captain and crew of the Nova Sco-
tian bark James H. Hamlin, which she
fell in with on her last trip from this
port. The James H. Hamlin. of Hali-
fax, was bound from St. Louis to Mo-
bile. When found by the Newport the
entire crew of the bark weie ill with
fever, and wholly unable to work the
ship. All hands were delirious and
could not give the destination of the
vessel. The Newport laid by the vessel
and sent their surgeon ou board with
medicines and fresh provisions. Noth'
ing has since been heard of the bark.

WORSTED MILLSBURNED.

The Geneva Plant at Providence
Totally Destroyed.

Providenck, R. 1., Jan. 3.—The
main buildings of the Geneva worsted
mill, owned and operated by the Geneva
Worsted company, Maurice Uhlmann
manager, were burned this forenoon.
The village of Geneva is about three
miles from the center of the city, and
the mill property is situated largely in
the town of North Providence. The loss
is estimated at $100,000. Itwas insured
for $00,000, no company having over
$3,000.

Hcosiers Shaken Up.
Ei/wood, Ind., Jan. 3.—Two shocks

of earthquake were felt here this after-
noon; the first, lasting thirty seconds,
occurred at 4 p. in. The second fol-
lowed immediately, fifteen seconds o«-
--cilation. came from west to east. No
damage was done.

Fell Into a Well.
Brownsville. Term., Jan. 3.— T. O.

Lucas, a young Methodist minister was
killed near here yesterday by falling
into an old well. His horse, which he
was leading, also fellinon top ot him,
and it was several hours before Lucas'
body could be recvoered.

Tanned Hides Ablaze.
Fulton, N. V., Jan. 3.—The Oswego

Falls tannery, owned by D. J. Ham-
burger, of Syracuse, was burnsd this
afternoon. The loss on the building
and stock is estimated at $100,000. It
is understood that there was an insur-
ance that willcover the loss.

CROPS AND WEATHER.

Signal Office Report for the Month
ofDecember.

Washing ton, Jan. 3.— Following is

the weather crop bulletin issued by the
signal office for the month ending Dec.
31, 1890:

The month of December was wanner
than usual in all districts except on the
Atlantic coast and in the lower lake re-
gion, where the mean temperature of
the month was slightly below the nor-
mal. Inthe extreme northeast portion
of New England, however, the month
was unusually cold, the mean monthly
temperature at Eastport being 17 deg
below the normal, and that at Portland
6 deg below. The month was warm
in the central valleys, the de-
parture from the normal being slight in
the Mississippi valley and more marked
in the Missouri valley, where the mean
monthly temperature ranged from 10 to
16 deg higher than usual. On the Pa-
cific coast it was warm in Southern Cal-
ifornia and Oregon, but about the nor-
mal temperature prevailed in Central
California. During the month of De-
cember there was less rain than usual
generally throughout, the Southern
states, the central valleys and lake re-
gion, although the month closed with
an extended storm which caused henvy
rains throughout the central valleys
during the night of Dec. 31. These rains
willdoubtless furnish sufficient moist-
ure to break the drought conditions
previously reported in the wheat re-
gions of the West. An excessive rain-
fall occurred during the month inNew
England, the middle Atlantic states,
and over the greater portions of North
Carolina and Tennessee. On the Pa-
cilic coast a large deficiency
in rainfall is reported iro:u
Oregon, where only about one-half the
usual December rainfalloccurred. Snow
covered the ground at the end of the
month generally throughout New En-
gland, the interior of the Middle states
and the upper Ohio valley. Very light
snows are also reported from Minnesota
westward to Montana and heavy snows
at the eastern extremity of Lake Su-
perior; but the ground is bare over the
entire winter wheat region, with ah in-
dication, however, that ihe'present cold
wave willbe attended by snows in that
region during the night of the^rst.General remarks: The absence of
nioistnre and unusual high temperature
in the Central valleys has left the wheat
crop ina less favorable condition than
was reported Dec. 1. The heavy rains
which are now prevailing over these
regions willrelieve the drought condi-
tion, but the sudden freeze which is
likely to followto-night and to-morrow
night may result in some injury to the
crop in localities not protected by
snow. _

BEATS STILIiWATEIV

A Ten-Year Convict Runs the
Thomaston State Prison.- Tdomastox, Me., Jan. 3.—A novel

condition of things exists at the state
prison. William E. Gould, serving a
ten years sentence for embezzling §180,-

--000 while cashier of the First National
bank, practically runs the institution.
Itis alleged that Gould has unlimited
power, and is virtually warden. He
pays all the bills, including the officers'
salaries, receives all moneys and buys
all the goods, runs the commissary de-
partment, and the deputy punishes men
on his complaint. He is not locked up
ina cell as the others are and has priv-
ileges accorded him, it is stated, never
given any prisoner in any institution.
He fills the positions of clerk, assistant
librarian, choir member, assistant phys-
ician and assistant watchman, and it is
also said that he makes out the annual
reports of the prison.

M'KINLEYBlliliTEST.

The United States Appeals From
Decision of Appraisers.

Chicago, Jan. 3.—For the nrst time
since the McKinley bill was passed the
United States has appealed from the de-
cision of the board of general appraisers
at New York. The appeal was filed in
the United States circuit court here to-
day by Federal District Attorney Mil-
christ. The appraisers decided that no
mistake was made in an invoice for $750
on cork imported by £.Magnus. The
latter claimed that an invoice for $600
was. correct, and \t was subsequently
decided lhat there was a manifest cler-
ical error, and that the smaller amount
was correct. The district secretary of
the treasury refuses tq acquiesce in thedecision, and instructed the filingof the
present appeal.

TERRILL'S A TERROR.
He Empties His Revolver Into

the Body of His Enemy,
Embree.

But Soldiers Have to Guard
Him Against Infuriated

People.

Cashier Charles Willis De-
clared a Defaulter in the

Sum of $23,000.

The Town of Stockbridge,
Mass., Goes Wild Over the

Affair.

Gcthiue. O. T., Jan. 3.—A shooting
affray took place on the street here to-
day, in which Representative I.N. Ter-
rill,of Payne county, and G. VV.Em-
bree, of the same county, were partici-
pants. The trouble grew out of a con-
test over Terrill's homestead. Terrill
was charged with being a "sooner,"
and Etnbree had so testified before the
United States land office. After leaving
the witness stand Embree went upon
the street, followed by Terrill, who
commenced firingat once, emptying the
chambers of his revolver into the body
of Embree.killing him almost instantly.
Great excitement prevails, and to pro-
tect Terrill from the people he lias b'.'en
placed in charge of the soldiers, where
fie now remains a prisoner. Both men
were farmers, and live about twenty-
fivemiles northeast of here.

A SIMPLE SCHEME.

Cashier Willis Worked Itto the
Tuncof $23,000.

Stockbkidge, Mass., Jan. 3.—Charles
Willis, for fifteen years treasurer of the
Stockbridtre Savings liank, is a defaulter
to the extent of $25,000 or more. The
exact amount is not known, but defal-
cations amounting to $23,000 have been
brought to light si> far. TUe stealing
baa been carried on with regularity for
twelve or thirteen year?, small
amounts being taken at a time.
When a depositor paid in ROO,
for instance, it was properly
entered on his book, but set down as
$400, say, on the bank's record. As
Willis was the only man regularly on
duty in the bank, he was able to pay
each retiring depositor in full and es-
cape detection. The discovery was due
to the suspicion and investigation of
IJank Examiner E. P. Chapin, of
Springfield, to whom Willis made a full
confession. The news was broken to
the nineteen incorporators of the bank
this morning, and the whole town is
upset, Willis being one of its most
prominent and respected citizens.
Willis will plead puilty, and is now
prostrated at his home. He gave bonds
for $25,000 in 1885, and the loss willfall
upon his bondsmen, Charles C. Callen-
dar and J. C. Van Duzen.

of affairs. Comptroller Larson says :'

v"-When we wire in '; Chicago 'we ar-
ranged withKean &Co. to take :144,000
worthof bonds, "-.*-'Kean &Co. said they
had not the :money to take them, but
could make a satisfactory arrangement.
The arrangement was this: Kean &Co.
had previously, sold some ofour bonds;
These;, bonds .'"they : had : put up
as collateral for a loan at
the American : Exchange bank of
New York city. V These first bonds had
been sold, but It was necessary to re-
lease them from '\u25a0' the . American Ex-
change bunk before they f could be
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bßen refused by him. so that they would
be saved the trouble of proving that
fact in court where they proposed to
test the right of the government tore-
fuse the bullion, In compliance with
their request Col. Bosbyshell gave them
the followingletter:

Messrs. George G. Merrick and Harley B.
Morse, Gentlemen: Ihave the honor to
acknowledge the receipt of your offer of
this date ofabar or ingot of silver bullion,
described in said offer, to be received and
coined into silver dollars of 41'.'V2 grains
troy standard silver, for the use and benefit
of yourselves as depositors, and beg to de-
cline such offer on the ground that it is in
violation of the laws aud regulations of the
mint service to deposit stiver for private
account.

Veryrespectfully, your obedient servant,
O. C. Bosbyshell.

After receivineCol. Bosbyshell's writ-
ten refusal to receive their bullion, the
twogentlemen wrapped their brick in a
piece of paper and departed. The
ground upon which Messrs. Morse and
Merrick based their demand is, they
claim, a constitutional one, and denies
the right of the government to make
what is known as "seignoriage." At
present the market value of silver bull-
ion is $l.o3J>£ per ounce fine, while
thp mint value of an ounce is
1L29 29-100. When the government buys
bullion it pays the market bullionprice,
and makes the difference, which is the
"seignoriage," between that price and
the legal tender value. Itis this "seig-
noriage" which the gentlemen who pre-
sented their silver brick at the mint to-
day think they have as much right to as
the government.
