A HUMAN'SACRIFICE.

Strange Story of a Boy's Skeleton
Pound in the Woods.

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 7.—ln June

last an Indian, Blue Horn, went hunt-
ing and trapping in the Beaver hills,

near Fort Saskatchewan, accompanied
by a boy about eight years old, the eld-
est son of a Victoria Indian. While
looking at his traps one day, accom-
panied by the boy. Blue Horn told the
hitter to return tocamp, while he contin-
ued examining his traps. On the return
of Blue Horn to the camp he was sur-
prised to find that the boy had not re-
turned. The other Indians in camp
turned out and searched for the boy
but did not findhim and finally gave it
up. Last week a half-breed from Bea-
ver lake, named Charles Deschnault,
found in the woods, not far from New
Beaver lake, a trail, and about six miles
east of Fort Saskatchewan, the skeleton
ot a child in a standing position,its arms
stretched outand wrists tiedto twotrees,
lie did not remove the skeleton but
went toinform the father of the lost
boy inorder that he might see it and
perhaps identify itas the remains of his
son. From circumstances surrounding
the affair itis thought the skeleton is
that ot the lost boy whohad been offered,

as sacrifice to secure good luck inhunt-
ing by some Indians. The Indians are
in the habit of hanging up and leaving
pieces of cloth or trinkets as an offering
to secure favor of their gods.

BAD FOR BONES.

Marshal Mackey Makes a Ghost
"of aTruculent Indian.

Marshal
Mackey Monday night shot and prob-
ably fatally wounded an Indian named
Bones, son of Chief 3ones, of the Pa-
louse tribe. The Indians have been
causing a good deal of trouble lately
with their .drunken orgies and ghost
dances, and the marshal had arrested
three of them and was taking them to
prison. Bones, who was one of them,
broke away and was shot by the officer.
Itis now feared that a general uprising
of the tribe in this vicinity will result,
as there have been numerous threats
and signs of an outbreak. The '-shooting
of Bones willadd fuel to the flames.
