his coat. President Potter then announced
his appointments to standing committees, as
follows:

AN IMPORTANT MEETING.

Stockholders of the National
Building and Loan Association
Elect Officers To-Day.

A meeting of the stockholders of the Na-
tional Buiiding and Loan association will
take place this afternoon at 2 o'clock in the
Guaranty Loan Building for the purpose of
electing officers. Yesteraay & meeting, or
council, of independents was hela by dele-
gates representing thirteen states. The ecau-
cus elected W. J, Evans, of Ohio, chairman,
and D. D. Magnet of Wisconsin, secretary, to
preside over its deliberations. The council
appointed a committee to draft a series of
resolutions looking to a peaceful settlement
of the differences which have divided the or-
ganizationi nto factions and weakened its

ower and influence in a commereial or bus-
iness sense. Thecommittee is comprised of
a representative of each of the state delega-
tions, and is composed as follows:

Wm. Van Orden, Michigan; A. E. Mount-
ain, Wisconsin; J. W. Robbins, Nebraska; J.
W. Johnson, North Dakota; C. 8.Stowell, New
York; H. H. Forbes, Washington; P. J. Mc-
Guire, Minnesota; Mason Evans, Ohio; C. M.
Cannon, South Dakota; H. . Allen, Mis-
souri; William_Staffel, 1llinois; Dr. McDon-
atd, Towa; R. H. Palmer, Pennsylvania.

A committee of five was also appointed to
investigale and report upon the legal status
of stockholders and their' privileges as elect-
ors. The meeting was a sccret one. It is

said that all of the dircctors save Dr.
calderwood and all of the offlcials
except President Cole will resign to-aay
in the interest of harmony. Mr. Calderwood,
it is thought, will be a eandidate for the sec-
retaryship and it is surmised that owing to
his éxperience and ability as a financier he
will be elected. The first thing to detcrmine
to-day is the question “who is entitled to
vote?’ At the secret meeting yesterday
members of the Dyer and Wood committee,
the Kneale faction and the general officers
were denied participation in the proceedings.
President Cole will read his report to-day.
_The union has deposited wit?x the First Na-
tional bank, Security, Citizens' and People's
banks. For the most part the union’s de-
posits have been made in the form of checks,
thus avoiding any bank risk. Itiseyident
that the independent movement is a strong
one, and that the representatives or the
thirteen states proposed to take an active
and, as far as possible, effective part in to-
day's election.

The stormy meeting of shareholders in the
National Building, Loan and Protective
union, which wasin session yesterday after-
noou at the West, was continued lasteven-
ing. It lasted well on to midnight. The
teature of it was the adoption of a series of
resolutions which will control the annual
meeting and election of officers to be heid
to-day. The first resolution, providing
that the president, secretary and treas-
urer of the wunion be not mem-
bers of the board of directors,
was adopted without difficulty. The second
went thrapgh in much the same manner. It
provided that a nominating committee be
selected, the committee to be composed of
one representative from each state, such
committeemen to be chosen by state cau-
cuses, the shareholders from each state con-
ferring on the subject. The third resolution
was provocative of not a little heated argu-
ment. It proviged that the salaries of all
officers of the union, including directors,
pe fixed by the sharebolders in
convention to-day. In the opinton of
a good many shareholders that would
never do. It was urged that not a few of the
shareholders had no idea as to what would
pe adequate pay for officers. There seemed
to be almost as many opinions as there were
men present. One tall, raw-boned gentle-
man pounded the table in his vehemence,
and declared that he wanted to see a board
of directors elected that could be trusted by
the shareholders to do what was right, and
to fix salarles, their own and those of others,
at a just figure. Part of his speech struck a
popular chord. It was all right
to let the directors establish the salaries of
the general oflicers, but ‘it would never do
to leave the naminug of their own com Snensa-
tion in their own hands, Last year the ex-
penses charged up to.tbe union by the di-
rectors amounted to something over $1,300
for each director.Should the new board think
that a fair figure, it would saddle an expense
of $20,000 on the upion atthe start, An
amendment was proposed to the effect that
the board of Jdirectors be allowed to fix the
salaries for the other officers. but that
the sharcholders settle the compensation
of the directors, A further amendment was
offered and accepted ordering the nominat-
ing committee to suggest salaries for the di-
rectors when reporting ou nominations. As
thus amended the resolutions were adopted,

Then Judeze Malone introduced a resolu-
tion to the effect that a committee of seven
be appointed by the chair to examine the
proxies of persons attending the meeting for
the purpose of determining the amount of
vot-able stock, At this point an Indian-
apolis lawyer mnamed McPhee, who
was especially solicitous that everybody
understood that he was in no way connected
with the union, arose to speak on an entirely
different subject from the one under consid-
eration. Mr. Mc Fee is on the auditing com-
mittee with R. D. Russell, the city attorney,
Judge Thomas, of North Dakota, and others.
He informed the meeting that the directors
were waiting for a commitiee from the
shaieholder’s meeting to ecall upon them.
Such a committee would receive all the in-
formation that the directors can_give

them. He- believed that the direct-
ors hbad previously refused to give
any informauon to the stockholders

b ecause they scented danger in such a pro-
ceeding, This last opinion was greeted with
cheers, McFee had stated they held
yroxies from 800 Indiana stockholders. One
Kelly, from Wisconsin, handled Mr. McFee
roughly, and intimated that the Indiana
man had become a stockholder merely for
the purpose of coming to Minneapolis and
buitldozing the other stockholders. Several
other gentlemen, including Chairman Evans,
of Minnesota, took a hand in *“calling down™
Mr. Mckee. Then all returned to the sub-
ject in hand. the appointment of a commit-
tee to ascertain the amount of votable stock,
and that resolution was adopted. Minor
matters occupied the remainder of the ses-
si0n.

From the speeches made on the various
subjects which came up for discussion, the
intentions of the shareholders are notin the
least a matter of conjecture. The present
board of directors and officers will go by the
board. “We purpose making a clean sweep.”
were expressions frcquemlf' heard and al-
ways as»pluudcd. An entirely new set of offi-
cers will be elected. Nota mast, not a spar
of the old vessel will be left standing.

HEILPERN IS HERE,

And His Body Is Guarded ~Sedu-
‘lously by the Police.

Leo Heilpern arrived in Minneapolis last
night in custody of a Minneapolis police offi-
cer, who had gone to El Paso, Tex., for him.
He was immediately locked up in the central
station. He will have a hearing in the mu-
nicipal court to-day.

Reilper’s story is well known in Minneapo-
lis. His flizht from Minneapolis, his con
nection with Minnie Frost, his letter from
New Orleans, the charge that he was a spy in
the employ of the Russian government. de-
tailed to watch Frank Grygla and ferret ouu
the secrets of the Polisb alliance have all
been rehearsed time and again. The specifie
charge upon which he is brought back
to Minneapolis is that of graud lar-
ceny, consisting of the embezzlement
of various aund sundry thousands of dollars
from the Columbia )ﬂﬁ company while em-
ployed as bookkeeper by that company. He
was caught by the authorities of Kl Paso
while on his way back to the City of Mexico.

Although Heilpern has uever killed any
one, so far as known. his offense being
merely larceny, he is evideul.]{ looked upon
as a bad, bad, dangerous man. He was locked
up and orders given that no one e admitted
to see him without an order signed by Supt.
Henderson, doubtless to guard against the re-

FOR 12 CENTS

One Can Buy a Dinner-How to
Live Cheaply.

The problem of how tolive cheaply has
been soived in Minneapolis. One has only
to visit the eating rooms ot the Non-Partisan
W. C.'T. U,, over the Hennepin County Say-
ings bank on Hennepin avenue. with a few
pennies in one's pocket, and the first step of
the solution is accomplished. A glance at
the bill of fare and list of prices and the
thing is done.

In the Laun quarter of Paris there is, or
was, a restaurant largely patronized by a cer-
tain class of the Parisian poor and half-
starved art students. The payment of
one sou admitted ihe customer to the
interior of the establishment—a large room
with uncovered wecod benches ranged along
the wall of either sides. On entering the
banqueting hall, the guest was presented
with a tin platter. Thus equipped he pro-
ceeded to a large keltle swung over a c{;m'-
coal fire in the middle of the aparunent. In
the cauldron was a huge fork, resembling the
trident of Neptune, and whatever boiled and
stewed inthe huge vessel no one save the
chef knew., The guest seized the fork and
plunged itinto the massof steaming food
and what was fished out of it he was entitled
to place on his platter and consume at his
leisure perched, if it vaensed him, upon an

uncushioned seat. The patron was al-
lowed to thrnst the fork but once
into the |kettle. It was a sort of

“ﬁrab-bag" arrangement, and the element of
chance attending the procuring of a dinner
added, perhaps, some charm to the meal.
The contents of the kettle were made up of
the refuse of hotel kitchens. In the large
cities of the East are many cheap restaurants,
but owing to certaln conditions no self-re-
specting man or woman can visit them.

The Non-Partisan W. C. T. U. provide good
refreshments for a small amount of money.
Each of the dishes on the bill of fare includ-
ing tea, coffee, cocca and milk are served for
three cents. A good lunch may be had for
twelve ceuts. Itis not, however, the food
alone that makes the union's rooms a
desirable place in which to take
Junch. It is the order, the cleanliness and
Christian courtesy which characterize the
management of the institution. Shop girls
daily visit the rooms to dine. Frequentl
they carry their lunch with them and was
it down with a cup of hot coffee or tea, or
milk, purchased in the restaurant. They are
provided with separate accommodations and
are enabled in this way to convert the noon
hour into a season of rest and entertainment,
Many men Junch at the union’s roomsand
the restaurant from 12 to 1 o'clock each day
is an interasting spectacle, Mr. Sparks, who
manages this department of the union’s
practical work, has made, within a ghort
time, & marked success of the venture.

President Ankeny and the School
Board—Fair Salaries for Teach-
ers.

President A. T. Ankeny, of the school
board, estimates that $100,000 will be neea-
ed this year for the improvement of old
school buildings and the construction of
news ones. The president says the school
board has no bonding power. The anuual
tax levy of 2.3 to 2.8 mills, whiech amounts
in the aggreainte to $500,000, is collected in
June, and is devoted solel{ to the current
expenses of the public sehool system for the
vear ending with that month.

levy as security. The council has issued 1

President Ankeny knows of no rpurpose of
the board to reduce the salaries of teachers,
He does not believe they are paid, with few
exceptions, any more remuneration than are
paia teachers of equal ability in any other
city, or any more than they deserve.
