Nuts for Donnelly to Crack.

Dr. Wiliiam J. Rolfe in North American Re-

view.

I have said that the mergly typo-
graphical or mechanical imperfections
of the **Folio” suffice to prove that the
work is none of Bacon’s. Ihave not re-
ferred, and shall now refer only in the
briefest manner, to a wholly different
class of facts that lead inevitably to the
same conclusion. 1f the “Folio” were
as well printed as any of Bacon’s ac-
knowledged works—the ‘Essays” of
1625, for example—there would still
be internal evidence, abundant and
decisive, that the volume caunot be
the author’s final revision of
his  dramatic  produetions. Cer-
tain of the plays are manifestly noth-
ing more than a slight remodeling of
earlier work by other bands. Others
are apparently pieces left unfinished,
and completed by another playwright—
in some instances by one so inferior that
the author cannot be supposed to have
been a partv to the transaction. 1f it be
said that all the matter is from one and
the same hand, this is not absolutely in-
conceivable if the collecting and pub-
lishing of the works have been done by
an incompetent or iuscrupulous editor
after the author’s death: but how can
we explain it if the author himself is
editor? Why, to refer toa single play,
should “Timon of Athens” be left in
the state in which the *“Folio” gives it-—
pure gold with a large admixture
of the basest alloy, stuff utterly
unworthy the ’prentice days of the
dramatist? Scarcely a ecritic of the
present century has been willing to re-
g ard the play as-the work of a single
hand. Portions of it are written in the
merest burlesque of verse—asif the
avthor had no ear, uuless an asinine
one—and the thought and sentimentare
in keeping with the versification; while
“the other portions bear the marks of the
poet’s maturest period. According to
the Baconians this was one of the latest
plays, if not the latest play, their philos-
opher. wrote; and Timon is meant to
represent himself, deserted by his para-
site friends after his fall. Could Bacon
have written it as we have it, or, if any
inferior writer had a share in it, would
Bacon have print®. it all as his own?
These and similar questions have never
been put to the Baconiaus, so far as 1
am aware, and 1 respectfully svbait
them to Mz, Donnelly’s consideration,

The Speculators Acted on the
_ 0ld Maxim, “When in
Doubt, Sell.”

Weather Indications Exerted
an Influence on a Sensi-
tive Market. .

A Stimulating Influence Was
Manifested in All Lines on ¢
Wall Street.

Harmony Among Railway
Managers Probably Ac-
counts for It.

CHIcAGO., Jan, 10.—The wheat market,
after averaging firm to strong for the greater
part of the session, closed limp and weary
at Ye decline. The speculators had their
ears on the stretch for a pointer from Wash-
ington, D. C., but not being forthcoming,
they, toward the close, acted in accordance
with the maxim, “when in doubt, sell.”
The market opened about steady, the price
at the commencement of business being
identical with the closing quotation of the
previous afternoon. , Cakbles, except as re-
gards fthe business in cargoes off’ coast and
afloat, were easier in tone at the opening
to-day than they were yesterday. Concern-
ing the cargo trade, however, Beerbohm's

dispatch  quoted it strong  in  all
positions. Snow was advised as hav-
ing already covered up the wheat

plant over the greater part of the winter
wheat country. and the weather here was
mild and threatening snow or rain. There
was an advance in silver and a rather confi-
dent feeling concerning the future of the
money market. The foregoing features had
nothing in them sufficiently jronounced in
character to create alarm to either bulis or
bears, and consequently no great change in
rrices tcok place, Later, however, dis-
patches which came to hand were almost
uniformly bullish, and, under ordinary eir-
cumstances, a material advance in prices
would most assuredly have followed, but the
government statistician’s forthcoming report
was regarded as of too uncertain a character
to bet upon. Contrary to the experience of
foimer like cecasions, there were no preten-
ticns put forth by any one of the possession
of advance information from Washington,
and conseauently the feeling of uncertainty
was unrelieved by the excitement which is
oceasionally produced by a few mendacious
dispatches.” That Mr. Dodge was more than
ordinarily feared, may be inferrea from the
stagnation which reigned all day. The sale
of 300,000 bu of No. 1 hard Kansas wheat
for export, via New Orleans, was reporied to
8. V. White and other houses here. Yester-
day 10,000 bu were cleared from New Orleans
for Liverpool. 1t was claimed later that the
St. Louis transaction was old business done
in December for January shipments, As an
offset to the sale reported, another dispatch
from St. Louis to Kennetr Hopkins said men
from Salt Lake were there offering Utah
wheat under the present eash price of No. 2
winter without finding buyers. This latter
point was scored by the bear party toward
the ctose, and the impression gaining ground
about the same Hime that the government re-
port was “‘agin” the bulls made the session
close upou a very weakly looking market,
and at about the lowest price of the day. The
corn market was «ull but firm, prineipally
upon an expecied bullish government re-
port. The bull probabilities of Mr. Dodge’s
statement have been urged much more yigor-
ously ihan the other side, and have been
based mainly upon reports from those staies
which were the heaviest losers by the past
season’s unfavorable weather. The fluctua-
tions were narrow and trading light and
featureless. The oat market was active ata
narrow range of prices in the active
future. Hutchinson was the prineipal
buyer, although he sold a few around the
top prices of the day. The country and the
local scalping crowd were fiee sellers. Cash
oats broke le without affecting the specula-
tive market materially. The provision mar-
ket was firm early in the session, the yood
demand for hogs which was reported from
the yards contributing a little to the sus-
taining of (he price of the produet. Armour
was a small and early buyer of pork. He
was stronaly suspeeted, however, of having
brokers dealing it out in more liberal quan-
tities. The haste and unanimity of the pack-
ers in selling when the market appears stiff
enough to stand it has no apparent eflectin
lessening the demand from cutside. Cudahy
was aeain a fiee seiler, and on the call
the packers generally took a hand in
supplying the demand.

STOCKS ARE STRONG.

Railway Harmony Stiffens the
Walkl Street ¥Market.

New Yorgk, Jan. 10.—The complete har-
mony existing in the conference of railroad
managers now in session in. this city has
proved to be the greatest stimulating influ-
ence upon the stock market which we have
nad for some months. To-day it turned the
temper of the foreign operators from bear to
buil, while the contidence displayed by do-
mestic operators of all deseriptions has been
most prominent for several days. The

offerings of stocks are becoming light-
er from day to day, owing to the
general revival of contidence in the

tuture of the railroads in this country
and there is now in the street a general feel-
ing that during the next sixty davs there
will be & compiete recovery from the recent
depression. To-day another large increase
in the bank reserves was shown, and the sur-
plus is now raised to above $13,000,000, a
tigure whiech it has seen only once for the
past six months, and that was_ when the
heavy disbursements were made by the
treasury lust fall. 1he improvement in the
temper of the street was apparent with the
first sales, and everything was higher, while
an extraordinarily active business was trans-
acted, with the result of scoring further ad-
vances over the whole list. The only slug-
gish stocks were the coalers, which have all
had sueh marked advanees in the past week.
The skyrocket advances in Sugar Refineries
was continued, aided by the announcement
that the order appointing the receivers had
been vacated and the property was to be
turned over to the trustees, who will now go
forward with the plan of reorganization,
The stock rose from 6612 to 7112 and closed
at 767. The Villards were a strong pointin
the market; the grangers were all prominent,
but the Gould stocks were slnggish. The ex-
treme activity of the first few minutes did
not last, but the strength was never slacked
off and prices steadily mounted till the close,
though there were few specially wide
fluctuations out of Sugar. The gains
of note were: Sugar, 45; St. Paul
and Northern Pacific, 13 each; Louis-
ville & Nashville, 13: Colorado Coal
1% ; Burlington & Quiney, 118, and Atchison
1 per cent. Railroad bonds also continued
to show great activity of the past few days,
and the business of the two days amounted
to $1,423,000, with the same speculative
dssues leading in the dealings, and Atchison
incomes contributed $15%,000, the Texas Pa-
cific incomes $125,000 and the Iron Moun-
tain fives $105,000 to the grand total.

ON THE BOURSENSN,
The Markeis of Europe’s Money
Centers.

PAnis, Jan. 11.--To-day’s newspapers,
of all shades of pohtics, concur in ex-
pressing congratulations on the suceess
of the new loan. as proving the wealth
and power of France. Over 210,000,000
franes of the loan was subseribed in
London. The government schemed
admirably to insure the prestige of
the loan. Everything was done to
secure the applications of small invest-
ors. M. Rouvier, the minister of finance,
caused it to be known in bourse circles
that preference would be given to real
investors, the smaller applicants get-
ting their allotment in full. Apart from
the inducement that while the current
price of 2 per cent rentes is 95.30, that
of the new issue is 92.55, investors had

a fur‘her advantage in the meth-
od of the payments, Accord-

ing to the plan adopted  fif-
teen franes per share was payable on
application, fifteen more on allotment,
while the remainder is to be paid in fonr
successive installments, the latter com-
ing due in July, 1892, The treasury
also holds the power to accept immedi-
ate payment in full. The peasants
throughout the country, and small arti-
sans and traders have so largely gone
in for the stock that the balanee left
for the bourse  and banking subserip-
tions will be the smallest percent-
aze ever known in the case of a na-
tional loan. The bonrse gamblers will
therefore be almost powerless to subject
the issue to speculative fluctuations.
‘Ihe premium, which was quoted on
Thursday at 2, has relapsed to 1'4. The
attention of the bourse was centered on
the loan during the week, All Kinds of
securities were firm. ‘The increases for
the week include: 'Three per ecent
rentes, 6 franes; Credit Fonciers, 3%{;
rio Tintos lost 15 franes. Panama canal
shares were quoted at an advance of 5%
francs, but their value is fictitious., The
public is not touching these shares.

As
compared with the previous quarter
Hamburg'sAmerican trade has increased
£441.000, Beriin’s 0.000, Stettin’s
$£240,000 and Brunswick’s £63,000. In
fact, the figures for every consular dis-
trict which has yet reported show an
increase in American trade.

Loxpox, Jan, 11.—During the week
there was a fair demand for discount,
which was quoted at 2%{ for three
months and 2!{ for short. Money was
abundant. This was partly owing to
the distribution of the quarterly divi-
dends on consols and India stocks. The
influx of gold into the Bank of England
