BANCROFT IS DEAD.

The Venerable Historian
Passes Away at His Wash-
inton Home.

Close of a Long Life Devoted
to the Best of Better Lit-
erature.

He Will Be Laid to Rest Be-
side His Wife at Worces-
ter, Mass.-

The Eminent Author’s Life
Work Was Completed Two
Years Since.

WasuiNgroN, Jan. 17.—The com
munity was greatly shocked this even-
ing by the news that George Bancroft,
the venerable historian, was dead. It
had been realized that Mr. Bancroft
could hardly survive much longer, the
increasing infirmitles incident to his
extremely old age, but he had been in
cheerful spirits and apparently better
health this year since his return from
Newport than for feveral seasons past,
so that his death was sudden and un-
exepcted to all save a few intimate
friends who knew of the attack of ill-
ness which ecarried him off. Death
occurred at 3:40 o’clock this after-
noon. The end was quiet and
peaceful and came after a period
of unconsciousness lasting about
twenty-four hours, Mr. Baneroft for
some years past had been in the habit
of spending about five months in New-
port aud passing the winter and colder
season of the year in Washington. Two
years ago he had a severe attack of sick-
ness which kept him in bed for four or
five weeks, and, as he was then in his
eighty-ninth year,

Grave Apprehensions
were felt for his life. le recovered,
however, thouch he never after that
was as strong as he had formerly been.
He cawme to this city from Newport last
October feeling better than for some
time past. He was in fine health and
spirits and ehad an excellent appetite

and a good faculty for sleep
until last week, when he caught
a slight cold. He had always

lived carefullf’ but generously, and had
said repeatedly within the last six weeks
that he had never slept better nor had
a better appetite. Notwithstanding his
cold he continued to seek outdoor exer-
cises every day until Thursday, when
he took to his bed as a matter of precau-
tion. His whole illness was less than
three days. He failed rapidly yesterday
and became unconscious in the after-
noon, in which state he remained until
the end. His son, John C. Bancroft.
who, with his wife, kept house for the
historian. was with him in his last mo-
ments. The attending physician, Dr.
Wales, hed left the house a short time
before, as Mr. Bancroft looked then as
if he would live through the night.
The Funeral.

It was decided this evening to hold
funeral service at 11 o’clock next Tues-
day morning in St. John’s Episcopal
church, The mterment will take place®
at Worcester, Mass., where Mr. Ban-
eroft’s wife is buried. Mr. ‘Bancroft
was always fond of outdoor exercise, to
which, in a large measure, he attributed
his good health and proionged life, and
after he discontimued horseback riding
he regularly walked about the city, at-
tended by an old servant. He hived
here ina large, old-fashioned double
house on H street in a fash-
ionable neighborhood, and his gar-
den here, as at Newport, was filled
with choice roses, in which flower he
delighted. He regarded his life work
as finished two years ago, and of late
had done no literary work. During the
last decpae he had revised his great
work, “The History of the United
States.” going over it in a severely crit-
ical style, and eliminating the flowers
of rbetoric in the earlier work. His last
production was a history of the forma-
tion of the constitution. He undertook
to write a history of President Polk’s
administration, in whose cabinet jhe
served as secretary of the navy, but was
compelled to abandon it.

George Bancroft was the son of Rev.Baron
Bancroft. and was born in Worcester, Mass.,
Oct. 3, 1800. He pursued his preparatory
studies at Exeter, N. H., and in 1813 entered
Harvard gellege, where he gave specialat-
tention to metaphysics and morals, and ac-
quirea a strong predilection for the writings
of Plato, He graduated in 1817, and almost
immediately started for the University of
Germany. In Gottingen, where he remained
two years, he studied under the most learned

rofessors of the time. including Eichhorn,
jeeren and Blumenbach. He selected his-
tory as his special branch of study. Having
received st Gottingen in 1820 the degree of
doctor of philosophy, he repaired to Berlin,
where he continued his studies. In the
epring of 1821 he began a journey through
Germany and other parts of Europe, becom-
g acquainted with Goethe, Sehlosser, Con-
stant, Manzoni and Niebuhr. In 1822 he re-
turned to America and accepted for one year
the oftice of tuior of Greek in Harvard co -
lege. In 1823 he established the Round Hill
gchool at Northampton, In 1826 he delivered
at Ncrthampton an oration, in which he
avowed his principles to pe for universal
sufirtage and uncompromising Democracy.
In 1830 he was, without his knowledge, elect-
ed to the Massachusetts legislature, but re-
fused to take his seat. In 1834 appeared the
first volume of his “History of the United
States,” In 1838 he completed the second
volume of his history,and was made collector
of the port of Boston by President Van
Buren, In 1840 the third volume of his his-
tory was published, In 1844 he was nom-
inated for governor of Massachusetts
by the Democrats, but defeated .by
& small majority. In 1845 Mr. Bancroft
became President Polk’'s secretary of the
navy, establishing the naval academy at An-
napolis. While secretary of the navy Mr.
Bancroft gave the order to take possession
of California. In 1846 he exchanged his po-
gitiun in the navy for the office of minister
ylenipotentiary to Great Britain, In 1849 the
{'ni\'crsily of Uxford made him a doctor of
civil law. and he had before heen chosen
coriespondent of the royal academy of Ber-
lin. He returned to New York, and
the fourth and fifth volumes of his history
were published in 1852, the sixth in 1854,
the seventh in 1858 and the eighth soon after,
the ninth being delayed until 1866. On May
14, 1867, he was appointed minister to Prus
gia, and in 1871 to the German empire. Mr.
Bancroft's “History of the United States
occupies a very prominent place not only in
the historical literature of his own country,
but in that of the world, since it is every-
where a recognized authority concerning the
eriod which it covers. 1t has been trans-
ated into various languages,

A DIG AT PATRIOTS

Who Make Themselves Numerous
on the State Boards.
To the Editor of the Globe.

In Wednesday’s GLOBE you have an
editorial designated *The Lobby.”” In it
you say that every citizen has aright to
make suggestions to our senators and
representatives, in fact we ought to do
s0. You say further that the citizens’ idea
can be made directly to them or
to you, and you will  see
that “they are fairly considered
and acted on. Asa prelude towhat 1
have to say, I will mention the fact that
this legislature is on trial. The Repub-

lican party has been weighed in the
balances and fourd wanting. Both
houses of the legislature are in the

hands of the opposition and the gov-
ernor hanging on by the eyebrows only.
It is not Republican ruole, but misrule,
that has brought this about. Now it
behooves the opposition to show to the
people that they are looking after tne
people’s rights, and not the ever hun-
gry politicians and corporations. The
politicians in all parties are alike, self
first and the people last. Corporations
are looking after themselves always.
That is their business, and I do not
blame them. It should be the Jawmak-
ers’ duty to see that they only get their
share of the pie.

But to get at something nrew and
tangible the legislature might make a
thorongh examination of the publie in-
stitutions. I dare say that an enormous
amount of money has been squandered
without doing the state or inmates of
such institutions any good. The system
of boards 1s for two purposes—Iirst, a
cheap machine for the party in
power, and second, a lot of con-
venient holes to putold back number
politicians into. They are of no earthly
benefit, except to act as a whitewash
brush when some favorite otficial has
offended. 'Chere have been.and may be

10w, some very good men on some ex-
isting board, but, as a rule, good men
are scarce on; these boards. It costs the
state a large sum of money each year
for these boards. If you doubt this state-
ment, just step into the auditor’s
oftice and get Mr. Biermann to figure
out what it has ecost for the last ten
years, and it will surprise some of you.
Still these fellows. will say that they
don’t want it. They are simply doing
it from pure patriotism. Patriotism is
good. One of these patroits has been
kpnown to draw pay from three different
offices for the same day’s work.

As a remedy for this board nuisance,
I would suggest: .

First—Abolish all boards, including
the board ot charities and correction.
Second—Provide for the election by the
people of a superintendent of all state
institutions, each term to be four years.
Third—Provide a cierk for said superin-
tendent whnose duty should be to gather
the necessary statisties, something like
the secretary of the present board of
charities and correction.

Fourth—"The governor to appoint a
resident superintendent or warden, but
the the governor not to have authority
to discharge the same, that power to be
vested in the superintendent alone.

You will observe that this would keep
all appointments out of politics. The
governor can appoint, but not discharge.
The superintendent, who is responsible
to the people alone. can discharge for
cause at any time, but he has nothing
to say about who shall be appointed as
the successor. One will be a check on
the other,

Provide a good salary for this suver-
intendent, and provide that he shali
spend his entire time at the different in-
stitutions. He will then be able to
compare cost at one with the other and
make matters run uniform. Some smart
Aleck will say why there is a great dit-
ference between caring for convietsand
insane. My answer is, not auny great
difference.

1 believe a change as here suggested
would save at least $100,000 a year, and
give much better service to the inmates
of such institutions. One great source
of waste in the past has been that each
board has, with the aid of the su-
perintendent or warden interested, fig-
ured up what appropriations were re-
quired for two years, to present to the
legislature. Eaeh institution is afraid
that some other will: get more, so they
all put it on thick. The senators and
representatives then generally form a
pool that is from the localities of suech
institutions and get what they want.
Quite a per cent of this mouey is squan-
dered by the officers and boards. Where
one man has the entire supervision of
all the institutions he would lop off all
unnecessary expenses. It is needless
to say that where he is accountable to
the people he would practice both econ-
omy and prudence.

A board doesn’t care. Take, for in-
stance, the so-called board of managers
at Stillwater. They ougit to know that
the people at large have no faith in
them; in faet, since R. J. Hall’s report
of their trip East with that race horse
to buy twine machinery,they are looked
upon with suspicion, but they can snap
their fingers at the people, for they owe
allegiance to William the First only.

Now, dear good-natured GLOBE, this
is enough for once.

THE ELUSIVE NICKEL,
New Savings Bank System Which
Is Said to Work Well.

Kansas City Star.

A novelty in banking circles will be
introduced into the city with the new
year. Itis called the *“Nickel Savinzs
Stamp System,” and is designed espe-
cially for savings banks. The system
was put in operation in June by Edwin
F. Mack, a Detroit banker. 1t has been
successfully tested in Detroit, San Fran-
cisco, Denver, Louisville, St. Paul, Los
Angeles and Columbus, O. Agencies
for the various banks will be established
at various points throughout the city
and to a great extent in drug stores in
the resident part of the town.

Sheets containing twenty stamps of
the system will be left with the drue-
gist. These stamps are blue and a httle
larger than the orainary two-cent post-
age stamps. In their center 1s the pic-
ture of a squirrel on the limb of atree,
the emblem of foresight and thrift. A
boy or girl, or any one, for that matter,
can buy one of these stamps for five
cents or can buy as many as he or she
pleases at the same price. When §1
worth of these stamps has been sold a
book is presented free to the holder of
the stamps. -

This book’s pages are ruled in little
rectangular spaces just large enough to
allow the pasting of a stamp, and there
are twenty of such places on the page.
When the pageis filled the book is taken
to the bank and an account with the de-
positor is opened. The depositor is
credited with a dollar and given a pass
book at the bank. No deposit for less
than a dollar will be received at the
bank.

The first lot of these books was re-
ceived yesterday, when 1,000 of them
came to the Franklin Savings bank.
Cashier Seidlitz went to Detroit to make
arrangements for them.

The system has grown to be an im-
mense thing in some cities. In Detroit
one bank sold over 330,000 stamps in less
than four months, and issued between
6,000 and 7,000 nickel savings books.
About 70 per cent of the customers were
under fifteen years of age., The aggre-
gate savings of the town through this
system were about $50,000 a year.
