the bench. Special Attorney George N.
Baxter and District Attorney Hay ap-
peared for the government, and C. D.
O'Brien for the defense. The court
room was well tilled with witnesses and
spectators. William H.'Eustis. of Min-
neapolis, took a seat at the counsel's
table, listened attentively to the pro-
ceedings and made an occasional note
of points as the case progressed.

ben the jurors were called Ben Tay-
lor,of lied Wing, said he had been an
enumerator, and as the prosecution re-
fused to consent to his withdrawal he
was peremptorally challenged by Mr.
O'Brien. The other jurors were deemed
qualified when questioned by the de-
fense, notwithstanding the fact thai P.
0. Ingberg, of Norman county, stated
that he had made returns ofstatistics to
the government upon blanks furnished
by the census department, lie was
challenged, however, by Mr.Baxter.

Tin- Testimony Begun.

After Mr. Hoy had concluded, Mr.
Baxter opened a large bundle of docu-
ments and offered them in evidence
singly. They related to the division
and subdivision of the territory within
the state for census purposes, and the
appointment and qualification' of Ver-
vais and lis superior officer. The form
of the schedule, aud. in fact, copies of
jillofficial documents necessary to show
that Vervais had been duly appointed,
as an enumerator of District 153, inSt.
Paul, and defining its boundaries. .

Judge John Twohy was called as a
witness to prove that Vervais had been
sworn in as an enumerator; but was ex-
cused upon Mr. O'Brien, admitting that
Ins client had been duly appointed,
commissioned, qualified and acted as
an enumerator.- '\u25a0"\u25a0'\u25a0

Mr.Baxter then offered the portfolio
used in the Vervais district, but Mr.
O'Brien objected to its admission as tes-
timony. An extended discussion as to
the admissibility of the portfolio en-
sued. Mr. O'Brien claimed that the
indictment, which, by the way, is vol-
uminous, did not charge that Vervais
bad made a false return, but only that
lie had made false certificates and false
enumerations. Ifthe portfolio was ad-
mitted itmight open the way to more
than was charged in the indictment.
He wanted the admission of the port-
folio restricted to such portions or
schedules as were charged in the indict-
ment.

'

Mr. Baxter argued that they were en-
titled to more than that; they wanted
the returns for the whole district, and
they would later on seek to show that
other names than those mentioned in
the indictment bad been falsely enu-
merated.

Mr.O'Brien argued further, that the
government had no right to go so tar,

.but must be restricted to the names
and matters alleged in the indictment,
and that they should not be required to
defend matters of which they i»d no
notice; nor should they he required to
examine she portfolio and its massive
matter for.the purpose of being..in-
formed as to their defense. The argu-
ment continued, until the hour of ad-
journment, and will be resumed this
morning, when legal authorities. be
read touching upon the question.

AN EDITOR INDICTED.

tiaussay, of the Sunday Sun,
Caught by the Grand Jury.

Two indictments were returned by the
grand juryyesterday against Walter A. Saus-
r-ay, as editor and publisher of the Sunday
Sun. "One indictment charges that the issue
of that paper of a recent dale was very ob-
scene, and contained articles with startling
headlines which purported to contain ac-
counts of various acts oflewdness, obscenity
and indecency, committed at various times by
various persons. The indictment recites the
headlines and extracts from articles that are
unfit forpublication or further mention in a
respectable paper.

The other indictment charges the selling to
William Brennan, a minor child, a copy of
that paper. That. Itwas then devoted prin-
cipally to criminal news, police reports, ac-
counts ofcriminal deeds and ofpictures and
Bt ories ofdeeds of bloodshed, lust and crime.
