Hunt officials claim
that the suit was brought to annoy
them, and that Hunt has raised the
money by the sale of bonds so as tocom-
plete the road. The Northern Pacific
men say that Hunt cannot raise money,
and that they are simply protecting
themselves by bringing attachment
suits.

SPECIAL. MEETING.

Transcontinental Association to
Convene Monday.

Chicago, Jan. 22.- James Smith,
Chairman of the Transcontinental asso-
ciation, lias called a special meeting of
that association to be held in this city

next Monday. At the recent meeting

of the presidents of the Western roads
in New York.Mr. Smith was elected a

commissioner of the Western Traffic
Association, to nave direct supervision

of tbe trans-Missouri division, while E.
P. Vining was chosen to take charge of
the transcontinental business. Mr.
Smith's object in calling the meeting for
next Monday is to ascertain whether he
or Mr. Vining is to administer the
affairs of the Transcontinental associa-
tion pending the completion of the new
organization. By a curious misunder-
standing this action of Chairman Smith
led nearly all the local papers to an-
nounce this morning that a meeting ot
the commissioners had been called for
Monday. This is not true. Chairman
Walker has not issued his call for a
meeting of the commissioners of the

new association ana will proliahlv not
do so this week. J. N. Faithorn, chair-
man of the Southwestern Kailway and
Steamship 'association, is at present at-
tending a meeting in New York, and as
the end of that meeting is not yet in
sight, the date of the commissioners-
council cannot be definitely fixed at
present. Chairman Walker is,however,

in communication will)all the commis-
sioners trying to ascertain what is the
earliest date that willsuit them all to
convene, and as soon as he learns their
views in the matter a meeting will be
called.

A few days ago Chairman Walker said
he uaii uodouut whatever that the Chi-
cago A Alton ami the other roads that
had not signed the previous agreement
would be brought into the organization.

"The roads that have signed the agreement
need not approach lis until they can agree
among themselves.

-lioiis adopted I.v the presidents, the agree-
ment has been "in ett'eet since Jan. 1, yet
some of tlum have made but little pretense
of:living up to it. Furthermore, there are
some oi the lines that are • apparently not
disposed to abide by the pledge. The general
managers entered into an agreement very re-
cently to limit the number of free passes
Issued. Ithas already teen broken by roads
that are in the Western Traffic association.
We are not inclined to form any agreements
with roads that think so little of keeping
iheir word."
