HOUSE EYE OPENERS,

Bills Which Turn Gray the
Hair of the Purse-Proud'
Railroad Magnate.

The Princeton Editor One of
the Most Disappointed Men
in the State.

Judges of Election Pay More
Attention to Whisky Than
to Their Duties.

Now Legislators Propose to
Stir Up the Dry Bones of
State Sinecures.

Rallroad bills have showered into the
house the last week, some of them pro-
posing legislation of such a drastic
characteras to make the hair of the
railroad magnate stand. The railroads
are certain tomake a bitter fight against
the bills; they are bound to do it, or go
out of business altogether. A certain
amount of legislation for restricting the
powers of railroads s desirable—nay,
necessary—but there is a disposition on
the part of members to *‘go off at half
cock.” In attempting to remedy the
evils complained of, they ignore the
interests of the stockholders, and, more
important still, the welfare of the rail-
road employes. There are hundrads of
thousands of citizens of the state who
depend upon railroads for their daily
bread, and whatever legislation is pro-
posed to regulate the operations of
these great iron highways, this class of
constituents are deserving—indeed they
ought to command—some consideration
from legislators. The hands of railroad
companies must not be so restricted
that, for the sake of retaliation, hun-
dreds of men are thrown out of em-
ployment.

There must not be any haste in fram-
ing proper laws for the government of
railroads. The interests of the state
greatly depend upon railroads, and too
much tinkering with the laws harasses
and detracts from their general effi-
ciency. Let lezislators place around these
companies adequate safeguards to secure
the operation of the roads to meet the
needs of the people, but it would be
manifestly unfair to hamper them just
to meet the wishes of one class of citi-
zens. Protection for the farmer is all
very well in its way, but there are other
classes to be also counsidered. In the
bills now before the legislature this
fact is apparently lost sight of, The
Democratic members of the house rail-
road committee may, however, be de-
pended upon to see that adequate just-
1ce is done—justice to the railroads and
justice to the people., No favor should
be shown to either.

One of the most disappointed men to-
day is R. C. Dunn, ot Princeton. He
was certain of success in his coutest for
theseat of E. E. Price, and to be de-
feated in the end is a bitter pill to swal-
low. Bob is a genial, whole-souled fel-
low, and his appearance in the house
would have been hailed with pleasure;
but it must be admitted that he was not
entitled to the seat. He was a victim
of the landslide which befell his party
last November, and should face the
music with the best possible grace.

There was something very suspicious
about that recount at Little Falls. It
was shown-that the man who had charge
of the ballot box—a cigar box—did not
possess the best of reputations, and the
appearance of the Dunn stickers was of
itself sufficient to raise grave doubts.
Mr. Dunn claimed twenty-nine-votes on
the recount at Little Falls. There were
thirty-two stickers counted here for
Dunn, and about these stickers the fol-
lowing facts were brought to light:
That only three were creased; that five
of the stickers (uncreased) were placed
over creases in the ballot paper.
There was strong evidence going to
show that the ballots had been tam-
pered with after the official canvass.
ividence was also adduced by Mr.
Price tzuat the ballot papers were over-
hauled after the recount by interested
parties. The original’ eanvass of the
vote was, however, loosely conducted,
and gave Mr. Dunn ground for claim-
1ng a recount. ‘To count 550 votes the
judges and clerks of election were en-
gaged from the eveuing of Nov. 4 to
the morning of Nov. 6. Their condi-
tion at the close of the count may be
judged from the evidence given that
during the thirty-eight hours they were
thus engaged the whisky bottle was
constantly on tap.

An evening paper credits R. C. Dunn
with saying: *‘Some people will hear
from me two years hence.” This is
very silly on the part of the Princeton
man. He has been squarely defeated,
and to cover his defeat with threats
about what he will do in the future is
what might be expected from a school-
boy and not an editor, in whom you
naturally expect to find a man with a
certain amount of common sense.

There remains one more election con-
test to be decided in the house, in
which E. W. Durant 18 seeking the
seat of John Daly,ot Washington. Part
of the evidence in this case is now be-
fore the committee, and a decision will
be reached by Tuesday at the latest.
Opinion is divided as to the success of
Mr. Durant’s contest.

The special committee to investizate
the state prison will be underway this
week. J. A, Keyes, who is the chair-
man, is determined that the investiga-
tion will be of the most vigorous des-
cription and is authority for the state-
ment that the report of Secretary Hart,
hitherto suppressed will be called for
and given to the publiec.

The existence of the state board of
corrections and charities is threatened.
A bill has been introduced into the
house to abolish the board, and there
are indications that it will receive con-
siderable support. One reason for this

is that Secretary Hart, in the perform-

ance of his work, has interfered with
the sehemes of legislators desirous of
securing big appropriations for the state
institutions located in their districts.
He has also eriticized the management
of some of the nstitutions, and the
officials are on the warpath thirsting for
his scalp. Though this feeling enters
into the opposition against this board,
there is the higher ground that its work
is of no practical utility. The expenses
of the board are certainly entirely be-
yond the work accomplished. ‘The mem-
bership of the board and the clerical
force could be reduced with no apparent
lOSa;l[O the end in view when it was cre-
ated.

A word of praise 18 due Speaker
Champiin. His decisions up to the
present have been characterized with
great fairness, and he has displayed a
knowledge of parliamentary law which
has pleased and delighted his friends.
Speaker Champlin is a ecredit to the
farmers of the state, and has certainly
demonstrated his fitness for the high
honor which they saw fit to bestow
upon him.

G. E. McAllister is a thorn In the side
of S. A. Stockwell, the Hennepin repre-
sentative, who is alwavs protesting
against any expenditures over employes
or supplies. Mr. McAllister is not only
a terror to Mr. Stockwell, but he is also
steadily becoming the champion of the
Democratic forees in the house. He is
a clean-cut and incisive speaker, and
his witheting arraignment of Repub-
lican tactics are hugely enjoyed by the
house, excepting, of course, the repre-
sentatives of that party.

Why do members waste so much time

in fixing the salaries to be paid em-
ployes? It is derogatory to the higzh po-
sition of a legislator to gravely discuss
by the hour whether the flag raiser
shall receive $3 or §5 day. Such small,
trivolous guestions should never be
raised in legislative halis. It would add
more to the standing of the house if the
committee on rules fixed the salaries of
all officials, named all offices to be filled
by the legislature, and prohibited all
debate thereon.

There is some ‘“kicking’’ among the
Ramsey county representatives. It
arises in this way: Henuepin has the
chairmanship of ten committees; Ram-
sey has the chairmanship of two com-
mittees, and they of a minor character.
How is this, Mr. Speaker? Ramsey
should certainly have been treated more
liberally.

The real work of the session will begin
with this week. Both ends of the legis-
lature are now *‘in working order,” and,
in sporting parlance, from now on we
may expect to see “the fur fly.”

Senator Frank A. Day, althouzh a
Republican, has obtained a chairman-
ship of a committee of the senate. The
Demecratic and Allilance senators yes-
terday selected Senators Lienau, Bor-
chert, Bell, Sevatson and Day, chair-
man, as their share of the new commit-
tee on local bills. The Republicans se-
lected as their members Senators Dean,
Deugherty, Sanborn and J. W. Smith.

A FAIR SINGER

Tells of Her Methods and Habits—
A London Success.

Miss Agnes Huntington, the young
American contralto, who has always
been a great favorite in St. Paul, and
who will be here this week, has had a
remarkable career. *1 alwayssang,and
was fond of music even as a little child,”
she said the other day to a GLOBE re-
porter. “Ithink I made my debut in
my mother’s drawing room when I was
no more than seven years old. I used
to imitate the birds and sing love songs
and ballads with almost as much feeling
as 1 do now, though I couldn’t under-
stand the words at all, and have never
pbeen able to explain what impulse or
instinct enabled me to do it. I studied
mnsic because I was fond of it, with
no sort of an idea of earning my living
atit. I had then no need of that, as my
father was quite capable of taking care
of me. I studied, too, at Mrs. Reed’s
school, and took lessons of Douglas
Volk. When mamma thought best to
put what talent I nad to some use, she
was really quite undecided as to wheth-
er I should be an artist or a musician.
In fact, after I went to Dresden I did
study painting as well as music. The
maestro G. R. Lamperti was my teacher
there, the son, you know, of the famous
Lamperti of Milan, and I was under
his valuable instruction for four years.
I didn’t intend going into opera then,
but studied for concert and oratorio.

*‘I'ne  most 1unportant eceasion on
whicb I sang there was at obe of the
Gewandnaus concerts at Leipsie. You
know you can sing anywhere in Ger-
many if you can be selected as one of
the soloists there, and they allowed me
to sing in Italian, too, which is contrary
to all precedent. They say in Leipsic,
when a child is born his name is put
down for a seat for the Gewandhaus
concerts, and by the time he arrives at
the age of twenty-one there are just
about enough people have died so that
they can secure a place, I sangin con-
certs in Germany, in Paris, London and
in the larger cities of America, Dr.
Dawmrosch offered me a place in the
German opera here, but I didn’c feel
that 1 had sufficient dramatic skill for
the work. Ididn’t know what to do
with my arms then,and couldn’t manage
elbows. My hands weighed twenty-five
pounds each if. I tried to do anything
with them on the staze. Dr. Damrosch
assured me that the Germans were kind
and patient, and would overlook all that
when they heard me sing. But I hadn’t
sufficient confidence to begin so high up
the ladder, so I joined the Boston 1deals
in®tead and remained with them one
seasgn. You know,through dissatisfae-
tion with the management. the betier
part of the company organized them-
selves into the Bostonians, and 1 sang
with them in all the principal
American cities until I went to London
under Carl Rosa. The first part I ever
sang in opera was that of a very stately
and holy duchess. I liked it exceed-
ingly then, for I didn’t need to move
about very much and had very little to
do. I took lessons in dramatic art from
Carl Porth, a noted actor in Dresden,
for a little time, and, of course, now ex-
perience has given me confidenze to en-
joy more active work.”

Miss Huntington does not like play-

ing a boy’s part better than a
woman’s part. She would rath-
er play the latter, but it

is not easy to find a woman’s part
adapted to a contralto’s voice. When
she reached London and sang for Mr.
Rosa, he found her voice so much bet-
ter than he expected that he said he
really hadn’t a role good enough to offer
her, as he had already assigned the best
contralto roles. Then, after a little, he
asked her, if he had special songs writ-
ten for her, if she would take Paul
Jones, saying that the piece would prob-
ably only have a very short run and
then he would give her something
better. All  the American artists
who had been Dbrought out in
London had been so advertised and
puffed that people were somewhat dis-
appointed. Miss Huntington did not
allow one of her American notices to be
reprinted, and she avoided all mention
in the newspapers.

The story of the success of “Paul
Jones” and of Miss Huntington’s tri-
umph in it is familiar to those who
read the forign news. With no ores-
tige, po particular reputation as a
singer to commend her to London, with
a house filled with eritics and with
only two or three friends to lend
a helping hand, this plucky

irl appeared in a trying role,

nowing that her future depended
upon her success that night. She was
coldly received at first, but soon the au-
dience, unable to resist her, burst into
applause, and before the night was over
she had been greeted with such rounds
of demonstrative approval as led one of
the London papers the next day to say
that the sounds of the applause could be
heard way off in Trafalgar square. Her
triumph was undoubted. She became
the fashion in London, and her social
success was fully as great as ner
artistic success. As to her habits of
life, Miss Huntington sald: *“I keep
strong and well simply by living as the
clock goes, and never allow any ;l)leas-
ure to interfere with my work. Inall
that long run of ‘Paul Jones’ 1 was
out to supper only once, and that was a
quiet little supper with only five people
at the house of an intimate friend. I
come directly home from the theater,
have a little chop or something
warm and light for supper with
mother and go to sleep at 10:30 or 11. [
waken and have breakfast. Then I
write, ride, drive, see my friends or
anything 1 like until 3:30, when I have
my dinner, such as any one would have,
with wine. I then rest a little, and later
go to the theater. I do not take. an
regular exercise, as I get quite enough
every night in the part 1 play. I am
completely tired out when it is over.
Those big men seem to forget it is a
woman they are holding, and it is a real
struggle to free myself from them, and
not a feigned one. There is a great deal
of action all through the piece, and lit-
tle time for rest with the dressing be-
tween.”

Senator Dean, of this city, doesn’t
like boxing matches, prize fights or
sparring contests, and yesterday intro-
duced a bill into the senate amending
the Daniels prize fighting law passed
two years ago. Seemingly forzetful of
the non-enforcement of the present law
the Ramsey county statesman has
drafted a measure that if enforced
would certainly prevent anything, how-
ever innocent, in the way of the devel-
opment of the manly art. Among other
things this bill makes all (fistic
encounters, challenges and the
conveyance of challenges misdemean-
ors in the eve of the law. A paper
publishing erther challenges or accounts
of such encounters is made liable to a
prosecution for a misdemeanor. 'Traic-
ing a man for such a contest isalso
made a misdemeanor. The object of
the bill, as stated by the author, is to
prohibit absolutely all prize fights
and sparring matches in this state.

The Routine.

Yesterday’s session of the senate was
called to order promptly at 10 o’clock,
and, after a rather lengthy prayer by
the house chaplain, Rev. W. Wilkinson,
the business of the day commenced.
Gen. Sanborn called up his resolution
providing for the payment of B.F.
Irvine for handling the senate mail dur-
ing the first week. It was brought out
that Mr. lrvine is employed at the ecap-
itol, and several of the senators thought
he was not entitled to the amount asked
for in the resolution. Senator Hompa
thought the old soldier business was
overdone, and that everything ought to
be considered on its own merits. The
resolution was defeated by a vote of 30
nays to 12 yeas. -

The salaries of all the committee
clerks, save that of the judiciary, were
fixed at §5 per day, and then the intro-
duetien of bills came. Senator Dean’s
bill was labeled Senate File No. 113,
and was followed by a bill from Sena-
tor 'l‘awue)'. which was mumbered Sen-
ate File No. 114, and provides for a
state commission on lunacy composed
of three members, to be named by the
governor, and to hold office for two,
four and six years respectively. Sena-
tor Sanborn, of the committee on mili-
tary affairs, reported back the resolu-
tion appropriating $20,000 for a monu-
ment to the First Minnesota at Gettys-
burg, and recommended its passage.

ing of lottery or gambling. This rule, which
we now make, admits of no exception; it
applies to countries a8 well as to towns, to
convents as well as to parishes.
