TALKED TEMPERANCE.

City Pastor 3Lend Their Aid to

the Dontney Meeting.

There was a large audience to hear
Rev. Dr. S. (x. Smith, of the Peoole's
church, aud Key. Dr. li. F. McLaren,
of the Central Presbyterian church,
last night at the Dotitney gospel tem-
perance meeting at the Newmarket
theater. Mr.Doutney, in a genial and
common-sensed way acted as manager
of affairs. The work of the evening
started with congregational singing
and the audience did well at it. This
was again followed by a beautiful
selectiou of song by the White Grand
Colored Concert company. Then came
a piano solo by C. A. White, which was
rapturously applauded. Mr. Doutney
here said a few words. lie was brief,
but what he said was to the point.
He explained the platform and
his work anew and his remarks
in the highest degree pleased not only
the audience, but the reverend doctor
as well. Mr.Doutney then surrendered,
as he termed it,the platform to Key.
Dr. McLaren, who in a short talk said
much to successfully convince his hear-
ers of tho deception of strong drink.
He pictured the fact that it was the
poor man who supported the saloons,
and not the rich man, because the rich
man has the liquor sent to his house,
while the poor man goes into the saloon
for his. His remarks were roundly ap-
plauded. After more signing Mr.Dout-
ney again surrendered the platform,
and this time to Key. Dr. S. G. Smith,
whomade one of his straightforward,
pleasant and logical talks, replete with
anecdote and solid advice. The rever-
end doctor thought that the liquor in-
terest should be made to pay the costs
of the sad results of the traffic. As an
officer of the state correctional insti-
tutions he could authoritatively say
that drunkenness placed the majority of
the inmates in these institutions. It
was no more than right that the men in
the business should pay the costs. He
had been formerly cirtized as not being
in syjupathy with reformed men aud
not favoring such work. It was false.
He declared himself strongly in Savor
of moral reform work of any kind. Both
clergymen very strongly indorsed Mr.
and Mrs. Doutney and their work, and
hoped that the citizens of St. Paul
would aid them in every possible way,
for, as they said, "Mr.Doutuey deserves
it." This was followed by more sing-
ing. A large number signed the pledge.
Mrs. Doutuey was unable to sing
through hoarseness, but is expected to
be able to sing to-night. There will be
a nevv programme to-night. Some other
prominent clergymen are expected to
aid Mr.Doutney to-morrow night.

DIED OF THE EFFECTS.

The Victim of the Gas Escape
Succumed to Death.

Thomas Mulvehill, who was found
prostrated by gas in his room at the In-
ternational hotel Monday morning, died
at St. Joseph's hospital at 8:20 o'clock
last night. Mr. Mulvehill never re-
gained consciousness after he was re-
moved to the hospital, aud the efforts
of most capable physicians to assist
him failed. The deceased is a
brother of J. P. Mulvehill, the
Weat side liveryman, and a sister of
Miss Mary Mulvehill, of this city. He
is a resident of New Ulni, and has been
serving as a juror in the United States
court in this city for the past two weeks.
The theory of suicide, advanced by an
evening paper, is highly improbable, as
Mr. Mulvehili had no troubles likely to
lead him to such a desperate death. It
is neither probable that he blew out the
gas, and the only plausible explanation
of the sad affair is that he unwittingly
turned the adjuster on the gas fixture
completely around. This theory is sub-
stantiated* by the fact that the stop or
post on the adjuster was broken off.
