THE CANAL SCHEME.
There is objection tostate legislatures

devoting their energies very largely to
the consideration ot national topics. An
expression inreference to the force bill,
perhaps the tariff and coinage bill,would
be taken as a vox populi, or a frag-
mentary exposition. Itmight do serv-
ice in the way of rectifying the perver-
sity of the left-over representatives. As
regards the Nicaragua canal, itis evi-
dently bad policy to complicate the gov-
ernment in a financial way with a great
scheme located outside the limits of the
United States. The senate seems to be
favorable to the extension of aid sought,
but itis not indicated how the house or
president will be disposed toward it.
An emphatic opinion in the legislature
of the state would have an effect.
About all tire information, which
is not very extensive, that has
been had in reference tothe project has
come from those interested in the
scheme. Ithas been occasionally stated
that the company was getting things
into graud shape, aud finding the situa-
tion more favorable than anticipated.
There has been no occasion for conceru
about the matter until this demand
came for the government indorsement
of $100,000,000 of bonds. The presenta-
tion of the subject to the senate must
have been very impressive, but the pub-
lic has not been affected so favorably by
its understanding of the facts. The
idea of findinga water passage across
the isthmus is not arecent one. Even
Columbus had a notion that there
ought to be a passage across, and he
looked for one, but did not perhaps
think about a canal. His notion was
to make a shorter cut to India. Since
then the question has never been out of
mind. There have beeu frequent ex-
plorations, anda large number of routes
have been found as the most available,
extending from Mexico into South
America. At different times Mexico,
Spain, England, France and. other.
European nations have tinkered at the
project, and failed to accomplish any-
thing. France, as the most recent, has
effected the. most costly failure inits
Panama scheme. Perhaps .that stimu-
lated the present effort in this country.
Two years or move ago the company
commenced toget the work under way.
The route selected was understood to
be so superior to the Panama one that
the enterprise was to be prosecuted en-
tirely by private means and.be a great
success. The anticipated cost of ithas
already been' nearly doubled, and the
government is urged to become its At-
las. The company appears *to:have
spent two or three millions so far
in the preliminary work. It has
located the line the entire way, im-
proved the harbor at Greytown ..on the
Atlantic end. erected a telegraph line,
built ten miles of road and made a start
toward a railway. They are about ready
to commence work directly on the canal
itself. Itis probable that there is diffi-
culty in raising the money for

~
the

prosecution of the work, and conse-
quently the government is -invited to
assume the responsibility. As the

matter is better understood, the feeling
that the government should give itonly
verbal and moral support increases.

LET US WAIT.
What is the sense of the world's fair

at Chicago in1893 with the McKinley

bill and the force bill ou the statute
books?

The McKinley bill cries out to all
the world: "Keep away from us. You
are our enemies."

The force bill brands this legend on
every hillside and valley in our fair
land: '-The civil war is still raging.
Arm brother against brother."
Ifa world's fair means anything at

all, itmeans that there is peace onearth
and good willamong men.
Ifwe are at war with all the world

and among ourselves we have no right
to bid the hosts of the earth to a jubilee.

What have we to celebrate or be glad
over if our national safety demands
that a wall shall ;be built around our
borders to shut out our foes from
abroad, and that a cordon of soldiers
with drawn bayonets shall stand at
every pollingplace lest wrong be done ?
If these things are needed, let us

withdraw the greetings we have given
against 1893 and substitute the garb of
mourning for the flag of victory. Ifthe
force bill is enacted, let us have no
world's fair.

The North and the South alike are in-
terested in this matter, and are putting

themselves on record in no uncertain
way. There willbe no state appropria-
tion in New Jersey, inIllinois or inNe-
braska, if the federal government ad-
heres to its determination to interfere
with the freedom of the ballot. The
dominant powers in the Empire state
say that itwillnot be represented at a
banquet whose merrymaking will be a
lieand whose paeans of triumph willbe
only a cover for hypocrisy.

The Globe calls on the Minnesota
legislature to put this commonwealth in
line with its sisters who are standing
together against tyranny's advance and
the deification of hatred. Let no appro-
priation be made for the world's fair
until the force bill is killed forever.
Let us not waste our substance inpre-
paring for a pageant to which our
friends in foreign lands are not invited
and from which our neighbors willbe
absent. Let us not be in haste to ac-
cept a summons to a lonesome scene of
sorrow. Let us wait and see who else
willbe there.

The foice billmust be defeated. The
whole country has declared in loudest
notes that itwillhave none of it. The
force billmeans revolution. It the Re-
publican party will not heed the peace-
ful disapproval of the nation as ex-

pressed at the polls, let every device
aud engine be firmlyplanted tosave us
from this scheme. Let every organized
body in the land declare its abhorrence
of the measure. Let Cusiiman K. Da-

vis and William D. Washburn un-
derstand that personal obloquy and the
execrations of an outraged people await
them at their homes if their votes and
voices shall be counted in support of
this scheme of iniquity and despotism.

The Globe asks the legislature to
postpone the consideration of Minne-
sota's relations to the world's fair until
we know what is to become of the force
bill.

INGALLS.
Mr.Ingalls will now retire to To-

peka or some other blooming Kansas
metropolis, and embark on the practice
of the law. The senate of the United
States has no further use for him, but
he willno doubt find a sphere of activ-
ity in the service* of those hungry cor-
porations which are always said to be
waiting for ex-senators with salaries of
a hundred thousand dollars .a year in
their hands. Report has itthat Sen-
ator Spooxer also is to carry off a con-
solation prize of this kind, as wellas the
senior senator from New York. Ithas
not yet been announced what sort of
sustenance awaits the gentleman from
South Dakota, but ifthe supply of Re-
publican ex-senators keeps up, there
will be a reduction in salaries or a
marked increase in the number of suf-
feringcorporations.

Mr.Ingalls willbe missed from the
United States senate, where he has been
a picturesque and interesting figure.
His extraordinary prominence is an evi-
dence of the popular admiration for
brilliancy and wit. no matter how com-
pletely itmay be divorced from quali-
ties of a more serious and substantial
character. Mr. Ingalls' activity has
never had any more motive and direc-

I tion than a June bug's on a summer
night. He has hit and missed, hit and
stung, and hit and missed again with-
out any intelligible purpose; and foes
and friends have alike felt the poison
of his sharp and biting tongue. No
particular good has been accomplished
to any cause by his efforts, and
he himself has not seemed to
have had this in mind. He appears
to have regarded the senate chamber
as a sort ot circus, and he has gone
about with a whip in his hand, half
clown and half ringmaster, snapping
people's ears and then dodging off to
hide behind a post or barricade. His
general office has been to make things
lively,togoad on the animals untilthey
were willingtoshow their tricks, and
to give the newspaper-reading public
something which would interest and
amuse them, while all the time he him-
self has been the center of the scene.

The most unanswerable criticism
which is made on lifeis that: it isimo-
notonous, and efforts of the kind Mr.
Ingalls has made are not to be thought
lightly.of. orgo without encouragement.

parts are not usually of the highest
grade, and it is somewhat surprising
that one of Mr.Ingalls' unquestioned
ability should have beeu willing to as-
sume the role which the drunken Rid-
dleberger had filledduring the last
years of his public career.

100, - in place of the former ;price
of $3 per 100 cans. This means that a
fair profit can be made on them at this
price, and there is no intimation? that
the American standard of wages not

in vogue in the manufacture, with no
attempt to introduce the cheap female
and child labor of ales. ;But what has
the new tariff to do with the matter?

become operative until next July. The
duty on tin ore does not come into effect

that can have any

effect upon this home manufacture
aside from the reduction of one-tenth
of a cent a pound on the sheets used in
making tinplate. That can hardly have
afforded additional protection to the
rising industry. If it is insisted
that the anticipation of the duty
has advanced prices and afforded ;
.the requisite stimulus, explanation will
be'w'anjggi of why the cans can be sold
at prices one-third below those under
;the operation of the old tariff. Then, if
it is alleged that the block plate and
ore are both imported, and only the
labor of uniting them American, what
becomes'of the theory that the pauper
labor over the water furnishes the oc-
casion for protective duties? The fact
is, these American tin can people are
giving away the snap. They are show- ;
ing, if they are truthful, that when ;
there is noouty in force they can make |
tinware and sell it at two-thirds of the |
old prices, itis then a false pretense
that 20 per cent duties on tin plate are
needed to develop the manufacture in
this coantry. The bottom is all torn out
of the tariff scheme that would tax the
people millions to enable tinware to be
manufactured in the United States.

A BADHINT.
Republican papers are perhaps more

shocked over the-defeat of Ingalls in
Kansas than any recent action of the
Alliance inany quarter. A great effort,
with an apparent partial success, was
made to bring the G. A.R. into the con-
test as attached to the fortunes of the
sarcastic and dissolving senator. This
was an unwarranted scheme, and for
the good of the excellent non-partisan
organization of veterans it is fortunate
that it failed of its purpose. It is a
novelty, however, to have it insisted
that the Kansas Alliance that is now
running things in the legislature, and
has effected one of the most surprising
political revolutions ever known in any
state, is the Southern Alliance, and not
the Northern. So the Republican
papers allege, and the intimation
even is that the old Confederates
have captured their ancient and
most radical antagonist.

HIS BODY FOUND.

The Mysterious Disappearance of

The Senate Starts inPursuit

of the Vacuous OilIn-
spection.

After . Reconsideration the
Nicauraguan Canal Me-

morial Goes.

Opening Bout of the O'Brien-
Searles Contest Is on the

Boards.

Attorney "Marsh Gives Reason
Why the Former Should

Be Seated.

Yesterday's session of the state sen-
ate opened as peacefully and pleasantly
as though the proceedings were to be of
the usual stereotyped order. The chap-
lain's prayer was brief and to the point.
The reading of the journal commenced,
but had

'
not proceeded very far when

Senator Barr moved to dispense with
further reading, and the motion pre-
vailed unanimously. " Resolutions were
declared in order, and the youthful sen-
ator from St. Louis came forward with
a resolution favoring the passage of the
billprepared by the committee ou post-
offices and post roads of ,the national
house, increasing the pay of mail car-
riers. This was defeated.

Senator La Due created the sensation
of the morning by the following resolu-
tion aimed at the oil inspection depart-
ment of the state government as itis
now conducted:

Such lack of inspection as pro-
vided by law is a constant menace . to the
lives and propeity interests of the consum-

Senator Day offered an amendment to
the new senate rules providing for the
admission of members of the house to
the senate chamber and' -officers of the
legislature without cards of admission.

The clerk of the senate then started
in to read the voluminous testimony in
the case, first reading at the request of
the attorneys of the contestant, and
then at the request of Mr. Searles. As
the result of the contest depends en-
tirely upon the election in Marine and
the accuracy of the tirst and second
counts of the ballots, all the evidence
read bore on that point, the desire
of Mr. Searles being to discredit the
recount aud make itappear that the bal-
lot box had been tampered with in the
interests of his opponent. f"

The first testimony read was that of
the town clerk of Marine, Charles West-
ergreen. who acted as one of the clerks
of election last November. He nar-
rated how carefully the ballots had
been placed in the box, and declared
that when the ballot box was produced
forthe recount it contained tiie same
ballots counted on the night after the
election. The box had been deposited
in a desk in the town hall, and to get at
the

"
box three keys would have to be

used, hard to duplicate. The windows
of this hall were nailed down. .

John H. Sawyer's story was read next
narrating the work he had done in the
way of securing Republicans to vote
their tickets with O'Brien's name upon
them for senator. Mr.Sawyer also told
how he. had taken note »of the votes
counted for each candidate at the end
of every hour. At one time he found
the vote of Andrew Richmond, the Alli-
ance nominee for senator, 21; he came
back a little later and found ithad
jumped to 42. : These additional 21
Alliance ballots had the names of Mr.
O'Brien upon them, and not that of
Richmond. :

The clerk was interrupted in his read-
in*;shortly after 12 o'clock and a recess
taken till 2:30. Upon reassem-
bling the monotonous, reading
was resumed. Each election judge was
allowed to tell his story, as well as the

;clerks and a • host .of outside parties.
The carelessness of the election judges
was shown in a dozen cases at least, it
appearing in one place that while the
poll lists only showed 326 votes cast,
457 men had really voted. One hundred
and fifty-three ;:votes were tallied for
Hon. E. W. Durant for representative,
while the returns to the county auditor
showed 187 votes for -Durant. while the
recount gave the genial ex-senator only
"180 votes. / .

The senators all followed the reading
of the clerk, and demonstrated that
they were seeking for light, and pro-.",
;posed to decide the

'case according to
the 'evidence, but the most patient
member of the fifty-four senators grew
weary as time rolled on,. and 4:30 was
reached and the clerk still kept up *

This met with the approval of the
senators and at the request of Mr.

Upon reassembling some of the mem-
bers wanted toadjourn, but this motion
was withdrawn and Fayette Marsh took
the floor and commenced the case for
Mr. O'Brien.

Argument forO'Brien.

A careful statement of the situation
and the real question at issue was made
and a multitude of authorities quoted.
Following is a statement of the facts he
said:
. "Our claim is just this that the bal-

lots at Marine were properly preserved
and under the .laws they are the best
evidence that can be furnished in this
case." Here the orator quoted the
supreme court of this state and then dis-"
cussed the statute of the state as itis at
the present time upon the subject of the
preservation of the ballots. Passing on
through a mass of authorities Mr.Marsh
said :

"These 311 ballots at Marine, if
counted for Mr. O'Brien, secures his
election beyond a reasonable doubt."

The precautions thrown around the
ballot box after being counted were
narrated. The ballot box was locked,
then placed in a desk that was locked,
which was in a room locked securely
and the windows securely nailed.

"Was there ever," said the speaker,
"or is there ever a case in the rural dis-
tricts of this state where ballot boxes
are more securely guarded ? But the
internal evidence furnished by these
ballots, for which Irefer the senators to
astipulation agreed upon by Mr.Searles
and myself, which is as follows:

Mr. Searles— lt is stipulated that
among the ballots found in the ballot
box of the town of Marine, there are
about forty tickets upon which there
are no stickers nor any pencil altera-
tions, including Democratic, Alliance
tickets and so-called Republican tickets.
But the Republican tickets were split
by putting in the name of J. S. O'Brien
inplace of J. N. Searles for senator. It
I*sfpulated that there were no stickers
found in the ballot box corresponding to
ballot eighty-six. It is further stipu-
lated that as to the remainder of the
ticket they were altered and changed
either by writingin pencil or by stick-
ers, and that the number of changes
upon each ticket varied from one to
ten, and that the majority of said tick-
ets had three or more changes upon the
same, made by stickers or in pencil
writing.

Here the speaker showed the absurdi-
ty of the 'charge that the ballots had
been changed. The printing, the
changes in the vote of other candidates.
Lindholm, on. the Democratic state
ticket, had carried the town almost
solidly, and numerous candidates
on the Democratic county ticket had
carried the town. Under these circum-
stances there was nothing surprising
inMr. O'Brien's securing such a large

vote inMarine. He had many employes
and friends, and it is fair to presume
they voted for him?

"Toshow you how carelessly these
judges were doing their work," con-
tinued Mr.Marsh, "Iwillshow you the
registration lists, on which each man
should be checked as he voted. Now,
on that day these judges checked off
326 men, while 457 votes were cast in

that town that day. This shows how
criminally negligent these men were.
Another case: These men tallied 153
votes for Mr. Durant for the house.
Tney reported 187, to the auditor, and
his recount showed but 180 votes lor
him. This shows these men were negli-
gent, aud before Iget through 1 shall
show that one of them was criminally
negligent. There was an attempt to
count out James S. O'Brien.

"From the very moment a recount
was talked of Mr.hammers, one of these
judges, raised his voice and commenced
to make charges. He knew that his
work would not stand an examination.
Not satisfied with this he has come to
St. .Paul, and has been trying to get the
ears of senators lo fillthem. He is now
'in the gallery."

Mr.Searles objected to this, and de-
manded proof offthe charges.
"I shall present my proof at the

proper time," answered Mr. Marsh.
Here the speaker started out on the

testimony. of Mr. hammers, one of the
judges. In spite of the fact that this
man complained of his eyesight, the
evidence showed that he had read nearly
all of the ballots in counting, allowing
no one else to read any of them.

"

"The lawlessness that produced this
state of things is the same that made
them check 152 votes for Mr. Durant
when they returned 187 for him to the
auditor when he really received 18).
"Ihave just this to say, every one of

the 457 ballots cast in Marine was found
in that box, and at this recount over
sixty of the men who voted at Marine
came up and picked out their ballots.
One man claimed that he could not find
his, and it is upon this one fact
that Mr. Searles bases his case.
The will expressed by the people
is the sovereign law and must not be
set aside."

Senator Mayo's railroad resolution
had been made the special order for 11
o'clock this morning, but owing to the
fact that this contest will consume the
greater part of the day in all probabil-
ity,a motion was made by Mr.Don-
nelly to make the Mayo resolution the
special order for next Tuesday at 10
o'clock. The senate then adjourned.

NO MOKE HFI-ORTS.

Newspapers Will Not Assign Men
for Strike News,

Glasgow, Jan. 28.— great Scotch
railroad strike has entered a new and
novel phase. The organs of the striking
employes, as the newspapers allege,
have been persistent in viilifying the
reporters of the press, whom they ac-
;cuse of having used their influence to
fortifythe position of the corporations
against the dissatisfied workmen. Ata
meeting of the proprietors and publish-
ers of newspapers in Glasgow, which
was held to-day, it was decided that
hereafter the papers of the city would
not assign men to report the proceed-
ings of any future meeting of the strik-
ing railroaders. The leaders of the
strike have promptly called attention
to the fact that the action of the press
might bring about a suppression of free
speech, and the institution of an anti-
labor boycott.
