SALARIES WILL GO UP
That Is, a" Few of Them Are

Higher Than They
Were.

Again the Eight-Hour Ques-
tion Is Before the

Council.

The St. Charles Hotel Closed
by Mortg,ag-e Foreclosure

on Its Furniture.

Legal Chestnuts in the -Dis-
trictCourt—Christian En-

deavor Anniversary.

A stranger entering the Minneapolis
council chamber during any meeting of
that body since the first of the year
would be struck by the size of the lobby.
Minneapolis people must expect that
the present council intends moving the
world by the way they crowd into the
arena of that body's exploits. The space
reset for spectators no longer holds
them. The whole room is inundated by
them. Yesterday was no exception.and
the sides of the building fairly bulged
under the force exerted by the breaths
of the lobbyists.

The most amusement derived by the
spectators from yesterday's proceedings
was at the expense of the aldermen of
the First ward. At the first meeting of
the new council the election of street
commissioner was postponed at the re-
quest of McGowan and Ingerbutt. The
Republicans intended to give the place
toFred Bruesbaber, the ex-alderman.
But John and Joe didn't want him.
They have been quarreling ever since
without agreeing UDon a man. Now
they wish they had. At the very last
moment yesterday after the 6 o'clock
bell had rung. Aid. Ingerbutt moved to
proceed to the election of a street com-
missioner of the First ward. Although
a motion toadjourn had been declared
carried, yet the matter was reconsid-
ered, and Joe lngenbutt nominated
Jacob Fell for street commissioner.
Aid. McGowan, in a brilliant perora-
tion, nominated Hugh Butler for the
place. Rand ranted for compromise,
and moved that the election be deferred.
His motion was ruled out of order, and
Haynes and Lovell gathered the bal-
lots. The little slips were counted, and
the clerk read:

"Whole number of votes cast, 26; nec-
essary to a choice, 14. Jacob Fell re-
ceives 3 votes. Hugh Butler 7 and P.
Brueshaber 16."

The roomful roared, and the faces of
the First warders were studies in per-
plexity. Had they agreed they could
have elected their man.

THE CITY IS POOR,

But Several Municipal Employes
Secure Advanced Salaries.

The qnestion piovocative of most de-
bate was the report of the committee
on salaries. Itrecommended the eleva-
tion of a few yearly stipends. McGow-
an and Rand wanted the old salary list
adopted, but were denied their wish.
Then the report was read by depart-
ments, and some few changes were
made before itwas adopted, There was
a livelycross lire of words over the pro-
posed cutting of Andrew Bergstrom's
salary from §1,800 to. $1,500 per year.
Bergstrom is chief mechanical engineer

of the water works department, and has
been in thecity's employ eighteen years.
His cause was championed by Rand and
Hunter, the former supplying the fervid
oratory and the latter-filling in withreal
cruel, cutting, sarcastic remarks. Aid.
Barrows said that Bergstrom was sat-
isfied with the reduction because the de-
partment intended buildinghim a house
at Shingle creek, but the Sixth ward
papas were not satisfied. They carried
their point,and Bergstrom willcontinue
to receive §I,SOO. The deputy comptroll-
er willreceive $1,500 per year instead
of tho $2,000 asked, an in-
crease of §300. The third assistant
city attorney, the officer appointed
for the purpose of conciliating
certain Republican politicians, will re-
ceive §1,200 per yea**. The city clerk's
office staff has been reduced by one, be-
cause of the transfer of the vital sta-
tistics records to the health office, and
the salary of the one relieved has been
divided among the other three clerks,
two of whom will receive $1,320 each,
and the third $900. Meat Inspector
Davies willreceive $1,500, an increase
of $100. . City Assessor Plummer will
get $2,500, a $500 raise. The engineer
of the city hall will receive $15 per
month, in addition to $1,000 per
year, for looking after the electric
lights in the building. The janitor
willreceive $200 for extra work. The
watchman of the steel arch bridge will
have an assistant at $500. The superin-
tendent of the fire alarm in the tire de-
partment secures a raise of $15 per
month, making his salary $1,680 instead
of $1,500. A strong but futile effort was
made to raise his salary to $1,800. The
fire department's superintendent of
horses will receive $1,380 instead of
$1,200. Superintendent of the Poor
Snyder and his assistant, Lars Owre,
willbe paid $1,800 and $1,200 respect-
ively,instead of $1,500 and $900. The
plumbing inspector gets $1,180, a raise of
$180. The salary of the health commis-
sioner was increased from $2,000 to$2,500,
and that ofhis registrar from $480 tos6oo.
A motion to reduce sanitary inspectors
from $1,000 to $900 was list. The friends
of Supervisor McConnell, of tne water
works, tried hard to elevate his stipend
from $1,500 to $1,800 and failed. The
salaries of all other city employes than
those here mentioned remain as hereto-
fore. After being put into this shape,
the g-salariesl committee's report was
adopted, 19 to 7.

MISCELLANEOUSBUSINESS.

Interesting Matters of Minor Im- I
portance Before the Council.

The first official intimation of the
death of the police commission was re-
ceived through a communication from
the mayor stating that he had appointed
Reese R. Henderson as superintendent
of police, and requesting confirmation
of the same. Itwas done unanimously.

The old eight-hour question reap-
peared in the council yesterday. Rand
introduced a resolution providing that
eight hours constitute a day's labor on
city work; that the minimum price paid
per day be $1.75, and that city laborers
receive their pay semi-monthly. Bradish
desired the resolution referred to a spe-
cial committee consisting of one alder-
man from each ward. Rand's motion to
refer itto a snecial committee of five
was lost, and Bradisn's prevailed. The
followingcommittee was appointed to
consider the matter: McGowan, Bar-
rows, Dumam, Loye, Brazie, Rand,
Rollins, Grimes, Bradish, Reeves,
Blichfeldt,Peterson and Gray.

The report of the committee on public
grounds and buildings justified the com-
plaint of Aid.Gray regarding the flimsy
construction of the fire engine house at
Chicago avenue and Thirty-fifth street.
The committee reported that the con-
tractor who had the work admitted to
the committee that there had been some
faults in the interior finishing of the en-
gine house, but excused himself on the
ground that he had to do the work be-
fore the walls were dry because of the
demand there was for the speedy con-
struction of the building. 'ihe commit-
tee found that the door and window
cases and all interior woodwork had
shrunk; that the plumbing was bad,
and that the roof had bulged. The com-
mittee recommended that in \u25a0 view of-
these facts allpublic buildings be here-
after erected upon plans drawn under
the supervision of the committee on

public grounds and buildings, and that
such work be not paid for until the work
has been approved by the buildingin-
spector. The report of the committee
was adopted, and a resolution in ac-
cordance with the above recommenda-
tionWas passed.

The city attorney reported that the
Hastings and Dakota officials had paid
no attention to the sixty-day notice to
erect safety gates at all crossings or re-
duce the speed of trains. The sixty
days expired Jan. 14, and Mr. Russell
suggests that the city preface a plan
which this council deems for the best
interests of the city, and in prefacing it
to see that itis adequate and sufficient,
and then if*an agreement cannot
be reached with the railway company to
commence proceedings to enforce its
adoption and secure the bridging of
these streets. The matter was referred
to the railroad committee and a special
committee of one alderman from the
Sixth, Seventh, -Eighth, Eleventh,
Twelfth and Thirteenth wards. Parry,
Flanders, Lockey, Rand, Peterson and
Gray were named as such committee.

The committee on roads and bridges
reported the recommendations outlined
inyesterday's Globe and recommended
the appointmentment of a lot of bridge
inspectors. One of the old inspectors,
William Fewer, who is stationed at the
Plymouth avenue bridge, happened to
be" a Democrat, and had to go. Aids.
McGowan/ Ingenhutt and Barrows
pleaded for Fewer, because he is an old
resident of Minneapolis, an ex-member
of the St. Anthony council, a good man
and one who is dependent upon the
position, which he has held for his sup-
port. Eight tons of oratory, more or
less, were wasted on the desert air,
Lars Rand undertaking to bury the rep-
utation of Demosthenes under the floods
of eloquence which issued from his lips.
But Fewer received too few votes to
win. But the adoption of the report
was reconsidered and an attempt made
to give Fewer the place of assistant
watchman ou the steel arch bridge, but
itfailed. Forty-five minutes were con-
sumed in the aiscussion of this mo-
mentous matter.

Atthe last meeting of the old council
over thirty aldermen, being present, it
was decided that the city would defray
half the expense if the White damage

case against the South Minneapolis
officers could be settled for $1,000. At
tirst meeting of the new council twenty-
s.x aldermen being present a motion
was made to reconsider. The point
was raised that under the council rules
the matter could not be reconsidered
as there were fewer aldermen present
than when the original was adopted.
The president took the point under ad-
viesment and yesterday announced that
the point was well taken and that the
question could not be reconsidered aud
that settles the White case.

Chief Runge was authorized to ad-
vertise for bids on the construction of
a fire engine house in the First ward.
On recommendation of the water works
committee the present incumbents in
that department were re-appointed.
The report of the committee on paving,
awarding a contract for paving certain
streets to J. E. Snyder, was. received
and action deferred. The Brush Elec-
tric company was given permission to
erect poles in alleys in the center of
blocks to facilitate the wiringof build-
ings. Aid. Farnsworth made a motion
to the effect that hereafter the maximum
number of persons composing the police
department be 225, exclusive of matron
and janitors not engaged in active
police work.. It was referred to the
committee on police. The monthly
budget was received and approved. The
bonds of D. T. Simpson, assistant city
attorney, Meat Inspector Davies and of
several aldermen, were approved. The
matter ofchanging the*ordinauces so as
to provide for the appointment of bread
inspector was referred.

Health Commissioner Kelly submit-
ted his report, which contained the
names of his anpointees. They were as
follows: Medical inspectors. Dr. W.E.
Leonard, Dr. C. A.McCollom and Dr.
A.K.Norton; sanitary inspectors. E.
G. O'Donnell, 0. H. Getz, James Mur-
ray, Wad McClatchie, John S. Wood-
bury, George J. Turner, John A.Arne-
son. The appointees were confirmed.
The report of City Physician Chase was
strong for a city hospital. He also
asked for another assistant. His ;ap-
pointment of first assistant did not come
up, as was expected.

THE ST. CHARLES CLOSED.

No "Free Lunch Afcer the Per-
formance" To-Night.

The St. Charles hotel, at the corner of
First avenue south and Second street,

was yesterday made to look as though

the familyhad just moved out. Shortly
after breakfast officers of the law came
down upon the peaceful hostelry
and under the foreclosure of a
chattel mortgage for $4,300 held by
Mrs. H. P. Hanson seized upon the
furniture and everything else seizable
in the house that did not belong to
guests. The work ot removing the
stuff continued during the day. Fur-
niture, carpets, bedding, cooking uten-
sils were taken, and by night the inter-
ior of the hotel was fullofemptiness.
M.MacDonald, the landlord, had quite
recently taken hold of the house, and
claims he had just got itou a paying
basis when—

"Down on him swooped
And scooping him up scooped—
The minions of the law."

FEDERAL, EXHIBIT.

The Government Board of Control
Selects a Site.

Chicago, Jan. 30.— government
board of control this afternoon selected
a site for the federal exhibit. The
building is to be placed upon a plot of
fifteen acres on the lake shore in Jack-
son park opposite Fifty-ninth street.
The main building will cover four
acres. The structure will be of stone,,
ironand glass, and in architecture will
be elaborate and ornate. Its dimen-
sions are to be 420 by 350 feet, witha
center dome 120 feet in diameter aud
150 feet, in height, with an allotment of
space for each department as follows:
War, 23,000 square feet; treasury, 10,-
--500 square feet; agriculture, 23.-
--250 square feet; interior, 23,000
square feet; postoffice 9,soo square feet;
fishery. 20,000 square leet,, and Smith-
sonian institution, amount ofispace un-
settled; The army exhibit willinclude
all apparatus of war. including models
of type guns at different stages of de-
velopment, with the special features of
an army hospital. On the lake front
willbe situated a mortar battery,' which
willillustrate the method of protecting
the seacoast. Attached to the battery
willbe war balloons, the system of tele-
graphy and other instruments of sea
coast warfare. The navy exhibit will
consist of miniatures of the American
navy from the times of the Revolution to
the present day. The treasury exhibit
will show the process of;. the
manufacture of money. A special
feature will be the manner in
which a life-saving station isconducted,
and a lighthouse willalso be construct-
ed. The agricultural exhibit willshow
the new process ofmanufacturing sugar
and all machinery which is used to de-
velop grains. The interior display will
include a geological survey. The ad-
vancement in the civilization of the In-
dian willalso be a feature, while nnder.
the interior department the patent office
willshow progress of American inven-
tion by a complete set of models from
the first ever received to the last. The
postoffice department wili conduct a
model postoffice. The fisheries exhibit
willdepend on congressional appropria-

tion.
