CUT HIS BILL.

County Commissioners Reduce the
Sheriff’'s Rake-Off.

The members of the beard of county
commissioners, in their retrenchment
and reform policy, made an exampie of
the sheriff’s office at yesterday’s ineet-
ing. "When the sheriff’s bill was pre-
sented, which included pay for bailiffs
in the court rooms, County Atiorney
(O'Brien gave it as his opinion that the
law as heretofore applied  had
been construed too  lLiberally in
allowing  the sheriff too much
Jfor bailiffs, and recommended the scal-
ing down of the allowances soas to
comply with the law, which allows pay
for the sheriff aud two bailiffs. Tne
board accordingly made a cut in the
bill.

Commissioner Mitscn was rather in-
dignant when the board met yesterday.
He had gone to the sheriff’s office to in-
quire about a bill presented ror feeding
jurors at hotels during the trials of
various cases. Chief Deputy Charles
Dana had become impatient, and finally
advised the venerable commissioner to
go to the place Methodists speak of as a
lake of fire and brimstone—at least
such was the impression made upon the
understanding of Mr. Mitseh.

Thousands of Dollars of Damage
Done in Mississippi.

West Point, Miss.,, Feb. 2.—Last
Saturday evening a ecyclone passed
through the western part of Clay
county. It started near the plantat.on of
L.H.Bond,levelinga good deal of timber
on this place. The cyelone traveled in
a northeasterly direction, cutting a
swath nearly half a mle wide, and
doing damaze as mentioned below: W.
S. Quinn’s plantation, all cabins on the
west side destroyed, timber blown down
and a negro baaly injured; at Mrs.
Smith’s, a ecabin unrooted: mnear
Aubott, Colored Baptist church com-

pletely  demolished; on . Stevens’
farm all buildings except a
barn were demolished. The Griffin

family living on the place lost every-
thing, including their wearing apparel.
A negro child was fatally injured on
this farm. H. H. Grimes’ and Dr. W.
B. Gunn’s places had all the buildings
destroyed, and a negro child was badiy
wounded. At J. W. Walker’s place all
the cabins on the south side were de-
molished. The damage done by the ey-
cione will amount to many thousand
dollars.

SHRIEKING FOR AID.
Three Prisoners Burned to Death
in Jail.

NaAsuviLLE, Tenn., Fev, 2.—A Friar’s
Point. Miss., special says: The alarm
of fire called out nearly the whole town
early Sunday morning to find the town
jail in lames and the prisoners shriek-
ing for aid. The marshal, who had the
key, lived some distance from the jail,
and before his arrival the prisoners
were beyoad human aid. This morning
only charred heaps of bones were found.
The prisoners were three negroes who
were cotfined on trivial charges. They
started the fire by trying to burn the
door down, that they might escape.
