tiie dihtnet court, at Duluth there was
instituted to-day by parties here a land
contest that, for sensational features
and the value of the interests at stake,
completely knocks out the famous Pren-
tice litigation. The title of the case on
the calendar is the Highland Improve-
ment Company vs. E. A. Lamb et ah,
and the property involved is a quarter
section in the city of Duluth valued at
fGOO,O(to. Sophia Langie was the daugh-
ter of a JSionx half-breed, whose family

nullifications extend Intoa half dozen
states and nearly every Indian reserva-
tion when shrewd "breeds" can turn a
dollar between the aborigine and the
agent. In 1853 Sophia's father, Joseph
Langie.being the possessor ofsome half-
breed scrip, located some of the paper
and to insure the future of Sophia, who
was an invalid and the youngest of a
family of six. He secured to her a
quarter section where Duluth now
stands. Durintr Sophia's minority her
father, with a peculiar conception of
the rights of children, proceeded to
raise the wind by selling the land to
other parties, givinga deed as guardian
of Sophia. This transfer was ignored
by the land department and a patent is-
sued to SoDhia Lautrie, whereupon
Sophia, witha view to giving the courts
a iob, betook herself to the abode of the
shades, and forthwith there was trouble
about ttie land. In 185'J the land
became so valuable as to stimu-
late some coveteous ones who
secured possession of it—by fraud-
say the dependents, in the present ac-
tion. Under what purported to be a
warranty deed from the heirs of fcophia
Langie the property changed hands
many times, and a few years since was
bought up and platted as the Highland
Division to Duluth. A year or two ago
deeds from the heirs of Sophie Langie
were filed, and the present suit is
against the holdeis of these deeds to
quiet title. Judge Flandrau and other
eminent lawyers are lighting the case,
and it is attracting wide-spread atten-
tion. The defendants to the latter title
are seven in number, and include J. 11.
Hill,E. A.Lamb and M. K. Marrinau,
of this city.

TINGLINGFRIGIDITY.

Something of a Blizzard in the
Jim River Valley.

Specials to the Globe.
Hikon, S. D., Feb. 9.—The nearest

approach to a blizzard experienced in
this locality since the memorable storm
Jan. 12, 18S8, prevailed from midnight
Saturday till2 this morning. The storm
came from the north and reached its
heighth Sunday afternoon. The ve-
locity of the wind was fiftymiles an
hour. Snow fell throughout the Jim
river valley to an average of ten inches,

but is piled in huge drifts. Huron and
the Jim river valley gjtthe heaviest
portion. Littlesnow is reported at and
north of Aberdeen and only one-tenth
of an inch at Fort Sully.East and south
the snowfall is nearly as great as here
and will prove a blessing inproviding
moisture. Northwestern trains arrived
from the north and west nearly on time,
those from the south and east willar-
rive to-night. A train willbe sent to
Pierre as soon as the others arrive to
get members of the legislature who
vent home to spend Sunday thereon
time for to-morrow's ballot on United
States senator, their pairs expiring to-
niirht. The Great Northern is badly
blocked between Huron and Water-
town, but they hope to get the road
open to-morrow. The thermometer
registered fourteen below zero this
morning and only six below while the
storm was in progress.

Rapid City, S. S., Feb. 9.—The bliz-
zard wore itself out during last night,
but with line weather and arrival of
ranchers and stagers from outlying
points reports of its severity and ru-
mored casualties are coming in. Aman
and woman, supposed to be a school
teacher and driver, who started for Elk
Creek at 3 p. m. Saturday, were found
four miles out, frozen to death. Allthe
roads are blocked and details cannot be
secured. Few people ventured abroad
Saturday and Sunday and the twobodies
found are probably the only deaths. No
loss of stock yet reported.

The names of the parties supposed to
be frozen to death are Meta Gray and
Grant Bay.

Yekmii.uon, S.D., Feb. 9.—The most
terrific blizzard that Vermillion has ex-
perienced in three years raged here yes-
terday and last night from the North-
west. Nearly a footof snow fell, aud
was piled in huge drifts.

Yakkton, S. D., Feb. 9.—The 6torm
of yesterday and last night was very
Bevere here. Trains on both roads were
delayed. They have been unable to
depart and none have arrived since
Saturday. The snow drifted from eight
to ten fpet deep in the street. Itis esti-
mated that twelve inches of snow fell
during the storm. No fatalities are re-
ported in consequence of the storm.

Red Wixg, Feb. o.—Thomas Bailey,
aged sixty-seven years, was found frozen
to death one mile west of Frontenac
Saturday afternoon. He had left Fron-
tenac Monday afternoon, and it is sup-
posed that lie succumbed to the cold of
that night. He was an old Grand Army
veteran and had lived around here
many years.

Wisdom, Minn., Feb. 9.—The worst
blizzard ot the winter occurred last
night. Roads are almost impassable,
and the trains are running nearly on
time, but require two engines to pull
them through.

HIS HOUSE HIS CASTLE.

An Insane Man and Wife Fire
Upon Officers.

Milne, head of the stock department of
the Bonner Mercantile company, is de-
fending his house in this city with fire-arms to-night. Milne went East a few
weeks ago to purchase goods for his
store. InISlew York he became bereft
ot his reason. A friend undertook to
bring him back home last week. IntheNorthern Tacilic sleeping car he con-

ducted himself in an outrageously shock-
ing manner. lie arrived in this
city Saturday, and was immedi-
ately taken "to the county jail.
To-day he was to be examined
on a charge of insanity. Before the ex-
amination Milne's wife appeared and
pleaded to take him to the house and
give him a change of underclothing.
This was allowed. Once in his house,
Milnebarricaded the doors, loaded his
pistols and told the officers that his
home was his cattle and that they could
not come in. The officers have been
tryingall day to beat Milne by strata-
gem, but he shoots every time he sees a
uniform. Mrs. Milne loads his pistols
and is believed to be crazier than her
husband. There is no wood in the
house and little food, and the officers
think they can bring them in to-morrow.
Both are prominent society people.

Legislative Hiimpty Dumpties Are
StillFacetious.

Ptebbe, S. D., Feb. 9.— To-day's bal-

lot gave Campbell 37, Tripp 26, Moody
13, Melville 13, Star 6, with balance
scattering among twenty other candi-
dates. Eleven new names were added
to the list on to-day's ballot, making
seventy men who have now been voted
for to succeed Senator Moody, with
twenty-nine ballots taken. To-day's
operations in joint session were charac-
terized by considerable boy's play,
showing that members, like their con-
stituents, are growing tired of the pro-
longed struasrle. Over half of the ses-
sion has been wasted with practically
no result in the way of legislation, and
the people generally are growing dis-
gusted at the situation. Many import-
ant measures that are necessity h?.ve
not been brought up, with indications
that no action will be taken until after
the senatorial fight is ended. The
daily joint ballot is becoming a by-
word and a matter of ridi-
cule everywhere. To-morrow absent
members will have returned and
be in their seats. Judge Tripp's fol-
lowers are the onlyones who have acted
consistently and have raised themselves
in general esteem, while Tripp's cam-
paign has continued to grow and
strengthen in popular favor. His show
of success to-day is far ahead of any
other candidate, and there willbe no
future backdown or bickerings in that
quarter as in the past, that have made
others notorious. Bills became laws to-
day tostrike out the word territory and
substitute state, wherever it occurs in
the statutes; to allow guardians to hold
shares for minors in building and loan
associations; and fixingfees in the of-
fice of commissioner of school and pub-
lic lauds.

MOODY'S PARTNER.

InHis Eyes Democrats Cut No
Figure.

Le says
HughJ.Campbell stands no show what-
ever, and he is simply being voted for
in order that the Independent voto may
not stray or get stolen. The Democrats
cut no figure whatever.

Washabaugh is
Moody's law partner.

Prohibitionists Beaten at a Little

THE JAWSJJF DEATH.
Thrilling1 Rescue of Three Im-

prisoned, Starving Coal
Miners.

For Days Their Comrades
Worked for Them Hoping

Against Hope.

But at Last Their Growing
Despair Was Turned to

Wildest Joy.

Several Lives Lost In Ne-
braska During the Late

Severe Weather.

Naxticoke, Pa., Feb. 9.—One of the
most dramatic events tiiat have oc-
curred in the coal. mining region about
here in many years was the release this
mornin&of tiie three men, John River,

William Cragle and Michael Shellicut,
from the flooded mine in which they
had been imprisoned since Wednesday
last. On that day five men, the three
above named and two others, Thomas
Lewis and Daniel Davis, were at work
in No. 3 mine of the Susquehanna Coal
company. They were engaged in rob-
bing pillars in an abandoned portion of
the mine. In the one chamber Lewis
and Davis were at work, and to loosen
the coal resorted to a blast. The ex-
plosion rent asunder a wall separating
the chamber ill which they were en-
gaged from an old abandoned
working which lias been used
for storing abandoned mine water.
The imprisoned water burst through
the great hole made by the blast in a
furious torrent which nothing could re-
sist. Lowis and Davis were jerked off
their feet and tossed about like corks.
Even heavy coal cars were lifted and
whirled before the flood as though they
had been corks. Lewis and Davis,
fortunately were swept to the gangway.
With the Hood tearing after them they
fledfor their lives. At one time the
waters envelooed them up to their
necks, but they made a final despairing |
effort to get beyond its clutches, and
were saved, but their three companions
were left belling. There was hardly

that they could be alive. There was
just a chance that they might Have got
on some elevated foothold beyond the
reach of the water. Those who first
suggested it were thought to be half-
mad. But still it was a gliost of a
chance, and rescuers set to work with
all that fury of energy with which
miners go tothe relief of then comrades,

not knowing how soon their own time
may come to need a like effort on their
behalf. Night and day the work has
gone on. Even if the men escaped
drowning there was small chance of
their escaping suffocation from foul air.
Day after day passed, and though tiie
energy of the rescuers never flagged
their hope was well nigh dead. At an
early hour this morning, however, their
growing despair was turned to wild joy.
From far back in the mine there came a
faintcry. For a momant the men ceased
their work. They could hardly believe
their own ears. Then, again, as they
stood breathless the weak, faint voices
were heard. The answer was a wild
cheer, and with a sort 'of blind fury the
men fell to their work again. At 3
o'clock this morning the voice could be
distinctly heard; a little later words
could be made out. The three men were
all alive and they were unhurt.

"But, for God's Sake, Harry."

No urging was needed. In a few
moments the rescuers were almost with-
in touch of them. A raft was made,
and on ita party of men «roped their
way inthe darkness tothe littlecramued
up space in which the three poor fel-
lows had spent their five horrible days.
Ina littlehole in the top of the cro'ss-
heading they were found. The water
was almost up to their very feet. Ina
jiffythey were pulled down and went
on the raft, and a few moments later
they were out in the sunlight, with
their comrades hugging them and kiss-
ing them like madmen, and welcoming
them as the dead come to life again.

There have been many touching scenes
around the black mouths of the mines
hereabouts, but seldom one that moved
men's hearts more than did the
wild demonstrations over these poor
rescued miners. They are the heroes
of the day, and for a long time to come,
until some other great disaster has over-
shadowed their adventure, they will
have to tell over and over again the
story of those five awfnl days of dark-
ness and despair. Curiously enough,
they did not suffer greatly from hunger.
Their greatest misery, after their men-
tal agon}, was from thirst and the
cramped position in which they were
forced to sit. Milkwas given them to
drink and they quickly recovered their
strength. Itwas after 7 o'clock this
morning, however, before they were
thought tobe sufficiently strong to be
carried to their homes.

L.OST INTHE STORM.

Several Blizzard Fatalities Re-
ported From Nebraska.

Omaha, Neb., Feb. 9.—A number of
lives were lost in Nebraska during the
blizzard. The wife of Milton Cum-
mings, a farmer near Kushville, who
started from the town for her home Sat-
urday, was found dead in her buggy to-
day within forty rods of a neighbor's
house. Eddie Chedester and Steven St.
Peters, fourteen-year-old Kearney boys,
who had been out hunting, were found
frozen to dejithin a corn field. M.L.
Lissent, residing three miles north of
Chadron, is supposed to be buried under
the snow, and searching parties are
looking sor his body.

Denver, Col.,Feb. 9.— No Rock Isl-
and or Burlineton trains have entered
Denver for twenty-four hours. The out-
going Union Pacific train is held here.

Fell Over the Dashboard.
Sax Axto>~io, Tex., Feb. 9. -Bernard

A.Stuckenberg, who lives nine miles
east of this city, met a honible death
while returning home from the city last
night. After leaving the city Stucken-
berg whipped up his horses and in some
unaccountable way fell over the dash-
board and was dragged for over a mile,
his head and shoulders being one mass
of raw flesh.

Editor Freeman Frozen.
Kansas City, Mo.,Feb. 9. -The dead

body of Joseph Freeman, editor of Prog-
ress, a daily paper published at Inde-
pendence, Mo., six miles from here, was
found ina corn field near the home of
the deceased early this morning. Itis
supposed he jumped from a train, and
falling was stunned and was frozen to
death while unconscious. The body
was frQzen stiff when found.

OWKXBY IS HEATED.

He Yields Up Some Startling Sil-
ver Pool Testimony.

Chicago, Feb. 9.— James A.Owenby.
of this city, who was called to Washing-

ton to testily before the congressional
silver pool investigating committee, re-
turned to-day.
"Idon't want to do the 'baby' act,"

said Mr. Owen07, "but my treatment
before that inquisition was terrible.
Several of the congressmen made every
effort to render my testimony as farcical
as tlieir investigation. They asked me
hypothetical questions, most of them
louir ones and abounding in technical
terms, four an.lfive at a time, and then
ret used to repeat them. Iwas not al-
lowed to sit wittiinten feet of my attor-
ney, and all my attempts to have the
stenographer repeat my answers and
the questions met withsneers. My ar-
rest, 1claim, was part of the plan of the
committee to ruin my character aud
break down my testimony. 1was hon-
orai>ly acquitted wuen the case came to
trial, and now Iam perfecting negotia-
tions with an attorney to bring suit
against the sergeant-at-arnis ami the
house of representatives. They cannot
prevent the truth of this silver pool
matter from coming to light. 1 will
make a clean breast of it in the proceed-
ings auainst the house. Cashier j.M.
Donald did not tell tlu- facts in his tes-
timony. When 1swore that he was act-
ingas t!ie treasurer of cue congressional
speculators wiio were to make money
upon the silver measure 1had proof to
that effect. Mr. Donald engaged me to
look after the Washington end of the
affair, because he said he could not trust
any one connected with congress. Here
is the cipher agreed upon between us,
which 1 was to use in telegraphing him
at New York.

Resolutions Against Convicts
Dressing Granite.

St. Cloud, Minn., Feb. 9.—Repre-

sentative business men held a meeting
this afternoon to discuss the billnow
pendine before the legislature abolish-
ing tho manufacture of granite at the
state reformatory, in so far as itenters
intocompetition with lree labor. Mayor
P. li.Gri«-bler presided. Those present
unanimously declared th mselves in
favor'of the bill. The entire community
is practically of tho same opinion. Su-
perintendent Myers, of tiie reformatory,
was present at the meeting and spoke
upon the subject at length. He de-
clared that he was willing to co-operate
with the business men and granite work-
ers upon a measure establishing a diver-
sification of employment for the con-
victs, but would oppose the bill which
has been introduced. Acommittee con-
sisting of i». \V. liruckart. M.J. Nugent
and R. C. Junk was appointed to go be-
fore the senate committee, on state
prison and present the grievances ofthe
business men. The following resolu-
tions were unanimously adopted:

Resolved, By the Business Men ot St.
(.'loud, Tnut we indorse the passage of the
billvow pending in the legislature prohibit-
ing the employment of the convicts of the
Minnesota state reformatory in dressing and
manufacturing granite for sale in the market
in competition with honest labor.

Resolved. That we favor the employment
of said convicts in some work which willnot
conflict with the greatest industry of this lo-
mlitv.granite, believing that our legislature
can devise means for profitably employing
said prisoners, in labor which will conflict
\u25a0with no industry and nolocality.

STUBBORN FIGHT

Anticipated Among Omaha Lave
Stock Men.

Omaha, Neb., Feb. 9.—The trouble,

long threatened, anioitg Western live
stock commission dealers broke out to-
day by the American Live Stock Com-
mission company filing an injunc-
tion to restrain the South Omalia
Live Stock exchange from in-
terfering with their business. The
exchange suspended the American com-
mission people from the local market,
asserting that they charged only 33
cents for handling a herd of stock,when
the regular rate was 50 cents. The
American company is organized under
Illinois laws, and has offices at all the
stock centers west of Chicago, includ-
ing that city. The fight involves West-
ern stock interests throughout, with
dealers in Nebraska and the Dakotas
about evenly divided. The best legal
talent has been employed on both sides,
and a stubborn right is assured. The
question virtually determines the ability
of the South Omaha exchange to con-
trol the price ot commissions in this
locality.

TRAIN CONSUMED.

Three Cars Burned on the Cedar
Rapids &Northern.

Mason City, 10., Feb. 9.—The regu-
lar north-bound passenger train on the
Burlington. Cedar Rapids &Northern
was derailed a short distance from Ran-
dalia this afternoon. The entire train
of three cars, except the engine, rolled
down a six-foot embankment. The train
was heated by steam, but the postal
clerk had a hot fire in the mail
car. This set fire to the car. The fire
spread rapidly, and before help came all
were entirely destroyed. There were
about twenty-five passengers on the
train, all being badly shaken up. A
number were seriously injured, but
none killed. The mail was completely
destroyed. Doctors came from West
Union and Fayette, and the injured
were taken care of as well as circum-
stances would permit. Most of them
were brought back to West UAion.

Washington, Feb. 9.—The confer-
ence with the Sioux Indian delegation
was resumed this moraine by the com-
missioner of Indian affairs. Commis-
sioner Morgan said he thought they had
already heard all that was necessary in
regard to the past. What was wanted
now was to hear their plans for the fut-
ure. He was prepared to issue the
*100,00'J worth of beef to the Indians
entitled to receive it, which was cut otf
in the past. Senator Dawes, who was
present, said if the Indians did their
part and were industrious the govern-
ment would undoubtedly do its part
and help them to become self-support-
ing. The first speaker from the Indian•tele-ration was* White (ihost, of the
Crow Creek reservation, who spoke of
the encroaenments of the whites upon
the lands of the Indians, the commis-
sioner assuring him that he would have
that matter fully investigated and rem-
edied. He spoke of the rations of
feoffee and said that it amounted to
only lOUerains a week to each person.
He referred to the small ration of bacou
issued, and said that at a meeting of the
delegation yesterday, the unanimous
decision was reached that they did not
want military airents. When he hud
finished. Commissioner Morgan railed
the attention of the Indians to the diffi-
culty in gettint: a correct census of the
Indians. He said he wanted tne aid of
the Indians in getting at the truth. 13ig
Mane, of the Lower Brule agency, told
the commissioner that the white people
prevented the ludians from getting fuel
and hay. He wanted theatrencv moved
nearer.

He complained of the small
f-i/.e of the beef cattle given them for
food, and humorously attributed it to
the defective eyesiirht of the asient.
Little No Heart, from the Cheyenne
Kiver agency, said that his people

wanted more and larger schools, where
their children could learn the white
man's ways. He protested against
toe appointment of military agents,'

p.e commissioner said that inasmuch as
nearly all who had spoken had ex-
pressed the same desire; he wished to
iam how many of the members of the
delegation were in favor of civilagents
and how many in favor of military
asents. and asked such of the Indians
as preferred civil azeuts to stand up.
With a single exception they all stood
up. The only one who preferred mil-
itary agents was Maj. Swords, the chief
of the Indian police at Pine Ridge. Mad
Bear, from Standing Bear, said his
reservation insisted upon more reserva-
tion schools. If the schools were lo-
cated on the reservation their influence
would be felt not only by the pupils
but by the parents as well. Several
others'spoke, but nothing of special in-
terest was elicited. Another conference
willbe held Wednesday, when the In-
dians from Pine Ridge and Rosebud
agencies willspeak.

COPYRIGHT.

Important Amendment Agreed To
in the Senate.

Washington, Feb. 9.—ln the senate
the credentials of Mr. Voorhees for liis
new senatorial term from March 4 next
were presented and placed on file. The
credentials of Henry C. Hansbrough as
senator-elect from the state of North
Dakota for the term commencing March
4 next were presented and referred to
the committee on privileges and elec-
tions. Mr. Carlisle offered a resolution
(which was agreed to) calling on the
president for copies of recent cor-
respondence with the minister of Bra-
zil, with translations of the recent laws
of. Brazil in reference to the importation
of certain products of the United
States into that country. The un-
finished business was laid before
the senate, which wns Mr. Harris' mo-
tion to lay on the table Mr. Blair's mo-
tion to reconsider the vote recommitting
to the committee on education and labor
the billproviding for the adjustment of
accounts of laborers, workmen and me-
chanics arising under the eight-hour
law. The motion to lay on the table
was disagreed to. yeas 21), nays 31. The
question was taken on the motion to re-
consider, and it was disagreed to, yeas
88, nays 28. Mr.Higgins.who had voted
no on the motion to lay the motion to
reconsider on the table, voted aye on the
motion to reconsider— which accounts
for the variation in the two votes. So
the billstands recomitted to the com-
mittee on education and labor.
1The senate then proceeded to the con-
sideration of the house copyright bill,
and Mr. Platt, who has charge of it,
made a brief explanation ot and argu-
ment tor it.

After recess, no quo-
rum appearing, the senate without
transacting any business adjourned.

duced in the house a bill providing for
the free coinaee of silver produced in
the United States.

Winona's Fat Take.

On motion of Mr. Brewer,
ofMichigan, senate amendments to the
fortification appropriation billwere non-
concurred inand a conference was or-
dered.* The house then adjourned.

LOCATIONS INVALID.

Secretary Noble's Decision Involv-
ing Minnesota and North Da-
kota Lands.'
Washington, Feh. The secretary

of the interior to-day rendered a de-
cision in the case of Joseph W. Allen et
al. vs. Lewis Merrill et al. upon a mo-
tion for a review of the decision of Sec-
retary "Vilasof Feb. 18, 1830. The case
involves the validity of certain loca-
tions of Sioux half-breed scrip on un-
surveyed land. The secretary adheres
tothe decision of Secretary Vilas, hold-
ing that the locations in question were
invalid because not made for the per-
sonal use and benefit of the Indians to

-whom the scrip was issued. This de-
cihion involves the ownership of land
upon which a part of the town of Glen-
dive, Mont., is located.

The secretary has also rendered a
decision in the case of Hyde &McDon-
ald v~.Eaton & Strain ana others, in-
volving a tract of very valuable mineral
land near Duluth, Minn., in which he
follows the decision in the case or Allen
against Merrill. This decision also
holds for cancellation the pre-emption
claims of Hyde &McDonald. In both
cases the scrip locations are held to be
invalid. In the case of McGee et a!.
against Henry F. Oatley et al., involv-
ing lands near the town of Devil's La'..e
in North Dakota, the same questions
are involved, and the conclusions
reached are the same as in the preced-
ing cases.

FIX FREIGHT RATES..
A Sweeping* BillShortly to Be

Introduced by Bjorge in
the House,

Which Will Make Railroad
Managers Tear Their Hair

With Rage.

Maximum Freight Rates Be-
yond Which Railroads

Must Not Go.

The House Judiciary Passes
Upon the Pet Bills of En-

thusiastic Members.

Itwas generally understood that the
railroads would receive a large amount
of attention from the legislature now in
session, but few people were prepared
for the sweeping legislation already
proposed. Up to the present, the rail-
road people have said little respecting
the bills now before the legislature, but
their silence is certain to be broken by

a bill which willbe introduced into the
house in a few days. The title of the
bill reads:

A bill for an act to fixclassifications, ter-
minal charges and maximum rates for trans-
portation of freights upon the railroads of
this state, compensation for transferring
ears, freights and use ofcars In joint traffic,
fixingpenalties for disobedience of this act
and defining the duties of the railroad and
warehouse commission inrelation to this act.

The title of the proposed law indi-
cates somewhat its Mr-reaching effects
upon the railroads, but, to illustrate
more fully the intention of the framers
of the bill, a synopsis is furnished.

The first section provide* that all railroad
corporations doing business in this state are
authorized to charge and collect the amounts
specified in the act; being reasonable and just
charges for receiving, carrying and deliver
ing of cars and freight for in \u25a0 distances and
classes designed. The terminal charges and
rates and classes are specified iv section '.'.

Section 4 defines the transfer charges.

Th3maximum charges for transferring cars
at junction or crossing of any other railroad
injoint traffic, when shipper directs that car
or freight shall be forwarded over two or
more railroads to reach p -jintof deni nation
shall be $1 per car for each trai.-ifer, to be
divided equally between the road trans-
ferring and the roaa receiving car
to forward towards its destination.
Transferring freights in less than carload
lots the maximum charges shall be for100
pounds, first class, 5 cents; second class, 1
cents; third class, 9 cents; fourth class, 2
cents. lii section 5 it is provided thf.t any
corporation, company or persons famishing
cars to any railroad company to be used for
transportation of freight! shall be entitled to
receive fromsuch railroad company carrying
freight in such ear three-four. of 1
cent per mile such car may run. and 5 cents
per hour for the use or keeping of Michcar,
over and above the time required for run-
ning;which shall be computed at ten miles per
hourforaetual distance such cars have run.

Section 0 directs that the classification of
rates, etc., contained In the other sections
shall be prim.ifacie evidence ofbeing reason-
able and just. The railroad and warehouse
commissioners, in section 7, are empowered
tomodify classifications and rates fixed in
this act, whenever it shall be proved to their
satisfaction that some kinds of freightshould
be fixed for the articles in any class; and
whenever the interstate rates fixed byany
railroad company doingbusiness in thin state
are lower forany distance, counted from any
of their terminals to any points in this state,
the railroad and warehouse commissioners
may order the same rate for the same dis-
tance in this state.

Railroad companies, by section 8, are
given the rieht of appeal to the courts for
the purpose of showing whether the rates
fixedare unreasonably low for the services
rendered, but such common carrier shall
obey the: provisions of this act until other-
wise ordered by the court of last resort.
: Non-compliance with the provisions or' the
Ret. under section 0, renders the violator
guiltyof amisdemeanor aud liable to a line
of $500 for every offense.

Eric Olson has been working on the
billfor several weeks, assisted by Rep-
resentative Bjorge, Gen- Barrett. K.J.
Hall and C. W. Brandberg. To further
illustrate the effect of such a law upon
railroad management, itmay be stated
that the maximum rate on freight
is a reduction of about 33 per cent upon
present rates.
- TO PROTECT PL.UMBERS.

The House Judiciary Somewhat
Shy ofClass Legislation.

Representatives from the St. Paul
Plumbers' union last evening waited
upon the house judiciary committee-
Mr. Furlong in the chair— when the
bill creating a plumbers' commission
was up for discussion. It Is proposed
by this law that master and journey-
men plumbers must be certified by the
commission before they can undertake
plumbing, work incities overls,Qoo pop-
ulation. There was a.'i evident disposi-
tion on the part of some members or tne
committee in opposition ;to the bill,it
being claimed that it was intended to

shut out competition. Workmen pros
em argued that Itwas merely proposed U
eliminate poor workmen or boy work-
mansnip. At present boys who had
served an apprenticeship of four or sij
mouths ,vere engaged' by contractors,
who competed with them against skilled
workmen. This not only worked
harshly against the skilled workman,
whose wages were materially reduced,
but it was also responsible for bad
plumbing, which was a menace to th«
public; health. No action was taken on
the bill last evening, it being referred
to a subcommittee to amend so as to per-
mit the employment of apprentices
under the supervision of skilled work'
men. The merits of the hill willbe
discussed when it goes before the
house.
