LoursviLLg, Ky., Feb. 12.—On return-
Ing to this city thisafternoon Mr.Watter-
son, in response to a request of the As-
sociated Press and in answer to some
bundreds of telegrams which have come
to Louisville the last twenty-four hours,
gave the following statement for pub-
deation:

Louisville, Ky., Feb. 12. — 1 wrote
the letter to Gov. Hill, and I was im-
pelled to do so by motives the sincerest
ind most disinterested. There appeared
in many of the great newspapers last
Sunday a sensational account of how a
s)aucus of United States senators had
resolved upon retiring Gov. Hill from
she presidential arena, of how I had
peen selected as the instrument of
these senators, and of how 1 had
dispatchec him a letter potent enough
to alter nis plans. Whence this fan-
tastic story emanated, I cannot divine;
but it was so absurd, and did such in-
Justice to both Gov. Hill and myself,
that I thought, as 1 still think, that
there could be no objection on the part
of anybody to the publication of the
truth “which flatly contradicted it. 1
was induced to this by the eircumstance
that Gov. Hill seem to have adopted a
eourse suggested by considerations
alike honorable to his character and
ereditable to his judgment; the more so,
Indeed, since the letter in question fur-
pished him and his friends impartial
testimony to answer and refute a most
odious and widely circulated calumny.

1 confess that I am surprised that the
governor should make such haste to
disavow and disown a course which,
however promoted, gratified every Dem-
ocrat in the United States outside the
state of New York, removing him at
ouce from the field of a mere political
and self-seeking politician and placing
him in the front r nk of statesmen hav-
ing the good of their country and party
at heart, 1 am equally distressed by
the representation that Gov. Hill should
regard my plain but friendly, words as
impertinent and insulting. 1 did not so
intend them. 1 cannot help thinking
that the same words might be with pro-
priety addressed to him or to any Dem-
peratiec aspirant by the humblest Dem-
perat in the land; and 1 still hope that,
annoyed by a publication which annoyed
me as well, he has proceeded upon a
misapprehension of the facts of the
case. 1 can assure him that neither
In the writing or printing of my letter
was there any purpose to take advan-
tage of him, and least of all to do him
fnjustice. 1am no man’sman and exist
fn no man’s interest. To use his own
happy expression, I am a Democrat”
who has passed a lifetime in the serv-
ice of principles and policies from which
1 have never sought the slighest per-
gonal recognition or reward. I am only
humiliated by the reflection that this
service was not sufficient in the estima-
tion of Gov. Hill to protect me against
his displeasure, and that in the harsh
construction which he puts upon a gen-
uine, and not a forged letter, he visits
mwe with what I must regard as un-
merited suspicion.

*] recently attended a dinner,” said
Mr. Cleveland, looking out of the win-
dow with a smile on his face, **which
was given by a gentleman, and a good
deal was made of it by other people. It
was talked about and written about and
looked upon as something very extra-
ordinary.”

*That is because you met Gov. Hill
there.”

“Yes, but I did not know he was to be
present, and he did not know I was to
be present. 1t was a meeting of good
Democrats at a gentleman’s table, and
that was all.”

*And you had no private conversation
with Gov. Hill?”?

“Gov. Hill and I,” said Mr. Cleve-
land. quite seriously, “have, ever siince
1 left the gubernatorial chair, been on
the very best of terms. Every time I
have been to Aloany, or passed through
it, I bave called on Gov.

REPUBLICANS FIGHTING.

NEW YOREK,

Moody Urged to Step Aside and
Give Another a Show,
Special to the Globe.

Pierge, 8, D., Feb, 12.=-For the first
time during the senatorial balloting
party lines were drawn to-day on the
three ballots taken, without change on
any ballot. Moody received 69, Kyle
68, Tripp 25, with 16 paired and 1 absent,
Each one received his full party vote.
Peace is still apparent among the Dem-

|

ocrats and Independents, while Repub-
licans are fighting. At their party
caucus last night Moody.won first place
for to-day’s ballot, with a promise of
every Republican uote, to demonstrate
whether he could draw from among the
Independents. The result proved a
dismal failure, and now the leaders
want him to step aside and give others
a chance, but this he is loth to do, and
the discussion in the caucus to-night
is whether he shall remain a stumbling
block any longer., Mellette’s and Mil-
ville’s friends want to trot out their men
and thisis the issue to see whether
they can fare better with Independet
favor than Moody has, The Republic-
ans fear a crisis is not far off and have
a well grounded pbelief that the Demo-
crats and Independents are figuring
together for an early settlement of the
contest. With desperate resolve they
have concluded to be as a unit on the
caucus mandate. The appearance is
noted of a number of the sharpest and
smoothest Democratic politicians lately
on the ground, deoing service for Tripp,
which still more serves to aggravate
the night-mares that beset the pillows
of Republican leaders.

Considerable routine work was done
in each house to-day, but only four
measures became laws. Three of these
were appropriation bills relating to sta-
tionery and suppiies for the legislature
and mileage and per diem expenses of
members, while the fourth was a me-
morial to congress asking that the law
pass allowing tree claim holders to
prove up on land under the homestead
act, without further compliance with
timber culture laws, owing to the dif-
ficulty of raising trees amid drouths and
prairie fires. The governor approved
the bill regulating filing of mining
claims; another redacing the number
of jurors from twelve to six, and re-
turned without approval a bill rezulat-
ing the registering of warrants by rea-
son of the irregularities it contained.
After a hard tight the bill to abolish the
grand jury systemn and prosecute by in-
formation, went over in the house on
almost a tie vote,

THE BRINK OI' SUCCESS.

Gen. Palmer’s Prospects Still Good
at Springfield, I1l.

SPRINGFIELD, 11, Feb. 12.—The F.
M. B. A. members of the legislature
this morning agreed with the Republi-
cans to take t vo or three ballots to-day
and then adjourn until to-morrow, in
order to give the steering committee
time to get recaleitrant Republicans in
line for Moore, a F. M. B. A. man, if
that is possible. Later in the forenoon
this decision was communicated to the
Democratic steering ecommittee, and an
agreement was reached all around that
an early adjournment should be tzken
to-day, bat that the senatorial contest
shall be settled to-morrow. It is now
a matter of vublic knowledge that
unless the Republicans decide to
accept a . M. B. A. candidate by
to-morrow, Messrs. Moore and Cockrell
will withdraw from the joint assembly
and leave the old parties to settle the
contest for themselves. In case the Re-
publicans, after the departure of the F.
M. B. A.men.should resort to breaking a
quorum in order to prevent the election
of a United States senator, Moore and
Cockrell will then return to the joint
assembly, and, annouucing that they
feel it incumbent upon themselves to
spare the state the expense of a more
prolonged contest, will vote for John M.
Palmer for United States senator. The
joint assembly met at noon and cast five
ballots, making the total eighty-four,
each resulting: Palmer, 101; Lindley,
100; Steele, 3. Adjourned tll to-mor-

St. Louts, Feb. 12.—Regarding Mr.
Cleveland’s anti-frece coinage letter, the
St. Louis Republic will say editorially
to-morrow:

This is, of course, merely the expression of
his view as a single private citizen. Far from
attempting to speak as a party leader, or to
control the partv, Mr. Cleveland has

waited until the attitude of the
party became pronounced and unmis-
takable, and has then declared

his private opinion. In 1888 he renounced
the presidency and sacrificed his prospects
of a second term in order to lead the fight for
tariff reform, which, although it confirmed
bis judgment of temporary defeat, resulted
m the splendid victory of last November.
It is possible, thouzh not now probable,
that the whole matter may be settled by the
adoption of free coinage before 18)2. Cer-
tainly the Democrars will leave nothing un-
done to that end. Butif it is otherwise, the
entire matter should be left to the Demo-
cratic national convention.

THIRTY MEN BOILED,

Horrible Explosion in the
Quebec Worsted Com-
pany’s Works-

The Entire City Panie-Strick-
en by the Terrible
Disaster.

Large Force of Doctors and
Surgeons Promptly in
Attendance,

Work of Exhuming Bodies
and Rescuing Vietims in
Progress.

QueBkc, Feb. 12.—About 9:45 this
morning the boiler in the Quebee
Worsted Company’s factory at Hare
Point, exploded, completely demolish-
ing the engine house and about half
of the factory. A large number of
hands were buried in the ruins. The
works of the Quebec Worsted Company,
where this morning’s fatal explosion
occurred, are situated at Hare Point, on
the northeastern outskirts of the ecity.
They cover a large area and employ
more hands than any other manufactur-
ing establishment in the city. They
had been closed down for two weeks
while the boilers and machinery were
being overhauled and refitted. Op-
erations were to have been re-
sumed this morning, and about 300 of
the operatives were on hand. Owing to
some cause, however, the machinery
was not started and they were dis-
missed. Many of them, however, re-
mainea about the building, a number
keeping in the vicinity of the engine
room for thesake of warmth. About 9:45
there was a sudden explosion which com-
pletely wrecked the engine house and
dye house and damaged a large part of
the main building. A great crowd
gathered immediately and the work ot
resecue commenced. The fire brigade
was called out, but, fortunately, the
horrors of fire were not added to
the calamity. A battery of artillery
was ordered out to assist the
police in keeping order and controlling
the enormous crowd of excited men and
women who blocked up every avenue of
approach. Among the dead aund injured
are these:

William Forest, dead; Amelin Cote, badly
scalded; Alex Martineaux, dying: Miss Rous-
senn, broken thigh and fractured skull;
Timothy Enright, injured about nead; Pierre
Peterson, scalded ~and bruised; William
Blouin, scalded; Emila Boule, dyving; Miss
Mercier, dead: Joseph Dufresne, dead;
Henri Laberet, dead: Joseph Michaud, dead:
J. Styles, badly injured; H. Styles, badly
scalded: John La Montagne, dead; Arthur
Tweedle, dead.

A large force of doctors and surgeons
is on hand, and the wounded are re-
ceiving prompt attention. Many per-
sons who left their homes this morning
to go to work in the building are re-
ported to be missing, but the number is
probably much exaggerated, for as

already stated, the greater pro-
portion had left the building be-
fore the explosion oceurred.

The cause of the accident is not at pres-
ent known, but it is thought some of the
pipes may have been frozen while the
fires were out, and so caused a stoppage
when steam was got up. Mr. Harvey,
foreman of Messrs. Carrier, Laine
& Co.. of Levis, who were carry-
ing out repairs to the ma-
chinery and boilers, says that he
was in the engine room whe'n the ex-
plosion took place. He instinctively
threw hmself under the shelter of a
large wheel and so escaped being
crushed by falling bricks and rafters.
He was rescued half an hour later and
has only slight injuries. He cannot ac-
count tor the accident. The work of
rescuing the unfortunates buried under
the ruins is still going on. The Marine
hospital, which is situated in the same
locality as the mill, has been opened to
receive the dead and wounded, and is
besieged Ly people searching for miss-
ing relatives. The body of Engineer
Francour, of the works, was found
crushed out of all shape by a mass ot
debris which covered him. :

Mr. Styles, reported injured,has since
died. His son is thought to be dying.
Fr Dion, foreman of the spinning de-
yartment, has a broken arm and leg;
iﬂmmanuel Filteault has a broken arm;
Caroline Morrisette was bruised and
scalded; C. Villeneuve is dying; Ed
Morrisisdying; Gustav Blowinisdead;
Arthur Rousseau is dead; Peter Clem-
ents is dead; Pierre Girroux is dying;
Llewellyn has slight injuries; Lee is
dead. -

FATAL GAS EXPLOSION.

A Leak in the Supply
Probable Cause.
LAFAYETTE, Ind., Feb. 12.—A fright-
ful accident occurred from an
explosion of natural gas in West
Lafayette, a suburb eof this ecity,
at 4 o’clock this morning, by
which four persons were injured, two
fatally. Thomas Northeut got up and
lighted a mateh, when the explosion oc-
curred. blowing out the whole side of
the house, setting fire to the building
and burning it and the adjoining one to
the ground. Northeut and Levi Brown
were badly burned by exploding gas,
but- the most serious injury was
to Mrs. Ruth A. Jenners, an old lady
living 1in the house adjoining, and her
son, who are horribly burned over the
whole body. They cannot recover.
‘The explosion is supposed to have been
caused from accumulation of gas from
a leak in the main pipe supplying the
house.

As stated in these dis-
patches last night, the ceremony was a
very private one, with only her brother-
in-law, W. H. Smith, the church digni-
taries, Sisters of Mercy and novices of
the mnew order present. Archbishop
Ryan, of Philadelphia, interrogated and
received the vows of Sister Catherine,
and Bishop Phelan celebrated mass.
After Sister Catherine completed the
recital of the formula of the vows she
received holy communion and the veil
and ring of the new order, given by
Archbishop Ryan, of whose diocese Sis-
ter Catherine was a member. Atthe
conclusion of the ceremony a repast of
dry bread and black coffee was served,
of which all partook quite freely,

Sister Catherine has been on a retreat
in the convent for the pastten days,
preparing for the serious step she took
to-day. None of the novices who are in
the convent are prepared yet to take

the final vows, and until some of them
are ready to become nuns, Sister Caih-
erine will remain where she is. Her
principal convent at Andalusia, near
Philadelphia”will not be reaay for sone
time yet. She is desirous to more fully
mature her plans in the place where she
has gained her first experience in the
labors and duties of a nun. It may be
six months Lefore Miss Drexel issues
forth with her little band of workers.
According to Mother Neri, of Mercy
convent, Sister Catherine, as Superior
of the new order, will retain control of
her immense income, which she will in
reality hold in trust for the benefit of
the order.

A BANKER'S SUIGIDE,

A Prominent Iowa Merchant
and Banker Cuts His
Throat With a Razor.

_'l’he Event Arouses a Slight

Distrust of the Bank’s
Condition.

Fatal Shooting Affair Among
“Gamblers at Butte, Mon-
tana.

Capital Removal the Princi-
pal Topic Discussed at
Bismarck, N. D.

CresTON, In., Feb. 12.—Charles E.
Edgerton, a prominent citizen and hard-
ware merchant, and president of the
Iowa State Savings bank, was found
this forenoon in his room over his store
with his throat cut. He had been un-
well some days, so that his absence
was not noticed at first. Becoming
alarmed after a time, his clerk, and
John Black, cashier of the Savings
bank, broke open the door and found
him on the bed with his throat cut and
a razor on the floor. He was not dead,
but died this evening. Great doubt was
expressed at first of suicide, but later
developments show almost conclusively
that it was an attempt ta self-destruc-
tion. Some advance the idea of financial
troubles connected with his banking
matters which caused him to commit
the deed. The event seems to have
aroused a slight distrust of the financial
condition of the bank, but as yet no
serious run has been made on the bank
during the day.

THE BULLETS FLEW,

Desperate Shooting Among Mon-
tana Gamblers.

BurTtE, Mont., Feb. 12.—A desperate
affray in a saloon this morning resulted
in the shooting of three gamblers named
I.evan, Boyerand Sheerin. Levan played
heavily at the game in which Sheerin
was dealer, and early this morning asked
the latter for a $200 loan. Being refused,

‘Levan began firing, and both he and

Sheerin emptied their revolvers. A by-
stander named Boyer was ratally injured
and the two principals were seriously
wounded. Sheerin will probably die.
One hundred men were in the saloou at
the time.

CAPITAL REMOVAL.

That Is Now the Great Bismarck-
ian Bugbear.

FARMERS DISPLEASED

With the Masterly Inactivity of
the Legislature.

FERGUS FALLs, Feb. 12.—The Otter
Tail County Farmers’ Alliances are get-
ting very restive under the apparent
determnation of the legislature not to
bring about the reforms promised last
fall. Resolutions are flying about as
thick as snowflakes in a storm, and the
members from this county must be in
receipt of many urgent requests to have
the course of things changed as the
farmers want it. ‘The following resolu-
tions, adopted this week by the Pelican
Lake and Scambler Alliances, are typi-
cal of a score of other sets of resolu-
tions adopted by other Alliances, and
are worth printing, as showing the gea-
eral drift of agricultural opinion in
this neighborhood:

Whereas, The legislature ot our state has
been in session for more than a month, and
we have looked in vain to see any of the Al-
liance members of that body make an effort
for retrenchment and the reduction of the
salaries of ofhcers to correspond with wages
on the farm and farm productions which
they ciaimed to favor when elected to office
last fall.

Resolved, By the Pelican Lake Alliance,
that said neglect and distegard for the peo-
ple’s wishes as expressed so overwhelmingly
at the polls at the late election, fill us with
astonishment beyond measure and meet with
our earnest disapproval,

Resolved, That our members of the legis-
lature be requested to bring forward a bill
immediately to lower salaries and expenses
to correspond with the times, and that the
first salaries in said bill to be lowered be their
own to $3 per day and mileage at actual cost
—then they may see clearly to proceed with
due economy in other things.

Resolved, That our members bring forward
a bill to abolish free passes, making it a fine
and imprisonment to give or take passes, the
worst discrimination in the railroad system.

Resolved, That unless our legislators be-
stir themselves it will soon be said of the
Alliance as has been said of other parties,
“Weighed in the balance and found want-
ing,” which, may heayen forbid.

Resolved, That we disapprove of the action
of our representatives in not sustaining the
bill introduced by Mr. Gildea, of Pipestone,
to prevent the issuing of passes to legislators.

AFTER THIRTY YEARS

The Government Steps in and
Settles a Case.
Speclal to the Globe.

Hupson, Wis.,, Feb. 11.—A thirty
years contest between the United
States and nearly forty sureties on the
bond of S. D. Reymert, receiver of pub-
lic moneys at “Falls St. Croix, ended.
yesterday by act of congress releasing
the sureties. In 1861, during Mr. Rey-
mert’s absence, the very old safe fur-
nished the office was robbed of a large
sum. It isalleged that Mr. Reymert
and also his suretigs respectively called
attention to its unsafe condition. Mr.
Reymert very soon made good all but
£6.000 of the shortage, and pending an
adjudication deeded to the treasury
agent in trust some wild lands and vil-
lage lots. Reymert was sued, but de-
fended so vigorously that no judgment
m. The sureties,
about thirty of whom lived in and about
Hudson, did not fare so well, they hav-
ing been sued In a separate action. Af-
ter getting, at great expense, witnesses
twice down to Milwaukee to attend the
trial, svhich at the last moment was put
over by the United States attorney the
third time in 1868, owing to the non-de-

livery of a message, judgment by de-
fault was entered against them. Since
that date the government has reahized
over $3,700 from the property conveyed
to the trustee, and there still remains
in the trust eighty acres of land in
Douglass county and some lots in Su-
perior. Many of the sureties have died,
and their estates could not be settled
till the act was passed.

A TRAIN STAMPEDE.

Wonderful Escape of Passengers
From a Horrible Death.

DeADWooD, S. D., Feb. 12.—Until
last night the Deadwood Central rail-
road had never had an accident. On
yesterday a new heavy engine was put
in use, and just after leaving Lead City
for Deadwood, while on the 610-foot
grade in Gold Run canyon, the engine
became -unmanageable, due to failure
on the part of the air brakes to work,
whereupon the engineer, fireman, con-
ductor and one or two passengers
jumped, the balance remaining in the
car. The train dashed down the ineline
at a terrific speed, and on reaching the
junction of the B. & M. road jumped
the track, demolishing the car and
smashing the engine badly. All the
passengers were more or less injured,
but no fatalities have oceurred. D. A.
Wells, of Deadwood, received injurles
that may necessitate the amputation of
one arm.

FIGHTING FOR LIFE,

Gen. Sherman’s Single-Hand-
ed Battie With the Great
Enemy.

Latest Bulletins Shed a Glim-

mer of Hope for Possible
Recovery.

Erysipelas Leaves the Hero
Patient, But He Is Not
Improved.

His Breathing Indicates That
His Lungs Are Filled
With Mucus.

NEW]YORK, Feb. 13.—At 2:40 a. m.
there was no recognized change in the
patient’s condition.

NEW Yorxk, Feb. 13, 1:45 a. m.—The
members of Gen:’Shurman's family,with
the exception of his daughter, Miss
Rachael, are resting within easy call of
the sick room. Dr. Alexander, Private
Secretary Barrett and Miss Rachael
are at the general’'s bedside.
Miss Rachael absolutely refuses to
leave the room despite Dr. Alexander’s
adinonition that she will break down if
she does not get some rest. At1la.m.
it was stated that Gen. Sherman ap-
peared to be asleep. His breathing in-
dicated that his lungs were filled with
mucus. Dr. Alexander thought the
erysipelas was leaving his patient, but
the general had not improved. The
followiug bulletin has just been issued:

1:15a. m.—Gen. Sherman is resting
quietly, His condition is somewhat im-
proved. BArneTT.

11:40 p. m.—Lieut. Fitch has just left
Gen. Sherman’s residence to spend
the might at Dr. Green’s house. He
said that at 11 o'clock Gen.
Sherman got out of Dbed and
walked half across the room without
assistance, He could not speak, but ap-
peared to recognize those in the room.
The general had to be helped back to
the bed. He was very much exhausted.
The condition of Gen. Sherman during
the latter part of the afternoon was en-
couragzing up to as late as 5 o’clock. At
that hour a change for the worse took
place,and it was with difficulty that
the sick man could breathe. Those at
the bedside thought the hour of dissolu-
tion had come, and Drs, Alexauder
and Green, who were present, sent
in great haste for Dr. Janeway.
The general lay in a comatose
state and it was exceedingly diti-
cult to rouse him. le could open
but one eye, and appeared to be sutfer-
ing greatly, but the doctors thought he
was not troubled with pain. ‘The pa-
ticot continued in this condition during
the eariy part of the evening., Gen.
Ewing left the bedside at 7 o’clock., He
said death was only a question of hours.
He thought at that hour the general
was in a much worse condition
than he had been at any time since he
was taken sick. Mrs. Colgate Hoyt
Jeft the house shortiy after 7 o’clock.
Sie said that she did not expect her
uncle to live over an hour longer.
During the evening a great num-
ber of persons called to ascertain
the dying general's condition.
Many left their cards, others
contented themselves with asking
the policemen on guard what the pros-

ect of Gen. Sherman’s recovery was.
I'hey all received the same an-
swer—*Death is now a question
of hours only.” It was decided
by the physicians in attendance to
hold a consultatton at 9 o’clock. The
doctors met at 9 o’clock. At 9:15 Dr.
Janeway came out. e declined to ex-
press any opinion as toswhether the
general would live through the night or
not. At 9:30 this bulletin was issued:

The physicians in cousultation say there
isno decided change. If General Sherman
maintains his present status for twentv-four

hours his situation will be hopeful,
JOHN SHERMAN.

The general’s private secretary said
soon after she above bulletin was issued
that the doctors expressed themselves
as confident that it they could keep the
general alive for the next twenty-
four hours they could save his hre.
A great many telegrams were sent away
this evening. What the nature of them
was could not be learned. At 10 o’clock

all was quiet about the Sher-
man residence, On the sidewalx,
opposite the house, quite "a

large crowd of people stood watehing
the windows of the chamber where the
sick man lay fighting the battle for lite.
At 11:15 p. m, the storm doors of the
Sherman residence were closed, and
the window shades drawn. Private
Secretary Barrett then instrucled Po-
liceman Brown, who guards the door,
to hold all telegrains which arrive after
midnight until morning. At11:25 p. m.
Mr. Thackara, Gen, Sherman’s son-in-
low, left the house. He said the gen-
eral was in a semi-conscious state, and
no change in his condition is expeeted
until after midnight.
