The Defense in the Heilpern
Case Opens Up Its

Crime was rampant in Minneapolis
yesterday. William E. Adams, while'
apparently under the influence of men-
tal aberration, tried to rob the Citizens'
bank at 9:20 in the morning. He suc-
ceeded in get!inghold of over $s,ooo and
reached the sidewalk with it. His
audacity and a gun overawed the bank
employes, but fate and a crowd of peo-
ple were too many for him when he
reached the street. He is nowin a nar-
row cell at the county jail. Against his
name on the register is written the
charge, "Robbery in the first degree."

The bank had been opened but a few
minutes. Cashier George B. Shepard
was in his private office at the rear of
the bank. In the public office were
James T. McCuay, the assistant cashier,
Horace A. Gray, "the.bookkeeper, H. S.
Guerney, the collector. McCuay was
seated at his desk behind the second in-
closure, back of the counter rail. He
was startled by hearing from some one,
seemingly directly above him, the com-
mand:

•'Holdup your hands, you !"
Leaning over the railing about seven

feet from"the floor was a man, the lower
part of whose face was covered by a
handkerchief, and who wore a deter-
mined expression, augmented by a
cocked revolver pointed at McQuaig.
There was nothing for the latter out to
obey. He did it. The robber hadentered
the"bank very quietly, passed across the
front and down the side aisle until
directly back of Mr. McQuaig. He
quietly climbed up and leaned over the
top of the railing, and from his lofty
position, whicii commanded the entire
office, he delivered his startling com-
mand.

With the three occupants of the office
"covered," the man was not in the least
ceremonious. He climbed over the
rail quickly after ordering McQuiag and
Guerney into a side alcove. He dashed
to the front, inclosure, where a big
valise lay open, having been brought
from the safe and emptied of its con-
tents only a few moments before. He
grabbed this, and witha side watch on
the two men who were held within the
alcove, he tipped a tray of silver into
the grip, and opening a drawer threw in
a pileof bills, closed the grip and left
thejoffice huiriedly saying no more to the
men. Then he rushed to the front door
and disappeared.

While the robber was doing all this
Horace Gray had slipped out of the bank
to the sidewalk and shouted the alarm
just as the thief reappeared in the door-
way. Gray's cry attracted the atten-
tion of several passers by, and they
noticed a man walking briskly up the
avenue toward Fifth street with the big
grip in his hand. Everybody halted,
turned and made a grab for the man.
The cry of police attracted the attention
of C. Probst, a driver for the United
States Express company, who was
passing at the time on a wagon,
and he promptly jumped off
and made a ttash for the man.
Adams, as he saw the crowd following,
firedhis revolver overhis shoulder and
above the heads of the crowd. . Just
after he fired Probst struck him a hard
blow under the ear and he staggered.
Frank Weir, of the Century company,
and two or three others from the crowd
grabbed him quickly,and he was thrown
to the pavement and his revolver taken.
This all occurred within a moment's
time, and Officers Fleming and Collins
came running up while the man was
down on the pavement. They promptly
took him in charge. He was quickly
identified as W. H. Adams, who was
formerly janitor of the bank building,
having been discharged a year and a
half ago.

This alloccurred so quickly that Cash-
ier Shepard, who was, as stated, inhis
private room when the robbery occurred,
knew nothing about it until the valise,
with$5,000 in it,was returned to the
bank.

Adams is a square, heavy-built man,
with a round face, light hair, partly

lbald on the back part of his head, and a
short, thick mustache, dressed in an
ordinary suit of workingmaii's clothes.
He is about five feet eight inches high,
weight about 165 pounds, and appears
to be about forty years of age.

Prior to about six weeks ago he was
regarded as sound mentally, but since
then has shown decided symptoms of
insanity. These were so marked about
six weeks ago. at which time he at-
tempted to pass on the First National
bank a check foiged on Miss M.A.Gia-
bill, the milliner, that he was not prose-
cuted. Atthe police station this morning,
he was the coolest man of a large party
and while he was being scerched, asked
an officer to give him a chew of tobacco.
He talks of the affair with the most
wonderful indifference, admitting every-
thing and treating itas a matter of no
consequence. Asa reason for his crime,
he advances the plea of the hotel-
keeper made famous by BillNye, who,
when asked why he charged $3 for a
25-cent meal, replied:

"1need the money."
So with Adams. He says he needed

the money. He hadn't a cent. He
claims that he was tohave been married
in a few days. He wanted to take his
bride on a trip around the world. The
only way he could get the money was
to steal it. He tried itand— failed. He
doesn't seem a bit sorry either. He
said yesterday afternoon :

"Ifthey'd let me alone, Iintended to
be married to-night to a girlon the East
side—her name is not essential here—
and we were going for a trip around
the world. Ihad her consent and had
the preacher engaged. The girl,
Isuppose, will wonder why 1 don't
come around to-night. When my
case is called Ishall plead guilty.
Iintended to rob the bank and
would have succeeded had 1 been let
alone. Ihave no excuse to offer and
willmake no defense, because it would
do no good. Iam sorry Ifailed, of
course, for my trip around the world
and my wedding are knocked in the
head. I'm not crazy, and you can say
that for me. Ihave as good sense as
any of you, and willnot be baby enough
to plead the insane dodge."

Adams had told his acquaintances
right and left that he would be rolling
in wealth in a day or two. To some he
said that his uncle had died and left
him $150,000; to others he merely re-
marked that he'd "have $150,000 to-mor-
row." He roomed over the Citizens'
bank, where he used to be employed as
janitor. Yesterday morning he came
into the room and told his roommate to
go over to the West hotel; that he
had engaged a suite of rooms there. He
also spoke to his roommate about his
projected marriage last night. The
prospective bride is an inmate of an
East side house of ill-fame. Adams is
a carpenter by trade, and had been em-
ployed recently at the^Nicollet house.

Yesterday afternoon Inspector John
P. Hoy arrested F. F. Erickson, clerk
in the drug store at 2loo Washington av-
enue north, on the charge of being an
accomplice of Adams. Erickson was
afterward released. Yesterday morning
Adams hired a horse and cutter at Gav-
in's First stieet stable and gave it.in
charge of Erickson, telling him he was
going to draw $25,000 from the Citizens'
bank and deposit it in the First Na-
tional bank. Erickson, who supposed

the horse and sleigh belonged to Adams,
readily undertook to aid him. But In-
stead of haviug the rig in front of the
bcuk when Adams came out,' he was
near Fifthstreet. That contributed to
Adams' capture. Adams had told Er-
ickson that the money which he was
going to transfer from the Citizens'
bank to the First National was part of
a fortune left him by his uncle.

Adams was arraigned yesterday after-
noon in the municipal court. He waived
examination and was taken to the
county jail.

ISRAEL NEARLY MURDERED,

And the Police Seem to Know
Nothing About the Case.

Benjamin Israel, a Hebrew peddler,
was assaulted by two Polanders yester-
day morning on Seventh avenue north-
east, near Ramsey street. They threw
him down, kicked him and jumped on
him. Israel may die. Atany rate he
is badly injure 1. One of his assailants
is said to be named Joe Snyder. Both
are still at large. So far as can be
learned, the police have made no effort
to arrest the men. Although Israel was
brought to the central station and at-
tended by Police Surgeon Gibson, the
police seem to know nothing about the
case.

The assault occurred in front of the
house of James Stubbards. Mr. Stub-
bards was in bed at the time, but
jumped-up when he heard somebody
cry, "Murder! Murder!" Mr. Stub-
bards slipped on his trousers and ran
out to the assistance of the peddler. He
saw the two men kicking and stamping
him, and at once attacked them. They
both turned on Mr.Stubbards then, but
his brother-in-law arrived at that mo-
ment and the Polanders fled. The ped-
dler was assisted into Mr. Stubbard's
house. There he gave his name Ben
Israel and said he lived at 20S Seventh
avenue north.

Shortly afterward the peddler grew
worse and became so weak that lie was
placed on a bed. Apoliceman was noti-
fied and a patrol wagon sent for. Israel
was taken to the lock-up. There he was
examined by Police Surgeon Gibson, lt
was found that he had sustained serious
internal injuries, being cut and bruised
about the head. The injured man was
then taken tohis honie,2oß Seventh ave-
nue north. Israel is not more than
twenty-live years old. He was unable
tosit up, and itis feared that he willdie
from the effects of his injuries. Mr.
StubbardSjWho came to the peddler's as-
sistance, says that the neighborhood on
Seventh avenue northeast is infested
with gangs of Polanders. Israel re-
fused to go into a house with the Po-
landers. Had he complied he would
probably have been robbed, 'lie refused
and was nearly killed.

CHRISTINA PETERSON SHOT.

Peter Hellgren Did It and Then
Got Away.

There was an attempt at murder in
North Minneapolis Monday night.
Christina Peterson received a bullet in
the fleshy part of the neck, which was
evidently intended for a more fatal spot.
Peter Hellgren fired the shot from a 3.2-
--caliber revolver and fled. Itis supposed
that the police are looking for him, al-
though itis not certain. Anyhow, the
case was reported to the police yester-
day morning.
ltwas a case of unrequited love and

manly affection spurned. Peter is a
sort ofreligious enthusiast. Some folks
call him a crank. He works in the
quarry at Thirty-ninth avenue and Lyn-
dale, and boards near by. All his

1 leisure hours he had divided equally be-
tween religious pursuits and court-
ing Christina. The girl, however,
has steadily and firmly refused
his attentions: Wednesday night
she attended a meeting at the
Swedish church at Eighth avenue south
and Seventh street. Peter followed her
there, ogled her and then followed her
home. When she got off the car to go
to her home, 3645 Washington avenue
north, Peter followed and once more
proffered his attentions. They were in-
dignantly declined, whereupon the en-
raged Peter pulled a revolver from his
pocket, fifed at her and fled. The girl
ran home and fainted. Hellgren re-
turned later and hung around the house
until 2a. m., threatening to shoot any-
one who dared come out. Christina "is
recovering.

INMEMORY OF LINCOLN.

Union Leaguers Celebrated His
Natal Anniversary.

Yesterday was the anniversary of the
birth of Abraham Lincoln. As he was the
man who virtually made their party, or
the party under the name of which they
now masquerade, the Minneapolis mem-
bers of the Union league decided to cel-
ebrate the event. The league parlors
were well filled last night, probably 250
men, including the leading members of
the organization, being present. Pres-
ident J. W. North presided.

The first speaker on the list was R. D
Russell, the city attorney, who spoke of
"Lincoln as a Lawyer." The great
American's legal talents never received
higher praise. His potency inargument,
his wit, his clearness of vision, his abil-
ity to grasp and master the salient
points of any case In which he became
interested were dwelt upon by Mr.Rus-
sell, but above all was placed his justice.
He never pleaded a cause unless lie
thoroughly believed that he was plead-
ing for right.

W. R. Morris followed on "Lincoln as
a Man." Mr.Morris, as a representa-
tiveof the colored race for whom Lin-
coln did so much, spoke feelingly on .
this subject. His sympathy for the peo-
ple; his clear knowledge of human nat-
ure; his faculty for choosing the right
sort of men to assist him; his reliance
upon them when chosen; his justice,
were all dwelt upon by the speaker.
Mr.Morris summed up his whole ad-
dress when he said: .

"He was a man whom the race to
which Ibelong esteems second only
to the Lord Jesus Christ."

William Henry Eustis, on "Emanci-
pation," followed. The orator of the
Union league took up the discussion of
negro enslavement from its fountain
head— the gift by Arabs to some Portu-
guese adventurers of a few negroes. It
spread all over the civilized world. The
fight made against itin Great Britain
was touched and commented upon.
Its course, the strife it en-
gendered, down to the opening of
the Rebellion claimed his attention.
Abolition, not the preservation of the
Union, was declared the real issue of
the war. The issuance of the Emanci-
pation Proclamation was Lincoln's last
card, played in the game which was to
decide his retention or loss of power.
Feelingly he referred to Gen. .Sherman,
and of his near approach to the dark
river on the anniversary of his great

chief's death. He closed in a brilliant
peroration in which the proclamation
which freed 4,000.000 slaves was ranked
alongside the Magna Charter ofEngland.

Rev. M.Falk Gjertsen was the last
speaker. He treated of the influence of
Lincoln upon the world. While the
great man was hated by the European
aristocrat, he was loved by the Euro-
pean common people: A nation some-
times he said breathes for the whole
world; anon, the breath of religion is
that of the world. Thus Rome was
once the lungs of the then known world.
Atanother time the Catholic religion
was the universal seat of civi-
lized life. The Reformation succeeded
Catholicism. In;early days the world
was Roman; then it became Germanic;
next Gallicism predominated onlyto be
followed by the ascendancy of English.
But the old lungs were wornout by
breathing a vitiated air. Then Amer-
ica arose- This destiny of the United
States, that of becoming the center of
civilization, hung in the balance during
the war. Abraham Lincoln was fated
to decide that destiny. He cited "Uncle
Tom's Cabin," as a powerful factor,
in* shaping Europeon opinion on the
issues of that war. In closing and in
referring to Lincoln's death, the -speak-
er compared him to King Olaf, of Nor-;
wav, by whose death religion triumphed
over Paganism in the north and ended-
an internecine war. Lincoln's depart-
ure from earth cemented the union of
the North and South.

Witness had offered to
go to the firm and try and arrange mat-
ters, but Ileilpern had refused the of-
fer. The next day witness had seen the
accounts in the local press ofthe defalca-
tion.

Cross-examination did not shake the
testimony of this important witness,
who simply stuck tofacts and never ex-
ceeded his first testimony. After he
had left the stand a hush fell over the

WANT TO LAYPIPES,

And Supply Crude Petroleum as a
Substitute for Coal.

J. C. Sterling, ex-alderman of the
Eighth ward, and poundmaster of the
Eighth and Thirteenth wards, has a
scheme on foot now. He was before
the joint committee on ordinances aud
underground wires yesterday seeking a
favor. His request was not granted, i
but he continued tosmile as benignly as
when he was wont to call aldermen to
order under the rule against smoking.
Sterling was beiore the committee as
the representative of the Northwestern
Heat and Power company, a corpora-
tion which has not, as yet, passed the
nebulous stage. The Northwestern
Heat and Power company wants the
permission of the council to lay
pipes in the streets and alleys
of Minneapolis. The poundmaster
made a long and stirring appeal to the j
committee on this subject, and waited
for -a favorable reply* It came not.
Then he began again. Still the favora-
ble reply seemed bashful about appear-
ing. Again Sterling returned to the
charge. Finally the committee post-
poned action on the request and the
ordinance submitted with it, and the I
aldermen went home. Sterling still
lingeied about the chamber and urged
his scheme. .The company for which he
spoke has not yet been incorporated.
He said the company did not desire to
incur the expense :attendant upon the
filingof articles of incorporation. The
committee was not- disposed to grant
valuable street privileges to a corpora-
tion which doesn't exist and about the
responsibility of which it knows noth- j
ing. There tne matter rests. . :.%

This Northwestern Heat and Power
company seeks the privilege of laying
pipes for the benefit of humanity, itis
claimed. The pipes are to be used for
supplying crude petroleum =to all per-
sons who are forced to buy fuel. The
Brush Electric Lightcompany, the Cen-
tury Piano company, and others . are
using crude petroleum as a fuel. Ithas
been tested at the Shingle creeK pump-
ing station. Itis claimed to be cheaper
than coal and much more desirable*.
But the insurance companies will not
allow itto be stored on .the premises
where it is used. The Northwestern
Heat and Power company contemplates
storing itat some central point and pip-
ingit to manufactories, blocks, houses
—any place where fuel7is required.
Sterling says that the company has a
capital ,of $150,000. \u25a0He refuses, how-
ever, to disclose the names of any of
the members of the firmbesides him-
self, many of them being non-residents
of Minneapolis. Ithas been hinted that
the enterprise is being backed 'by the

Against the Coal Barons.
;The committee on ordinances yester-

day decided to report to the council an
amendment of the 'ordinance governing
the weighing of coal jknown :as Y'Johu
Goodnow's ordinance." The ordinance,'
as itstands now, provides that every
weigher of coal shall be an. employe of
the company whose coal he weighs.

This practically removes any restriction
fron the coal dealers. According to the
recommendation of the committee, the
coal weighers willhereafter be appoint-
ed by the city sealer of weights and
measures, subject to approval by the
council. In case dealers don't like that
they can have their coal weighed at the
city hall. This addition to the city seal-
er's duties willresult in his salary be-
ing increased to $600 perayear.

that the charter fight has sub-
sided somewhat, the battle over the ex-
tension of the patrol limits is the next
ordeal through whichthe Hennepin del-
egation to the legislature will pass.
There have been numerous petitions
and remonstrances for and against the

.extension in almost every por-
tion of the city. The ministers
have been workingup quite a formidable
more.and even propose to hire a hall at
St. Paul, where they can unburden
themselves, and it is not to be supposed
that the liquor men have been at all
idle iv looking alter their. interests.
Representative^. J. Smith has been ap-
pointed chairman of the committee of
the delegation to receive the petitions,
and the question willcome up some
time next week. Concerning the atti-
tude of the delegation Mr.Smith said
yesterday: "The majority of the
delegation is opposed to radical
legislation either on the patrol limits
question or upon any other. But we are
in favor of a conservative extension of
the patrol limits on business streets in
keeping with the growth of. the city.
We consider this one of the issues upon
which the last election was fought and
won. When any respectable propor-
tion of the people of any commu-
nity petition for an extension we are
in favor of granting such an extension.
We do not mean just a few here and
there but half or two-thirds of the busi-
ness men and property owners along
the streets in question. This we con-
sider democratic.

"The delegation on the other hand is
opposed almost to a man to making any
extensions of the patrol limits in what
may bo fairly considered the residence
portion of the city.

"Ifthe majority of thq people resid-
ing, doing business and owning prop-
erty along a street are opposed to the
extension of the patrol limits along that
street, their wishes are our only rule,
and not a man of the delegation would
think of making the extension.

•'But an almost insane movement in
opposition to auy extension ofthepattol
limits is being pushed by some people.
They are intolerant and think that
their opinions of good policy and
government must be followed to the
letter, regardless of what the majority
may think. To these we can only say
that they are asking too much, and
Iam willing to go on record
as saying that ifthis intolerant tight is
kept up airainst allextension itwill re-
sult in the entire abolition of the patrol
limits. There is a growing sentiment
in the delegation to that effect. We
don't want to come to this, but people
should be reasonable. We can't suit
everybody, and we want to take that
middle course which. will satisfy the
great majority of the people."
