Some Improvement inthe East-
ern sines** Tone.

New York, Fee. 13.— R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade says: There Is some
improvement inbusiness at the East and a
more confident feeling, and at Chicago the
tone is very hopeful. But at most other
Western and nearly all Southern points busi-
ness shows no Increase in volume, and is
rather hesitating. The payments through all
clearing houses tor January show scarcely-
any increase over last year, although the
yearly and quarterly disbursements on ac-
count of previous business were verymuch
larger than a year ago, and the returns
for . February thus far exhioit substan-
tially the "same situation. It must
be inferred that now business
is on the whole somewhat smaller ivvolume
than it was a year ago. notwithstanding the
advance ofabout 10 per cent in the average
prices of commodities. St. Louis reports a
fair volume, but no improvement, while
Kansas city finds better wholesale and quiet
retail trade"; at Denver and St. Paul trade is
fair:at Minneapolis very active in lumber,
with excellent logging prospects; at Omaha
without improvement and at Milwaukee aud
Detroit quiet. Cleveland reports fairly good
trade in most .lines and pig iron slightly
belter, but 2,000,000 tons of ore are on the
docks, half unsold. Pittsburg notes better
demand for merchant iron because of
the strike, and good trade in bottle glass, but
dullness in other branches of the glass
business. AtChicago wool receipts are more
than double last year, and there is some in-
crease in lard and cheese, but heavy de-
crease incorn and dressed beef. Dry goods,
clothing and shoe trades considerably ex-
ceed last year. Philadelphia reports improve-
ment in wool and fair trade. Throughout
the country the money markets are compar-
atively easy and undisturbed, though the
demand is good and the supply hardly ade-
quate. Denver and Milwaukee are the only
cities at which collections are reported slow:
at most places they are fair or good. The
business failures occurring, throughout the
country during the last spven days number
207, as compared with a total of 3081ast week.

LIFELESS MARKET.

Wall Street as Near Dead as It
Possibly Can be.

New York,Feb. 13.—The stock market to-
day except in a few spots was as near dead
as possible tobe and have business trans-
acted at all, but there was an inclination
to heaviness and prices at the close were
left generally a shade under those of last
evening. The stagnation is the effect princi-
pally of the fear that some free coinage
measure will rushed through by hook or
by crook in the closing hours of the session.
The possibility of further orders ofgold for
shipments by" to-morrow s steamer, not to
speak of the changes of the same thing
next week, and exaggerated reports regard
ingMr.Gould's health were effectually used
to depress prices. The general list to-day
presented as little feature as on anyday this
year. Burlington &Quiucy's delay over the
matter ofa dividend is causing some uneasi-
ness to those most interested, and to-day it
was one of the weakest spots in the market.
Louisville was heavy on lower London fig-
ures, and Chicago Gas was sold onrumors of
liquidation by a bull pool in the stock. On
the other hand, the Susquehanna was again
strong, the preferred rising materially.
The opening was in sympathy with lower
London and under the Influence of gold
shipments, but the traders endeavored
to buy •their list in the early
trading without much success. The
manipulation in the sugar stocks was ln the
direction of lower figures in the forenoon,
and the new common stock was depressed
from75 to 72 and the receipts from 86 to 83%,
givinga heavy tone to the regular list. Later
there was a sharp reaction, especially in the
last hour, when these losses were entirely
made up, and the preferred stock sold up to
88. The general list exhibited no recuper-
ative powers, however, and the close was no
more than steady generally at a shade under
last night's prices as a rule. In no case is
the final change more than a fraction,
though the advauces among the active stocks
are few. The trade in railroad bonds
also showed a material fallingoffboth in
the number of issues traded in and the ag-
gregate of the sales, which was $1,189,000.*
The market exhibited the same lack of vital-
ityihat characterized the dealings lv shares,
and while a heavy tone prevailed the changes
were insignificant in all but a few cases.
Losses are most numerous, however, and
Minneapolis &St. Louis seconds lost 4 to 51.
