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TEARS TRIBUTES.
Many Prominent Men Tele-

graph Their Sympathy to
Sherman's Children.

Crowds of People Swarm Past
the Home of the Dead

Soldier.

Generals Sloeum, Howard and
Butterfield Arrange for

the Funeral.

Dr. Talmage Delivers an Elo-
quent Address Upon the

Departed.

New Torn, Feb. 18.—There was a
Crowd of people passing to and fro in
front of Gen. Sherman's house from
early morning until late to-night. There
was nothing much to see but the long
crape streamers fluttering from the
door bell, ami once in a while the face
of some of the family or a friend within
as they glanced out through a window.
The callers at the house were too many
to be counted, almost, but only a few of
them went inside, the majority merely
leaving their cards. In the afternoon
the two Misses Sherman went out for a
short drive, but they were the only
ones in the house who left it for any

length of time during the day. Gens.
Sloeum, Howard and Butterfield
spent the day in arranging for
the funeral, but the details were not
settled at nightfall. A meeting of the
board ofofficers of the New York stale
commandery of the military order of
the Loyal Legion was held at the resi-
dence of Gen. Swayne this morning,
and an offer of a guard of honor consist-
ing of companions of the commandery,

to watch over the remains of the dead
hero, was sent to the family,and a meet-
ingof the commandery was ordered to
take place at 1o'clock to-morrow after-
noon to take action on the general's
death. About 3,000 telegrams have
been received, at the house since the
general's death addressed to the gen-
eral's children or Senator Sherman. Of
them the following were selected and
given to the press to-day:

Thank
God that Iever knew, that 1 even felt
the hearty grip of his right hand and
had the friendship of vis great big
heart. 1have no part in the question
which is being agitated as to
whether he was a Catholic- or
Protestant. Iheard his profession of
faith on a memorable occasion, and
under peculiar circumstances. InNew'•- York, at the New England dinner three
years ago, 1sat with him four hours, he
on one side and the immortal Henry W.
Grady on the other. When inconversa-
tion he expressed to me his respect for
tne religion embraced by his wife, and
his own faith in God and his confidence
in the future. Simple as a child, brave
as a lion, sympathetic as a woman, firm
as a rock, wrathful as a tempest when
aroused against great wrong, lovelyasa
June morning among his friends."

TENDER AS A WOMAN.

fix-President Hayes Speaks Feel-
ingly or Sherman.

Cleveland, (>., Feb. 15.— A memo-
rial meeting of the members of the
Loyal Legion of Cleveland and vicinity
was held to-day to take action
on the death of Gen. Sher-
man. Ex-President Hayes, commander-
in-chief of the National Legion,
presided and made a touching speech

in which he showed that there were
two sides to Gen. Sherman's nature.
"He knew what war was," said (Jen.

Hayes, "and he expressed itin the most
terrible words in the English language.
'War,' he said, 'is hell.' Isuppose that
he would unflinchingly and with
little hesitation do the worst
possible things that man can do. There
was no fluttering, sinking or softening
wilhhim to do what the war required
him to do, yet he was as lender as a
woman. No'manly man was ever more
kind than he. When my wife died he
wrote me a tender letter, in wnich oc-
curred the words, 'With her gone
the world seems less bright and
less beautiful than it was before.'"
Gen. Hayes then read a letter written
by Sherman in 1804 to the Thirteenth
brigade regarding the death of his son
Willie, which occurred in camp at Mem-
phis.

THE FUNERAL.

Arrangement for the Services in
New York City.

Nkw Yokk, Feb. 15.—The prelimi-
nary arrangements for the funeralof the
late Gen. W. T. Sherman have been
made. The funeral cortege will form at
1 o'clock on Thursday next at the house
in West Seventy-first street and move
promptly ,at -2 o'clock. The funeral
services proper willbe held in St. Louis.
The funeral procession in this city will
be made up as follows: The regular
army escort willbe under the command
of Col. Lewis Langdon, of the First
artillery. It will consist of all
the battalions located in the vi-
cinity of New York harbor.
The artillery willbe made un of the
First artillery. U. S. A., Diilenbacks
lightbattery and two four-gun batter-
ies of the national guard. The cavalry
willconsist of a troop of regulars and
Troop A of the national guard. The
body willbe borne on a caisson. An
escort of honor from Lafayette Post, G.
A. li., will surround the caisson
and the pall-bearers who willbe in car-
riages. Followingwillcome the family
and relatives in carriages. Then the
president and vice president of the
United Slates, ex-President Hayes, ex-
President Cleveland, delegations from
the United States senate and house
of representatives, the governor
ot the state of New York
and the mayor of the city.
The military part of the procession will
follow the carriages in this order; First,
the Loyal Legion; second, G. A. K.
posts; third, corps of cadets; fourth,
national guard, S. N. G.;fifth,delega-
tions from civil societies; sixth, citi-
zens. The line of inarch from
Dcs Presses street ferry has
not been decided

'
upon yet.

The department of the G. A.li. will be
under the command of Gen. Floyd
Clarkson: the National guards under
Gen. Fitzgerald; the regular escort
under Col. Langdon. Gen. Howard, in
command of the military,has designated
Gen. D.Butterfield as marshal-iu-charge
of the column. Veterans of the Sev-
enth regiment and those from other
regiments willbe assigned to positions
at the Dcs Brosses street ferry to re-
ceive the cortege on its arrivalthere. At
the.New Jersey end of the ferry will be
stationed posts of veterans from that
state. G. A. R. posts at points along
the route who desire to pay honor
to the remains will be notified
in v season. The bearers will
be: Gen. J. M. Schofield, Gen. O. O.
Howard, Rear Admiral D. L.Braine,
Rear Admiral I. A. Kimberly, Gen.
Thomas L. Casey, Gen. J. C. Kelton,
Prof. 11. L.Hendricks. Gen. Joseph E.
Johnston, Gen. U. W. Sloeum. Gen.
Daniel E. Sickles, Gen. L.L.Dodge,
Gen. J. M. Gorse, Gen. Wager Swayhe,
Gen. S. L. Woodford. Gen. Claik-
son expects to have fully 10,000
soldiers in line from New York and
Brooklyn and 2,500 from New Jersey.
Gens. Howard and Sloeum were asked
by the family to take entire charge of
the funeral and to accompany the body
to St. Louis. The interment willbe in
Calvary cemetery, St. Louis. The
funeral in St. Louis will be strictly
military in character.

On account of the expressed wish of
Geji. Sherman when alive, itwas decid-
ed not to comply with the request of
President Harrison that* the body be
taken to Washington and there lie in
state for a day. It will not lie instate
anywhere. The casket is oak covered
with black cloth and lined with white
satin. The handles ate plain sil-
ver bars, and on the lid is a
plate of plain silver, on which
is inscribed the name "William Tecum-,
seh Sherman," and the date of his birth
and death. While being transported
from here to St. Louis the casket willbe
placed in a polished oak box withsilver
trimmings. The body is now lying em-
balmed in the room where the general
died. Itis covered with an American
flag. Gen. Nelson A. Miles arrived here
to-night from Chicago to attend the

; funeral, lie will accompany the re-
mains to St. Louis.

EXTREME UNCTION.

DidGen. Sherman Become a Cath-
ofic Before Dying?

St. Louis, Feb. 15.— question as
to whether Gen. Sherman

-
became a

Catholic before his death by being
baptized into the church .and whether
extreme unction was administered to
him has caused a good deal of news-
paper and general comment here, and
there is a strong desire to know just
what religious rite or ceremony was per-
sormed in the general's sick chamber.
In a public interview to-day, Rev.
Father Rudolph Meyer, of St. Louis
university, than whom no better author-
ityon the Roman Catholic church's laws
is known, speaks on the subject as fol-
lows: "Some misunderstanding may
possibly have occurred which may
have resulted in the adminis-
tration of extreme unction without a
full knowledge of the faith asitexisted.
This is hardly probable^ however, as
the laws of the church as taught to all
priests unmistakably permits the course
to be followed under such circum-
stances."

"Can extreme unction be adminis-
tered without baptism?'" was asked.

"Most positively not. Before extreme
unction can be administered the aitesof
the church must be complied with, and
one of the most important of these rites
is baptism. No person can become a
Catholic until he has received a bap-
tism."

"Can an adult be baptized without his
consent?" "Under certain circum-
stances. A sick person who has ex-
pressed willingness to affiliate with the
church and inthe meantime became un-
conscious can be baptized while inthat
state. A verbally expressed desire is
sufficient to warrant the adminittration
of the sacrament of baptism."

BOARMANA_BOODLER
At Least That Is What the

Judiciary Committee of
the House Thinks.

It Is Alleged That Financial
Considerations Influenced

His Decisions.

Articles ofImpeachment Prob-
ably to Be Presented Dur-

ing* the Week.

Both Houses Turning Off Ap-
propriation Bills With Sur-

prising" Alacrity.

Washington, Feb. 15.- Articles of
Impeachment against Judge Aleck
Boarman, of Louisiana, have been pre-
pared, and willprobably be presented
to the house this week. There are at
least a dozen articles, charging the use
of public funds and allowing his de-
cisions to be influenced by financial con-
siderations. Judge Boarman. itis ex-
pected, willbe here to-morrow to make

a general denial of all the charges
against him. ltis the general opinion
that if the house adopts the articles of

impeachment against Judge Boarman,
and the matter goes to the senate, that
body, being a continuing one, can pro-
ceed with the case in the next congress.
The proceedings in an impeachment
case havo always been accompanied
with many formalities, and it is not
likely that this case willafford any ex-
ception. Acting upon the precedents
already established, the house, if it de-
cides that Judge Boarman shall be im-
peached, willappoint two members to
aquaint the senate with tho fact,
accompanied by the statement
that the articles of impeachment
will be forthcoming and by the
request that Judge Boarman be ordered
to appear. After this first step the
house willappoint a committee to pre-
pare and report the articles of impeach-
ment, and these articles having been
adopted, fivemanagers to conduct the
trial on the part of the house will be se-
lected by ballot, The articles will then
be presented to the senate by these
managers, whereupon the senate will
convene as a court of impeachment.
During the first session of the trial the
house willmarch In a body to the sen-
ate, but, on subsequent sessions, until
the arguments begin, will b repre-
sented by its managers. The energy
displayed by congress during the past
week in action upon the general

Appropriation Bills
has had the result of placing these

.measures in a state of forwardness that
compares favorably with the record of
the preceding congresses in the short
session. Although none of them have
become laws, two (the army and the
fortification) bills have been agreed
upon in conference, and will doubt-
less reach the president in a day
or two. Four appropriation bills
(the District of Columbia, the military
academy, the pension and tho naval)
have passed both houses and will go to
the final conference stage as soon as
the necessary order can be made by the
house of representatives. The diplo-
matic and consular appropriation bill
has been reported to the senate, and
the legislative, executive and judicial
appropriation billand the sundry civil
bill are awaiting the action of the sen-
ate committee on appropriations. The
Indian appropriation billis under con-
sideration by the house, and two appro-
priation bills (the postotiice and the ag-
ricultural) on the calendar, thus leav-
ing only one of the thirteen appropria-
tion bills (the general deficiency) to bo
vet prepared by congress, reported to
"the house. The copyright bill is the
unfinished business before the senate.
Whether the consideration will be re-
sumed to-morrow, however, depends
upon the majority's estimate ot the
aniountof time that willbe required to
reach the point of final action, Senator
Hale has stated his intention to call up
the diplomatic appropriation bill to-
morrow, but as the friends of

The Copyright Bill
are confident the measure is insuch
shape that it cannot consume much
more time, itwill probably be brought
to a final vote before the diplomatic bill
is taken up. The sundry civil a-id leg-
islative appropriation bills are to be re-
ported some time during the week, and
willbe pressed at once upon the senate's
consideration. Conference reports on
other and further advanced appropria-
tion bills willalso oe submitted for ac-
tion. The Republican caucus list of
measures selected for consideration in
the intervals between the discussion of
the appropriation bills is as follows:
The Indian depredations bill, the Nic-
aragua canal bill, the pure food and the
Conger lard bill, the interstate
commerce bill, the land court
bill, the bankruptcy bill, the
revenue marine bill and the Pacific rail-
road funding bill. How far in this pro-
gramme -the senate may proceed will
depend on the amount of time occupied
by the appropriation bills, but itis the
caucus' determination that none of the
measures named on the listshall be per-
mitted to remain under consideration
for an unreasonable length of time, and
as a matter of justice to the succeeding
features of the order any billwillbe
laid aside that provokes very much de-
bate, ln the bouse it is confidently ex-
pected by the party leaders that by the
end of this week the general deficiency
bill willbe the only one of the regular
bills unacted on. It is the intention to
finish consideration of

early to-morrow, and it has been ar-
ranged that the postoffice and agri-
cultural appropriation bills shall follow
the Indian billin the order named. The
shipping bill, which has for about two
weeks remained pending in the house
as unfinished business, will then be
again brought up, and its friends pur-
pose to secure final action on itbefore
the end of the week. The committee
which reported the bill isprepared, if
necessary, to take the senate bill, un-
amended, as the measure to become a
law, but generally prefer that there
shall be incorporated in the senate bill
the mail and naval reserve clauses of
the house measure. Mi*.Thompson, of
Ohio, says that he intends to call up
during the week the recommendation
of impeachment ..decided upon . by
the judiciary committee in the
case of Judge Boarman, of Louisi-
ana, but will not press . this
matter ifitwillseriously delay the ap-
propriation bills or the shipping bill.
The silver question still remains the
most absorbing topic of discussion
among members of the house, and there
Is a constant fear among the conserva-
tive members that itmay at some un-

expected time be sprung upon the house
inau unlooked for shape. The belief <

has now become quite general and ;
strong that no silver bill can ,be taken
up inadvance of a report from the coin-
age committee. This committee has
lately shown a disposition to cease
further care and vote on the billbefore
it. The silver men are confident that
the bill will be reported to the house
before the end of the week, and a Re-
publican caucus which has been called
for to-morrow night may have some in-
fluence on the course to be pursued .
in regard to this measure by the ma-
jority.

A RECIPROCITY RUMOR.

Nobody In Washington Knows
Anything About it.

Washington, Feb. 15.— state de-
partment is in the dark as to the mean-
ing of the St. Johns, N. F., dispatch
about a reciprocity treaty having been
agreed upon between the United States
and Newfoundland. Assistant Secre-
tary Adee says the state department
has jurisdiction to make reciprocity
treaties in such cases only when
the conditions prescribed in the
McKinley bill exist, and those con-
ditions, as far as he is informed, do not
exist as to Newfoundland. "1simply
know," he added in conclusion, "noth-
ing about the matter." IfSecretary
Bloine has concluded any reciprocity
treaty with Newfoundland he has not
informed the senate of the fact. The
matter has never been brought to the
attention of the senate in executive ses- :
sion, and several senators to whom the

.dispatch from St. Johns was shown say
that they no nothing about such an
agreement.

Clara Barton Honored.

Barton, ot "Red Cross" fame, has ac-
cepted the presidency and become the
active head of the executive committee
of the National Chautauqua of Gleu
Echo, at Washington.

KOCH'S BROTHER-IN-LAW.

He .Is in the Southern Indiana
Prison for Stealing a Watch.

Cincinnati, 0., Feb. 15.—Otto Rei-
mer, a convict in the Indiana southern
penitentiary at Jeffersonville is a
brother-in-law of the eminent German
physician, Prof. Koch. Reimer was
given a two years' sentence from Terre
Haute for stealing a cheap silver watch.
He is probably the most scholarly con-
vict in the United States. He is a great
linguist, and speaks' fluently German,
English, French, Spanish and Italian,
besides being proficient in Latin
and Greek. The fellow belongs
to an excellent \u25a0.'-, family in Ger-
many, who have cast him off on ac-
count of his depravity and dissipated
habits. His mother is the only one of
his relatives who has stood by him, and
she sends him a regular allowance quar-
terly. Reimer has managed to keep.his
imprisonment a secret from his rela-
tives. He .has inhis possession papers
which prove that his oldest sister is the
wife of Prof. Koch and another brother-
in-law is the editor of one of the lead-
ing German papers in the state of Wis-
consin. The convict is forty-three years
old, and at present is an attendant in
the prison hospital, He says that he
has no knowledge ofstealing the watch,
and that, if he "committed the deed, he
was drunk at the time. He has tried
hard to conceal his identity, and asked
that nothing be said which would bring
the knowledge of his imprisonment to
his mother and sisters. Reimer ex-
presses his intention to reform when he
is released, and says he willprobably
return to Germany. The prison officials
have taken a great fancy to him and de-
clare that he is not only the brightest
man they ever saw behind the walls,but
that he is an exemplary prisoner.

SLEEPS FOR A MONTH.

Strange Case of a Columbus, Ind.,
Boy.

Columbus, Ind., Feb. Four
months ago Jesse, the thirteen-year-old
son of Maudand Samuel Stritt, fell into
a deep sleep lasting thirty days. When
he awoke he told his parents that he
had been in heaven. The boy minutely
described a trip the father had taken to
Illinois,and said that from heaven he
had looked down upon "papa." He said
that he had come back to remain until
he was thirty years old. Tuesday of this
week the boy, who is well liked, was in-
vited to a ;neighbors to dine. Shortly
before the hour for dinner he again fell
into a deep sleep, saying to his parents
that he would be much stronger when
he awakened. He has been asleep since
that time. His heart moves regularly,
but not strongly, and he appears to suf-
fer no pain. His skin is moist and
warm. He does not move, but his
mother sees to it that his posi-
tion is changed every hour or two. Milk
insmall quantities is put in his mouth
at intervals, but ifany of itis swallowed
his parents do not know it. Five prom-
inent physicians in Southern Indiana
have tried all known means to so shock
his nervous system as to cause the boy
to break offfrom the deep sleep that is
upon him, but each have failed. The
case has no parallel in this part of the
state and is exciting great interest.

John G. Whittier to Compose No
t More Poems.

New York, Feb. 15.—One ofthe most
intimate friends of the poet Whittier
to-day confirmed the report that the
poet bad finally decided to lay away his
pen tor good. For a long time the
Quaker poet had not been in the best of
health, and his renunciation from work
is entirely due to that fact, lt was
learned that two pieces of verse by the

* poet are in the hands of editors, one of
the poems being a sort of farewell tohis
friends and admirers of the public. And
these poems will close Whittier's pub-
lic work. The poet is quite well off.
His revenues from his published books
are large, and with this income and
what he has accumulated he is able to
pass the rest of his days in comfort. Mr.
Whittier's publishers always look to a
sale of between 50,000.and 50,000 vol-
umes of his poems every year. His pop-
ularity during the last three years -has
shown an increase :rather than other-
wise, and as the copyright to his princi-
pal works does not expire for some
years, the poet is guaranteed a comfort-
able return for his .life-work for some
time to come.

Sax Francisco, Feb. 15.— Advices
from Honolulu per steamer Alameda,
arriving to-day, say: Workmen were
busily engaged in making preparations
for welcoming King Kalakaua when
the United States flagship Charleston
was sighted Thursday, Jan. 29. Now
the decorations and arches ot welcome
have been torn down or turned into em-
blems of mourning. The Charleston
steamed into port with the Hawaiian
and American flags at half mast. Busi-
ness houses and manufactories were
closed, schools dismissed, and govern-
ment offices closed. Amid booming
minute guns from the war ships in the

.harbor and the batteries on shore the
king's body was received by a guard of
honor from the flagship Charleston, U.
S. S. Mohican and H. M. S. Nymph, the
Charleston's band playing a funeral
dirge. The procession formed anil
moved to the paiace. The streets were
packed with people, and the air filled
with waitings and lamentations. Dow-
ager Queen Kapiolani appeared on a
balcony and gave wayto the most vio-
lent demonstrations of grief, Queen
Liliukalani also appeared on the bal-
cony and was also greatly moved. The
coffin was placed on a bier in the middle
of the throne room. On itwere placed
the king's crown of state, his sword and
royal feather cloak. That evening the
cabinet met and issued a proclamation,
proclaiming Princess Liliukalani queen
of the Hawaiian Islands.

Gov. Russell Pats Mr. Cleveland
> on the Back.
Boston', Feb. 15.—Gov. Russell has

written the following letter toex-Presi-
dent Cleveland:

.My Hear Sir: 1 cannot refrain from
writingyou to express my gratification
at your recent letter against the free
coinage of silver and admiration for the
language and patriotism that prompted
it,and which have led you in the past
to meet every public duty without
flinching. As a Democrat, too, in-
tensely loyal to my party and its
principles, and eager for its success, I
congratulate you that you have taken a
position which is not only right, but
which greatly strengthens the party in
the North and East. Itseems clear that
the division on this question is geo-
graphical rather than political; yet Ibe-
lieve most sincerely that the apparent
support of any Democrats of the
proposition for free coinage arose
from their earnest and just desire to
killthe force bill, which now, thank
God, is dead.
