WasmncToN, Feb, 16.—In the sen-
ate Mr. Quay rose and addressed the
senate in refutation of charges circulat-
ed against him. He said: Never, prob-
ably, since Alexander Hamilton was
hunted to his death, has one in publie
life been pursued so persistently and
malignantly. The field of the malign
effort has been the entire Union. The
assaults were of a character so mon-
strous as largely to ecarry with them
their own refutation. Were it other-
wise 1 could not remain, nor would my
coustitueats permit me to remain, a
a member of this senate. Partly
through indifference to slander, asa
weapon which has never had a place in
my poiitical - arsenal, and partly
by the advice of friends, who urged me
to treat the assassins of Treputation as
undeserving of open controversy, I have
permitted, without comment, the pass-
ing of the flood of falsehood. Its mal-
odorous waters chance, at this time, to
be quiescent; and now, when no heated
political conflict is raging, when neither
hope nor fear can be deemed tie in-
spiration of my utterance, 1 choose
briefly to confront accusation with truth.
1 would not aliude to this subjectin
this presence, had not the members of
the other house made it a matter of
debate there. Looking to the future,
and Enowing that the records of this
congress will remain for other genera-
tions to read, when most of us compos-
ing it will be forgotten, 1 choose, for
the truth of history, and for that which
is dearer to all wen than riches, to dis-
pel

with the clear light of fact. It is not
my purpose to weary the senate by a
rehiearsal of each detail of the mass of
misrepresentation. Nevertheless, avoid-
ing prolixity, 1 will endeavor to make
this statement specific and so complete
as to be final. If any thread in the fab-
ric of falsehood remains vnsevered, it
wiil be because this tissue of lies is so
complex, is so ravelea with contradic-
tion and clouded with insinuation, that
some insignificant portion has escaped
my attention.

I'he first assertion econcerning my
official acts is that at some time, or con-
tinuously between the years of 1870 and
1882, I alone. or acting with another or
oihers, used the moneys of the state of
Pennsylvania tor speculative or private
purposes. 1 denounce this statement
as absolutely false. In 1877 the Demo-
cratic party of Pennsylvania elected a
state treasurer and an auditor general,
the financial officers of the common-
wealth. A year or two later, peunding
their terms of office, 1 became engaged
fn stock operations. In some transac-
tions 1 was associated and jointly inter-
ested with the gentleman wiho was at
the time cashier of the late treasury.
I'hese transactions proved seriously dis-
astrous, and I was compelled to pay a
portion of his losses, as well as my own,
In doing this it became necessary to
supply an alleged deficiency he had
caused in the treasury. As a porticn of
the fund for this purpose, 1 borrowed
$100,000 from the gentleman who is at
present my colleague in the senate. |
gave him my judegment note therefor,
tllfu amount of which note I paid to
him

Dollar for Dollar
years ago. Not until the beginning of
the settlement of .our .losses was 1
aware that a deficieney existed, and I

had every assurance that my associate:

was able to carry his share of the losses.
My connection therewith was simply
with the aid of friends to raise the nee-
essary funds to supply the deficit. 1t is
charged that I again ‘used moneys -be-
Jonging to the commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania to purchase bonds or stock, or
both, of a Chicago street railway. I
was invited by friends in Philadelphia
to join in the purchase of street railway
property in Chieago, and did so, bor-

rowing the money upon my own
eollateral from the People’s bank,
in Philadelphia. I stood upon the

same footing with the other gentlemen
concerned; and it was a pertectly
straightforward transaction, and had no
connection in any way with any publie
fund or publie mterest. ‘The charge
that securities belonging to the state of
Pennsylvania were used in this trans-
action is false and impossible of truth.
T'he only negotiable securities held by
the state of Pennsylvania are the regis-
tered bonds of the United States, trans-
ferable only on the books of the na-
tional treasury by the auditor general,
secretary of the commonwealth and
state treasurer, acting coujointly, after
having filed a certificate with the
governor 1n their official char-
acter. Collateral to this last accusation
is a charge that I defrauded, or at-
tempted to defraud, the widow of a
deceased friend. This is also
Absolutely FFalse,

There breathes not upon the earth
man or woman who can trathfully say
that 1 ever defrauded, or attempted to
defraud him or her of a dollar. Upon
this point, charity to the dead and to
the living forbids my making any per-
sonal explanation. Samuel Gustine
Thompson, of Philadelvhia, and presi-
dent of the Young Men’s Democratic
association of that city. is one of several

thoroughly  conversant with the
facts, who can give them to
the public <if they see proper.

1 comewowdy what might be called the
fourth ground of criticism for my pub-
lic conduct. ‘This was my action as a

jmember of the board of pardons of

Pennsylvania, in voting for the pardon
of certain members of the Pennsylva-
nia legislature and others upon whom
sentence had been passed for bribery.
My conduet in that matter has been
bitterly assailed, and it is proper to say
the facts were patent to the people of
the state, and thoroughly discussed be-
fore my election to the office of state
treasurer, and subsequently to a seat in
this chamber. 1 had no personal inter-
est 1n the legislationinvolved. My vote,
as a member of the board of pardons,
was In accordance with the law and
with the action of my colleagues, and
was compelled by the fact that tha sen-
tence imposed by the court upon the
persons pardoned was illegal. Upon
this point the attcrney general of the

T

state filed his written opinion with our
decision. 1 am frank to say that I have
no regrets for that vote, and would re-
peat it under the same circumstances.
Even had not the sentence beeu unlaw-
ful, it is my opinion that the ends of
justice had been fully served by the con-
viction of the defendants. One of the
gentlemen involved has within the last
few wecks received the unanimous
thanks of

Thre Pennsylvania Legislatare
for important services rendered human-
ity and the state. Incidentally, the
stateinent has been made that, in some
anspecified manner, I procured, or at-
tempted to procure, the pardon of a man
named Lynch, under sentencs for forg-
ery, by threats delivered personally to
Mr. Byers, of Pittsburg. cannot at
this day remember the facts on the
pendency of the case, but the charge is
a lie, for which there never was a
shadow of foundation. Equally false is
the wondrous lyrie of my escape from
the Pittsburg rioters of 1877 under the
tutelage of Mr. Dalzell, Itis neecessary
to pass to history somewhat ancient
in order to dispose of the nebulous
charge of bribery and corruption
as a member of the Pennsylvania legis-
lature nearly twenty-five years ago, in
connection with an action for libel
against the editor of the Pittsburg Com-
mereial.  With characteristic malignity
my assailants have been careful to em-
phasize the fact that the case was
never pushed for trial. They fail to
state the libel was reflected, and that
the defendants pleaded nolle con-
tendere, paying the costs of the case
and the fees of the counsel. I may
mention, in passing, that in the prelim-
inary hearing an effort was made to
show that I was a rich man, the inuendo
being that my wealth was unlawiully
acquired. 1 had been prothonsiary of
Beaver county from 1856 to 1861, when I
resigned to go into

The Union Army,

had served as private seeretary to Gov.
Curtin, as military agent of the state mn
this city, as chief of the state depart-
ment of transportation and telegraph,
and for three years had been a member
of the rennsylvania legislature. My
recollection is that the examination dis-
closed the fact that, after nearly twelve
years of industry and opportunity, my
fortune was about $3,000. 1t is proper
also to dispose of some statements upon
which less stress has been laid, One
accusation is that over twenty yearsago
1 attempted to bribe Alexander P.
Tutton, then supervisor of internal
revenue for the Eastern district of
Penusylvania, to prevent the seiz-
ure of an illicit distillery. This isa
wicked and malicious falsehood, with-
out excuse for its utterance or evidence
for its support. Mr. Tutton is now liv-
ing at Downington, Pa., and his re-
ports are on file, I presume, in the in-
ternal revenue bureau. A statement
has been made that when the present
high license statute of Pennsylvania
was pending In the legislature of that
state, liquor dealers of Philadelphia and
Pittsburg raised a sum specified as
$§0,000 and gave it to me and to a fed-
eral officer in Philadelphia who is not
named, for the purpose of securing an
amendment to that legislation in their
interest. This, also, 1 acnounce as an
absolute falsehood. William J. Friday,
who is stated to have

is a reputable merchant now living in
the city of Pittsburg. Finally, 1 reach
a charge that in some mysterious way
1 brought about the defeat of the pro-
posed amendment of the constitution of
Pennsylvania prohibiting the sale of
intoxicating liquors in that state which
was submitted to a vote of the people
in 1889, Others, I underséand, bhave
also already exploded the silly false-
hood of the publication from which
this charze arose and 1 specifically
denied 1t at the time it appeared. By
my vote alone did 1 affect the verdict
of the people upon the prohibitory
amendment; nor had 1 ever, in any
contest, any corrupt or unlawful
concern  with  the liquor or any
other interest concerned in legisla
tion, constitutional or otherwise in the
state of Pennsylvania or elsewhere, 1
have endeavored to make this utterance
complete, even at the cost of the time
of the senate and the weariness of sen-
ators. I have endeavored to answer
every specific charge of mesefeance or
malfeasance that conkl be made from a
careful perusal of the mass of direct

falsehood, coufused statements, inn-
uendo, insinuation and cunning impli-

cation, that with an industry worthy of
a better cause has been gathered to-
gether for my destruction. 1 deny them
seriatim and in toto; they are false and
foul to the core.

KYLE TAKES THE CAKE

He Will Succeed Tin Plate
Moody in the United
States Senate.

His Election Secured on the
Fortieth Ballot of the
Session.

A Democrat in Everything
but Name, and Sound
on Tariff.

He Will Be One of the Young-
est Men in the “House
of Lords.”

PIERRE, 8. D., Feb, 16.—The sena-
torial contest to-day reached a sudden
though not unexpected conclusion,
and one which proves satisfactory to
Democrats and Independents alike.
Republicans are in deepest mourning.
The fortieth and last ballot gave James
H. Kyle 75, Thomas Starling 53, Bart-
lett Tripp 8, Hugh J. Campbell 1, with
30 paired. As predicted in these dis-
patches, this result would be reached
not later than Wednesday, though but
few outside of the Democrats and Inde-
pendents were aware of it.  As the bal-
lot to-day proceeded it soon became
startlingly apparent that two men were
being voted for, and that some one was
going to be elected. 1t was an exciting
scene, and the toul air of the repre+
sentative hall became dense with the
sensation, it being evident that an oid
hen was about to lay an egg. As

one after another voted for Kyle, the
Republicans glared at each other with a
ghostly smile.  When the speaker’s
name was reached McCormack, Repub-
lican, jumped up and chanzed his vote
from Sterling to Tripp, and seven others
followed suit, hoping to cause a stam-
pede among the Demoerats back to their
old favorite and thus elect Tripp by the
united vote of Republicans and Dem-
ocrats. ’I'was a terrible expedient, but
didn’t work. When Chief Clerk Cone
arose and «nnounced the result the long
pent enthusiasm of the Independents
broke lose and ripped the plastering.
Hats, papers, books and other loose
missives went sailing through the air
and for a moment joy was unconfined.
*Over on the other side of the house,”
finally order was restored and Speaker
Pro Tem Rowe arose and declared in
a formal mannerthat James H. Kyle had

Been Duly Elected

United States senator from South Da-
kota for a period of six years, begin-
ning March 4 next. Senator-elect
Kyle was then ecalled out and made a
short address, thanking the members of
the joint assembly for the great honor
they had bestowed upon him. In de-
ference to the memorial services just
concluded on the death of the great
commander, Gen. Sherman, he would
not enter into any discussion of the po-
litical issues of the day. He would go
to the United States senate not as a
represeniacive of any faction or party,
but as arepresentative of South Dakota.
He opposed anything in the nature of
class legislation, so called, but would
endeavor to champion the interests of
the producing class at all times, believ-
ing that the life and success of the na-
tion depend upon their suceess. Again
profoundly thanking the assembly for
the honor conferred he took his seat
amid
Tremendous Applause.

His speech was short, neatly deliver
ed and created a good impression even
among the *“enemy.” A monstrons
ratification meeting was held in the
opera house to-night over the election
of James H. Kvle United States sen-
ator. Kyle’s speech developed the fac
that he will work for low tariff prin-
ciples and other issues advocated by
Democrats, besides numerous reform
measures wanted by the new farmer
independent party of this state. Judge
Tripp, who made the election of Kyle
possible by withdrawing and turning
the Democratic strenzth to him, spoke
and said Kyle was just as good a Dem-
crat as he was and his party could wish
nothing vetter. Ex-Gov. Pennington, a
recently made Democrat, sald to-day
the Independent and Democratic party
were married for good and they rested
on a common platform. Many other
speeches of little tenor were made by
prominent men of both parties, Repub-
licans to-night seem disconsolate amid
the cheers aud speech-making of the
Democrats and Independents.,

Senator-elect Kyvle is a pronounced free
trader, and is in accord with the Democratie
party upon the greater part of the issues of
the day. He was born in Xenia, O., thrty-
six years ago, was educated inthe Univer-
sity of Illinois, and graduated at Oberlin col-
lege with the class of '8, He prepared for
admission to the bar, but afterwards resolved
to go iuto the ministry. Accordingly he
took & course at the Presbyterian Theoiogzi-
cal institute at Pitisburg, graduating in 1882,
He became a Congregational preacher, and
was pastor at Salt Lake City three years, and
then eame to Dakota, and has for five years
past been filling pulpitsat Inswich and Aber-
deen. He also has served considerable time
as an educator, and taught mechani-
cal and civil engineering In Pitts-
burg. He was reared in the Republican
forth politically, although always inclined to
low tarift ideas, which, it is considered; fur-
nishes the main reason that the Democrats
finally threw their votes to him. e finglly
espoused the cause of the Independent
party,and last July he addressed an immense
audience in Brown county, where he ex-
pressed strong and radical views on tariff re-
form ideas, and especially favoring low tar-
iff issues, and it was this speech that brought
him first into prominence with that party in
this state and indirectly brought about his
subsequent nomination and election to the
state senate. He is married and has one
child, his home being in Aberdeen, as previ-
ous}iy stated. Heisa man of fine physique,
sandy complexion, hair and moustache,
strong voice and is a good speaker, and lacks
no quality to lend dignity to himself and the
high position attained.

were authorized. Every one s discuss-
ing the situation and wondering what
theoutcome will be. Hon. S. E. Stebbins
wrote one of the railroad company’s at-
torneys in Minneapolis, and received a
reply,which indicated that the company
claims the land, and has not recognized
the patents and warranty deeds from
the zovernor. No one seems to be able
to forecast the situation. Hundreds of
farmers will ba completely rained, and
many have everything invested in their
land. ‘The situation is most aiarming,
and unless active steps are taken at
once to make settlement with the rail-
way company or the farmers who have
loet their homes, great loss to the state
will unsue. Richland county is one of
the richest in the state.

During the roasting process no disagree-
able fumes are observable, yet the hair,
the beards and the eyebrows of all the
men engaged about the works are soon
dyed a bright and permanent green,

*In scores of Nevada mines ores of
various kinds are smelted and roasted,
but at none of them is either the hair or
beard of the workmen changed frem its
natural hue.

*1t is said thiere was arsenie in the
ore of the Martn White than in that of
many other mines. Old smelters say
that arsenic has nosuch effect on the
hair, and all declare that the green color
mparted to1t is due to the presence of
some unknown and mysteriouns metal or
nmineral.

“White, light or sandy beard and
hair takes a grass green, whereas black
or aark brown hair is dyed a deep bot-
tle green. The hair is not injured by
the color, and retains {its original
strength and stiffness.”

‘This is the manner in which Mr. Long
explained his extraordinary appearance.
He will remain here for some time, and,
even if he escapes the ever-vigilant
agents for dime museums, and is not
hired as a freak for one of those estab-
shments, he will certainly create a
sensation on the public streets every
time he ventures out for a walk,

FATAL FLAMES.

Disastrous Fire at New Westmin-
ster, Wash.

New WestyMINsTEB, Wash., Feb. 16.
~—This city was yesterday visited by a
conflagration which destroyed in the
ueighborhood of §500,000 worth of prop-
erty and caused the death of John Me-
Cannon, a member of the volunteer
fire  brigade. The fire start-
ed In the premises occupied by

work. For two hours the firemen
fought the flames, and were just getting
them under control when an explosion
in the rear of one store occurred. The
Masonic temple, next adjacent, had up
to this moment been considered
absolutely  safe, but the Dbreak-
age of windows caused & draft
which sucked the flames inward
and in 2 minute the whole interior of
the building was afire. 1t was a four-
story briek building, valued at $80,000.
Nothing was saved out of this building
but the papers from the register’s office.
While fighting the flames at one of the
windows, the western wall fell in and
Fireman MeCannon was buried under
two tons of brick. He was taken out
and brought to St. Mary’s hospital,
where he died last night. Another man
is reported to be buried beneath the
ruius.

ATTORNEYS ALERT.

They Secure Barmon’s Release on
a Writ of Habeas Corpus,
Special to the Globe.

Elaborate Preparaticns for
Gen. Sherman’s Obsequies
at St. Louis.

Ransom Post, G. A, R, Will
Furnish the Guard of
Honor for the Day.

The Burial at Calvary Will
Not Take Place Until Sat-
urday Next.

Suitable Resolutions Passed
by the House of Repre-
sentatives.

St. Lovuts, Feb. 16.—A large meet-
ing of representative citizens, G. A. R.
men, and others, was held at 11 o’clock
this morning n the directors’ room of
the Merchants” exchange., The purpose
of the meeting was to make arrange-
ments for the funeral of Gen. Sherman.
A telegram received from Senator Sher-
man and Gens. Howard and Slocum,
and others last night empowering the
committee of the Merchants’ exchange
and citizens to perfect arrangements
was read, after which the committee ap-
poiuted on Saturday was enlarged, and
itis now composed of the following gen-
tlemen:

this and adjoining states will be invited
to participaie in the obsequnies. ‘The
former will report on arrival at Armory
hall, corner of Pine and Seventeenth
streets, and the latter at department
headguarters in Granite building, eor-
ner of Fourth and Market streets,
An invitation was extended to Gov.
Francis and his staff to take part in
the services, and they will be assigned
a place at the head of the state
militia. ‘I'ne committee have sent a
telegram to President Harrison,express-
ing their earnest hope that he and his
cabinet will be present on the solemn
occasion. Ransom post, G. A. R., will
furnish as many guards of honor as may
be required or requested to take charge
of the remains from the time of their
arrival here until they are deposited in
Caivary cemetery. Gen. Wesley Mer-
ritt, in command of the department of
Missouri, has received the following
dispateh from Maj. Gen. Sehofield :

“Gen. Sherman's funeral will start from
New York Thursday afternoon. 'The burial
will take place at st. Louis Saturday. The
Ransom post, G. A. R., will escort the re-
mains from the depot to the cemetery. Be-
sides this, you will have a sultable escort of
artillery and cavalry, and te prepared tofire a
suitable artillery, siall arms and bugle salute
after the burial.”’

Immediately on receipt of this tele-
gram Gen. Merritt ordered to report to
St. Lonis at onee from Fort Riley, Kan.,
one battery of light artillery,one eaisson
for conveying the remains, a horse in
mourning caparison, headquarters tield
music and one battalion of six troopsof
the Seventh cavalry, all under com-
mand of Col. J. W. Forsyth. From Fort
Logan, Col., four companies of the Sev-
enth infantry, and from Fort Leaven-
worth headquarters and band of the
Twelfth infantry and six companies of
infantry and a battery of lignt ar-
tillery, all under command of Col.
Townsend, of the Twelfth infantry.

We mingle our grief
with that of the nation, monurning the de-
parture of her great son, and of the survivors
of the baitie-scarred veterans whom he led
to victory and peace; and we especially ten-

‘T'he funeral ear will be placea
on the regular St. Louis fast express of
the Pennsylvania road at 6:50 Thurs-
day evening, The train is expected to
arrive in St. Louis Saturday morning as
T:50, Only a few of the general’s family
and relatives will go to St. Louis,
and only one car will be used by them.
President Roberts. of the Pennsylvania
railroad, has pluced his private car as
their disposal. ‘The route of the proces-
sion in this city will be Eighth avenue
to Seventy-seventh street to Fifth ave-
nue. down to Washington square,thence
to MeDongall street, to Watt street, to
King street and thenee to the Des-
brosses street  ferry. The veterans of
tihe Seventy-Ninth Highlanders, the
regiment that formed part of Gen.
Sherman’s original brigade. applied
for and were assizned to a place in the
procession.

GLASS MADE BY LIGHTNING.
Tubes in the Sand That Tell the
Diameter of the Fieey Bolt.

Washington Star. .

“Did you ever sce the diameter of a
lightning flash measured?” asked a ge-
ologist. **Well, here is the case which
once enclosed a flash of lizhtning, fitting
it exactly, so that you can see just how
big it was.

“This 1s called a ‘fulzurite’ or ligh*-
ning hole,” and the material it Is made
of its zlass. 1 will tell yoa how it was
manufactured, though it took only the
fraction of a second to turn it out,

“When a bolt of lightning strikes a
bed of sand it plunges downward into
the sand for adistance less or greater,
transforming simultaneously tnrough
whieh 1t passes. Thus, by its great
heat, it forms at ones a glass tube of
precisely its own size.

“Now and then such a tube, known
as a ‘fulgurite,’ is found and dug up,
Fulgurites have been followed into the
sand by excavation for nearly thirty
feet; they vary in interior diameter
from the size of a quill to three inches
or more, according to the *bore’ of the
flash.

But fulzurites are not alone produced
in sand; they ave found also in solid
rock, though very naturally of slight
depth, and frequently existing merely
as a thin, glassy coating on the suriace.
Sueh fugurites occur in  astonishing
abunaance on the summis of Little
Ararat in Armenia.

1'he vock is soft and so porous that
blgeks a foot long can be obtained, per-
forated ih all directions by little tubes
filled with bottle-green glass formed
from the fused rock., Thereis a small

specimen in the National museum
which has the appearance or having

been bored by the teredo, the holes
made by the worm subsequently filled
with glass.

“Some wonderful fulzurites were
found by Humboldt on the high Ne-
vadade Toluca in Mexico. Masses of
the roek were covered witn a thin layer
of green glass. Its peculiar shimmer
to the sun led [Tumboidt to aseend the
preeipitous peak at the risk of his life.”
