It was extremely quiet about the city
hall yesterday. There is zenerally a
motley erowd of officeseekers to see the
mayor. but the not-at-home card warned
them that the victims of their persecu-
tions was far beyond reach.

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THE JURY IS OUT.

The Case of Leo Heilpern at Last
Compieted.

The case of The State of Minnesota
against Leo Heilpern went to the jury
at 3:30 o’clock yesterday, and at a late
hour had not returned a verdict in the
case. Mr. Thian, the county attorney,
opened his argument in the morning,

and, though his talk was comparatively
brief, it was to the Point, and was one
of which he may well feel proud.

Capt. Hein into the room where Mr.
Zeidler and Heilpern were because he,
Bassett, did not trust Zeidler,and so on.

Judge Lochren’s charge was such an
able one that no exceptions were taken,
and the jury took the case in hand,
while Heilpern and his friends com-
menced the long wait that preceded the
verdict.

A PERPLEXING PROBLEM,

The Street Railway Goes Back to
the Old System of Transfers.

This morning the street railway com-
pany will discard the system of trans-
fers that has been in vogue for the past
two weeks and will return to the sys-
tem used before that was put in force,
that of stationing transfer agents at the
street corners to look after the interests
of the company. This change has been
brought about by a vigurous series of
kicks from the publie, both through the
press and to the management of the
company. Two men have even taken
steps to bring suit for alleged damages
brought about by the new system. Gen-
eral Manager Gooduiich s .id yesterday:

“We still think the present system
of transfers is the best that can be de-
vised for the interests both of the public
and of ourselves, but we are not bull-
headed enough to insist upon it in the
face of the opposition it has excited.
The regulation of a transfer system that
will be sauisfactory for both parties is a
difficult thing. It is necessary in any
event to have transfer agents at the cor-
ners to look after the interests of the
company. Thoagh we recognize the
fact that nearly all the conductors are
honest, still, you will find rogues among
any class of men. Though the system
we are about to adept is not the most
satisfactory one to us, sull, we are
forced to adopt it to stop a perfect del-
uge of complaints that is coming in.”

THE JUNK DEALER FREE.

Jacob Slayman Gets a Verdict of
Not Guilty.

The man who was indicted by the
grand jury for receiving stolen prop-
erty from the six young boys who took
brass findings from the flat cars and
sold them to him, went free, and Jacob
Slayman can now return to his business
again. The case was a dull one in the
extreme. The testimony was confined
to that of the boys themselves, the pris-
oner and a few who were willing to
come in and testify as to his previous
good character. The boys said they
had told him that they had stolen the
stuff they sought to sell him, but he in-
sisted that they impressed him that they
had found them on the streets. The at-
torneys spoke but a few moments, that
for the defense asking for a dismissal
because the boys were accomplices and
their testimony was not corroborated.
The case went to the jury, which re-
turned a verdict ot not guilty in an in-
credibly short time,

A ROMANCE IN REAL LIFE.

How Love Caused a Burglar to
Restore a Stolen Fortune.
Milan (Tenn.) Special to Globe-Democrat.

The truth of the old saying that for-
tune favors those who wait, has again
been illustrated in the case of Lal
Wiekland,an old man, sixty-three years
of age, and an employe of the lllinois
Central railroad at Me€Connell, some
fifty miles north of here. The story
reads like a romance, and, as given to a
Globe-Democrat reporter, runs in this
wise:

There resided in the city of Aberdeen,
Scotland. seventeen years ago, atich,
and prosperous jeweler, Lalland Wick-
land, a man of family, which consisted
of himself, his wife, three sons and
three daughters. The name of his eld- '
est son was Jean, and he was engaged!
to a young lady of his native city by the|
name of Craig, one of the foremost of
the beautiful Scotch maidens of Aber-
deen. Their marriage was only de-;
ferred on account of some business
transactions. One day Wickland burst '
into his wite’s room, greatly agitated, '
and exclaimed:

“Mary, we are ruined, utterly ruined!
The shop has been broken into and at
least £12,000 worth of plate and jewelry
carried off. 1 have been with the de-
tectives through all the holes in the
city, but we found no traces of the
thief nor of the goods. The detectives
think the goods will never be recovered,
and we are ruined if it is so0.”

When this robbery occurred Jean
Wickland was in London, and he read
the news in a London newspaper. He
hurried home and found the family in
the greatest distress. For many daysthe
Wicklands indulged themselves in the
hopes that some clew would be found to
the robbery, and their precious wealth
be restored them. These hopes were
never realized. The robbery, as the
police said, had been -cleverly and
cleanly done. No trace of the perpe-
trators or any part of the property was
ever discovered.

In the meantime Wickland had paid
all his outstanding debts and found him-
self a pauper and without a sixpence.
He might have urged the robbery as a
plea for baunkruptey, but he was too
honest and conscientious a man to ever
think of such a course, so he paid his
debts to the last penny. The utter rnin
which had overtaken the Wicklands
postponed and proposed union between
Jean and Miss Craig, and Mr. Wickland
strugezled on for a few years in a small
way of business, his son Jean assisting
him all the while, but they could not
even make a living out of it. 1t seemed
that fate was against them.

About this time thousands of people
were leaving the old countries of
Europe and heading for America. Mr.
