The
exact time of the fight was five hours
aud five minutes. Every one is
perfectly satisfied with the manner in
which it was conducted and the
good order maintained throughout,
no smoxing was tolerated even before
the contest. and the air was pure and
good. Needham was considered in-
vincible by the talent in the North-
west, and the result was a sad sur-
prise to the knowing ones. Needham
is badly punished. cspecially about the
face, while Ryan escaped without a
mark on his person. The Chicago dele-

gation went wild over the re-
sult of the fight, and shouted them-
selves hoarse. To escape from his

friends Ryan tied from the ring over the
ropes and reporters’ tables, while the
friends and backers of Needham led
and partially earried him from the ring,
This fizht will zo down in the history
of pugilism as the greatest fight
of the age. At 2:5) Kyaun was compara-
tively in good condition. Needhamn was
badly punished, but was able to be
placed under a hot shower bath.
