One of the leading shoe firms of St.
Paul advocates the establishment of
Shoe factories at the Stillwater peniten-
tiary. The employes of the firm think
there is already too much competition
inthe trade, and are by no means anx-
ious to see their work done byconvicts.
Itis not known for a certainty that the
firm referred to have any financial in-
terest in the establishment of such fac-
tories at Stillwater, but the employes
fear that the suggestion does not arise
wholly from philanthropic motives; but
as long as tiie Alliance insists on the
manufacture of binding twine at Still-
water no other industry has any pros-
pect of being established.

The bricklayers' union is in a position
to know how 'buildings are erected and
Inspected. The union, after consider-
able observation, has concluded thai
building inspection should be done by
practical mechanics rather than by pro-
fessional politicians, although the
bricklayers would not perhaps object
to seeing both qualifications combined
in one person. The union is, however,
very much in earnest, and claims that
public health and safety demand the re-
form indicated.

The president of the clerks' union
says: "Irecently visited several busi-
ness men to obtain their views on early
closing. They had tried the plan a year,
ami my reception was in pleasing con-
trast to the time when 1 first asked
their signatures to the early-closing
movement. Atthat time many of them
seemed to be anxious for me to stay as
brief a time as possible. This year they
all greeted me ina most cordial manner,
and were much pleased to give their
testimonials indorsing the early-closing
___Onovenient."

The carpenters are vigorously push-

ing the work of organization in the hope
of obtaining the eight-hour day this
season. Atthe open meetings held this
week there was a substantial increase
of membership, and a committee is con-
sulting with'the contractors tosee upon
what basis the eight-hour day can be
arranged. HJBjJM» • —

The trade and labor assembly did
Borne active wont in securing the adop-
tion of the eight-hour resolution by the
council last summer. In fact, to the
efforts of that body may be credited the
passage of such a resolution. There
now seems to be some disposition on the
part of the Ramsey county delegation to
construct a new charier and ignore
that important clause. This isprobably
oiiiy forgetfulness ou the part of the
delegation. So at the meeting Monday
evening thirty-three members of the
trade and labor assembly will be pres-
ent to present their individual and col-
lective opinions in favor of eight hours.
The trade and labor assembly represents
more than 5,000 organized men indiffer-
ent trades. When so large a proportion
of taxpayers are solidly in favor of the
eight-hour day on city work, their ex-
pression of opinion is entitled to some
consideration. Then, too, the mem-
bers of the Ramsey county delegation
would only be carrying out the wishes
of both political parties as expressed in
their platlorins by inserting an eight-
hour clause in the new charter. Of
course, the question of compensation
would be fixed by the action of the
council, or the prevailing rates inother
cities; but the trade and labor assem-
bly is anxious to see the eight-hour prin-
ciple,incorporated in the new charter.

THE TRADES ASSEMBLY.

The trades and labor assembly met
Friday evening with a smaller attend-
ance than usual. The members had
plenty of business on hand, and the de-*
bate grew quite animated at times. The
grievance committee had conferred with
the State Federation council. and brought
a proof of a circular which they bad
jointly framed, as follows:
To the Honorable the Senators and Members

of the Legislature of the state of Miiiuc-
sota: BE__M
Inview of the tact that there are now pend-

ingseveral bills affecting the railroads of .Mm
nesota. mid in order to defeat ihc-e measures
the railroads are using the aliened Railway
Employes' club, the Slate Federation of
Labor ueems it an imperative duty to inform
the members of the legislature as to the true
limine of these clubs and the reasons why
employes apparently aid the railroad corpo-
rations.

First- The Hallway Employes' club Is a
misnomer, because it does not represent the
nun employed by the railroads, nor their
sentiments regarding railway legislation.

Second— Organized and officered by the su-
perintendents and officials of the railroads,
ibis Employes' club is forced upon the men,
and a refusal to tin it usually means dismis-
sal from the service. Passes are even tele-
graphed to members of the club when their
presence isneeded at a meeting. The rail-
roads do not usually show such anxiety to
tender transportation to employes when
holding conventions for the actual protec-
tion of their own interests.

Third—More than 19.000 men are employed
by railroads in this state. The Railroad Em-
ployes'clpb claims 10 represent the whole
number; yet the only persons known tone
members of this club are a few master me-
chanics, railroad attorneys and hiL'h salaried
Officials. These do not form a one-hundredth
portion of the entire number. The average
wage workeremployed by the railroads has
long«go learned that the interests of such of
fieials are not his.

Fourth— The majority of railwayemployes
do notbelong to organizations officered and
controlled by themselves. They find that the
railroads are by no means friendly to their
associations, and every year the black list of
their active members increases. Actual rail-
wayemployes' organizations are represented
through their national organizations and the
btatc Federation ofLabor.

Fifth—Employes find by experience that
wages are fixed by the law ofsupply and de-
mand. Itcannot be shown that the earnings
ofrailroads bear any relation to the wanes
paid by them. In the legislative investiga-
tion two years ago, itwas shown that the
Blurt lines between the Twin Cities made a
profit of$300,000 a"year. Yetwedonot near
of their conductors or brakemeu receiving
15.000 salaries, which would be somewhat in
proportion to the profits.

Sixth—Another incident appears which
makes ties shrewd scheme ol the railroad
companies stillmore transparent. All genu-
ine national unions of railway employes for
many years have been asking for legislation
providing safety appliances on trains to min-
imize the enormous loss of life among rail-way employes This evil has become so gen-. era! that President Harrison, in his message,
recommends such legislation. Some meas-
ures of this kind have been introduced dur-
ing the session. We are now told that this
alleged employes' club is even opposed to
any legislation which would protect its own
assumed membership, and reduce that risk to
life and limb so prevalent upon railroads as
they are now operated.

To show, that employes are opposed to
measure*; now pending, petitions are sent in
from railway 'employes' clubs. These can
easily be estimated at their true value when
itis understood that these petitions weie pre-
mred long before the legislature convened.
Ther were placed In the hands of officials
holding prominent positions, and no alter-
native left the ordinary employes except to
t'tyn tin- petitions or receive 'heir discbarge.
Inmany cases men arc Ignorant of the real
nature of the petition*,'nor do they dare to

and in the guise of this Railway Employes'
club, we are forced to conclude that it is
simply aruse to impose upon the sympathy
of legislators to secure mure favors lor he
railroads themselves. The Stale l-'e lera. ion
of Labor has no desire to act unfairly toward
the railroads, nor toexpress any opinion as
to the merits of the bills iending, but deems
this explanation due to tiie many employes
of the railroads who are represented ivthe
State Federation of Labor auu who have no
other opportunity to be heard.

The circular was indorsed ami affili-

ated organizations warned not to sign
petitions being circulated among bus-
ness men liy the railway employes.
The council committee offered the fol-
lowing resolution, which was adopted
and ordered forwarded to the proper
officials:

Whereas, In fixingthe salaries of certain
ciyofficials, the amount allo.-.cd for clerk• hirehas been in excess of that aciua ly paid
to the clerks employed in such o!fb es.

Whereas, We favor a reasonable economy
in the administration of these offices; there-
fore be it

Resolved, That we favor fixingthe amount
of clerk hire at the amount actually paid
clerks in said offices, and we deem itproper
that •immediate action should be ten by
ourdelegation in.the legislature lo prevent
continuance of these practices.

The delegate from the shoemakers'
union otfcied this resolution:

Whereas, in viewof the fact that certain
\u25a0witnesses appearing before the state prison
committee recommend that the manufacture
ofboots and shoes in the stale prison and re-
formatory would be profitable to the state
and not come in contact with orinterfere
with free labor.

Whereas, Believing thai said contract sys-
tem would1..- -i dentil blow to the boot and
shoe industries in this state and wouldpre-
vent other factories from locating in our
state; therefore, be it «

Resolved, That the trales and labor assem-
blyof St. Paul does earnestly request ihat
said recommendation be considered a detri-
ment and hindrance to the welfare ifour
state and a great injustice- to the manufact-
urers and employes in die manufact-
ure of boots and shoes; be iifurther

Resolved. That a copy of this resolution be
sent to ilienou^e of representatives and sen-
ate and also to the chamuer of commerce.

There is a very strong sentiment Hi
the assembly against convict contract
labor. One delegate thought that wood-
en shoes mightbe made at Stillwater
as a part of the present work in wooden
ware. Another delegate stated thai the
shoe manufacturers, by securing a
prison contract, would not only get the
cheap labor of the convicts, but would
take the ex-convicts to work in their
shops to the exclusion of free labor.
The matter was also referred to the
Labor lyceum for further discussion.

The followingresolution was unani-
mously adopted:

Resolved, That the St. Paul Trades and La-
bor Assembly respectfully, yet urgently, calls
upon the Ramsey county legislative de'ega-
tion to embody ivthe new city charier now
being drawn up a clause providing thai eignt
hours shall constitute a day's work forall
employes of the city engaged in manual
labor, believing that this measure Will only
carry out the wishes of the entire community
as expressed inthe platforms of both pilit-
ical parties at the last municipalelection; be
it further

Resolved, That a committee of thirty-three
delegates be appointed to present the fore-
going resolution to the Ramsey county dele-
gation at their meeting .Monday evening
next. Also that a copy of these resolutions
be forwarded to the Citizens' union.

Paul, and also a reception will be ten-
dered to Mr.Gompers, who is a member
of the cigarmakers' union, at Market
hall after nis lecture on the same even-
ing. A angemeiits were made to dis-
cuss the question of practical co-opera-
tionat the next meeting, witha view to
starting factories in localities where the
union is involved in any difficulty with
employers. As the cigarmakers 1union
has over $300,000 ii) its treasury, the
plan is looked upon with some favor by
tne members.

The labor lyceum willmeet this after-
noon for the discussion which was post-
poned from last Sunday, owing
to the meeting of the Federation
council. T. .11. Lucas will speak
on "Prison Contract Labor." lie
has gathered some ot the evidence being
presented to the legislative investigat-
ing committee, and willpresent a strong
argument against the contract system.

and every shade of opinion is entitled to
a hearing. Several members of the legis-
lature who have decided views for and
against prison contract labor have
promised to be present and take part in
the discussion.

BUT TWO SENSES LEFT.

A Child Who Can Neither See,
Speak Nor Hear.

Boston Advertiser.
By far the most interesting patient

now at the Jamaica Plain kindergarten

for the blind is Willie Elizabeth Robin,
the six-year-old Texas girl, who can
neither see, hear nor speak. Tiie child
has been at the kindergarten a little
over a month, having been admitted on
Dec. 20. '-.:'\u25a0-\u25a0\u25a0'.".'

But in this short period of time grati-
fying,not to say wonderful, progress
has been made in her case by her
teacher. Miss Effie J. Thayer. Miss
Thayer, who has sole charge of the
child so far as instruction is concerned,
was formerly at the school for deaf
mutes in Mystic, Conn., where she
taught for a year with great success.
She was specially engaged to come to
the Jamaica Plain institution to take
charge of the littleRobin girl.

" -
To a reporter Miss Thayer spoke most

interestingly of the progress which she
has made in a short, month's time with
the sadly afflicted child. The teacher
devoted her first week at the kinder-
garten to getting acquainted so far as
possible with the child. Willie is a
very bright child, and, although in the
six years of her life she had never re-
ceived any instruction, she was by no
means ignorant of all that took place in
the great unseen world about her. Wil-
lies powers of perception and imitation
are very great. As an illustration of
this. Miss Thayer a day or two ago
found the child making upher own bed.
Willie had often '"watched" (it becomes
very natural tospeak In this wayof the
bright child) her teacher busied with the
same duty in her own room.

Willie was given her first lesson on
Dec. 31. and she has already learned
twelve words. The story of the first
steps in the child's mental training
how she was brought to know that ob-
jects have names— is intensely inter-
esting. Short, simple words like "hat"
and "lan." names of objects with which
the child was f.imiliar, were first
taught her. The objects themselves
were given her, and then their names
were spelled out with the child's fin-
gers. Itrequired irfiuite patience, but
at last there came a time when tin;child
would sometimes spell the name of the
object of her own accord. And then the
first treat step in advance was gained.

The child spelled but "hat" for the
first time as she was on the point of
being taken out for a walk. She had
been dressed for the walk, but her bat
was withheld. Willie was eager for the
walk, and leached out vainly for her
hat. Itwas not given her, but she was
coaxed to spell the word "hat." which
she had been assisted to do so many
times before. Itwas a half-hour's strug-
gle, but at last the impatient child made
the "h" and the "a," and the "t." It
was a victory, indeed. The child's hat
went on her head ina twinkling, and
the walk followed, An interesting
point in this experiment was that the
child would make the "h," and then
hold out her hand for the hat, as much
as to say that the first letter would do as
well as the complete word itself. In
the same way Willie will be content
with making the "f" instead of
all three letters when she wants
her fan.

Milk is another word that the child
has been taught. She is required to
spell it out every morning at breakfast
before the liquid is poured upon her
oatmeal. She also spells out "boots"
when they are put on her feet, and
again when they are taken off. One of
the words which Willie has been taught
is "water." She has been accustomed
allher life to signify thirst by closing
her hands lightly and crossing her
arms and striking her chest. But now
she is encouraged to spell the word
"water" when she wants a drink.

Willie has learned the following
words: Fan, hat, ring, water, bread,
candy, pin,paper, boots, wagon; 'cubes
(the raised letter blocks with which
she loves to play) and milk. Within
ten days after instruction had begun
she recognized that objects had names.
It was with the cuoes that the very
first step was made in this direction.
The child was taught the letter ofa
cube, and so came to associate it with
the object itself.

As has been said, Willie, although so
sorely afflicted, is a very bright child.
She weaves little mats and .models in
clay a few simple objects with which
she is familiar. When she came to the
kindergarten a little over a month ago
she was like "a little steer" in her
nervousness and impatience. Now she
is a quiet child, and is beginning to
show affection for those about her, a
quality In which she seemed to be
wholly deficient when she first came to
the kindergarten.

1 Willie is to be a physiological study.

Not hing whatever of a relieious nature
willbe taught her. Her development in
this direction willbe left to herself. It
willbe interesting to know the inquiries
which the child will make when in
process Of time she comes to read books
and be informed of the problems of life,
death and immortality.

Willie is a pretty, fair-haired child,
large for her age and always ready for
a frolic. She "came, into the reception
room during the reporter's visit to the
kindergarten. Being given the report-
er's bat she spelled out the name.
Willies affliction is due to congestion of
the stomach, from which she suffered at
an early age. The child has a pretty
face, all but her poor sightless" eyes.
These do not spoil the generally con-
tented, even happy look on her face.but
they are apt painfully to remind the
gazer of the child's trebly sad affliction.
