The whist contest between the North
and South hill whist clubs closed with
the game at the residence of Hon.

Last season the North l1ill elub came
out victorious by a very small margin.

Itisun-
derstood that the legislature contem-
plates visiting the factory when every-
thing is ready and all of the machinery
is in operatlon.

A prominent steamboat man stated
recently to a GLOBE representative that
the coming season protises to be a sue-
cessful one on the river. A large num-
ber of rafts have been purchased by
down-river parties, and as soon as the
river opens they will be towed to their
destinations. The new industry of
hauling lnmber down river in barges
will add materially in furnishing work
for the Parge fleet of boats now owned
in this city.

Herman Roney, who has lately con-
ducted the news stand at the union
depot, has leased the quarters in the
Lumbermen’s Exchange block recentlv
occupied by Clayburgn & McKinnon,
commission brokers, and will open to-
day with a large stock of confectionery,
fruits, ete.

will -be expended in purchasing new
books for the school hbrary.

FOREIGN MARKETS.

Condition of Money Across the
Atlantic.

Loxpox, March 1.—There was an act-
ive demand for discount during the past
week. Money was scarcer. Discount
houses were obliged to seek assistance
to the amount of over £1.000,000 from
the Bank of England, and raised their
rates to about the bank’s movement,
Their quotations were 3 for three
months and 2% forshort. The tight-
ness of money is not held toimply a
rise in the Bank of England rate. The
pressure is temporary, arising partly
from rapid revenue collections before the
end of the financial year.Three-quarters
of a million pounds in gold has gone to
Russia during the week, which is about
to be met by a mitlion pounds coming
Trom Brazil and Australia. The silver
market has como into stagnation. Op-
erations are now so contracted that the
brokers have decided to fix the official
price hercafter at 2 p. m. instead of at
4:30 p. m. With the collapse of Amer-
ican speculation New York no longer
rules the market here. Silver securities
are weak. Rupee paper has fallen ¢,
On the stock exchange during the week
business was generally duil. The un-
ceasing rumors of the precarious posi-
tion of several financial houses take
the heart out of speculation, and until

all douvts are cleared away there
iIs smail chance of a revival.
Dealers do litile except invest-

ment business. Prices move up and
down, but really represent few genunine
dealings. 1In foreign securities. Argen-
tines now promise better results. The
Buenos Ayres government has supplied
the English committee with data en-
abling them to complete their recon-
struction scheme. Argentine national
loans have risen 14 and Brazilian loans
124, whiie Chilian loans have dropped
14 and Salvador bonds 5. Inter-
national stocks were depressed, owing
to the Empress Erederick episode, and
French rentes dropped 34 and Hunga-
rian and Italian bonds %. British rail-
way securities were heavy, especially
those of Scoteh lines, owing to gloomy
dividend forecasts, and there was an
average fall of 37, American railway
securities exhibited a Dbetter tendency
towards the end of the week, still bus-
iness was flabby and dealings were in-
signiflcant. Operators distrust  bull
cablegrams from New York, and the
general belief here is that a permanent
rise is at present improbable. Variations
for the week in prices of American rail-
way securities include the following
inereases: Ohio & Mississippi ordinary
124, Norfolk & Western preferred 114,
Union Pacific £{; Denver & Rio Grande

referred, Louisville & Nashville, and
New York, Ontario & Western 1£ each.
Decreases: Atchison income bonds 134,
Mexican Central 1sts 114, and New York,
Pennsylvania & Ohio 1st mortgage and
Mexican Central new 4s 14 each. Can-

adian railway stocks were quiet.
Grand Trunk 1Ist and 2d pref-
erences show a nse of Ii¢

each for the week. Among the miscel
laneous securities Allsopp’s has tallen
23, Guinness %, Eastmans ¢ and Ell-
more Copper and Rio Tintos 34 each:
Bell’s Asbestos has risen l3. The re-
portsof Irish railways attract attention,
presenting a notable expansion of trade

and prosperity throughout the country.
with traffic everywhere increasing. The
Belfast & Northern Counties and the
Belfast & County Down railways each
declare a diyvidend of 6 per cent; the
Great Southern & Western delares a
dividend of 5 per cent, and the Cork.
Bandon & South Coast and the Midiand
Great Western eacn declared a dividend
of 4'7 per cent, and the Great North-
ern’s dividend is 4 per cent. On the stock
exchange dealings in lrish stocks are in-
creasing. The security issues of the
week inclnde §5,000,000 of Louisville &
Nashville gold bonds and £890,000 of
Alberta (Canada) railway sixes.

Panis, March 1.—A feeling of de-
pression prevailed on the bourse during
the past week. There was a general
tendency yesterday o sell, ‘Lhree per
cent rentes dropped 55 centimes: Ital-
ian securities 68 centimes; and Tuarkish,
Russian and Hungarian securities, #;
per cent before the official elose. On
the petit bourse prices were a fraction
worse. There was a prevailing reeling
ot anxiety on reports that the German
government: was making diplomatie
communications regarding ex-Lmpress
Frederick.

Benrrin, March 1.—Iu spite of the de-
pression on foreign bourses, Interna-
tional stocks here opened steady yester-
day, though they weakened toward the
close. There was an average decline of
14 per cent. The final quotations in-
clude the foliowing: Prussian fours,
1.05.803 Mexican sixes, 9L75: Deutsch
Bank, 162; Bochumers, 1: Harpener,
1831 roubles, 237.25; short exchange on
London, 2 long exchange on Lon-
don, 20.24: private discount, 2%¢.
