Treat Each Other in Hot
Debate.

Donnelly and Leavitt Lead in
a Discussion Long' to Be

Remembered.

Hie Interest Bill,Unfinished,

Becomes a Special Order
for Thursday.

Yesterday's Memorable Ses-
sion of the Upper End of

the Law Shop.

After a debate lasting for two and a
half hours yesterday morning, the sen-
ate decided to lay aside tin: various in-
terest-reduction measures until next
Thursday morning at 10:30 o'clock,

when they are again made a special
order until disposed of. The discussion
yesterday went from bad to worse, per-
sonalities and insinuations between the
leaders of the two sides being freely
passed. The vote by which the bank-
ingcommittee bill, which was Friday
last reeou; mended to pass, was recon-
Bidered, and both itand the Davis bill
will be considered next Thursday.
Beyond the absence of a number of the
senators favorable, to the committee
bill, there was no chance in the vote.

The afternoon session was taken up
almost entirely with the introduction of
hills, nearly seventy being read and re-
ferred and a half-dozen passed. The
joint resolution protesting against the
passage of the Washburn billnow pend-
ingin congress, which gives the Minne-
sota Boom company certain privileges
un the Mississippi above Winona. was
defeated by a vote of -i-l to :.':;. largely
through the work of Senator Tawney.
who demonstrated to the satisfaction of
the majority that the passage of the bill
would not seriously affect navigation on
the river, while it would be a real bless-
ing to the lumber interests of Winona.

At the Opening

r.f the morning session Senator Stevens
rose to a question of privilege, taking
for his text a statement made by the
morning Republican organ of this city
on Sunday to tin: effect that he had
dealt the senator from Nicollet such a
rebuke on Saturday that he was silenced
[or the day. This, lie stated, was en-
tirely false. There was only the kindli-
?st feeling existing: between .-him and
Mr. Davis and he disliked exceedingly
.0 have an other impression go forth.

The consideration of the Davis bill
was then resumed, Senator Dean offer-
ing a substitute for the measure strik-
ing out all alter the enacting clause

.Senator Donnelly replied to the on-
slaughts of Senators Mayo and Homp?,
saying that he was sorry that the senate
of Minnesota had been compared to the
upper house of the North Dakota legis-
lature. He had sent out no letters, as
intimated by Senator Leavltt to work
up public sentiment, but had written an
article for the Great West appealing 10
the 1,300 Alliances of the state for their
opinions. He had helped toelect Dr.
Jlayo.lie said. and was grieved at hie acts
and words.

A petition from his constituents, in
the nature of a resolution indorsing his
course, was read by Senator La Due,
who then affirmed that he was ready to
go on record in favor of a ('• and 3 per
vent bill, He preferred to have the bill
Take effect gradually in the interests of
the people far from the money centers.

••1 am here to represent ail the people in.
jiiydistrict and not one r>arty,and 1 am ready
to go on record at the present lime."

Senator Tawney thought it'might be
well toput over the matter until Thurs-
day. He favored the repeal of the old
forfeiture law, as Indeed he had found
that most of his constituents felt. Sena-
for Grade was read} to act upon a bill
to-day. There seemed to bo an honest
difference in regard to the matter. Ifa
billcould be framed repealing the for-
feiture clause in the present law and
making the penalty for usury imprison-
ment in every case, this would punish
rich men. He was ready to go on and
settle the matter at once.

Senator Mcllale argued in favor of
the old law. His constituents were not
vitally affected by the measure, but at
the same time lie felt that it would, be
bad policy ;"change the law.

Senator Lomraen next made a vigor-
ous speech against the old usuary law,
Ithad never been enforced and was
simply a menace to the people, and a
damage to them. Not one case in
10,000 had been

prosecuted and never

would be. Both the senator from Da-

His time for him to
stop: time for him to stop both for the inter-
ests of the state and for his own self-respect.
Ido resent the insinuations of the gentleman
from Dakota, and Ido not believe there is
any other man o:i this floor who would make
such intimations, Iishows the poverty of his
cause. He lias always tried to smirch the
character of some one else and persuade the
people into the belief that he is the only
man in it devoted to their interests."

"Idisavowed any imputation on the mo-
tives ot the banking committee." said Sen-
ator Donnelly, excitedly. "I merely said
that itwas unfortunate that this', billshould
bear such' a similarityto a bill presented by
the bankers two years ago."

By practically the same vote the
whole matter was put over until Thurs-
day next at 10:30 a. in., and the seriate
took a recess until "> o'clock.

Afternoon Session*
Atthe opening of the afternoon ses-

sion Senator March offered a resolution
making the noon recess from 12 until 2
o'clock. This was amended by Mr.
Davis, who desired that the afternoon
session should commence at :):30o'clock.
After sonic debate both amendment and
resolution were defeated, and Senator
Sevatson created a little flutter by in-
troducing the followingresolution:

Resolved, That a joint committee of nine
be appointed, consisting of three from the
senate and six from the house, to confer
wit the proprietors of the Minneapolis ex-
position building, with a view to securing
the same for a permanent slate capitol.

This went over under motion of de-
bate by Senator Lienau amid laughter
by the outside senators. Senator Ste-
vens next called up the. resolution pro-
testing against the bill now pending in
congress allowing certain privileges to
the Minnesota Boom company, anil call-
ing upon the senators and represent-
atives of Minnesota to do all in their
power against it, and moved its adop-
tion.

Senator Tawney thought it was very
poor policy for the legislature of this
state toseek to prevent the passage of
a bill which had for its Him the benefit-
ingof this stale. The claim that the
passage of the bill would retard naviga-
tion was absurd, and would take busi-
ness that supports ninety boats away

j for the purpose of removing trifling,if
j any obstacles, in the way of ten boats.
IThe logging business on the Mississippi

does not interfere with navigation: but,
even ifit did. the lumber that is manu-
factured in the city of Winona alone is

| about ten times more each year than
the total value of all the products car-
ried by Mississippi boats.

Senator Stevens read the bill intro-
duced in the national senate by Mr.
Washburn, and argued in favor of the
passage ot the resolution. Boats were
delayed, and the state of Minnesota had
too much at stake to allow the Missis-
sippi to be closed. Senator O'Brien,
who had previously favored the resolu-
tion, turned iv and opposed it, claim-
ing that the only point in the bill was

!the provisionobliging outside companies
to pay their share of the cost of operat-
ing the boom.

After considerable discussion the joint
|resolution was voted down by a. vote of

23 nays to 2:1 ayes.
The introduction of bills came next,

INSIDE OF TWO HOURS
The House Takes a Turn at

the Vexed Usury and In-
terest Questions,

And in Quick Order Recom-
mends the Passage of the

Bull Bill,

By Which Legal Rate of In-
terest Is Reduced to 8

Per Cent.

Forty-Eight Members Absent
When This Important Mat-

ter Was Decided.

The house yesterday tackled the in- J
terest question and practically disposed
of itinside of two hours. There were
only sixty-three members present, and
ail attempts that were made to defer
action on the hilluntil a full attendance j
of members were quickly voted down.

Mr. Bull is responsible for the bill in
the house relating to interest on money
and usury, reducing the rate of interest
from lvto 8 and 7to 0 per cent. The
autnor of the bill moved that it be rec-
ommended to pass.

Mr. Kinney, of St. Louis, pointed out
there was a small attendance of mem-
bers and urged that the bill be made a
special order for Friday afternoon.

Alarge number of members opposed .
any postponement. There was a ma- i
jorityofmembers present, so let them I
no tiirht on with their work.

The proposition of Mr. Kinney was j
voted down, and tiie discussion of the j
provisions of the bill was tatcen up.

Mr. Stivers, of (.'row Wing, sent up !
an amendment excluding the count:.
Crow Wine from the provisions of the
bill, ilis constituents did not want any
alteration in the rate of interest. They
were quite satisfied with the present
law. lie matte a special request to the
house to pass this amendment, remark-
ing that itwas rarely he asked for any ,
favors.

The amendment was voted down by 27
for and :;-! against.

Mr.Feig here asked that the chairman
request some attorney to give his opin-
ionas to whether the exclusion of any
county from the provisions of the bill
would not make it unconstitutional.

Ctiainnan Dimeut— The chairman of
the judiciary committee willanswer Uie
question.

Mr. Furlong—ln my opinion it would.

Mr.Furlong maintained the bill would
be unconstitutional, and therefore,
while desirous of according Mr.Stivers
all possible courtesies, lie had been com-
pelled to vote against his amendment.

Mr.Stivers—] knowsomething about
this question of interest, ami never
heard of such an objection raised against
the amendment 1 proposed.

Mr.Greer— Did you ever hear of any
exception of this kind?

NORTH DAKOTALANDS
Importance of the Resolution

Introduced by Senator
Casey.

The Government Will Not
Permit Old Settlers to

Be Enjoined.

The United States Senate
Passes the Postal Sub-

Washington, March
—The resolu-

tion introduced by Senator Casey and
adopted by the senate last Saturday,
having for its object the permanent set-
tlement of the titles of settlers in the
northeastern part of North Dakota, is of
ereat importance. The St. Vincent ex-
tension ot the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba Railway company, by the
terms of its grant, laid claim to the
lands on both sides of its constructed
road between St. Cloud and St. Vincent.
This extension, however, runs north
from Fergus Falls often at a distance of
less than the ten miles allowed by the
grant, from the Red River of the North,
the boundary line between Minnesota
and North Dakota. Nevertheless, the
company claimed the right to the full
ten miles, notwithstanding the fact that
that would include large tracts of land
across the river and within the state of
North Dakota. This claim was, disal-
lowed by the interior department on the
ground that as the railroad was built
wholly within the limits of the state of
Minnesota it could not properly claim
lands lying within a neighboring state.
The supreme court, however, subse-
quently in the case of this company
against Phillips wholly disregarded

of the state and thus recognized a right
in the company to such lands within the
state of NorthDakota as lie within the
extended limits, free from claim, at the
date of the definite location of the road,
Dec. 19, 1871. The rulingin that case
willgovern in the present case. No
grant, up to the time of the Phillips Jde-
cision, having been recognized in North
Dakota, the government has disposed of
and patented large tracts of these lands,
which, under this decision, must be
held to have inured to the company.
These lands, it is said, include
parts of Fargo and Grand Forks and
other important towns and settlements.
The court in the decision referred to
Farther held that itwas no defense to
the action that the, lauds involved would
include thriving towns and villages,and
that the company was not in laches in
not bringing suit earlier. Application
has been made by the railroad company
to secure an adjustment of the limits of
its grant withinNorth Dakota and until
such adjustment has been made, no re-
liable estimate of the amount of land
involved can be made. In cases where
patents have been issued, the matter is
now beyond the

Jurisdiction of die Government*.
and the company must assert its claim
through the courts. The senate resolu-
tion adopted Saturday last directs the
secretary of the interior to negotiate
with the railway company with a view
to securing its consent to make selec-
tions of other public lands in lieu of
these lands in North Dakota. The de-
cision rendered to day by the supreme
court in the matter of the overlapping
granted lands between this company
and the Northern Pacific company, it is
said, has practically rendered it impos-
sible to wholly satisfy the grant to tho
Manitoba company within its limits.;Ifnegotiation and settlement is possi-
ble, therefore, it will likely be in
the line of the senate resolution,
namely, by an agreement with the com-
pany by which itwould take lands out-
side its limits. Ithas been suggested
that the company might accept a settle-
ment on a cash basis.

Another noted
arrival is Hon. Sherman Hoar, the
young Democratic member-elect from
Massachusetts, who succeeds the vener-
able N. P. Banks. Farmer's Alliance
Member-elect Sydenham R. Alexander,
ofCharlotte, N. C, iihere to get an in-
sight into the workings of congress be-
fore his term of office begins.
