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THE WESTERN CONGRIESS.
The much-talked-of commercial con-

giress of the Western states, 1t is now

announced. will convene at Kansas City
on the 15th of April. It is expected
that delegates from a good many of the
commonwealths beyond the Mississippi
will be present, and ihe general plan is
to have them confer on questions of
general interest to the section and to
formulate the prevailing views in
the shape of a report to the pub-
lic and (o their respective con-
stituencies. The engrossing subjeet
will probably be the grievances of the
farmers and what relief can be afforded
them by legislation. The Western hus-
bandmen stand before the world to-day
prepared to prove that the purchasing
power of their labor and capital is only
two-thirds of what it was ten years

ago, and they claim that a portion
of this shrinkage is due to abuses

which can Le obviated if the proper
laws are enacted. In national affairs
they require a removal of the tariff bur-
den and an increase of the circulating
medium, and in the state domain they
insist that they can be helped by more
stringent regulation of the railroads,
the passage and enforcement of usury
laws, and by economy in governmental
expenditures wineh will diminish the
cxactions of the taxgatherer.

The GrLos e presumes that at the con-
gress to be held at Kansas City such
evils as exist will be thoroughly ven-
tilated, and if the more moderate opin-
ions secure the aseendeney, its recom-
mendations will be along the lines here
suggested. 1t will be a very interesting
oceasion, and if nothing more than an
interchange of views and a manifesto is
intended, there is nothing to bLe eriti-
cised in the idea, Any part of our peo-
ple have the 1ight to assemble ana to
talk over subjects whieh concern them.
There is no taint of treason and
disloyalty in such a movement. 'I'he
states are the political units in our
system, but they are readily classifiable
into groups according to their commu-
nity of interests, and commercial con-
gresses of one kind and another have
been popular and effective agencies for
veform in our country from the begin-
ning of its history. 1tis the glory of
our institutions that every one with a
grievance, however unreasonable it
may be. is given an opportunity to air
it and to suggesta remedy, however
quixotic it may be. The public press in
America has grown to be so valuable a
piece of property that it instinetively
ranges itself for the most part on the
side of capital. because it needs and de-
pends on capital in large sums for its
support. The sorrows of the working-
man aind the poor are often assuazed
only by useless tears,becayse they have
1o proper medium for their expression
and translation into action. The GLoBE
believes that every form of iuterest in
our land should be assertive and
loud in its demands for its own tri-
umph. In the ciash of divergent and
opposing claims all fighting lustily for
the topmost place, will be born those
intelhigent compromises which fill our
national life with its fairest fruits. The
way to sceure tariff reform is for ‘one
side to shout tor free trade aund the
other to stand, trowel in hand, ready to
add another tier to our Chinese wall.

THE CANADIAN ELECTION.
Returns from the Dominion up to

midnizht indicate pretty clearly that the
government is sustained by a majority
of 10 to 15. This is precisely what has
been expected by the American student
of affairs for the past twe weeks. The
Conservatives adroitly thrust the reci-
procity idea to the rear, and ap-
pealed to the people to support
the present constitution, elaiming
that the Liberals merely made
reciprocity a siepping stone to annexa-
tion. The result is therefore not in
favor of a high tariff, as would appear
on the surface, but against applying the
knife to sever the bond shich unites
Canada to the mother country. The
Liberals made heavy gains in several of
the eastern constituencies. but were
able to make no inroads in Manitoba or
the Northwest territories. On the whole,
there is small reason for crowing on
either side.

THE COPYRIGHT LAW.

The enactment of the international
copyright law by the last congress was
a piece of honest work long delayed,
but the good effects of which will be
Jasting and important. Its value is not
aloue that it secures to foreign authors
the profits on their ability and labor,
but also in that it gives the American
writer a stimulus and an incentive to
productivity. There has been no en-
couragement to native authorship as
things have hitherto been. Our people
are cosmopolitan enough in their tastes
to appreciate and enjoy pictures of Eu-
ropean life and experiences: and with
the iimitless fields of French and Eng-
lish writers to take from without
expense, tne Awmerican publishers
have not found it necessary to
pay Americans for works to which
the public has not become sufiicient-
iy accustomed to demand. The general
effect of foreign-born fiction in this
country has been demoralizing te the
readers and destructive of home talent.
The parading of highly seasoned views
of social demoralization born of an
effete and unhealthy social system, ac-
complished by translations of the novels
of the Latin nations, has given our un-
thinking readers faise and dangerous
views of life, and unfitted them for the
enjoyment of books of an honester and
simpler tone. There ought to be in-
augurated. now that the ruinous com-
petition from abroad has been ended,
a period of great activity in national
literature. The depiction of the artistic
aspects of our own life affords lim-
itless scope to our men of genius,
and a zeneration brought up on their
works will have healthier views than
oue which has been taught to see the
goal of effort in the tawdry ecrises of
Davper and MavrAssaNT. There is
no despair about American life, in spite
of what the pessimist may say, because
here the race is any man’s if he is
swift, and the battle any man’s if he is
strongz. The pleasures of life in this
country are in the pure domestic eirele,
and in labor andachievement. 1In other
lands they may be in illicit gratifica-
tion, and the enud of struggling may be
defeat and suicide. An international
copyright will give us pictures in har-
mony with our own ideals and add to
the robustness and courage of our daily
contests,

WITH A KEEN BLADE

Legislators Propose to Lop
Off the Appropriations for
State Departments.

Propositions to Curtail the
State National Guards to
Qne Regiment,

And Reduce the Dairy Com-
mission Biennial Haul
by $30,000.

Day’'s Doings in the House
Chronicled for the Gen-
eral Reader.

The raiiroad commissioners have evi-
dently been working late and early dur-
ing the past tew weeks, for they vester-
day turned in to the secretary of the
senate a half bushel of manuseript con-
taining information called for in the
Mayo resolution adopted some time ago.
The information is far from full, nearly
all of the railroad companies answering
only such questions as they deemed
best. The query as to the official sal-
aries was generally disrezarded. Sev-
eral of the roads, notably the Omaha,
semt full lists of stockholders, among
whom the name of Chauncey M. Depew
is set down opposite 200 shares. Many
other prominent men are also upon this
list, as well as a surprising number ot
ladies. The matter was referred to the
railroad committee. The companies re-
porting were:

The Burlington, Cedar Rapids & Northern.
Winona & St. Peter, Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul, Chicago. St. Paul & Minneapolis,
Kansas City line, Duluth & Iron Range, Du-
luth, Red Wing & Southeru, Duluth & Win-
nipeg.- Duluth Terminal, Dulmh & Manitoba,
Duiuth, Crookston & Northern, Little Falls
& Dakota. Minneapolis Eastern. Minneapolis

Fergus
Falls & Black Hills. 8t. Paul & Northern Pa-
cific and St. Paul & Duluth. The report of
the Great Northern is nearly ready, but was
delayed by the absence of PresidentJ. J.
Hill and Vice President Clough from the
city.

Petitions.,

A number of petitions were presented
at the opening of the session, some ask-
ing for a reduetion in the legal rate of
interest, and others for various local
measures. At the request of Senator
S. D. Peterson, Senate File No. 380 was
then taken up. This bill is designed to
allow the judges of Probate in Ramsey,
Brown and Winona counties to publish
probate notices in papers published in
other than the English language in those
counties. Senator John Day Smith ob-
jected to this and made several vigorous
speeches on the subject. Senator S. D.
Petersou and Senator Stevens favored
its passage, and won the battle, secur-
ing, 29 affirmative votes in its favor.

Suppressed.

Senator John Day Smith started a
mild sort of a sensation by moving that
the secretary of the senate be instructed
to tuke charge of all copies of the testi-
mony taken by the bribery investigat-
ing committee two years, and hold them
until further orders. His reasons for
this, he stated, were that the testimony
of  several witnesses had been sup-
pressed. ‘I'his motion was carried, and
for the purpose of finding out how this
cawe about, Senator Smith offered the
following  resolution, which  was
adopted:

Whereas, It is charged thata portion of
the testimony taken in the investigation by
the senate and house two years ago relative
to charges of bribery in the senatorial ean-
vas, has heen suppressed in the publieation
of that testimony recently ordered by this
pody: therefore,

tesolved, That a committee of three
senators be appointed by the president ot
the senaie to investigate and report to the
senate at the earliest day practicable, through
whose connivance such testimony has been
suppressed.  Sucih committee shall have
power to send for persons and papers and
compel the attenaance of witnesses,

enough to allow Senator John Day
Smith to explain that he was satisfied
that the secretary of thie senate, Mr.

The Interest Bill.

The hour of 11 0’clock having arrived,
the chair announced the special order,
and Senator Dounelly moved that Sen-
ate File No. 1, the Davis bill, be taken
up. He argued that the majority of the
senate had the power to take vp any of
the measures on the special order. 1n
this he was sustained by the president.
Mr. Donnelly then recited the passage
of an uterest bill by the house. He
thought that body stood very near the
people, and should be so regarded by
the senate.

Senator Leavitt thought the senate
was quite as close to the people as the
house, both being elected by the same
people. Little more than a majority of
the house were preseut when the inter-
est bill was passed. Senator Davis took
the other side. le wanted a good bill
passed, whether it was lusor net. He
favored the passage of the house bill as
an easy way outof the difficulty.

The matter finailly came to a square
vote, losing by the close vote of 24 to 21,
a number of the senators being absent,
The vote in detail follows:

Dean’s Substitute.

When the Sage’s motion was defeatod
the chair announced that the committee
bill was before the <denate. Senator
Dean offered his substitute, making the
rate where not stipulated 6 per cent and
making no limit to the rate that may be
contracted for. When this was read by
the secretary Mr. Dean took the floor
and made a speech ou the general sub-
jeet of interest. He had always been a
borrower of money, never a lender, and
his experience quaiified him to discuss
the subject. Like the venerable senator
fromn Rock, e was in the senate to do
his duty.

“Senators,” he said, *'sometimes lose sight
of the fact that_money is a commodity; it is
merchandise. There is nothing sacred about
it. Ttis exactly itke wheat ana potatoes, It

is an invention of ecivilized nations to facili-
tate exchanges. Money has ne fixed value
forits use. The value of mouney is regulated
by the law of supply and demand, and you
can no more change it than you can restrain
the flow of the Mississippi river. What
wonld havebeen the effect a few months ago
if the merchants of St. Paunl, Minueapolis,
New York mifd Boston and other cities could
not have paid more than 8 per cent for
money? These merchants paid 12 to 30 per
cent to save their good mnames and their
fortunes, They did this, but they did it in
violation of law. Remove these usury laws
and money will flow into this state witho
restraint.”

Mayo's Opinion.

Senator Mayo agreed with Senator
Dean in the main, but thought that the
committee bill would meet all require-;
wments. It secured the principal, and’
punishes the man
usury and committed the crime, and |
not the mnocent inpvestor. **We want
to make laws ihat are just,” said the!
venerable doctor in concluding his ad-
dress.

Senator Mareh did not agree withy
Senator Dean. The latter was 2 most
successful business na, and probably’
could go into the money markets of the:
world and borrow money at a low rate,

but his constituents were not of that’|

class. If they were, he should certainly
take the same ground. It waseminently
proper for the legislature to fix a mar-
ket rate beyond which it should not go.

The Levitical law does not count in
the discussion on the inierest question
in Minnesota, acccrding to Senator
Caton, who took up the Biblical quota-
tions made by Senator Dean. Mr. Eaton
took the ground that wealth was at all
times able to take care of itself, while
the average borrower in the state was
not. If the merchants of St. Paul and
Minneapolis wanted mno restrictions
placed on the rate for loans of over
#5,000, as is provided in the New York
lng. he would vote for such an excep-
tion if presented. The merchants and
business men coutd stand such a law,
but with the people who borrowed small
amounts are not in that position.

THE BATTLE IS RENEWED.

Senators Continue Their Taik on
the Eternal Interest Question.
The afternoon session of the senate

opened with the appearances decidedly
in favor of a drawn battle that might
last some time, The gavel of the ehair-
man had hardly ceased ringing when
Senator [lammer was on his feet moy-
ing a reconsideration of the vote by
which the Davis bill bad been laid aside
at the morning session. This was in-
terrupted by Senatoir Davis demanding
a call of the senate. A number of the
senators were found to be sick and
were  excused:’ several never were
found, and the eall was dispensed
with, and the motion of Senator
Hammer was aunounced to be the
pending question by the chairman, Sen-
ator Stevens. he having been called to
the chair by President Pro Tem. Hom-
pe, who desired to be heard on the
question.

Senator Hompe opposed the motion
because it had several times been voted
down. The majority in the senate were
ooposed to the present

Usury Laws

because the capital sent into the state

by Eastern investors would be entirely

at the mercy of his agent, who, by
charging usury, might lose the capital.

This he was opposed to,and this the ma-

jority of the senate was against.

Senater Donnelly said the question
was not the passage of the Davis bill,
but whether it should be considered. If
the senator from Otter Tail desired to
protect innocent principals he could pre-
pare such an amrendment. The senator
paid his respects to the argument of
Senator Dean, made in the forenoon
session.

“The senator from Ramsey.” said the Sage,
took the position *‘that all usury laws were
wrong, and that money is a commodity.
Moneyis not a commodity; it is a govern-
mental standard of value.”

**May I ask the senator from Dakota a ques-
tion?" asked Seuator Morse.

“Certainly,” said the Sage.

*“Then.”” said Mr, Morse, “has tweuty-three
grains of gold any intrinsie value?

**XNo,” said the Sage, “No, it has a value
that civilized nations have agreed on. The
law ot supply und demand eannot be applhied
to money. You cannot have money except
as the government stamps it and sends out.
The whole argument is& fallacy.”

A Little Bow.

Senator Sevatson demanded the yeas
and nays, and Senator Leavitt replied
to several statements made by the Sage
a day or two ago.

Senator Davis stirred up a little row
by charging that the caucus had agreed
on the substitute bill, at least so the
Carver county senator had stated.
‘Lhis brought Senator Craven to his
feet, who asserted that it was true that
these matters had Dbeen considered in
caucus, and farther said:

“If all who were in that canens had stuck
to their agreement a 6 and 8 per cent bill
would have been passed several days ago.”

*Thmat caucus decided to stand by the pres-
ent usury laws,” said Senator Donnelly.

The vote on the motion to reconsider
was finally taken, resulting as follows:

The Davis Bill. *

A motion was made to take up the
Davis bill, but it was interrupted by a
demand for a call of the senate made by
Senator March. The senators absent
without leave were found to be Messrs.
Lienau, Tawney and John Day Smith.
All were found, save Senator Lienau, in
a few minutes. The vote was then
taken and the consideration of the
Davis bill deecided upon by a vote of 27
to 20 in the main, as before. A motion
to reconsider was made aud voted down,
and then a motion was made to read
and act on the bill section by section.

The first section was read, and Sena-
tor Dean at once offered his amendment,
saying lie did not ecare to discuss the
subject whecher money is a commodity
or not, but just asa side thrust, the
Ramsey county senator declared the
Sage could not give the name of a sin-
gle authority on political economy on
his side.

“If, he said, *‘the senator from Dakota pre-
fers to stand alone on that assertion 1 shall
not disturb him,™

Senator Dean concluded his speech by
arraigning the government for making
80 cents’ worth of silver a dollar, and
declared that it was the crowning in-
famy of the age.

The Sage replied, claiming that free
coinage of silver would make a silver
dollar a deollar, The American people
have outgrown the theories laid down
by the old political economists.

The Dean amendment finally reached
a vote, and was rejected by 37 nays to 9
veas, Senators Barr, Daugherty, Dean,
Lienau, Morse, O'Brien, Phillips, E. R.,
Smith and Streissguth voting for it.
After much discussion section 1 of the
Davis bill was adopted, and the balance
of the afternoon was spentin discussing
amendments changing. the penalty for
usury, Senator Donnelly wanting  for-
feiture of principal and interest as well
as imprisonment, while Senators Taw-
ney and Leavitt wanted ouly forfeiture

Mr. Champlin is an
honor to the farmers, who placed bim
in the honorable position he has proved
himself so well able to fill. This is his
third session as a member of the legis-
lature, and his broad, manly sympathies
for purity in government and a just
consideration for the opinions of oppo-
nents have made him one of the most
deservedly popular men among the peo-
ple of the state.

Eric Saves His Scalp.

Yesterday’'s was evidently a business
session in the house. The only discus-
sion of any movement, and that upon a
trivial affair, was respecting Eric Olson
and his clerkship on the state prison
committee. Mr. Lockwood called up
his resolution, introduced a couple of
days before, calling for the appointment
of ‘a committee to investigate charges
against Mr. Olsgn. A resolution adopted
Jan. 25 prohibited clerks and employes
from lobbying or using any influence
upon members for or against any bills.

this rule by appearving before the rail-
road committee and speaking in advo-
“eacy of the Currier bill, House File GS.
_Mr. Bjorge characterized- the resolu-
tion of Jan. 23 as outrazeous. Every
man had a right to publicly express an
;‘opiuiou. and, as a substitute to the reso-
Tuation, he moved that the resolution of
Jan. 23 be rescinded.

Mr. McGrath seconded, when Mr.
Keyes got in the remark that he did not
believe any member would be *‘weai
enough, simple enough or silly enough
to allow himself to be iufluenced by
mere menials.” ~ :

Mr. Reeve, while he favored an in-
vestigation into Olson’s case, got in the
reply that there were probably menials
quite as intellizent as members of the
house themselves.

The vote for the substitute was 39 for
and 39 against. Speaker Champlin gave
his casting vote in favor of the substi-
tute: and thus Eric Olson’s friends came
off with flying colors. The speaker
voted for the rescinding of the resolu-
tion of Jan. 23, becaus2 he considered it
hastily adopted and because he believed
that it was wrong to prohibit a man
from publicly expressing his opinion.
Lobbying was quite aimther matter, but
Olson was not charged with that.

For Railroad Men.

Mr. Stivers introduced a bill of great
interest to railroad empioyes. It pro-
hibits any railroad company in the state,
operating over thirty miles of road,from
permitting or requiring any conductor,
brakeman, engineer. fireman or any
man who has worked in his respective
capacity for over twenty consecutive
hears, except in any cases of casuality,
to again go duty or perform any work
until he has eight hours’ rest. On all
lines of railroad operated in this state
ten hours shall constitute a day’s work.
Any man working over that time shall
be paid pro rata for said services in ad-
dition to his per diem wages. Nothing
is to be construed in the bill to hinder
or limit the right of the meu to contract
for services to be rendered on a com-
pensation - to be ftixed by agreement
based upon the number of miles run by
suchh employes as constituting a day’s
work. A violation of these provisions
renders the director, presideut, fore-
man, agent or employe liable to a fine
of not more than $100.

Attorney Liens.

Mr. Darelius proposes to amend the
law relating to atttorncy liens as fol-
lows: An attorney or counselor shall
have a lien for his compensation,
whether specially agreed upon or im-
plied, from the commencement of the
action or the service of an answer pend-
ing acounter claim: and the attorney
who appears for a party shall have a
.lien upon his client’s cause of action
~for his services and all costs advanced
in any action for his client, which shall
attach to any verdict, report, decision
or judgment in his client’s favor and
the proceeds thereof, in whomsoever
‘hands they may come, and such lien
cannot be affected by any settlement
‘between the parties before or after
judgment.

: To Train Teachers.

The house went into committee of the
whole, with Mr. Penney in the chair,
and the first bill recommended to pass
was tlouse File 372, introduced by Mr.
Lewis, providing:

. The saperintendent of public instruction
shall annually, a8 he may deem advisable,
and especially in such counties as are not
provided with high schools and with normal
schools reasounably near, organize, by and
with the assistance of the several county
superintendents of schools. and with the aid
of skilled instructors, condact county train-
ing schools for the benefit of ieachers who
urpose teaching in the schools ot the state
gut arc unable to attend a full course at a
state norma! school. Such schools shall be
without charge for attendance and entirely
practical: their object being to fmpart
methods of teaching, especially in common
branches, They shall continue for at least
four and not more than six weeks at each
place, and the average cost shall not exceed
one hundred dollars for cach week of the
session. .

Five thousand doilars 1s appropriated to

meet the expenses of such training schools.

Castigating ('hildren,
Mr. Nelson, N. P., had the satisfac-
tion of having his bill recommended to
pass. 1t provides:

That whoever maltreats, beats, castigates,
or punishes a child nnder the age of seyen-
teen years in & cruel and inhuman mauaner,

or who compels, through threats of condigu

punishmeant, or through fear of the same. or
otherwise whatsoever, a child under seven-
teen vears of age to suffer climatic ®r other
exposure dangerous to the heaith of any such
child, shall be adjudged. in any conrt of com-
petent jurisdiction. guilty of & misdemeanor,
and upon conviztion for such offense shall
be punished by a fine of not less than $50, or
not more than $150,

Revislon of the Statutes.

Mr. Greer seeured a favorable recom-
mendation to his bill providing for the
revision of the general laws.

. By it the supreme court is hereby author-
ized to appoint three discreet men learned in
law, as com missioners to revise the laws,
These commissioners, shall prepare a report
and submit it to the next legislative assembly
of the state of Minnesota, and, with it a draft
of the laws asrevised by them. The expen-
dltures of the commission are not to exceed
28

Slandering Females,

Another bill recommended to pass was
oune amending the penal code relating to
the sl_ander of females, introduced by
Mr. Knudson, It provides:

A perso: who in the Prcwnce and hearing
of aunother, other than the female slandered,
wheéther such female be present or not. mali-
ciously speaks of, or concerning any female
of the age of ten (10) vears or upwards, not a
public prostitute, any false or defamatory
words or language, which injures or impairs
the character of such female for virtue or
chastity, aud which exposes such female to
hatred. contempt or ridicule, is guilty of a
misdemeanor.

Points About Bills.

Mr. Stone is the author of a bill to wake it
unlawful for any person knowingly to enter.
or cause to be entered, any horse for compe-
tition. The name of any horse, once eutered
for the purpose of competition, shall not be
changed. A vioiation of the provisions of
the bill renders the violator to imprisonment
for not less than one year and not more than
three years.

GALLAGHER'S BILL.

Eight Street Car Tickets for Twen-
ty-Five Cents.

The house judiciary committee held a
long session last evening. The bill to
tax railroad lands was ordered to be re-
ported back with a recommendation to
pass. Nearly the entire session was
taken up in cousidering House File 532,
Mr. Gallagher’s pill providing for the
sale of streect car tickets in St. Paul
and Mianeapolis at certain times
in the morning and evening at the
rate of 8 tickets for 25 cents.
Judge Koon, of Minneapolis, made an
argument of over two hours in opposi-
tion to the bill. He discussed the con-
stitutionality of the yroposed law and
argued that it would be unjust to the
eompanies. He stated that about §2,-
000,000 had already been spent in chang-
ing frow horse cars to the electric sys-
tem, and this expense would be ine
ereased to nearly $3,000,000 before com-

pletion. The Minneapolis system had

never paid a dividend but onee,
and that was only a 2 per cent
dividend. “The St. Paul system had lost

$60,000 in running expenses last year,
exclusive of the cost of improvements.
He also discussed the feature as to the
vight and justice of the legzislature to
abrogate the contract with the car com-
panies, and to compel them to accept a
new contract reducing the rate of fares
without their consent. *“The time to
have forced the reduction of fare,” said
he, *‘was when an ordinauce was passed
allowing the change from horse cars to
the electric system.” Harry J. Horn,
of St. Paul, also made an argument in
opposition to the bill.

Several of the committeemen asked
numerous questions of Judge Koon and
Mr. Horne, which were freely and fully
answered.

The author of the bill, Mr. Gailagher,
spoke in favor of his bill.

Action in the matter was postponed
at the request of the latter gentleman,
who stated that he deswred to have an
attorney present to argue in favor of its
passage.

THIS IS REFORM.

Drastic Recommendations From
a Joint Finance Committee.

The joint finance and appropriations
committees held their first meeting last
evening. The universal sentiment of
the joint committee was soon seen to be
in favor of radical reductions in ex-
penses of the state,through institutions
and otherwise. Representative Bjorge,
chairman of the house committee,
upoun appropriation, was elected as
chairman of the joint committee. Miss
MecDonald, clerk of the special commit-
tee appointed to prepare a comparative
statement of the expenses of the state
from 1884 up to and including 1890, had
tabulated the expenses of the various
departments for thie several years, and
the rate and amounts of taxation for
those years. Tnis special committee
submitted its report. The joint com-
mittee took up the report and proceeded
to discuss the advisability of cutting
down the expenses.

The expenses for the judiciary, the
dairy commission and for the national
zuards were especially attacked.

Upon motion of Senator IL.ienau, it
was decided to report a bill cutting
down the national guards to one regi-
ment,

A wotion was made to cut down the
appropriations for the judiciary, but
the proposition was amended so as to
appoint a special committee to prepare
a bill r(‘almoniouiuz the judicial dis-
tricts. This proposition prevailed.
Senator Craig
Lyneh and Doyle were named as the
special committee,

Supt. Myers, of the state reformatory,
addressed the committee, asking for an
appropriation of £181,000 for that insti-
tution.

Senator Craig proposed. and it was
taken as the sensc of the committee,
that the appropriation for the dairy
commission shoald be
$5,000. It was formerly 835,000 for two
vears. Several members thought it to
be a useless expense to spend money in
printing the report of that commission.

It was decided that no appropriation
for forestry be made.

A motion to abolish the “wolf bounty™
was lost.

After some discussion as to the
amount to be appropriated tor making a
worla’s fair exhibit, the motion of Sen-
ator Lienau to make it $100,000 was
amended, and it was decided by a close
vote to appropriate $50,000 for that pur-
pose.

The committee decided to authorize
the chairmen of the respeetive commit-
tees composing the joint committee
to appoint subcommittees of three each
to investigate the expenses and needs
of the several state institutions. These
institutions were divided into groups as
follows:

Penai institutions, the several state oflices,
the three institutions at Faribault and the
one at Uwatonna, the insane asylums and the
educational institutions.

These several subcommittees will be
named at a future meeting.

It was taken asthe sense of the joint
committee that the appropriations from
the “internal land fund” for roads and
bridges sihiould be limited to the actual
receipts of that fund.

1t was determined to offer a resolution
in both the sepate and house to the
effect that no bills making appropria-

tions shall be introduced after March 15. |
