ANTI-SCALPERS® BILL.

A Railroad Measure to Eliminate
Scalpers Avgued in Committee.
The judiciary committee of the sen-

ate held a lengthy session yesterday

afternoon,lasting from3until 7 o’clock.

Two important measures were under

eonsideration, the Leavitt bill, provid-

Ing for-the repeal of the law under

which the mining companies of North-

ern Minnesota, which are now alleged
to be escaping taxation to a certain ex-
tent, and Senate File No. 420, confining
the sale of railway tickets to authorized
and licensed ticket agents. The first

measure was argued by Hon. Cy
Wellington in_ favor of its pas-
sage, and C. A. Severance in

opposition. Mr. Wellington devoted
the main portion of his argument to
demonstrating the unconstitutionaiity,
as well as the injustice, of the present
taw, claiming that the Leavitt bill was
demanded in the interests of the people
of the state. Mr. Severance contro-
verted these arguments, claiming that
:he law was constitutional and de-
randed in the interests of the develop-
ment of Northern Minnesota.

Senate File No. 420, generally
tnown as the “sealper’s bill’’ next came
ap. and George A. Mackenzie, of Chi-
:ago, made a lengthy argument in op-
position to its passage, claiming that
the bill had been devised Dby the rail-
way companies in their own interests,
and if passed would be a damage to the
people. Mr. Mackenzie made a vigor-
ous and carefully prepared speech on
the subject.

“The opposition,” said he, *on the
part of raillroad managers to the busi-
ness of ticket brokers doubtless results
from their desire to save themselves
certain peculiar sources of profit. For
instance commissions are paid by almost
all railway companies to the ticket
agents of connecting lines on sales of
coupon tickets. The agent’s salaries
range trom $i5 to $150 per month, and
e holds his position in many eases upon
the condition that he will pay over to
cne officer who appoints him the sums
realized from coinmissions.”

These commissions, the speaker de-
clared, would amount to as much as
£100,000 per vear on some great lines.
‘Lhis revenue has been cut down by the
ticket brokers, and the people have re-
ceived the benefit. Comparing this to
the fast freight lines he said that it was
another example of a wheel withina
wheel. The stockholders never re-
ceived a cent of profit.

There are now,” he said. “a large
number of tickets from St. Paul to Chi-
cago in the hands of brokers in this
city purchased by them at low rates
and sold to customers at $9.50, while
the regular rate is $1L50. If this
bill passed thev could only be
redeemed at first cost, thus confiscat-
ing a large amount of property and

. taxing the people an additional $2 on

each ticket. The section providing for
the redemption of unused tickets refers
only to those issued by companies with-
All other tickets would
A condition of the con-
tract made in Chio is that a ticket shall
be transferable. This is an element of
its value and would ve destroyed. The
Ohio act defines the ticket as an “evi-
dence of the holder’s right to travel.””
1f the ticket presented for redemption
had coupons attached reading on lines
outside the state, the question of agency
would not be involved. The Minne-
sota railroad company would not be the
agent, but the principal over its own
line. ‘T'his same bill has been defeated,
he alleged, in New York, Virginia,
Colorado, Ohio. Kentucky, Georgia,
California, Lousiana, Washington. and

last of all in the United States
congress. Years ago, when the
Pennsylvania Railroad company

controlled the state of Pennsylvania
tins same law was enacted, but it has
never been enforced because the senti-
ment of the people would not submit to
it. Pennsylvania, Indiana and Illinois
are the only states having such a law,
and in all these it is a dead letter and
the people can dispose of their property
as they see fit. Under the rules of the
American Ticket Brokers’ association
any member buying stock passes is
liableto fine and expulsion. '}'hefls of
tickets are guarded against, and meauns
are taken to protect the people, the
railroads and the brokers,

“If the courts and the people.” said
the speaker in conclusion, *‘will not
sustain this law in otner states, what
hope is there for a different result in
this free and enlightened state?”

John C. Bullit, Jr.. of the Northern
Pacific, deciared that certain statements
made by Mr. Mackenzie were faise as
far as General Manager Mellen, of the
Northern Pacific, was concerned. and
W. L. Dixon, of the Milwaukee and St.
P’aul, took up that side of the fight.

*It has been hinted,” he said, *‘that
the Milwaukee is not in favor of the
passage of this bill. Now I am here to
state that it is unqualifiedly in favor of
;!. as are all of the St. Paul and Chicago
ines.

After a brief controversy between
Messrs. Mackenzie and Dixon as to
what were strong and weak lines, the
former asserting that the weak lines
furnished the scalpers 80 per cent of
their tiekets so that they might live,and
the latter taking the contrary position,
the hearing adjourned.

John Ward, the clerk to the commit-
tee on public accounts, was yesterday
busily engaged in the state treasurer’s
office going over the wolf bounty ac-
counts. There is no doubt but that the
state is being worked by certain per-
sons on the wolf bounty law. and those
who know state - most- positively that
wolfraising is carried on in order to se-
cure the £5 paid by the state for each
wolf scalp brought to a county treas-
urer.

Col. Bobleter stated yesterday that on
Aug. 1 1ast he turned over to the state
auditor $12,503 wolf bounties, which left
on hand £7,771. Since that date the wolf
bounties have increased to $10,000, and
as the bulk of the vouchers comein dur-
ing the months of May. June and July,
Col. Bobleter feels sure (hat by August
of this year the state will be ealled upon
to pay nearly 25,000 for Killing wolves.

Some of the vouchers in the state
auditor’s office are as high as$150, show-
ing that <¢he person who received the
money had killed thirty wolves. 2

A bill to abolish the wolf bounties
was introduced 1n the legislature, and
was indefinitely postponed, but it is
stated that the committee on public ac-
counts are so impressed with the fact
that the rearing of wolves is being car-
ried on that thev will bring in another
bill and make a strong effort to have
the present law repealed.

BRICKBATS SUCCEED KISSES.

Some Racy Testimony Taken in
the Ebert Divorce Case.

Incompatibility of temper, lack of
proper sunport, and a disposition to hurl
brickbats, with a number of side issues,
are among the causes assigned why
Jertha Ebert and Adolph Ebert should
be released from the marital bonds.
Judge Kelly has probably already heard
enough of the case to satisfy him that
the parties are not at all times ac-
customed to treat each other with that
spirit of obedience and deference
respectively, that should abound in a
well conducted household, but he deams
it his duty to hear their respective
stories to the end, ana the hearing will
be resumed to-day. The testimony yes-
terday had its interesting features.
Both the husband and wife are
rather unfamiliar with the English
tongue, and their exact mode of ex-
pression on the witness stand was modi-
fied to some extent by the intervention
of an interpreter: but thewr gesticula-
tion and facial expressions indicated
the bitterness of their souis toward each
other. Mrs. Ebert was married twice
before, and her husband had tried the
field of matrimony once before. Mr.
Evert is now going through the divorce
mill for the second time. Mrs. Ebert
does not claim that she was not supplied
with enough sauerkrvaut, but persists in
a claim as to the shortage of the potato
supply. ‘T'he busband controverts the
Iatter proposition with the assertion
that he furnished at least eighteen
bushels of that tuber in the past two
years. Mrs. Ebert has two grown
daughters by a former husband, who
were also members of the tamily for a
time. and they appeared in court as wit-
nesses. One of them said that Mr.
Ebert hurled a brick at her mother.
She also said that her stepfather ob-
jected to her and her sister receiving
beaux at the house. Attorney Otto L.
Haese took the theory that the old gen-
tiemen did not object to the beaux at
reasonable hours, and began a sharp
cross-questioning as to how late they re-
mained at the house,but he was silenced
by a retort from the young lady to the
effect that he (Haese) stayed later than
any other young man who called upon
her.

A REMARKABLE INDUCTION.
An Operator Takes a Message
From An Electric Light Wire.
Shortly after 12 o'clock last night a
party of gentlemen were taking lunch
at 2 resort on Wabasha street, when
their attention was attracted to a pe-
culiar elicking of the carbons in oue of
the electrie light giobes overhead. The
sound was exactly akin to that of a tele-
graph instrument, and was kept up in-
cessantly for fully fifteen minutes.
Comments were passed on the unusual
phenomena, but at last the uovelty
wore off, and the party proceeded to the
discussion of chicken sandwiches. A
few moments later a new customer en-
tered. He was an operator from the
Western Union oftices, and as he sat
waiting for his order to be filled the
ciicking of the carbons was renewed.
The telegrapher started, looked all
round him and then ar the electric
lights above. After listening intently
for a moment to the sounds, he drew a
tab of paper and a pencil from his pocket
and began to write. The others were
watching him closely. He wrote for a
tew minutes, when the clicking again

ceased.

“Well,” he said, drawing a long
breath, *‘that beats ali tnhe induction [
ever heard of in my life.” :

“What is it?” asked every one in
chorus.

“Whatis it? Why it’s a message of
the Associated P’ress; look here.”” and
the operator exhibited the paper on
which he had been writing. 1t read:

“Were traced to the trains on the North
Pennsylivania branch and the thefts located
as taking place in Bucks county_from trains
between New York and Philadelphia. On
Monday evening Lewis Hansell, William
Coyvle and Abraham Knlp, brakemen, were
arrested and taken to Doyleston, given a
preliminary hearing and bound over for a
further hearing to-morrow. The value of
the goods taken will amount to many thou-
sands of dollars.”

The only explanation that can be ot-
fered of the phenomena is that there
was a contact at some point between a
telegraph and electric light wire.

A HOODOOGED PORTER.

Freak of a Wabasha Farmer to
Save Trouble.

The attention of the Milwaukee raii-
way management has been brought in a
very curious way to the reprehensible
behavior of a farmer living in the vicin-
ity of Wabasha. The other day a col-
ored Pullman car porter who has been
in the service of the company for some
vears walked into the office and re-
signed. The man was a good servant,
sober, punctual and popular with the
patrons of the road. Why he should de-
sire to leave the service was a puzzle to
the official to whom he had stated his
intention. He was questioned, but for
some time the only reason he would
assign for leaving was that he had been
hoodooed. How had he been hoodooed,
and by whom, was asked.

“Well, sah, he responded, “dere ain’t
no sort o’ use talkin’, I’se a hoodooed
man, suah.”

Farther questioning elicited the in-
formation that “sometimes it was a
horse hoedoo and sometimes a cow hoo-
doo.”

The man went on to state that about a
couple of weeks ago he went out on the

rear platform of the Pullman to get a

e

breath of fresh air, when he noticed
some dark object jumping along behind
the train. It was shortly after leaving
Wabasha, and before the next stop was
made the object had disappeared. A
few nights later he noticed the same
thing again, and had brought the matter

“to the attention of the train conductor,

but when the latter reached the plat-
form the object had vanished. The
rest of the erew had laughed at him for
being superstitious, and the other night
when he saw a cow rolling along after
the train he said nothing but resolved
to get off a run where sucn things were
a regular occurrence.

Au investigation has been made into
the canses of the phenomena complained
of by the Pullman porter, and the re-
sponsibility therefor has been fixed on
a farmer living near the water tank
where the train stops to drink. This
worthy has had a disease among his
stock, and has lost several head of
horses and cattle lately. To save him-
self* the trouble ot digging through
the frozen ground to bury the animals,
he made them fast by a rope every night
to the tail coach of the train, and thus
ot rid of them most effectually, the
carcasses being dragged out of the
vicinity before the veloecity became
great cnough to swing them from the
track and break the rope. Mr. Farmer
has been called down in a peremptory
communication, and the conduector of
the hoodooed Pullman will be reinstated,

A SERIOUS LOSS

Caused by Water in Drenching a
Promising Fire.

A big blaze was narrowly averted at
209 East Fourth street last night. About
7:30 o’clock fire was discovered in the
building at that number, oeccupied by
Samuel Schwab & Bros. and the Nono-
tuck Silk company, and had it not been
for the timely arrival and efficient work
of the fire department both firms would
have suffered heavy loss. The fire
started in the quarters on the
second floor  occupied by the
silk company, and it leaped,
through a light-well, to the third story.
Schwab & Bros. deal in  notions, and
their stock Dbeing of most inflammable
material, the firemen had to work with
the utmost rapidity to check the flames.
The fire was quickly extinguished, but
not before enough water had been
thrown in the piace to cause great dam-
age to the stocks of the Schwabs’ and
Nonotuck company. A representative
of Schwab & Bros. looked over
the drenched goods soon after
the fire and told a GLOBE
reporter that their loss would probably
amount to over £20,000. I'ms estimate,
however, is considered altogether too
high by the police and fire officials who
visited the store last night. Some as-
serted that the loss would not go over
£5,000. 'The stock of the Nonotuck Silk
company is very valuable, and the
water has probably caused themr to lose
about $2,000. The losses of both firms
are fully covered by insurance. How
the fire started in a spot where there
was no stove, chimney, nor anything
likely to ignite a Llaze, is a matter of
conjecture. Incendiarism is the only
plausible theory of the origin of the
blaze.

*1 had no idea that my wife was go-
ing to leave me, but I knew she wasn’t
good enough to live with an honest
man. Thursday night she told me she
didn’t like me any more because 1 was
too much like a little boy.”

PUT IN A PROTEST,

The Water Board Does Not
Like the Idea of a Curb
by Couneil,

And Its Officers Argue Strong-

ly Before the Ramsey
Delegation.

The Bell Charter and Stevens
Park Bill Considered Seri-
atim.

County Officers Requested to

Make Sworn Statements
of Receipts.

The Ramsey county delegation met
again last evening in the office of the
city attorney. Those present were
Senators Dean, Stevens, Lienau: Repre-
sentatives Stone, Bell, Ames, Waish,
Stevens, Ringwald, while W. P. Mur-
rav. W. D. Munn, County Attorney
O’Brien, and a delegation of cit-
izens  watened the proceedings,
The first matter for consideration
was the bill introduced in
the house Monday by Representative
Steveus providing for parks for St.Paul.,
The bill was referred to the delegation,
and for the benefit ot those members
not acquainted with its details it was
read last evening. ‘The principal points
in the bill provide for a board of four
park commissioners to be appointed by
the mayor without salary, the city clerk
to be clerk of the board,while the offices
of landscape artist, ¢lerk and engineer
are abolished, the city engineer to do
the work now done by the engineer of
the board. The board is empowered
to condemn Jands for park purposes,
and when property is sold for assess-
ment the certificates of sale shali bear
12 per cent, but city certificates of pur-
chase will only bear 7 per cent. Oniy
40 per cent of the cost of any park shail
be taken out of the park fund, which at
present is $165,000. The employment of
legal assistance is prohibited, the city
attorney to do the lezal work of the
board. Property owners have ten vears
1n which to make payment of assess-
ments, and where property is acquired
by the board only 40 per cent of the
amount shall be paid down, the balance
to'run for ien years, at 7 per cent inter-
est,

Senator Stevens explained that the
bill was similar to the Minneapolis
park bill, except that the board of pub-
lic works makes assessments instead of
the park beard.

Representative Ringwald was opposed
to giving the board power to create
debts which the ecity might be called
upon to pay, but did not propose any
amendments. The delegation then de-
cided 1o recommend the bill to pass.

Representative Bell’s charter, pre-
sented in the house yesterday afternoon,
then was taken up. W. P. Murray
stated that members of the fire and
water boards were present, and desired
to make statements,

Judee Hoyt. of the water board, said
that they objected most positively to the
clause in the charter refusing them
power to do any work without the con-
sent of the city council,

Mr. Folsom made a spirited defense
of the water board, and protested
against any interference in their work.
They had given to St. Paul a system of
water supply only excelled by New
York, Boston and Baltimore, and they
did not owe a cent to any one. neither
did they ask for any taxes to be levied
for their department. If they were to
be restricted in the work of laying
mains and securing custom they would
prefer to retire, and have the city hanadle
the water system.

Senator Stevens had no doubt of the
mtegrity of the water board. but the
delegation was determined that ex-
penditures should only be sanctioned
by the common council,and ng excep-
tion could ve made.

A suggestion presented by the board
was adopted in the charter providing

that the water board extends the present
city indebtedness uutil June, 15893, the
city to furnish certificates of indebted-
uess to the water board,bearing interest
at 4 per cent, such certificates not to be
negotiable. As the hour for adjourn-
ment had arrived, the delegation de-
cided to meet this afternoon at 2 to take
up the consideration of the charter. Be-
fore adjourning two resolutions were
adonted on_the motion of Senator Ste-
vens, as follows:

That the register of d'eeds, the clerk of
courts, and the sheriff of Ramsey county be,
and they are each hereby requested to pre-
pare and furnish to the chairman of this del-
egation, not later than 1ts next meeting, a
sworn statement of the actual receipts and
disbursements of their respective offices dur-
ing the years I880-9), in such detail as to en-
able the delegation to understand intelli-
gently the gross and net revenue of the said
offices for the pericd mentioned.

Thata bill be dratted by Representative
Béll and M. D. Munn, limiting the maximum
sums which shall be at the disposal of the
various boards and departments of the city of
St. Paul. such bill to be presented to-day to
the delegation.

The fire commissioners requested that
the board of fire wardens be abolished,
bat Ilunr‘ request was not necessary, as
Mr. Bell's charter contained a clause to
that effect.

A MERRY SIXTEEN.

Pretty Minneapolis Girls Entere
tained by a Fair St. Paul Hos-
tess.

The composer of that old-time yet
ever favorite melody, “Silver Bells,”
must have had for his inspiration a
scene something like that presented last
evening on upper Robert street, when
with a musical jangle of sleigh bells,
the biggest thing on bobs in Minneapo-
lis, camedashing eityward. Four gaily-
decked chargers, whose flanks steamed
from the exertion they had undergone,
were driven inapproved style by a Min-
neapolis jehu who had caught “the in-
fection of gaiety in the air; and sixteen
pretty girls of the Kappa Kappa Gamma
Society of the State University were the
passengers.
