TURLINGTON'S TURN.

Executiori of One of the Most
Desperate Criminals in
the West.

His Many Wonderful Escapes
Rival the Plots of Ro-
mancers.

The Deed for Which He Died
the Murder of Sheriff
Cranmer,

Shakespeare Reeves Hanged
in Delaware for Felonious
Assault.

BooxNeEviLLE, Mo., March 6.—John
Oscar Turlington was hanged here at 10
o’clock a. m. for the murder of Sheriff
Cranmer, of Cooper county. His neck
was broken. Crowds had gathered
early, though only a few were admitted
to witness the execution. At 2 o'clock
this morning, at Turlington’s request,
he was awakened, ate breakfast and
donned his funeral attire. As the hour
of execution avproached he voluntarily
announced himself ready. Turlington
placed himseif beneath the noose, and
imwediately the rove and cap were ad-
justed, followed closely by a signal
which launched Turlington into eter-
nity. At 10:25 the body was cut down,
after life had been pronounced extinet,
and will be buried in the county’s bury-
ing ground. Turlington’s relatives have
evinced no desire to gain possession of
the body.

John Oscar Turlington was & desperado of
the worsi kind. His life was one series of
crime, Inappedarance he was more like a
farmer than a criminal. He was born in the
backwoods of Kentucky, and although but a
little over twenty-six years of age, he had a
record that few criminals equaled. When
youug he went West. and (here began his
career of wrongdoing. After numerons ex-
ploits in the Indian territory and Indiana,
he went to Kentucky. Getting into trouble
iu the latter state he started €for the West. A
yvear ago this month, while going through
Missouri, he was ordered trom a freight train.
While jumping off the car he fired at the
brakeman and then ran away. He was ar-
rested and locked up in the Boonville jail to
await trial for assaull. Owing to his "quiet
behavior, which was assumed, Turlingion's
desperate character was not suspected and
he was allowed cousiderable liberly in the
jail. When the time came to lock up the
prisoners in their cells, Turlington drew a
revolver just as Cranmer inserted the key in
the lock of his cell door. The sheriff quickly
drew his pistol and the men exchanged shots,
Cranmer being wounded, and dying the next
day, Turlington escaping. Turlington was
captured by a posse a few miles from Boon-
viile. At the trial it was shown that a simple
minded lad confined in the jail for a minor
offense who had been released secre tly passed
a revolver to Turlington through the window

of Iis cell. Turlington was convicted
of in the first degree and
senter be hanged on Sept. 17.

The case was taken on appeal to the supreme
court. Rendered impatient by the delay in-
ient to the appeal, the citiz of Cooper
uty began to talk of lynching, and this
comiang to Turlington’s knowledge he de-
termined to escape rather than become a vie-
tim of the advocates of Jynch law. Finding
that eircumstances favored him in his de-
sign, he, on the night of Nov.1, made his
from the il.

Hornbeck at once went to Jefferson

pears, however, that Turlington’s captors be-
came alarmad that they would lose the re-
ward 1f they let their prisoner off their
hands, and having obtained Turlington's
consent, started with the man to Boonvilie.
At Evansvyille, Ind., they encountereh Spaner,
who demanded the prisoner. He had no
papers, however, and was refused. Spaher
then came on with the Keutucky men to this
state. After being returned to jail Turling-
ton once more escaped, but was captured
when he got to Otterville, only thirty-five
miles from Boonville. On Jan. 27 last, the
supreme court rendereq its decision, sustain-
ing the decision of the trial court, and fixing
the date of the execution for to-day.

SHAKESPEARE SUSPENDED.
Execution of a Wretch in Dela-
ware for Criminal Assault.

NEwCASTLE, Del., March 6.—Shakes-
peare Reeves, ahas Jacob Sharkey, col-
ored, was hanged for telonious assault
coinmitted upon little Gracie Clark, a
white girl of eleven years, near New
castle, Sunday, Sept. 28, 1800. Reeves
mounted the gallows without hesitation
and called for Dr. J. J. Black, who has
been his medical attendant, and, after
bidding him good bye, sent several fare-
wells to Mr. and Mrs. Clark. whose
daughter he ravished, and to other per-
sons. Death ensued in eleven minutes,
the victim’s neck being dislocated.
Thirty peeple witnessed the execution,
which was conducted without a hiteh
by Sheriff Simmons. Rev. Z. R. Ed-
munds and J. R. Brinkle, of Newecastle,
and Charles Ackworth, of Wilmington,
all colored, remained with Reeves to
the last.

reeves, who was employed by the girl's
father, decoved his victim into the barp, and
maltreated her so that for several days her
condition was eritical. Upon learning of the
deed Mr. Clark, with some neighbors. started
after Reeves. They did not come up with
him until the second day, when, having pen-
etrated to his hiding place not far from New-
castle, Clark, who was in advance. leveled a
double-barreled gun at the negro and pulled
the trigger. but the weapon missed fire. Be-
fore he could do any more the others came
up, restrained the father, and took the negro
in custody. He was tried at the November
term. found guilty, and sentenced to death.
Since his sentence Reeves had shunned vis-
itors, seeing only his spiritual advisers every
day, he having a blanket over the door of his
cell to escape the gaze of other visitors, but
this was finally taken down by the jail offi-
cials, and the outside wooden door of his cell
closed to give him the privacy ne sought.

ACME OF HORROR. |

A Story of Crime Rivaling the
Days of Nero.

SAN DieGo, Cal.,, March 6.—A story
of a horrible crime comes from San
Quentin, Lower California, which rates
among the horrors of Nero's time. Sun-
day last Jose Muir, a half-breed, made
an attempt on the life of Filepe San-
chez, who was lying asleep on the side-
walk in front of asaloon. Muir came
along about half drunk and tried to
awaken the sleeping man. Failing. he
opened the shirt of Sanchez and, draw-
ing a knife, made a motion to disem-
bowel him. He feared the job could
not be done with a dull knife, for, after

feeling the edge of the Dblade, he
stepped inside and sharpened it
quite deliberately on a stone. try-

ing it occasionally on his dampened
finger and theu smiling at the bystand-
ers, who thought he was jestine. He
finally secured the proper edge, and,
kneeling by the side of Sanchez,plunzed
the blade in the sleeping man’s abdp-
men, partially withdrew it, ran it over
against the hip bone, turned the knife
and forced it upward as far as the ribs
would allow it to go. Muir then pulled
the shirt back over the horrible gap.
straightened up, smilingly nodded to
persons around him, licked the blood
from the blade on one side and placed
the knife back in the scabbard by his
side. He was seized by those who wit-
nessed the erime and placed in custody.
Sanchez was alive at the last aceounts.
Referring to his crime, Muir says he
was a good {riend of Sanchez, but
“‘wanted to try his new knife.” He is
now in jail at Ensenada.

DEATH BEFORE CAPTURE.

Kanoxa, Mo., March 6.—Dan Porter,
a negro, sentenced to be hanged at
Quincy, 11I.. March 20, and who escaped
from jail there Sunday night, was cap-
tured near Kahoka to-day.but not alive.
Four farmers named J. F. Kerfott,
Noble Butler, T. H. Montgomery and

Lucien Tobin, tracked a suspicious
looking darkey through the snow
to the house of a colored man

named Charles Myers. near Fairmont.
The man who came out ot the house
proved to be Porter. The four men
leveied their Winchesters and de-
manded that Porter gave up his arms.
He delivered a revolver and razor, but
kept his right hand in a pocket, telling
his captors to shoot him or he would
shoot himself. Butler fired at Porter,
but the shot took no effect. Porter then
pulled a revolver from his pocket, and
placing it to his temple, fired and
dropped dead. The ecrime for which
Porter was to be hanged was the murder
of a man named Edward Smith. There
was a reward of $£2,700 for him dead or
alive.

Suicide of a Russian Girl.

Wapolna, a young Russian woman, com-
mitted suicide this morning in the la-
dies’ toilet room at union station, by
hanging herself with a towel, which she
had suspended from a gas bracket.
