SEISMIC VIBRATIONS.

Cities of Tacoma and Seattle
Shaken Up From North
to Scuth.

After a Search of Nine Years
A. E. Olsen Finds His Wife
and Family.

Suspicion Points to Another
Alleged Viectim of Miss
Zoldoski.

TacoyA, Wash.,, March 7.—Quite a
severe earthquake shock was feitin this
city at 7:40 p. m. to-night, the vibrations
lasting only about one second. At El-
lensburg and several other points on
the Northern Pacific three distinct
shocks occurred. lasting about ten sec-

onds. No damage is reported.
SeAaTTLE, Wash.,, March 7.—A dis-

tinct earthquake shock was felt in this
city at 7:30 to-night. The vibrations
were from north to south. No damage

was done.
AFTER NINE YEARS

A. E. Olsen Catches Up With His
Family.
Special to the Globe.

YANKTON, S. D., March 7.—A. E.
Olsen, after a search lasting nine years.
was returned to his family here last
night. Over nine years ago he left his
family at Decorah, lo.,, and came to
Yankton. Soon after he left, going
West. His wife supposing him in Yank-
ton moved here with her children.
Here she learned that a man, thought
to be her husband, was drowned in the
Missouri, and she has since mourned
him as dead. She located on a farm
and aceumulated some property. Olsen,
after a few months in the Waest, went
home to Decorah, but no one could tell
him the whereabouts of his family, and
he began a systematie search, traveling
through tweniy-two states, moving con-
stantly from place to place for nine
years unti! the idea oczurred to him to
visit Yankton.

FOUND STRYCHNINE.

Another Alleged Victim of Miss
Rose Zoldoski.

RicurANn CENTER, Wis., Mareh 7.—
A report has been received from Prof.
Haines, of Chicagzo, who analyzed the
internal organs of Mrs. Dr. Mitchell,
who died suddenly two vears ago, which
astablishes the fact that she died from
the effects of strvchnine. The in-

vestigation was brought about
by the discovery that Miss Ella
Maley, who died last Januarv, had
been poisc ved with strychnine. Miss

Rose Zoldeski is under arrest, charged
with having pcisoned Miss Maley, and
now that it is discovered that Mrs.
Mitechell died from the same cause, she
will probably be held to answer for that
erime. Miss Zoldoski became infatu-
ated with Dr. Mitchell, and it is be-
lievid that she made away with his
wife, and subsequently when she dis-
covercd that the doctor was paying
some attention to Miss Maley, put her
out of the way also.

WILL TAKE AN APPEAL.

Humason Found Guilty of Cattle
Stealing.
Epecial to the Globe. -
SroxANE FarLrs, Wash., Mareh 8.—
E. F. Humason, a leading butcher in
the city who, with five other men, was
arrested two months ago for extensive
cattle steaiing, was found guilty to-day.
The trial has lasted eleven days, during
which seveuty-eight witnesses were put
on the stand. The ablest legal talent
in the state was represented in the case,
The other five members of the gang,
now in jail, will be tried next week.
Humason has taken an appeal to the
supreme court.

FINALLY ADJOURNS.

Pierre's Legislature Concludes to
Quit and Go Home.
Epecial to the Globe.

Pierne, S, D., March 7.—A heavy
fizht occurred last night in the senate,
prior to adjournment, over the resub-
mission measure, finallv resulting in
eighteen votes for and twenty against.
with seven absent. Five of these seven
were known to be pledged for the bill,
butthree of the five were sick and the
other two seemed to want to shirk.
With three votes the prohibition ques-
tion would have been submitted again
at the next general election. Both
houses adjourned at4:30 a. m., sine die.
The tollowing is the legislation ac-
complished last npight and not reported
formerly:

Abolishing the immigration office; allow-
ing counties to issue funding bonds; provid-
ing for condemnation of warehouse grounds
on railroad right of way; providing for the
organization of -state banks: creating the
office of sheep inspector; removing the po-
litical disabilities of Charles R. Stocking; es-
tablishing a board of public bealth; requir-
ing counties to pay 316 per month for the care
of each insane patient; providing means for
awarding the state printing; compelling rail-
roads to build viaducts over street
crossings; to pumsh the creation of
debt against the state without express
authority: authorizing cities to amend
their charters under special votes; relating
to the service of stallions: providing for the
reference of cases; allowing change of venue
in the eircuit court; fence law in all coun-
ties west of the Missouri river,

The following appointments were
made by the governor, and confirmed
by the senate, except W. \W. Smith, his
objection being that farmers were not
represented on therailroad commissions.

Enginser of irrigation J. H. Bald-
win; St.  Lawrence: public examin-
er. T. E. Blanchard; railroad com-

missioners, O, E, McKinney, Sioux Falls; W,
W. Smith, Aurora: H. J, Rice, Huron: mem-
ber state board charities and correction for
six years: C. B. Alford, Huron ;commissioner
of soldier's home for six years, 8. M. Laird,
Pierre.

Almost the last measure brought up
this morning betore final adjournment
in the legislature was the world’s fair
bill. Its friends had succeeded in plac-
ing it as a rider on the general appro-
priation bilt with the amount fixed at
$40,000. This amecunt was reduced to
$15,000, and on a final vote this amount
was stricken outaltogether. This leaves
South Dakota without any means what-
ever of representation at the Columbian
exposition, and great indignation is be-

ing expressed on all sides that
the economical notions of  the
farmer legislators has done this

irreparable wrouz to the state besides
having abolished the immigration of-
fice. There will be a Sirong pressure
made within a vear to have an extra
gession of the legislature to wmake an

apvropriation, while private enterprise
is already moving to provide meanrs to
save South Dakota from being disgraced
by being the only state not represented
in Chicazo in 1833. Pierre, Sioux Falis
and other cities, in connection with the
Black Hills, will take immediate steps
to provide a handsome amount fora
display.

DEEPLY REGRETTED.

The Death of Editor Harnden
Keenly Felt at Haron.

BULLETS FOR BAIRD,

Fatal Encounter Between Two
West Virginia Phy-
sicians.

Dr. Garrison Gets the Drop
On His 0ld-Time Friend
and Kills Him.

A Trusted Employe in Pitts-
burg Returns Kindness
With Crime,

An lilinoisan Deliberately
Shoots His Wife Through
the Heart.

WreeLiNg, W. Va.,, March 7.—A
tragedy whieh has been long predicted
occurred on Eleventh street at 10:40
o’clock this morning, when Dr. George
Baird, one of the oidest physicians of
Wheeling, a member of the eity water

board of public works, a member of the
board of directors of the Wheeling
Bridge and Terminal railway company,
and a man very prominent in local
politics and municipal government
matters, was shot twice and almost in-
stantly killed by Dr. George 1. Gar-
rison. The latter isa member of the
state board othealth, late health officer
of the city,and a man widely known
over a large section of the country as
an authority on matters ot sanitation.
The murder was the outgrowth of a
feud of more than a year’s standing,

and the erime created the wild-
es¢ excitement. Many threats of
lynching were made against the

murderer, since the shooting. About 9
o’clock this morning the two men met
at the Second ward market and had
some words. They separated, but about
10:30 Dr. Baird drove past Dr. Garrison
who was standing at Market and
Eleventh streets. As Dr. Baird passed
Dr. Garrison he said to a friend:

*There is going to be trouble.”

He then walked up Eleventh street,
and stopped Dr. Baird at the corner of
an alley. The two talked for a moment,
and Dr. Baird drove on about fifty feec
and alighted to see a patient. As Dr.
Garrison came up he haa a revolver in
hand, and said:

“Take that back, doctor.”

Dr. Baird replied: *I don’t have to
take it back, vou niggaratied.”

Dr. Garrison then fired, and as Dr.
Baird slowly turned squarely toward
him Garrison fired a second time, The
bali took effect in Baird’s left eye, the
first shot having entered behind the
right ear. Dr. Baird walked into a
store, and said that Dr. Garrison had
shot him, took off his gloves and was
dead in ten minutes. Dr. Garrison
walked down the street, holding his re-
volver until he met a policeman, to
whom he surrendered himself. The
men were ¢ best of terms until
eichteen 1 th o, .Garrison even

elected to a second term, beating Dr.
Baird’s sen, there was a falling out, and
Garrison had Baird arrested for a vio-
lation of the health ordinance. This
led to a personal encounter in the city
hall last August, when Baird was
knocked down. Since then Garrison
has threatened to kill Baird, and to-
day’s horrible tragedy was the inevita-
ble end. Dr. Baird graduated 1n James
G. Blaine’s class at Jefferson college,
Washington, Pa.

WENT WRONG TWICE.

Forgiven Once, Hodgson Sins the
Second Time.

PITrsBURG, Pa.,, March 7.—A. S.
Hodgson, for twenty-five years a trust-
ed employe of Jutte & Co., coal oper-
ators, raised a check on the Central
bank to-day for £42 to $4,200. The
cash was paid over without question
and Hodgson took the first train out of
the city. He raised a check ves-
terday from §25 to $2,500 and got the
money, but the firm discovered the
frandulent transaction before he had
time to leave the city. Upon being con-
fronted with the evidence of his crime,
he confessed and returned the money.
On account of his long service the mat-
ter was not pressed, and this morning
he took advantagze of his employers’
leniency and raised the second check.

HORRIBLE REVENGE.

One Sister Distigures Another
With Vitriol.
ROCHESTER, N. Y., March 7%.—With

her face horribly disfigured and burned
by vitriol, and suffering great pain,
Matilda Cunningham lies at her home,
34 Cortland street, the victim of her
sister’s jealous spite. Matilaa, aged
twenty-seven, and her sister Lena,
about thirty, room in the house
of their uncle, Michael Me-
Farland. They occupy separate
beds in the same room, direetly over
Mr. McFarland’s sleeping apartments.
All was quiet in the house until 1 o’clock
this morning, when Mr. MeFarland was
awakened by a woman’s shrieks, and,
jumping from his bed, disecvered Ma-
tilda standing at the sink, bathing her
face and head in water and groaning
terriblv. She said something had peen
thrown in her face avd was burning
her. Just then the sister, Lena, was
seen trying to escape from the house.
She was followed, and the police-
man on the beat arrested her. She
would not talk of the affair. A doec-
tor was sent for and the unfortunate
woman was found to Le terribly dis-
figured. Her torehead, cheeks and nose
were in a frightful state. and the eye-
brows entirely burned away, It is
thougnt the sight may be saved, as she
was sleeping at the time the vitriol was
thrown. A part of thecontents of the
bottle was thrown upon the pillow and
burned a large hole in the tick.

Fraudulent Practices of Two
Brothers in Illinois.

B. Polk, salesman for the Co-operative
Patent company, has been arrested here

rother, John R. Polk, general
superintendent of the concern, was
arrested at the same time at
Hot Springs, Ark.. on the same charge
and will be brought here for trial. Their
operations, it is asserted, extend all
over the United States, and they did an
immense business. Their scheme ap-
pears to have been to issue circulars and
get people to consign their patents to
them for development. They would de-
mand an advance fee, so it is charged,
of ¥10, and then never do anything with
the patents.

KIDNAPED IN DAYLIGHT.

A Pretty Young Woman Abducted
From Chicago.

Curcaco, March 7.—Mrs. Tillie Mow-
rey, a rather pretty little woman, was
forcibly kidnaped to-day by two un-
known men, thrust into a carriagze and
driven hastily to the Wisconsin Central
depot in time to catch the train for
Northern Wisconsin. The deed was
committed at the corner of Franklin
and Van Buren streets in broad day-
light and in full view of hundreds of
persons passing to and fro to their daily
labor, but was dene with such neatness
and dispateh that no one seems to have
realized at once that a cerime was being
committed, and no mention was made
of it to the police until too late.

Mrs. Mowrey 18 searcely nineteen
years of age, but has been twice mar-
ried. Her first busband, from whom
she was divorced, was Rubert Secord, a
young man who-e¢ present address is
Packwaukee, Wis. He is said to have
been writing letters importuning her to
return to him. 7To-night a telegram
sizned with the abducted woman’s name
was received by her parents. The mes-
sage was dated Rugby Station, Wis.,
and said: - “His friends” had taken her
away.

Held Up a Drummer.

St. Lovuis, Mo., March 7.—Jim Cal-
vey, Doug Hayes and Fent Cox were
arrested and arraigned in court at
Springtield, Mo., yesterday, charged
with highway robbery. Thursday night
E. Q. Whistler. a Pittsburgh, Pa., dram-
mer, was held up by three masked men,
who robbed him of a gold watch and a
roll of bills. Hayes and Cox gave bond,
while Calvey wentto jail. Cox is the
son of the late Dr. George W. Cox, who
created somewhat of a sensation two
years azo by throwing vitriol in the
1ace of the variety aciress, Effie Ellis,
with whom young Cox was infatuated.

Deliberately Killed His Wife.

Tuscora, Ill., March 7.—This even-
ing, the sixty-year-otld W.W. Barke-
hurst, who has not lived with his wife
for some time, went to her residence
two and a half miles south of Tuscola,
and coolly told her to make her peace
with God. He then deliberately shot
her through the head, after which he
turned the pistol upon himself and
pulled the trigger. The wife will die,
but Barkehurst's injury isslizht. He
was taken into custody by a mob of
angry neighbors. and brought to this
place, where he was locked up to await
examination,

CoLUMBUS, 0., March 7.—Col. Israei
Underwood, who was an immediate
spectator of the tragedy in this city iast
week, and who narrowly escaped being
killed by one of the shots which were
fired, died this evening. The eause of
his death is remotely attributed to the
shoek which he received at the tragedy
and exposure from attending the coro-
ner’s inquest afterward. Underwood
was an ex-soldier, and resided at Mt.
Vernon, O., where the remains were
taken.

MORGAN TOMELLETTE

The Commissioner of Indian
Affairs Opposes Dis-
armament.

Hef' Believes the Bucks In-
clined to Peace and
©  Averse to War.

Dangerous Leaders Might Be
Disarmed, But Not the
Friendlies.

The Remains of the Late Sen-
ator Hearst Sent to
California.

WAsHINGTON, March 7. — Recently
Gen. Morgan, the commissioner of In-
dian affairs, was requested by the secre-
tary of the interior togive an expression
of views upon the communication of
the governor of South Dakota urging
the disarming of the Indians in that
state. In his reply Gen. Morgan states:
The reasons for disarming the Indians
are obvious and weighty, viz., to pre-
vent them from going on the warpath
and to quiet the fears of white settiers
in their vicinity. If I thought there was
really serious danger of any considera-
ble number of Indians going upon
the warpath, or that the surest way of
preventing any Indians from becoming
hostile was to disarm all, I should be
very slow to interpose any objection to
the measure. If I felt that white settlers
were in any serious danger of attack
by the Indans and was convinced that
their safety demanded the action above
suggested, I could not well resist it.
But, so far as my knowledge extends, 1
can hardly believe that there is now
any serious danger of an Indian upris-
ing. 1 believe the Indians to be for the
most part inclined to peace and averse
to war. They are sufficiently intelligent
to understand at what

they would be in a war with the United
States. They know our vast resources,
and are conscious of their own weak-
ness.

'I'hey use
them in slaughtering their ecattle, in
hunting and in sport. It is with some
hgsitation that 1 say, and 1 say it only

and with sincere sorrow that it must be
said, that 1 greatly fear that the Indi-
ans wouid not be safe, either in their
persons or their property, if it were
known that they were &tirely without
means of self-defense. Reecent sad
events in Dakota, where it is said that
women and little children were shot
down by soldiers of the United States
army and others were ambushed and
slain without provocation by eitizens
have shown us how pitifully defense-
less these poor creatures might be if
wholly unarmed and unable to protect
themselves, To disarm the Indians
generally and leave ithe whole body
of the Sioux smarting under a sense of
helplessness and wrong would tend
to produce among them a widespread
feeling of irritation, unrestand dis-
trust, disastrous not only to the peace
and prosperity of the Indians, but lia-
able in itseif to bring about the very
danger which the disarming is intend-
ed to prevent. For should the arms
that they now possess be foreibly taken
from them, there is nothing either in
the law orin the habits of the people
surrounding them to prevent them
from arming themselves anew at the
earliest opportunity by purchasing
from the whites all the arms aud ammu-

nition which they are able to pay for. -

The prevention of future trouble lies,
it seems. to me, first, in treating
them justly and kindly; second,
in maintaining among them
a well disciplined, and suitably
paid, vigilant Indian police force, and
lastly in keeping at exposed pointsa
small garrison of troops, sufficient in
case of great emergency of maintaining
order aud protecting both Indians and
whites. In view of these considerations,
therefore, 1 feel constrained to advise
against the general disarming of the
Indians. i
Indian Enlistment.

The general order issued by Secretary
Proctor in regard to the enlistment of
2,000 Indians in the army 1s as follows:

The following named comupanies, now
skeletonized, namely, troop L of each of the
cavalry regiments (except the Ninth and
Tenth) and Company I of each of the in-
fantry regiments (except the Sixth, Eleventh,
Fifteenth., Nineteenth. Twenty-fourth and
Twenty-fifth) will be recruited by the enlist-
ment ot Indians to the number of twenty-five
for each troop and company. Whenever
practicable, the enlistment for each regiment
will be made within the department in which
the regimental headquarters are located. The
officers, in making such enlistments, will be
governed by existing laws and regulations:
but a competent kncwledge of the English
language need not be donsidered an essential
qualification, and ma Tied men not exceed-
ing ten for each troop or company
may be enlisted with the apEroval
of the department commander, inlist-
ments of Indians under the provisions of
this order will be distinguished from enlist-
ments of Indian scouts. Regimental com-
manders may, with the approval of the prop-
er department commander, temporarily at-
tach to the Indian eompanies such officers as
are especially fitted for service therewith.
Ultimately, non-commissioned officers for
these companies will be supplied by the a:ip-
pointment of Indians, in the manner indi-
cated by regulations; but, until this is practi-
cal, available non-commissioned officers of
either of the skeleton companies of a regi-
ment may be utilized. or, if necessary, non-
commissioned oflicers from organized com-
panies of the regiment may be temporarily
detailed. The number of enlisted Indian
scouts will be reduced without unnecessary
delay to 150, apportioned as follows among
the seversl departments: Dakota, 25: Platte,
25; Missouri, 25; Texas, 15; Arlzons, 30; Col-
umbia, 10,

naval power the reichstaz has been
thoroughly alarmed, and it has been
difficult to persuade that body to con-
cede even reasonable demands. 1t was
painful to hear Chancellor von Caprivi
yesterday evening plead the necessity
for two more gunboats to guard the ap-
proaches to the Baltic canal. Dr. Wind-
thorst, the Centerist leader, contended
that the canal would not be completed
before 1898, and that the building and
equipping of gunboats could well wait.
Chanecellor von Caprivi asserced that
the canal would be opened in 1895, and

held that Germany ought to have
vessels ready to protect it, as
it could not be protected

by land fortifications alone. He would
simply ask the members to reter back
the vote to the committee. As a last
resort, the government was prepared to
strike off a sufficient amount from the
installments allotted for the construe-
tion of four great ironclads to enable
the naval authorities to build the two
gunboats. On motion of Baron Man-
teuffel,the matter will again be referred
to the committee on Monday, the gov-
ernment having sustained a decisive
check to its ambitious scheme for a
navy. The action of the house clearly
declares that

‘The National Opinion

is adverse to any attempt to imake Ger-
many a great naval power, and that any
contest with a foreign power must be
fought on Iland. Emperor William is
very much discontented over the defeat
of his cherished idea of a grand navy.
His majesty lays the blame for the de-
feat upon the indiscretion of Admiral
Hollman in making his disclosures, and
Chancellor kon Caprivi’s want of par-
liamentary tact. Admiral Hollman has
offered to resign the socretaryship of
the admiralty. The position of Gen.
von Caprivi is understood to be erit-
ical, although the emperor ought not to

blame the chancellor for following
his orders with a fair display
of skill, or for the reverse

in the reichstag, suceeeding the episode
of the Empress Frederick’s visit to
Paris and the menacing labor conflicts.
Imperial cireles consider the chancellor
as unable to control the combination,
and point to his early downfall. ‘Fhe
emperor has openly taken Count Von
Waldersee iuto favor. The count has
twice been called from Altona during
the past week, and yesterday was
granted a prolonged audience by the
emperor. Itis entirely improbable that
he will succeed Chancellor Von Caprivi
unless Emperor William contemplates
a sudden reversal of his present poliey.
Some womentous change is felt in the
air, and an atinosphere of anxicus ex-
pectancy enwraps official  eireles.
The emperor, it is Dbelieved, con-
templates a stronger foreign poliey, to-
gether with a return to the rigorous

for the export trade to Germany. In
the event of a refusal of these demands,
the government, the chamber holds,
ought to reject Germany’s concessions
to the Austrian agricultural interests,
