THE SIN or BRIBERY.
The report of the investigating com-

mittee of the last legislature on the sen-
atorial bribery matter is verydepress-
ingreading. Part of ii seems still to be
unpublished, but the public lias enough
to make it blushful- the state's fair
name. To be sure, there is a general !
denial all along the line, and when
money is, brought home to any one it is
shown to have been a free-will offering
From some rich attorney who had gladly
sacrificed his large fortune out of publici
spirit to assist in the election of the
man of his choice. The Globk does
not care to follow up this subject any
further. Hut ii is 'bad business, very
bad business. The men whom this
state ought tohave in congress are the
men who accept their positions in re-
sponse to spontaneous popular demand,
and because they are able and public- j
spirited. Itis a terrible crime to have
money determine the choice of our rep- I
resentatives.

There is some talk current at present j
to the effect that there are men in the
present legislature who are open to cor- j
ruption. some bills are named ingen-
eral gossip as having been introduced !
with no other purpose than to create a i
source of revenue to their ostensible
promoters; and other bills inimical to j
the interests of certain classes, while Joriginallyframed in complete sincerity,
it is said are now being used as an
agency For blackmail. The Ci.oui-:,
which has carefully watched the trend
of legislation at this and previous ses-
sions, believes that this is the most hon- !
est body of representatives ever assem-
bled at our eapitol. The end is not
yet, however;. and in the confusion
.Hid excitement of the last few

;

weeks temptations and opportunities
will increase. No good will be •

accomplished bycalling the attention ofI
dishonest men lo the shame of their |
prostitution. A legislator, understand- i
inghis responsibilities and high calling j
under our institutions, who willsell the ;
vote which he has sworn to cast accord-
ing to the dictates of his enlightened
judgment, is too low to be amenable to!
entreaty. or. precept.' But such men, |
like all other criminals, are deterred to
some extent by the fear 'ot detection;
and the Globe, which knows the names
of those who are marked as purchas-
able in the catalogues of the lobbyists,
watches their every movement. Let
them observe the profoundest stealth in
their foul business if they enter into it,
and even then let them remember that
nothing in these days is concealed from !
the eyes of a vigilant public press.

The corporations which permit them- I
selves to be blackmailed are partly to |
Maine for legislative corruption. Ifit!
were distinctly understood that there i
was no traffic in votes, dishonest men j
would not seek to be returned to the 1
house orthe senate, because itwould not '
be profitable for them, and' boodle bills
would not be introduced because they
would carry no hope of spoils, Itwould
take some tune for the absence of a cor-
ruption fund to be appreciated, and in
the meanwhile sonio interests might
puffer somewhat From hostile legisla-
tion.. Hut in the long run itwould be
profitable for them to endure this rather
than yield year after year to the levies
of the dishonest. The sin of bribery
whet.-- its appetite by what it feeds on.
The bribe-taker is incapable of consist-
ency and cannot be reiied on to be hon-
orable, even in his dishonesty. The
more he gets, the more he wants, and
time and time again he willHike his
price and then prove false to his pur- '\u25a0
chasers. No corporation can afford to
submit to this sort erf thing. This is. of

course, the lowest view. But from an-
other aspect the sin of the bribe-giver is
as great as that -of the. bribe-taker. They
stand together as the enemies of our na-
tionalprosperity, worthy of the contempt
and detestation of every patriot.

WEYERHAUSER SYNDICATE.
'llie removal of Fdrdebick Weyee-

iiai-ki:from Hun Claire to St. Paul,
and the establishment of millingiiulus-
tries belonging to himself aud his asso-
ciates on the upper Mississippi are im-
portant movements in the industrial
history of this city and state. A syndi-
cate including Mr. Wi;vi:i:iiausi:i:, the
members of the Musser Lumber com-
pany. Mi.Laibd and Mr.Nobtox, of
Wi'iona, and several others, have pur-
chased ail Hie timber on lands tributary
t'» tiie Mississippi which belonged to
the Northern Pacific Railroad company.
This is estimated to amount to about
300,000.003 feet. They propose at once
to establish a millof an annual capacity
of 40,000,000 feet at LittleFalls, in this
state, and, under their contract with
the railroad company, are required to
buildanother iv the immediate future,
of at least half that size, at
Brainerd. The energy and capital
of these men have i;iven them
the control of the lumber interests of
Wisconsin tor a good many years, and
their entrance into our state, it is gen-
erally admitted, will be followed by a
concentration into their hands of the
millingbusiness of the upper Missis-
sippi. They have great capacity for ae-
quirinsr property, ami will reach out un-
til the vast, tracts of forest to the north
arc all in '.heir possession. This means
a tremendous increase in these indus-
tries and the growth of towns of consid-
erable size in the northern counties,
and especially along tlio river-. Tiie
mills at tin* various points which have
been shut down will Gradually reopen,
and the monopoly wliicli Minneapolis
has enjoyed in this field willat least be
disputed. All this will probably be
accompanied by some railroad building
Loconnect tiicnew milli'.ielown- din etly
with the prairie country to the south-
west. The pine of Minnesota will com-
pete with the products of the Southern
forests in Kansas and Nebraska, and
the plants and laborers from the de-
pleted Wisconsin streams will transfer
themselves to our borders. It is rather
difficult to predict with accuracy the
complete effect of nil theso things; but
they mean more capital in Minnesota-,

and greater business activity. Both of
these will be good for the state, aud a
great jobbing Venter like St. Paul can-
not fail to profitby llu'iu. In any event.
tlie addition of Mr.Wi.-\ iuhai'ski: him-
self, to the number ofour citizi'n- is a
great gain, because H means one more
very able and public-spirited mail.

A STORY ABOUT SHERMAN.
Cant. William Vocke tells another

anecdote of Gen. VV. T. Sherman that
has not been printed— at least not so
recently that the public remembers it.
He related the incident to the Chicago
lost as lending to show the simple
character of the great soldier, his mag-
nanimity and his exalted opinion ot
Abraham Lincoln, (apt. Vocke servedunder the dead warrior, nad many op-
portunities to study his character, and
he cited this to prove what a noble
nature was concealed beneath (Jen.
Sherman's rough exterior.

Several years ago, in the early "SO.-:.
Hie battle Hags of the Illinois regiments
were removed from the old state house
to the new and spacious quarters espe-
cially prepared tor them. The governor
had planned to make the event one ofmilitary importance, and with that end
in view had prepared a programme, and
all the soldiers of the Illinois regiments
were invited to participate in the ex-
ercises. The pretty town of Springfield
was crowded with visitors. The guests
were some of the most distinguished
men of the nation, and every
one was busily engaged in renew-
ing acquaintances, reburnishing his war
reminiscences and having a good time
generally. The programme had been
divided into two parts. There was an
afternoon celebration and one in the
evening. The address in the afternoon
was made by a state official.and was one
of the blood and thunder kind. The
speaker referred to the Southern briga-
diers and dwelt upon what he called
their lack of loyalty to the Union, and
he also said thathe believed it would
have been better if the sentiments of a
well known song had been carried out
and Jeff Davis hanged to a sour apple
tree.

Cien. Sherman was the orator of the
evening. He was simple inhis manner
ofexpression, but always eloquent. His
simplicity added a charm and an earnest-
ness to his words. When the general
rose and advanced to the front of the
platform he was received with most
vociferous applause. He was fairly
overwhelmed at the enthusiasm of his
reception, for the hall of the house of
representatives was crowded witha bril-
liant audience. His face beamed withUie
fervor of his feelings. He began by re-
ferring in a delicate way to the speech
of the afternoon. He \vas sorry to hear
such sentiments publicly uttered be-
cause they ought to be suppressed, and
he said these words with the full
knowledge that he had been at the head
of an army engaged in the effort to
overthrow the Southern Confederacy.
He would much rather sec JeiTersoi;
Davis drag out his miserable existence
to the end of his natural days than to
have one hair of his head disturbed.

Then, pointing his index finger in the
direction of the grave ot Abraham Lin-
coln and passing a fervid eulogy upon
his grand career as man, as statesman
and as the chief executive, he uttered
inan impressive tone these words: "I
would rather be Abraham Lincoln sleep-
ing for all time on yonder hillthan to be
clothed in all the splendors of the em-
peror of Germany." The effect was
electrical. The whole audience was
moved as only the earnest words of an
eloquent man can move. Capt. Vocke
snys that he has never seen people so
deeply swayed by the force of their
emotions as the veterans of tiie war,
and in fact every one present on that
memorable occasion. They literally
drowned the general with" their ap-
plause, and it was some minutes before
order could be restored and his address
resumed.

r '\u25a0I read with some interest Hie ac-
count in the papers of the movementamong the hue Secretary Window's
Eastern friends to raise a fund for his

But the averatre man will avoid
jury service on any and every oceassion.

No matter how much time he lias on
his hands, he will adopt every known
means within his power to dodge this
duty of the really aood citizen. And il
is astonishing to thinK how far lie will
so in his efforts to escape being poked
up in a dinpy court room, losit on trial
on some fellow beins: who may have
been the victim of misfortune in busi-
ness or have run into a collision with
the criminal law.

Across the water, in the old country,
the idea of serving on a jury is one that
tills the mind of every man qualified to
serve with a sense of importance and
pleasure that is excelled only if he
should be created a K. C. B. or other
high-sounding knight of some noble or-
der. They- that is. the would-be jur-
ors—try every plan to have themselves
drawn for service, and ttiey are much
disappointed ifthey do not find them-
selves seated in the jury box, together
with the other irood men and true.
