her nether limbs in tights. Perhaps
this little bill may be a joke, but it
chimes in quite appropriately withother
reforms proposed by lie: new regime
that has sprung upon the country. The
great lawmakers of the ages have not
confined the exercise of their genius to
the consideration of great questions,
but have alsa attended to the subordi-
nate affairs of society and individual
action. With the rise, oC granger su-
premacy in our legislative bodies wo
see Sockless Simpson proposing a law
to compel landlords to print their bills
of fare in English instead of French,
and while other ancient abuses threaten
to tumble in ruins before the assaults
of the grangers, why should there, not
be an effort made to bring about virtue
and primitive simplicity on the stage?
Indeed one can almost hear the constit-
uents of Senator McJlale respond:

-Mlhail:all hail:MeHale, ItcHnlc.
Upon the head you've hit the vail;
Strike down the pity's wicked sigh) .
Andmake them niiis take on" their lights.-
The senator is a product of what is

generally known as the "-Minnesota bot-
toms," a region of Arcadian simplicity,
redolent of summer roses and new-
mown hay. and musical withthe melody
of song birds. Far removed from the
hollow glitter of the town, the demure
maiden here goes forth in the dewy
morn with her milk pail on her arm to
do her chores. Her bare feet may peep
out from under her gown, and per-
chance a little mud may be squashed be-
tween her toes as her elastic tread
presses lightlyupon her path, but in her
modest look and bearing everything is
suggestive of innocence andJirtlessness.

Fresh from such scenes as these, the-
senator from Scott count conies to St.
Paul. Is itany wonder that his soul
was inexpressively shocked when he
was taken out to see the town? The
tra-la-la girls on the stage, winked at
him, and perhaps kicked a slipper at
him as tie sat in the front seat at the
ballet, whither some false friend had
led him. Such pertuess anil such cos-
tumes, strange to the rural sight, de-
lighted him not. Contrasted with the
scenes which surrounded him at home
they were an abomination, deserving
not only of severe reprobation, but of a
penal statute which should abolisji them,
forever.

SAIJSSAY AM)".HIS SUN.

The Publisher ofan Obscene Sheet
on Trial.

Walter A. Saussay, the proprietor of
the Sunday Sun, is before a jury of his
country, to.,answer an indictment for
printing, selling and publishing for'
general circulation an obscene and in-
decent newspaper and printed master
of indecent and immoral character.
There was some difficulty encountered
insecuring a jury yesterday, as a num-
ber of the jurors called had formed and
expressed an opinion as to the character
of the Sunday Sun. At 2:30 p. in. the
venire had been exhausted, withnine
jurors impaneled. Talesmen to the
number of fifteen were summoned to
appear at 4 o'clock, and out of these
the remaining three jurors were se-
cured. County Attorney O'Brien opened
the case to the jury and read the
indictment with a subdued voice. He
afterwards said he felt much embar-
rassed in attempting to read an indict-
ment that contained such obscene mat-
ter. The indictment characterized
some of the headings and articles pub-
lished in the paper as being obscene and
indecent, and quoted one article which
seemed to be much worse than others.
Its character is such that respect tor
Globe readers precludes the idea of
either publishing it or indicating the
character thereof in these columns. Mr.
Saussay is defended by A. K. llawes.
who intimated to a Globe reporter that
lie would raise points upon the trial
that willastonish the journalistic world.
No evidence was adduced yesterday,
but a commencement thereof will bo
made at the opening of Judge Ken's
court this morning.

CLAIMS A FRAUD.

A Man Who Gets a Hollar Ad-
vance on Family Altars.

Look out for ,1. \V. Bitner. He is a
bogus agent for a Chicago firm dealing
inCatholic church supplies, and an ar-
rant swindler. Bitner hag operated in
Cincinnati and Chicago during the past
five weeks, and the police have been
notified that ho has left the latter city
and is believed to have come to
St. Paul. The man i? described
as about live feet six inches
in height. fashionably dressed,
and with a slight cast in his left eye.
His complexion is dark, and he wears a
drooping, dark mustache. Bitner's
methods are by no mean? original,
though calculated to easily impose on
the people whom he aims to victimize.
He claims to be the agent of a firm en-
gaged in the manufacture of small
altars, and he takes orders for future
delivery. The man invariably demands
a payment of §1, when the order is
taken, as a guarantee of good faith,and,
giving a receipt for the amount, states
that the altar will be delivered ina few
days. Catholic residents in St. Paul
will take warning from this expose, and
immediately communicate with the po-
lice on receiving a visit from this sacri-
legious tourist.

MADEA SMOKE.

AnOld-Time Suit Over a Consum-
. . ing Device. : '<".*\u25a0\u25a0

William Latham furnished two smoke
consumers to the Ryan Hotel in 18SJ)

when it was being run by Charles w!
Mclntyre as surviving partner of Mc-
Clasky & Mclntyre. They were fur-
nished at the agreed price of 9200, but
Latham has not received his pay yet,
and there isnot much likelihood of his
being paid for them. The above is the
pith of a decision filed yesterday by
•Fudge Kelly in the cause of William
Latham against The St. Paul Trust
Company, as administrator, with the
will annexed, of David McClasky and
Charles W.Mclntyre. McClasky & Mc-
intyrehada lease of the Ryan. McClasky
died in 1889, and Mclntyre continued to
act as manager until Oct. 1,of that year
when the lease was sold. The contract
for the sale of the smoke consumers was
made with Mclntyre in .inly. 1880. The
court finds incidentally that before the
consumers were put in,dense clouds of
smoke escaped from the stack and
chimney ofthe hotel contrary to law
and the ordinances of the. city. When
the leasehold interest was sold the
three-fourths interest of McClasky was
worth $25,000, but Mclntyre was insolv-
ent then and has been ever since. The
court says the claim for the consumers
was not allowed by the probate court
out of the estate of McClasky because
the contract not being made in his life-
time it was not a proper charge against
the estate, although it might have been
an expense of administration or a
proper charge for preserving the prop-
erty of the estate. As conclusions of
law itis determined that Latham take
nothing by his action, and that the St.
Paul Trust company, as administrator,
lie, recover its costs.

TOUCHING UP A CHARTER.

The Delegation Working on the
Bell Idea—-Public Bath Houses..
The Ramsey county delegation yes-

terday morning resumed consideration
of the Bell charter, but adjourned be-
fore it was completed. When the clause
relating to the school taxation was
leached, on motion of Mr.Stone, the
maximum rate was fixed at 2-.: mills,
thus providing an annual amount for
school purposes of about 1302,500. This
does not. include the state tax.

A motion to prevent water bonds
being issued unless by five-sixths vote
of the council was laid over.

The ward fund tax was voted to be
abolished, leaving a general fund of

50.000 for general expenses.
Acommunication from the chamber

of commerce asking the delegation to
fix a maximum rate of three mills for
school taxation was ordered placed on

Tile, after which the Bell charter was
taken up section by section.

The delegation agreed to recommend
favorably the bill allowing the council
to appropriate $10,000 for the erection of
public bath houses and swimming
schools.
