The senate held an all-day session
yesterday, and, after some sparring,
put over the final struggle on the inter-
est question until Monday afternoon at
So'ciock. The Davis bill came up in
regular order on the calendar yesterday,
and at once provoked a struggle. While
there was probably a majority of those
present in favor of the Davis bill, there
was not the twenty-eight needed to pass
it, and so the friends of the bill at once
began to scheme for delay. A motion
was first made to pass the calendar, and
when this was lost, failing to receive
the requisite two-thirds vote, a recess
was taken until 2:30 o’clock. On reas- !
seibling a motion was sprung to go
into commiitee of the whole, and thus
pass the calendar for the day: but agam
there were not two-thirds 1n favor of
taking this course, and it looked as
though a voi: on the bill would have to
coine.  Finally, when the friends of the
Lill notified the other side that it could
either consent to the bill being made a
special order for Monday afterncon or
they would vote to adjourn at once the
obpposition  ecame into camp. and agreed
to the proposition.

A letter from William D. Windom, a
son of the late secretary of the treas-
ury, to Gov.

Mr. Gallagher, of Hennepin, raised a
regular howl at yesterday morning’s
session of the house. 1t was very
simply done, too. He introduced a res-
‘olution authorizing the speaker to ap-
jpoint a committee of five, to be
known as the building and loan
lcommittee, to whom all bills
‘of this character be referred. The
resolution eave grave offense to
members of the judiciary committee,
who eclaimed that it was a refiection
upon them —that they were not compe-
tent to fulfill the duties imposed upon
them. 'To obviate this impatation . Mr.
Gallagher sent up the following substi-
tute resolution:

Resolved, That a committee of five be ap-
pointed by the speaker to investigate the
workings of the national building and loan
associations, and report to this house.

By this substitution Mr. Gallagher
called down upon his devoted head the
wrath of two of his colleagues, Messrs.
Lyun and Stockwell. Mr. Lynn looked
upon the substitute resolution as dis-
courteous to the commitiee on incorpo-
rations. Mr. Stockwell did not take
this ground. lle regarded the resolu-
tion with some amount of suspicion, and
added:

I would like to ask the author of the reso-
lution if he represents the National Building
and Loan association on the tloor of this
house?

Mr. Gallagher was not slow in re-
sponding. e gasped:

Mr. Speaker and Gentiemen of the House:
I wish (o say that the statements made by
the gentleman from Hennepin are false—un-
quaiitiedly false. I hurl back the charges at
the man who made them, and say they are
uncalled for.

The two men glared at each other for
a few moments, when Mr. Stockwell
bellowed: *What charges?”

“The insinuations that I am the agent
of the National Building and Loan as-
sociation,” replied Mr. Gallagher. Con-
tinuing, he declared himself as a friend
of the people. [He introduced this reso-
lution in their behalf, and wanted the
house to pass judgment upon his rec-
ord. He said Mr. Stockwell had been
dismissed from the employ of the Na-
tional association.

Mr. Stockwell was instantly on his
feet, with “The gentleman lias been
telling the members that I was dis-
charged from the employ of the Na-
tional Building and l.oan ussociation
for fighting or flirting with the girls,”

The members here broke into an un-
controllable fit of laughter.
