Aberdeen, 6. D., March 10.—Lr-e
Barnes, a barber of this city, was ar-
rested to-night on complaint ot one
Owe;], charged with being Tascott. the
murderer of Millionaire Sne.ll, of Chi-
cago. Barnes' examination was ad-
journed until Wednesday at lv a. m.,
when a man named Clark, who ijave
much valuable information to the trrand
jury which indicted Tascott, wiil ar-
rive to identify the prisoner. Owen has
been worsting on the case for a year,
being struck with the remarkable re-
semblance of Barnes to pictures and
descriptions of Tascott. He succeeded
In getting a picture of Barnes ami for-
warded it to his brothers, J. G. and
Willis Owen, of Chicago, who showed it
to Clark and States Attorney Longe-
necker and a number of detectives and
officers who worked on the case. Ciark
declared the photo more closely resem-
bled Tascott than any before seen by
him. Some of the detectives thought
Barnes "too stocky' forTascott, but ad-
mitted the startling resemblance. Owen
claims that Longenecker advised
the arrest of Barnes. Up to to-nignt
the ocation of the supposed
Tascott is kept from Clark,
whom Owens feared would seek the
murderer on his own account and claim
the reward. Barnes has been here a
year, anu i>reckless and dissipated, lie
has been remarkably reticent concern-
ing the past, was never knqvvn to re-
ceive letters, and has no relatives and
friends hereabouts. He claiais to be
thirty-five years old, but looks younger.
He is 5 feet 9 inches in height and
weighs 165 or more; has light hair, in-
clined to be red. prominent hazel eyes
and a small sandy mustache, liis face
is full and red, Ins body erect. A con-
census of opinion is here that it is an-
other case oi wrong man, though Owens
is unshaken in the belief that the mur-
derer of bnell is at last eapiured. '1 lie
remarkable resemblance certainly war-
rams his arrest, however.

WHO PAYS THE BILL?
The New Orleans Lynching*

Agitates Diplomatic
Circles.

A Demand for Indemnity Will
Be Made by Italian Of-

ficials.

The Mafia Said to Be an Actu-
ality in the City of New

Orleans.

District Attorney Luzenburg
Talks of the Confession

of Politz.

Washington, March 16.—N0 further
action willbe taken by the federal au-
thorities at Washington inregard to the
Bhootine of the Italians at New Orleans
until after the receipt of Gov. Nicholas
reply to Secretary Blame's telegram,
stating the position of the government
in the matter. Itwas stated by officials
of the department of justice and the
war department inexplanation of why
the government had taken no steps to
prevent mob violence, that the federal
authorities are powerless to act incases
of disorders in the states except when
called upon for aid by the state author-
ities or when necessary for the special
protection of government property.
Neither of these contingencies arose
at New Orleans. The governor
did not ask for assistance and
the public buildings at New
Orleans were at no time inany danger
from the mob. These statements indi-
cate clearly that up to the time of the
killingof the suspected murderers the
case was wholly beyond the scope of
iederal action. The fact, however, that
several of the men killed were subjects
of Italy,and the further fact that

The Italian Government
has made formal demand for an investi-
gation, has given the case an aspect
calling for diplomatic negotiations.
\u25a0State department officials find some
difficulty in acting on this case for the
reason that that it is entirely without
precedent in the diplomatic annals of
the country. It is settled, however,
that no further steps will be takenuntil all the circumstances lead-ing to and surrounding thecase shall have been officially
communicated. Secretary Elaine re-
fuses absolutely to discuss the matter.
He has received a number of telegrams
from Italian organizations in different
parts of the country protesting against
what they term "an outrage," and de-
manding that all Italian citizens of the
United States bo properly protected
against violence and race prejudice.
The matter is almost the sole topic of
conversation indiplomatic circles, and.so far as can be ascertained, the general
opinion is that the state of Louisiana,
and not the United states, must be heldresponsible. A demand for indemnity
would of course come from the Italian
government through its minister resi-
dent and transmitted by the secretary
of state to the

Governor ofLouisiana
and if repudiated by that state would
be submit ted to congress for such ac-
tion as mightbe deemed advisable. An
official of the state department inspeak-
ing of the occurrence to-day, said that
the government would have'to do allin
its power to satisfy Italy that the rights
of htr zitizens inthis country would be
protected. The action of the president
in communication with the governor of
Louisiana asking for information on thesubject, was the only thing to be done
until a reply from the governor had
been received. A thorough investiga-
tion of the matter would, of course, bemade, and after that congress would
have to be called upon tor action, the
state department having no money topay indemnities oranything ot that sort.
Whether it is a case for money
indemnity would be for congress, and
not the state department to decide.
Whatever indemnity there should be
for those of the killed who were citizens
of the United States, Louisiana would
be responsible for to their families, but
any responsibility for those who were
citizens of a foreign country that there
might be would fall upon the United
States. .Representative MeCreary, ior-
nierly chairman of the foreign affairs
committee of the house, said that the
state department had no money it could
spend in the case, and that it was diffi-
cult to tell just what it could do. The
department would have to await the re-
ply of Gov. Nichols to the communica-
tion from the secretary and make such
further investigation of the matter as it
could. Then the secretary would prob-
ably have to report to congress for such
action as tiiat body thought proper.

THE MAFIA KXiSTS.

Interesting Interview With One
Provenzano.

New Orleans, La., March 16.—1n
Father Mauoritta's statement yesterday
he said that he was sure that the letter
he received was from the Provenzano
faction of the Mafia. This statement
Joseph Provenzano this morning imst
emphatically denies. He said that his
first impulse was to have Father Man-
oritta arrested, and he consulted Chief
Gaster in regard to the matter and was
advised to make a public statement con-
cerning the matter, as he thought it
would do more good. Provenzano said
that he has not been connected with the
Matin in any manner. On the contrary,
he has been an object of their enmity.

•'About live years ago," says Mr.Provenzano, "the Mafia sent me severalletters threatening to kill myself and
brothers uuleas we gave the society
$1,000. We did not respond, aud Jim
Caruso, shortly afterward, came to me
and said that he belonged to the society.
and that we had better pay tlie money.
He said that Icould do so by going to
tne old lake and bandaging my head" ina red handkerchief and leaving themoney on a stump near by. Iwas to
then go about my business and they 10
get the money. Ithen went to some ofmy friends, whom 1met under the St.
Charles hotel, Judge Davey, Pat Meally
and Ralph Morgan being among thenumber, and they said not to pay ifthat they would go with me ina wagon
and see who was there to receive it.
Jim Caruso, who was along, said this
would not do. "Ifyou go with a crowduo one willappear.

"1then dropped the matter and toldCaruso to have nothing more to do with
the society, to give up his fruit stand in
the French market aud come on the
levee and we would make him a freeman. lie said he would do so, as hewas tired of the Maliu, having recently
been selected on a. committee to killsome one. Itold Jim Caruso that hie
must go and swear that he would have
nothing further to do with the Matiabefore Igave iiiiu work. He did so for

Iwent withjiimto the Italian church
on Conti and Rampart streets, and he
knelt before the altar and took the obli-
gation. He said that Charlie Matranga
was the chief of the gansr, and that He
presided at the meetings, robed in a
black domino suit. He said that Recco
Geraci was also a leader. Caruso said:
he only attended one meeting;
that he went in and Matranga
held up a skull in his left
hand and a dirk in his right. He was
then sworn withuplifted hands toabide
the decision of the order. He said he
was informed after taking the obliga-
tion that the object was to killthose
who were against the Mafia sang. The
way it was done was to select the vic-
tim and invite him to a dinner, and
afterwards do him up. Caruso did not
like this and went to work for me. I
told him Iwanted none of the Mafia
people in our employ." Mr.Provenzano
was asked why his name should have
been connected with the Mafia by
Father Manqritta, and he replied: "I
think thatDi Carlo has given the priest
this idea. DiCarlo was to marry Tony
Matranga's daughter, and there is much
intimacy between Father Manoritta and
those people. Ithink he knows allabout
the members of the Mafia and his inti-
macy with them.

"1do not know that DiCarlo belongs
to the Mafia, butIhave a strong belief
that he does. Jim Caruso told me Sin-;ceri was a member. He pointed out
eight or nine mem who he said be-
longed to it, and Idischarged them.
Caruso worked for us about two years,
but there was nothing iurther said
about the Mafia. He finallyleftus and
went with Matranga. 1 do not know
whether John Caruso belonged to itor
not—his brother never told me that he
did." Mr.Proveuzano says that Politz
was working forhim when Caruso was
employed. He was one of the
men pointed out by Caruso as belong-
ing to the Mafia. He was discharged
at this time, and was not
heard of again until the mur-
der of Hennessy. ••Sinceri was
also in his employ at the time, and
was discharged for belonging to the
Mafia." Provenzano also said Caruso
advised him to discnarge the men one
at a time, in order to avoid trouble. This
he did, and when asked for his reason
for dismissal be refused to give any, as
he wanted to protect Caruso. That,
notwithstanding his oath and profes-
sions, Caruso finally went back with
Matranga and did what he could against
him (Provenzano). He thinks this was
accomplished through intimidation, as
Caruso was afraid of beingkilled by his
former associates. The majority of the
Italians are glad that there is an end of
the Mafia, as they have been indread of

POLITZ'S CONFESSION.

Hie District Attorney Says itWas
..Indefinite.

New Orleans. March 16.—District
Attorney Luzeuburg, in an interview
to-day, said:

"Speaking of Politz's confession, rest
acsured of one fact, if Politz had saidanything that would have warranted
the prosecution to use. him as a witness
he would have been placed on the stand.
His story was a rambling and discon-
nected one. and we did not place any re-
liance on it." Regarding Politz'-S con-
fession, the States says itis understood
that Politz in his confession to the at-torneys for the state stated that pre-
vious to the assassination of Supt.
Hennessy there was a meeting held at
the house on North Peiers street, nearCanal, and Lirgeiv attended by Italians.
Among them were Joe Caruso. At this
meeting it was decided that Heunessy
should die, and inorder to settle upon
who should assassinate him, ten slips ofpaper were placed in a hat witha large
number of blanks. Whoever drew the
slips bearing the numbers were to do
the murder. When the drawing was
over the men who held the numbered
slips were each given $100 and prom-
ised more when itwas known that Hen-
nessv was dead. Macheca procured theweapons with which the chief was slain
and gave them to Politz. This confes-
sion, however, was not taken down in
writing, consequently the full scope of
it will never be known. Cheviliar
Corte. the Italian cons ul of this city,
this afternoon said that no dispatches
had been received or sent by him to-
day. Yesterday the consul sent a letter
to Gov. Nicholls urging that he take
steps to protect the. Italian prisoners
now confined in the prison, who are
Natali, young Marchesi and Incardiuo,
and to prevent further violence. Now,
however, that Incardino and Marchesihave been released from prison, there
remains but one Italian citizen under
arrest. Natali. The report having been
circulated that Consul Corte had been
heard to express his approval of the ac-
tion of the citizens on Saturday as far
as some of the slain were concerned, he
was questioned about it, and replied
that he had said that he hoped justice
would be meted out to the murderers ofBenaessy. He was positive that some
of the slain were innocent; but as tothe
others he would not express him-
self. The Italian subjects whowere slain were Monasterio, Mar-chesi, Trahiua and Comitez. but he
thought the last named had taken out
naturalization papers. The consul hasheard of no indignities to which the
Italian colony here has been subjected,
and he does not think innocent people
willbe further molested. During lastDecember Mr. Corte received a" letter
from the Mafia, in which they threat-
ened him with dire consequences ifhe
did not work in their interests and for
the release of the accused. It also re-
pudiated the Kins of Italy and was re-
plete with utterances of"a very disre-
spectful nature. Itwas signed by somefictitious name. Gov. Nichoils was in
consultation nearly all day with Attor-ney General Rogers, United States sen-
ator E. D. White and others. Itwas
given out that the governor had not yet
replied to Secretary Blame's dispatch
but that a reply would be sent durin<*
the day.

RUDINI'S KKVKLATIO.V.
The Case Presented to the Italian

PARKRSON'S PLUCK.
The Leader of the New Or-

leans Regulators Tells
His Story.

The Victims of the Tragedy
He Regarded as Slimy

Reptiles.

He Assumes Full Responsi-
bilityfor His Share in the

Work.

No Regrets for the Dismal
Past and No Feap for the

Future.

New Orleans, March 16.—1saw this
morning William S. Parkerson, the
leader of the "regulators." His offices
are in Commercial place, a nagged alley
for pedestrians only, with an iron-cov-
ered gutter in tne middle, and dingy,
tall houses on either side. He occupies
two rooms up one flightof stairs, plain-
ly but comfortably furnished, with
small grate fires. Parkerson is only
thirty-four years old, is exactly six feet
high, heavily built, and dresses in a
brown tweed suit witha black necktie.
His head is large and round, his fore-
head broad, his hair brown and parted
on one side. He has a heavy
brown mustache and double chin. His
eyes are intensely black, quiet enough
in repose, but snapping fire*in moments
ofexcitement, and looking out from be-
hind gold-rimmed spectacles. The most
striking thing about Parkerson is his
voice, which is deep, but soft, almost
caressing. His manner is eminently
quiet, without a trace of swagger. Al-
together he impresses one a3 a man of
great magnetism and immense reserve
force. A pattern of domesticity,
and a great favorite with those
who know him well, he lives
wite a sick wife and three
children in a modern house near the
swamp at the edge of the city. His pop-
ularity was attested in ISSB. when hewas made the leader of a body of young
men who overthrew the ring Democ-
racy that controlled the city and elected
the entire anti-ring ticket. He holds no
public office himself. He was*,elected
city attorney by the reformers, but re-
fused toserve.

"Your name is very much before the
public just now, Mr.Parkersou," Ire-
marked as he offered me a seat.
j"Yes, we had a thirty-minute experi-

ence. Saturday," he said, witha quaint
smile. "The . most wonderful thing
about it is that it was over so soon.

"1could not
tell who did. Itwas all done by others.
1 was in court on Friday morning in a
distant building.atteudingto some busi-
ness, and came back to this office after
the verdict acquitting the Italians.
When Igot there Ifound a large num-
ber of citizens awaiting me, some of
them old enough to be my grandfather.
With those who came itafterward there
were perhaps sixty or seventy. They
were talking about the outrageous
verdict and told me they had come to
ask me to take some measures to right
it. After fifteen minutes' conversation
we adjourned to meet again that even-
ing. 1had no connection with the case
beyond taking a cood citizen's interest
initand dropping into court once or
twice tosee how it was getting along.
That evening we met in the rooms of ayoung man, whose name Idon't care togive. There were about 150 of us, among
them the men who were here in the
morning. We stood up and were
packed like sardines. They made me
chairman. There was some more talk-
ing- about the verdict, and Iwas again
appealed to. None of us drank any-
thing, and there were no refreshments
in the room. We all signed a call that
was published in the next morning's
papers asking the citizens to assemble
at 10 o'clock on Saturday morning at
the Clay statue, and saying we would
be prepared to carry out their instruc-
tions."

'•Meaning that you would be ready to
killthe prisoners'.'"'

"That was the feeling, we under-
stood of the public pulse. Saturday I
came to my office at 8:45, and at 9:45
stated for the rendezvous at our friends'
room. 1 was a little ahead of time.
Four or five of us went from there to
the statue, where we found a muttering
mob of many thousands. We walked
around outside the railings two or three-
times to give our own people a chance
to fall in. Then Iwent through the
Kate of the railings and up the
steps. As soon as Itook off my
*atUnpeople began to cheer. 1 don't
remember exactly what Isaid, but 1
made a little speech, telling them we
had a duty to perform; that itwas the
most terrible duty Ihad ever under-taken; that the law had miscarried, and
we were prepared todo whatever they
desired. They shouted, 'Come on.'

"
"What did you understand from

that?"
"That we were to so to the prison."
"Did anybody say so in so many

words?"
••Oh. itwas known well enough. \t

the meeting on Friday night they tried
toget me to the prison, but Irefused
to do anything at night. From the
statue we started for the prison. 1lead-
ing and the crowd following us. We
hail to walk, about a mile, aud, as we
walked along, people came from the
side streets and fell into the procession.
Tlie women were crying and the men
cheering. It was tne irost terrible
thins Iever saw— the quiet determina-
tion of the crowd. There was no dis-
order. We stopped on the way at
our friend's rooms, where we found
guna awaiting; us. 1had my own gun
there. There were about 150 Winches-
ters and shotguns. 1 think, given out.
Inever carry a revolver, but that morn-ing1put one in my pocket. Itook aWinchester, besides. Atthis moment 1
am unarmed. Atthe prison gate LemDavis,Ithink that is his name, came to
the door. 1asked him for the keys to
let us in. lie said he couldn't give

i them. Isaid if he didor t we'd break
into the prison. He still refused.

I Then I «dered the crowd to
! make ready and break, sent for
Isome gun powder and also sent a detach-
-ment to break iiiat the side door, which

was about a block away, the building
being an immense one and covering

j more thau a square of ground. Mean-
I time we got some wood and used it to
I batter the main door. That resisted.
I but the side door was forced. Thea I

went around to the side door, placed
three men on guard, one a legal officer
of this uiuni<?i»«tlity, tellingthem whom
to aiiow to enter and asking the crowd

j to be orderly. The guards ail had

Winchester?. The crowd was composed
of lawyers, doctors, bankers and promi-
nent citizens generally. It was the
most obedient crowd you ever saw.
They obeyed me implicitly, just as ifI
was a military commander. If there
was any riff-raff, it was all on the out-
side. The inteution had been not to
shoot any of them, but when my men
were inside, about fiftyof them, they
got very furious, and after the first
taste ot blood it was impossible to keep
them back."

"Ifyoudidn't mean to shoot, why did
you take the guns ?"

"Because we didn't know what re-
sistance we might encounter from the
officers in charge— from anybody. We
meant to get into the prison, and we
would have torn itdown if necessary."

"Did you killanybody with your own
hands?"

"No, Idid not fire a shot. Infact, at
the meeting the night before Ihad said
thai Matrango and another should be
spared, the two declared innocent by
Judge Baker, inwhose integrity we had
perfect confidence. 1said 1would de-
fend those men with my own lifeif
necessary, and they were not harmed."

"Diiln'tit strike you as not courage-
ous to shoot the lot*of unarmed men in
a hoie?"

"Well," said the young lawyer,
"there was no doubt about the courage
of any man in our party. Of course, it
is not a courageous thing to attack a
man who is not armed, but we looked
upon these men as so many reptiles.
Wny, Iwas told that on Friday, after
the verdict, the Italian fruit and oyster
schooners along the wharves hoisted
the Sicilian liag over the stars and
stripes, and the prisoners themselves
had a champagne supper."

"Do you regret what you have done?"
Ias£ed, after a pause.

"Not a bit," said Parkerson
promptly. "This was a ereat emer-
gency, greater than has ever happened
in Ne>v York,Cincinnati or Chicago. 1
didn't act through a sentimental or per-
sonal interest for Hennessy. 1knew
him well,and asked Mayor Shakespeare
to appoint him. He was a tine man and
an efficient officer, and we felt that
when he was killed there was no telling
which of us wouid go next. While the
Mafia confined itself to killing its own
members we didu't resort to violence.
But Heunesay's killingstruck at the
very root of American institutions.
The intimidation of the Maliaand the
corruption of our juries are to be met
only with strong measures. Moreover,
1recognize no power above the people.
Under our constitution the people are
the sovereign authority, and when the
courts, their agents, fail to carry out the
law, the authority is relegated back to
the people who gave it. In this case I
look upon;it that we represented. not the
people of the whole United States, per-
haps, but the people of Louisiana
Tnis is a thing with which the United
States has nothing to do. Itis a ques-
tion of slate government entirely, since
the state controls itsown municipalities.
1apprehend no trouble uuiess from fed-
eral authorities. Itis urged that these
men were the subjects of foreign po-
tentates, but 1 understood that they
were just dumped here, and that their
own governments were giad euough to
get rid of them."

Mayor Shakespeare, whom the Italian
consul, as well as the country at large,
ia disposed to hold responsible for the
violuMon of municipal law, makes no
bones about his own feeling io the mat-
ter. He is an impulsive, irascible man,
middle-aged, of the "Sir Anthony Abso-
lute" type, with a genius for autoc-
racy. He declares bluntly that
Parkerson and nis associates did
just right. "I was at my
office in good time on Saturday,"
he protested, when Itold him what the
consul has said. "1was down at 11:30;
12 is my usual time. Ididn't know
anything at all about the movement to
break into the prison on Friday night,
and 1 wasn't at the meeting. Infact, I
was dining then withGov. Nicholls and
Maj. Glynn. The next morning when
1saw the call, of course, 1knew some-
thing was going to happen."

"Where were you during the riot?"
•'Attending to my private business."
"At the Pickwick club?"
"Yes; 1was at the Pickwick club."
"Did you take any measures to pre-

vent the tragedy?"-
"No."
"Don't you regret it?"
"No, sir," cried the mayor, belliger-

ently, "1am an American citizen, and
lam not afraid of the devil. These men
deserved hanging. We expected dis-
agreement, and had made arrangements
for retrial. \V lien 1heard of the ver-
dict1 was frozen to my seat."

"Couldn't you have punished them by
lawfulmeans'?"

"They were punished by lawful
means. The men who did itwere all
peaceable and law-abiding."

QCIET INNEW ORLEANS.

The Sober Second Thought Re-
turns to Her Citizens.

New Orleans. March 16.—Sew Or-
leans has quieted down to-day, and the
sober second thought of the people has
returned. The telegram of Secretary
Blame to the governor has caused some
commotion, but it was L<ot unexpected.
The telegram was sent direct to Gov.Niebols, and referred by him to Attor-
ney General Rogers. Whether a reply
has, as yet, been sent to the govern?
nient is not yet known. Attorney
General Rogers has made an in-
vestigation of Saturday's occur-
rences at the jail. 'The pris-
on officials say that they recognized
some of the persons who were on the in-
side of the prison, and these names, itis
understood, have been forwaned to the
attorney generai. Some indictments
may follow as a formality, but so great
a number of people were concerned in
the killing that it willbe impossible to
arraign them all, or secure a convic-
tion in case they should be arrested.
The Italian consul, Sgr. Corte, says that
a fullreport of the proceedings has been
transmitted to Rome and to the legation
at Washington, and all further action
willbe taken through the legation.

O'Malley, the detective who was
largely the cause of the trouble, is not
in town. His suit against the States for
SIO.OOO damages is to come up to-day,
and the answer of the defense has al-
ready been published.- Itwas so strons,
and indicated so indubitably that O'Mal-
ley had been sent to prison for theft ivCleveland, that he had perjured him-
self and that he had suborned witnesses,
that a sentiment against him was cre-
ated, and it is suspected now that he
has left town never to return, es-
pecially as he was not in court to-day
when his case was called. The district
attorney has fiied a noil pros, as to all
tne indictments pending inSection B,of
the criminal district court, asrainst the
Italians implicatei in the Hennessey
assassination. This releases Matranga,
Ineardonia and the Marchesi boy. The
indictments iv Section A,Judge Marr's
division, still hold Sunzerri, Patorno,
John Caruso, Natalo and Pietzo.

A clerk in the oflice of the registrar
of voters said this afternoon that Be had
examined the registration books for thepurpose of ascertaining the allegiance
of the men executed by tlm people
Saturday, and that he found that every
one of them was a registered voter of
the city of New Orleans.

Interest Billby a Vote
of 33 to 16,

And Retaining- the Forfeiture
Clause of the Present

Statute.

The Nicollet Senator Recsives
Many Conjratulatio.l3

Over His Victory.

A Number of the Senators
Give Weighty Reasons for

Their Votes.

Apair of Fairbanks' Standard scales
would probably demonstrate that tuere
are several members of the state senate

who weigh more in pounds than .Sena-
tor C. R. Davis, of Nicollet county; but
there were no bigger ones than lie yes-
terday afternoon when, by a vote of '\u25a0>!
yeas to 16 nays, his interest bill passed
the senate practically the sain** as he
introduced iton the first day of the ses-
sion. The victorious Nicollet statesman
confined his attention yesterday to man-
aging the contest, and made no lengthy
speeches, and so well did he manipulate
the thine that before 5 o'clock the meas-
ure had passed and a mutton for recon-
sideration had been defeated, thus nail-
ing the billso far aa the senate is con-
cerned.

Even the strongest supporters of the
various other interest-reduction bills,
while heartily opposing the Davis bill,
were disposed yesterday afternoon to
Rive full credit to Mr. Davis for his
great victory. Allwere glad that the
long tight was at last at an end, and no
one' felt like filibustering and delaying
its passage. A ereat many strong
speeches were made against the passage
of the bill by Senators Louimen, La
Due, Leavitt, Stevens, Dean. Craven
and John Day Smith, in explaining their
votes, and many dire predictions were
made. Of course, the galleries were
filled, but the visitors made no attempt
to applaud the speeches of the senators,
and so Senator Hompe waa not eiven the
unpleasant task of having the serjeant-

at-arms clear the galleries, as happened
the last tiniH this tight was on.

There were no heated speeches de-
livered yesterday, the friends of the bill
being well satisfied to get the measure
passed without tramping on the toes of
their opponents. The latter kept silent
to a great extent because they realized
that a fullattendance would menu the
passage of the bill, and there was noth-
ing to be gained by "Kicking against the
pricks," and they didn't try todo so.
It was a treat victory for Senator

Davis, and baa placed him in the front
rank ot the rising youu« Republican
poiiticiaiiS of the state.

That Bribery Report.

The morning session yester ay
opened with a half-hour debate over the
bribery committee's report taken two
years ago. As soon as the opening ex-
ercises had been completed Senator
Sevatson announced that he had the
notes taken by the stenographer.Georire
Bower, who waa attached to tlu house
committee two years ago. Senator
Donnelly wanted the additional matter
transcribed and printed, and then
wrapped and stamped for thu use of
senators.

Senator John Day Smith opposed tlm
on tlie ground that the senators ought
to pay postage themselves. After con-
siderable talk, and several votes, Mr.
Donnelly's resolution was defeated by
ITnays to 10 yeas, and the regular order
was taken up, the followingbills being
introduced:

Here, Mr. DonneHy read from the
Alliance and Republican platform-,
both of which declared for interest re-
duction.

"The Democratic platform is silent on thissubject,' 1 concluded the speaker, "but it
seems to me tnat all goad Alliance men are
bound by their platforms to vote .for ibis
bill."

Senator Sanborn wanted to amend thebiU, but Senator Phillips,objected and
the amendment fellvu«anfmous consent
bfiin^required. "Senator Craudall en-
deavored to• amend "section 4, allowing

sonified, and refused to modify his
ruling.

"Idesire to say but one word on this qnes<

tlon, since the senator from Dakota has men-
tioned the Republican platform,"' said Sena-
tor .olin Day Smith. 'Iexpect to vote inac-
cordance with it, and against this bill." (

Senator Mayo thought, as both the
Republicans and Alliance men had beenbeard, it was time far the Democrats to
taKe an inning.

Here Senator Donnelly offered a reso-
lution suspending the standing rules of
the senate to allow votes to be taken on
tue Crandall and Sanborn amend-
ments. This was adopted, SenatorsBarr, Dean, McMillan, Morse and*
Phillips alone voting no. The two
amendments were adopted inrapid sue-'
cession, and the question was an-
nounced to be on the final passage of
the bill. Senator Dean, before the sec-
retary commenced the rollcall, took the
floor and made an

Eloquent and Scholarly-
speech against the pending bill. Inthe
course of this short talk he made the
following amusing sally: ,

"Youhave all heard of'Sockless' Simpson,
who is to Kansas vrnat tue senator from Da-
kota is to-Minnesota, and if he lives long
enough he may acquire the same distinc-
tion.''

The Ramsey senator Droceeded to
read from an interview with Mr.Simp-
son, in which the latter declares that
usury laws are always oppressive to the
deutor class.

The roll call commenced proceeding
without interruption until the name of
Senator LaDue was reached, when he
slowly arose and made an earnest pro-
tect against the bill,saying:

"Inorder to vote f>>r a 6 and 8 per cent law
Isuppose 1shall have to vote for this bilL
with the forfeiture clause included, thoughI
do so witha feeling that itis the worst kind
ot legislation. 1believe itis in the interests
of tne home money loaners, and more thanthat, the home usurers. The people who are
cryingout for Relief are not to finditin this
law. Toquote the oft-repeated words of th«
senator from Dakota, it is keeping the prom'
be to the ear and breaking it to the hope.

"Iflam wrong inmy fears as to the re-
sults of mis legislationIshall have nothing
to reproach myself with, as Iam acting con-
scientiously mid with my best judgment. If
lam ri'-'lu Ihope tohave an opportunity of
votingmy own convictions two years hence.
The forfeiture of the principal is nothing
compared to liberty, besides, it is classlegislation, whollyin the interest of national
bunks, as it allows them to do whatever they
please and forfeit nothingbut the excess of
interest. A.tter entering tnia protest Irota
aye."

Senator Leavitt also explained his
vote, lie came tothe senate believing
