who was buried under the name of
•Kred Evans/' The official description
>!' the Astor house suicide, its recorded
at the morgue, is: Five feet six inches
tali, twenty-three years old. blonde
hair, curly: blue eyes, small blonde
nuistnche, red cheeks, (toman nose.
slim built, weighs 120 pounds, small
hands, small feet. Kvans was believed
to be a diamond cutter, lie registered
as from England. Wright was aiso a
diamond cutter. Wright's description
is live feet four inches tall, weight 120
pounds, light hair, blue eyes Unlit
mustache, light figure. One ofWright's
sisters is named Evans.

dressed it up in Kuttineer's clothes,
and, placing the passport m the pocket,
dumped the diseuised corpse into the
Arthur Klil In the expectation that,
when found, the only means of ideutili-

cation would be the. clothing and the
written document.

POSTPONEMENT ASKED.

The Case of Correspondent Kin-
caul Called in Court.

Washington', March in.—The case
of Charles E. Kincaid, charged with the
murder of ex-Congressman Taulbee, of
Kentucky, was called in the criminal
court of the District of Columbia this
morning. The defendant with his conn-
sel was present, and an application for
a postponement was made. This was
objected to by tiie prosecution, which in-
sisted upon an affidavit being made by•the defense that it had been unable to
secure the attendance of the necessary
witnesses. Inorder to enable the docu-
ment to be drawn up inlegal form a re-
cess was taken until 2 o'clock. After
the recess the counsel for . defendant
were absent, and, owing to indisposi-
tion. Judge liagner adjourned the court
until to-morrow. Subsequent to the ad-
journment the affidavits of the defense
were placed on file. Itis probable that
a postponement for a few days will be
granted.
