IT WILLBE A RATTLER.'

The Coming Fight Between Kelli-
her and Smith.

The record of BillySmith, the Aiis
tralian, who is to meet Denuie Kelliher
at the Newmarket theater to-morrow
evening, is one of almost unbroken vic-
tories, as is that of his opponent, so that
a contest may be looked for which will
be a rattler. One of Smith's early vic-
tories was over Frank Payne, at
New Castle, N. S. W. This fight
lie won in five rounds. Then
lie foiurhl three successive draws with
BillyMcCarthy, 8, 15 and 18 rounds re-
spectively, for £200 a side. The referee,
who had backed McCarthy each time,
called draws immediately upon seeing
that McCarthy would be" whipped. In
Nay. 1888, he went on a tour through
South Australia with Frank P. Slavin,
stopping all comers. Soon after the en-
gagement ended he defeated Dave
Green at Broken Hill,N. S. YV\, in four
rounds; BillHawkins, champion ofTas-
mania, at Melbourne in two rounds, and
Luke Kegan in eight rounds. The Mar-
quis of Queensberry, who was then at
Melbourne, acted as referee in the last
light. Mike Mclnerny, at llobart.
Tasmania, lasted nine rounds, after
which Smith went through New Zea-
land with Billy Murphy, giving exhi-
bitions and stopping al! comers. On Feb.
9. 1889, he was matched with John (Jun-
uingham and won in live rounds
on the turf at Island Bay, Well-
ington. Harry Lame. champion of
New Zealand, came next. They fought
twelve rounds when the police inter-
fered and arrested principals. On Sept.
28,1881). -lie arrived in San Francisco,
iiis first tight on American soil was with
Frank Glover at the Occidental club,
San Francisco, whom he defeated in
nine rounds. His second was with
George Rollins at Portland, Ore.: again
he won in nine rounds. On Jai>. 27.
18'JO, he bested Joe Bowers at the Occi-
dental club in four rounds, and on
April22, at the California Athletic club,
he was defeated by (Brooklyn) Jimmy
Carroll in fourteen rounds. One of the
San Francisco papers, in its account of
the battle, said: "Smith was a sick
wan, and bad no business to go on, feel-
ing as he was." Before coining to Min-
neapolis lie bested BillyWalters at Ta-
coma. Wash., in six rounds: Jack
Burke, in five rounds, at Seattle, and
Pat Mcilugh, of Wisconsin, at Tacoma,
in two rounds. He was matched to light
Fred Tcbo at the Seattle Athletic club
for a $1,000 purse on Dec. 10. 1890. Tebo
left for parts unknown, forfeiting$250.

Kelliher's record was published in
the Globe at the time of his meeting
with the Pearl. It is as trood as that ofSmith, and there is no reason for giving
odds in the bets on either man. They
are both in good condition, are evenly
matched, are both determined to estab-
lish themselves m the Northwest, and
therefore every spectator should t>e sat-
isfied. Incase any one is not satisfied,
his money willbe refunded, as such an
agreement has been consented to by
both the fighters. The contest willbe-
gin promptly at 0 o'clock, and the box
office willbe open for the sale of seats
during the entire day.

ANEASTERN BOYCOTT
Western Lines Must Not Be

Caught Taking Com-
missions.

The Board of Rulings Takes
Prompt Measures to Pro-

hibit It.

The Wisconsin Legislature
Postpones the BillRe-

ducing* Fares.

The "Soo" Road Takes the St.
Paul Into a Joint Com-

bination.

Chicago, March 21.— Eastern
railroads have arranged to boycott any
Western line that may hereafter be de-
tected paying commissions to their
agents on the sale of tickets. The board
of rulings of tile Trunk Line and Cen-
tral Traffic associations, composed of
J. E. Goddard, L.P. Farmer, George R.
Blachard and F. C. Donald, has notified
the managers of Western roads by tele-
graph that such action was taken at the
meeting held in New York this
week. The lines represented at
that meeting unanimously agreed to
obey any order of the board of
rulings to divert traffic fromconnecting
lines found paying commissions to joint
committee agents, and the board of rul-
ings has taken steps to ascertain what
roads, if any, have been paying such
commissions on February- business.
This means that the Eastern roads will,
as far as possible, divert traffic from
those of their connections that have
continued to pay commissions in their
territory regardless of the prohibitory
order that, went into effect Feb. 1.
There is no doubt that some of the
Western roads have continued to pay
these commissions, and have every rea-
son to fear that they willbe boycotted
in consequence.

AGREEMEMT WITH THE SOO.

That Road lakes the St. Paul Into
a Joint Combination.

Chicago, March 21.—The agreement
entered into by the Chicago-St. Paul on
one side and the "Soo" South Shore
lines on the other, does not provide that
the "Soo" shall become a member of
the Western Passenger association. It
simply takes that road into the joint
rate combination at St. Paul, requiring
it to publish its rates with those of the
other roads, and allowingit to make a
rate from St. Paul to Eastern seaboard
cities 1.50 lower than the rates in force
by way of Chicago. The Chicago lines
were all willing to grant the differen-
tial on such terms, as it insures stability
of rates where there has been continual
disturbance heretofore. The Soo is also
benefited by being represented in the
joint rate sheet, as the Northern Pacific
and other roads west of St. Paul refuse
to quote through rates over any con-
necting line whose rates do not appear
in the St. Paul rate sheet.

The Atchison Responsible.
Chicago, March 21.—Complaint -hav-

ing having been made that the Keokuk
&Western road is quoting a rate of 10
cents per 100 pounds on packing house
products from Keokuk to Chicago,
against the regular rate of 15 cents,
Chairman Walker summoned the repre-
sentatives of the interested roads "be-
fore him to-day for hearing of the mat-
ter. The Keokuk «fc Western can only
get into Chicago by its connection with
the Atcbison, Topeka &Santa Fe, and
the result of the conference was that
the Atchison agreed to become responsi-
ble for the future maintenance oirates
by the Keokuk line.

Conservative lowa.
Dcs Moines, 10.. March 21.—1t is now

generally believed that there will be no
radical change in the assessed valuation
of lowarailroads this year, despite the
agitation. The farmers represented
before the executive council," who had
come to make radical demands for
greatly increased assessments upon the
railroads in the state, have adopted a
petition asking the executive council to
use their best judgment and follow
their honest convictions in deciding the
matter, having due regard for the farm-
inginterests, which they believe to be
overtaxed, as compared with other in-
terests.

Cable Denies a Report.
Chicago, March 21.—President R. R.

Cable, of the Rock Island, returned to-
day from California. Concerning the
rumored sale of the road to the Gould
interests he said that so far as he knew
there was no foundation for such ie-
ports. "Ifthose people want the road
they can get it by paying the price,"
said Mr.Cable, "but 1 have no reason
to believe that the Hock Island will
change hands verysoon.

Walker's Meeting Postponed.
Chicago, March 21.—The meeting of

the board of commissioners of the West-
ern Traffic association, which was called
for next Monday, has been postponed
until Thursday, March 26, owing to the
inability of some of the commissioners
to be here at an earlier date.

Postponed Indefinitely.
Madison*, Wis., March 21.—1n the

assembly yesterday the railway com-
mittee reported for indefinite postpone-
ment the billdecreasing the fare on
the lines of the Chicago, Milwaukee &
St. Paul road to two cents a mile.—

BONDS ALL AROUND.

The Deal With &1Johnson Is to
Go.

Cleveland, Ohio, March 21—There
willbe ho new battle between Al John-
son and the National league.

The
form' of a supplemental contract
has been agreed upon. Under it Al
.Johnson agrees to give the Cincinnati
League club owners a $15,000 bond to
hold Ihem harmless against the Boston
and Philadelphia clubs of the American
association.

STARTLING RUMORS

Regarding the Heavy Deposits in
the Keystone Bank.

Philadelphia, Pa., March 21. —The
doors of the Keystone National bank,
which the United States authorities
took charge of yesterday, remained
closed to-day. No one was allowed inside
tho building except officials of the
bank. Various rumors are afloat as to
the amount of city and state money on
deposit. One statement is to the effect
that of the $1,200,000 deposited $441,000
was credited to the account of the city
treasurer, and nearly $500,000 collected
by the city treasurer in his capacity as
liscal agent of the state, and for which
he is responsible.
