A Successful Private Dairyman.

At the Illinois dairymen’s convention,
J. W. Drury, of Waterloo, gave his sue-
cessful experience in dairying, extend-
ing over twelve years, says the Indiana
Farmer. He had been a trotting horse
main, but quit that and bought six cows
of his wife, and gradually increased the
number to sixty-two, and is making a
pound of butter from seventeen pounds

of milk., In 1890 Lis cows averaged
£108.20. Fifty-eicht  calves were
dropped, the bulls selling from £
to €10 each. He considers skim wilk

worth 20 cents a hundred pounds for
feed: has a spiing house and uses no
ice: is not a believer in *“‘new fangles.”
Some of his friends, in the discussian
which followed his paper, endeavored
to convince him that by a judicious se-
leetion of modern methods in keeping
and handling his milk product, the re-
sults from his work wouid far exceed
the present fizures, and that he was
feeding $300 to 400 worth of butter to
his hogs every year, but he thought
otherwise, and believed he got it all.
His success was pointed to as strong
evidence in favor of the private dairy
when well and systematically managed.
That Mr. Drury used abundance of care
and thought in his dairy work and to
these attentions to details, his success
was largely owing, is evinced from the
fact that his more careless neighbors,
in the same business, were discouraged
and asked him to find a customer for
them and they would abandon the field.
To the industrious, skillful and intel-
ligent dairyman all things are possible
in his line.

The Science of Wolf Poisoning:

Dr. J. B. Tay lor, a prominent ranch-
man in Texas, reports a loss of 25 per
cent of the half eroy on a pasture gof
100,000 acres through the depredations
of wild animals, mostly wolves. He
claims he has now reduced wolf poison-
ing to a science. His method is de-
seribed as follows: He used No. S cap-
sules, packing them full of strychnine
and inserted them in small pieces of
dried or partially dried meat: when the
meat is in this condition the wolves will
take it just &s readily, and the capsules
will not dissolve so as to let the taste of
poison penetrate the meat. He thinks
it is not necessary to make a drag of
fresh meat, as is the general custom,but
that a few drops of cil of rhodium
dropped on a lariat and dragged over
the ground will answer every purpose.
Says a neighboring sheep rancher has
for some time been obliged to keepa
guard in his corrals at night, and even
then as many as three sheep have been
killed In a single night by the wolves
suddenly dashing in. doing their work
and out again before they could be pre-
vented,

' AMERICAN TROTTING HORSE.

From Prof. W. H. Webber's Ad-
dress Before the Board of Agri-
culture.

Modern society has need of the horse
and the breeding of horses is a subject
worthy the attention of farmers. I shall
present nothing showing partiality to
any particular strain or family, as that
requires more study than can be given

.in making a popular lecture, and there
;ls plenty of literature especially for
Iis. 1 propose to zive some of the
methods used in breeding, and the rea-
sons for them.

The horse is an essential factor In the
world, and there can be no high civiliza-
tion without it. T'he higher the civiliza-
tion the greater the number and divers-
ity of breeds. This is the fact of history
as c¢ivilization has advanced. In proof
of this we find the Chinese almost
wholly without the horse, and the same
is true ¢f the East Indies and other
couutries of a similar degree of civiliza-
tion.

Perhaps the horse first appeared in
Syria and Egypt. he ox, ass and
shieep, however, are mentioned first in
history. According to what we may
learn from ancient pictures, the horse
was smaller then than now; tough,

fastest gait a run, the trotting gait be-
ing seldom shown in ancient pictures.
Necessarily the gallop was his gait, as
be was then rode without stirrups. The
horse of the middle ages was broad
backed and round, and was bred and
trained for purposes of war, larzely.
The horse painted in Sheridan’s ride is
a typical war horse, and all horses in
art representations are heavy horses.
In the breeding of horses there has
been a greater variation in size than
that of any animal except the dog.
Fashion, and the usages of society, have
made this diversity. With the demand
for a fast running horse on the Engiish
turf, great speed had been developed by
the selection of winning sires for stock
purposes in that country. For this the
Arab and Barb horses have been the
foundation blood.

The English thoroughbred is the only
finished breed, as results plainly show,
there being no preceptible lowering of
records at present in that class of
horses.

For the past nineteen years 2,000 win-
ners have not varied five and one-quar-
ter seconds of the best time. On the
other hand, only six American trotiers
have reached within the same number
of seconds of the best record in the
nineteen years. This is proof that the
American trotter has not reached its
best, and is not a finished bLreed. He
believed two minutes would be trotted
in the future as easily as a mile could
be run now in 1:50.

In many countries of Europe horses
are still bred for war and ceremony.

Horses for riding should have a var-
iety of gaits, which is restful to both
horse and rider. Riding and driving
are not to be compared to each other,
as there is the greatest sympathy be-
tween horse and rider.

The Oriental horse was eminently
qualified for riding and for the camp
and march, and no one knows the at-
tachment that will spring up between
horse and rider but one who has, taken
long journeys on horseback. 1In good
riding the man, Centaur-like, almost be-
comes a part of the horse, and the same
set of nerves seems to pervade the twe.

In examining files of old Conuecticut
papers we find that there were both
trotrers and pacers in 1797 or 1798, In
the latter part of the last century 2:38
was the fastest time.
| Sporting actualiy began about the
year 1818, and the Enghsh thorough-
bred Dbegan to receive attention on ac-
eount of the protits of racing. In cross-
ing two races of animals no distinetive
breeds had been established, but a
combination ot several.

Thestud book of English thorough
breds was established twenty-five years
before any other animals were regis-
tered. Seeking nnprovement in breed-
ing we want themn to Dbe like their
parents in all the good qualities and
unlike them in all the bad ones. From
1795 to 1815 laws were passed in several
states forbidding races, but the real
value of the horse now, in our advanced
civilization, is in speed. Speed
saves time, and time is money. Frank
Forrester says that racing began in 1818,
Since old Boston Blue, who trotted in
three minutes, there has been a gradual
lowering of speed. Now that the trotter
goes forty feetin a second and a neck
wins, the difference of a twinkling of an
eye has added to the value of a horse.
Facts go to show that gambling, which
stimulated some of the wWorse passions
of men, had proved a stimulus to excel
and a means of improvement.

When old Flora Temple made a rec-
ord of 2:20 the press, in comment, said
that she was a phenomenal horse, and
that no other horse would be likely to
reach it. Trotting men, even. had no
faith in what was to come, but now we
have hundreds that doit. Since 1822
what great improvement. Now what is
the lesson?

The horse baving had the first consid-
eration of careful breeders we may fairly
suppose similar principles will be car-
ried into the breeding of all live stock.
Twenty-two years ago, at a dairy con-
vention in Utiea, N. Y., 1 advocated the
idea that the cow was a machine and
the idea was reported as purely theoret-
ical. Since that time we have moved
tremendously fast in improvement and
are destined to move still faster. It was
thougpt that we had been hustled off
from horse breeding by the West, but
this is not necessarily so if the right
kind of horses are bred. The trotter is
a nervous horse and nice for the man
who can afford the luxury, but the
masses want a horse somewhat heavier
with trotting action.

That kind of a horse will e coming
up, here in New Hampshire. Small
farmers connort afford to keep poor ani-
mals. Select the best and discard the
poorest. Not necessarily thoronghbreds
for all, but better anmimals, for the poor
as well as for the rich,
